The Board having asked the opinion of the
City Attorney a*to the necessity of calling
an election for Police Judge, Mr. Anderson,
City Attorney, appeared and gave a verbal
opinion, citing authorities to the effect that
no election was made necessary by the adop-
tionof the new Constitution, and that it one
were to be hold it would be a matter for I

careful l»i;ai inquiry whether it should be
held in October or March, but he intimated
that up thought October would be the time
required by law. No action was taken.

Kirb Alahm Ordinance.— The ordinance.
No. 165, relating to the fire alarm telegraph
of the city of Sacramento, was yesterday
pasted Iy tho Board of City Trustees and
signed by the Mayer. Section 1 provides in
substance that no persjn shall break, re-
move orinjure any part or appurtenance of
the fire alarm telexraph without permission
from the Board of Fire Commissioners ;that
no person phall tit any key to the lock of any
signal-box, or haw such key inhis possession,
force or pink -'u'li locVs without authority
fr«m the Chief Engineer of the Fiie Depart-
meßt; that no person shall make or cause to
be made any fake alarm of fire by said tele-
graph or otherwise, and a reward of $25 is
fixed for arrest nod conviction of any person
giving false alarm* by the fire alarm tele-
graph. Section 2 prohibits the placing of
1> 's. s or any articles upon the walk which
ir.ay obstruct free access to the signal boxes.
Section 3 Uinrelation to injuryor derange-
ment ofthe wire* by the movingof buildings,
and requiring notice when buildings are to be i
moved, etc , which are likely to interfere
withUe wire, to be first given to the Chief I
ET^inrer, and prohibiting any such interfer-
ence after 5o'clock P.M. orb*f:>reßo'cloc!cA. M.
Section 4 forbids any person or corporation !

from rnnmtiE: any wire on any of the poles or
fixtures of the Firo AlarmTelegraph, or to

'

erect or maintain any wire crossing, or within
sixfettof any wire of said telegraph; pro-
hibit*any person fkUely representing himself I
to ba au employe of the Fire Alarm Tele-
graph Departmpur, and requirca all persons
owning jin>;*rty on the line of any wire of
the department nut to permit any branch of
any tree, rub or vine to be within six feet
of toeh wire. Section 5 provides a penalty
for any violationof the ordinance, not to ex-
ceed $."0, or Imprisonment in the city
prison D t exceeding ten days, or both. The
ordinance takes effect immediately.

The term of office of .lustices of the Peace
shall be two years from the riot day of Jan-
uary next mcceeding their election ; pro-
vided, that nil .ln-tice«of the Peace elected
at th« general State election of 1679 shall go
out of effier at the end of one year from the
first d»y of January, 1530."

ELECTION OF POLICE JUDGE.

At the session of the Board of Trustees
yesterday the question of issuing a proclatna-

j tion for the election of a Police Jud^e at the |
ensuing election, was brought before the |

Board. City Attorney W. A.Anderson, who
had previously been called upou by the Board
for his opinion, was present, and stated that
he had given the' subject dua consideration,
and bad come to the conclusion that there is
n > authority for holding an election f«T Pclice
.fudge this year. The leading points of his
opinion, which was delivered orally, are as
follow*'

The city of Sacramento is actinc under an
organic law which was in force previous to
the adoption of the Constitution of 1879, and
now exists under the prior Actof incorpora-
tion, and Acts amendatory thereof, and is
not affected in the local government by the
Constitution. Such was the substance of the
decision in the Cisc of Desmond vs. Duun,
reooered June 21, ISSO, by our present Su-
preme Court.

I>ng previous to thi3 decision Judge S. W.
Sanderson, in an elaborate opinion prepared
for the Board of Trustees of this city, held
that even the Political Code did not rhan^e
or affect the local government of thia citj',
and that it operated undrr an independent
charter, distinct from the Political Codes.

The Police Judga is a municipal officer,
with jurisdiction only within the corpon.te

limits, The powers and duties of the Police
\u25a0fudge are defined by ths city orjiuic law,
and to that we look independently uf the Po-
litical Code and the Constitution of lS7y.

Sfction 1of the Act of !Sti3 incorporating
the city of Sacramento, provides that the Po-
lice Judge nhall be elected on the second
Tuesday inMarch, IStio, and every two years
thereafter. On April1, ISCI, the Legislature
p:issed an Act providing that ths election of
Police Judge s-hould be holden on the third
Wedne day inOctober, 1565, and at the same
time of the special judicial election, and every
two years thereafter. The special judicial
election hus been abrogated by the Constitu-
tion of IS7'J, but this Act, being in the na-
ture of an amendment to Stotion 31 of the
Act of 18ti3, dots not appear to be repealed.
He stated that it was clear to his mini), in
the iiijhtof the decision in the case of Des-
monil vs. Dunn, and the reading of the or-
ganic law, together with the reevnt decisions
\v. tbfl '"County Government" case, wherein
the Court ha* reaffirmed the prior opinions
expressed iv Desmond vs. Dunn, that there
is no authority for the election of Police
.ludge this year. The present Police Judue
was elected far the term of two years, and
his t-.r.iidoes not expire until January, ISB2.
