THE GREAT REPUBLICAN GATHERING
YESTERDAY.

The Republican barbecue, yesterday was
a splendid success. The weather waa
lovely,.and the surrounding counties sent
such large delegations in that in several
cases the transportation capacity of the
railroads was overtasked, and many en-
thusiastic Republicans were disappointed.
Allthrough the day crowds continued to
press into the Park, and all through the:

and business in the city \va3 represented.
The wealth, intelligence, skill in handi-
crafts, patriotism and vigor of the commu-
nity were all present, and not by proxy.

The leading butdnrM men for perhaps the
first time matched in the ranks and carried

torches. The long lice wound through the
crowd* '. streets and across the Capitol
Park, envsloped as it went in a blaze of
illumination, and cheered at every turn.
It might well have been thought by a
stranger who viewed the decoration of the
city in the daytime, and then observed
the character and noted the reception of
the procession in the evening, that Sacra-
msuio was inhabited by Republicans alone.

The New York Commercial BttlhtUiat-

"polities." This is allperfectly true, but
what is surprisirig is that it should not j
have been discovered before. The fact
that the Democratic party ha 3no princi-
ples which it is not willingto change or

repudiate the moment it thinks they are

obnoxious to the majority has been demon-
strated not only from the outset of the
campaign, but from the close of the re-

bellion. The Democratic party threw off
the mask in1861. Ithad always been the
p:irly of disunion and anarchy. It had |
held doctrines utterly incompatible with
the survival of the republic since 1795.
The Kentucky and Virginia Resolutions
contained the justification of secession,
:md their authors and adherents acknowl-
edged this. The Democrat.3 thought they
