CONSIDERATIONS FOR UNDECIDED
VOTERS.

!

If.there are any voters who;have not

;yet made up their minds on which side
they willcast

*
their,; ballots at the forth:

coming Presidential \u25a0 election, it is time
Ithey resolved themselves on this question.

It:may. be .assumed that :the undecided
voter is one who affects to.put no confi-
dence in what are called campaign argu-
ments'; >; who; does not believe \u0084 that the

success or failure of either party willcause
any appreciable change in:the prosperity
of the country ;who regards most of .: the
considerations which are .put forward* on
both tides ; as exaggerated -and untrust-
worthy;and who seeks to hold the bal-

ance even between the contending factions.
To this class of citizens we now address
ourselves, with the aim:of showing them
that there exist no reasons which can jus-
tifyany sensible and unprejudiced man in

voting the Democratic ticket. In the first
place we must inquire what it is that the
Democratic party proposes. As a matter
of course the minority party ought to pos-

sess cogent and easily apprehended reasons
for the change it demands. Itought to

be able to show that it can offer the coun-
try not merely a different but a better
government than that at present inpower.
Can the Democratic party make this clear?
And has itundertaken to do anything of

the kind If we take the Democratic
platform we shall find that certain general
lines of policy are there indicated. For
example, the party pledges itself to a frank
acceptance of the constitutional amend-
ments, to honest money and faithful dis-
cbarge of the public obligations, to a
'\u25a0 tarifffor revenue only," to

"
free ships,"

to the maintenance of the right of free

suffrage. Aparty which could \u25a0be trusted

to carry out all these lines of policymight
be regarded, other things being equal, as
offering fairly enough. But whan we pro-
ceed a step further, and inquire how the
Democratic party interprets and sustains
these its professions, we are confronted
with a very singular condition of things.
Of course it must be evident that what a
party dots is a better indication of its
real tendencies than what it says.
Now what the Democratic party does is at

variance on all essential points with its
declarations. This is not a reckless cam-
paign assertion, but a sober statement of
fact which cannot be controverted. Thus

the Democratic party fays in its platform
that the right of free voting is a right pre-
servative of ail lights, which must and
shall be maintained throughout the Union.
This is a very sound and proper sentiment,
but wht adoes the party responsible foritac-
tually do? Ithas band this campaign upon
the practical possession of the entire range

of Southern States. It cannot pretend
that if the ballot was free in all those
States they would be solidly Democratic.
Four of them at least are known to have
Republican majorities normally. Bat it is
notorious that inall those States the ballot
is not free;that the Republican vote is
systematically counted out ;and that con-
sequently the Democratic pretense of re-

gard and solicitude for the sanctity of the
ballot is a false pretense. Take next the
question of honest money and faithful dis-
charge of public obligations, State and na-
tionaL This the Democrats profess to be
their aim, but what has been their prac

tics ? Inthe Southern States repudiation
his been the rule, and not the exception.
InCongress tha Dsrrfocratic members have
nearly all voted for and supported every

measure to prevent the resumption of
specie payments, and to weaken the public
credit, by. forcing a silver standard upon
the country. In general politics they have
on every opportunity allied themselves
withthe faction whichproposes to destroy

specie payments, to flood the country with
irredeemable paper currency, and to pay
off the public debt in the same currency.

Itcannot therefore be said that the Demo-
crats are sound or trustworthy' upon this
question.

Take next the tariff issue. The ques-
tion of free trade is a most important one.
Its advocates are constantly acquiring

greater support, as the wrong and mischief
of protection become apparent to thinking
men. The Democratic party put in its
platform a proposition for

"
a tariff for"

revenue only," and that phrase means a

tariff Mich as obtains in England, and
which ie compatible with practical free
trade. Hidthe Democrats stood courage-

ously up for this policyit is very probable
that they would have driven their oppo-
nents from the positions they bad assumed.
Certainly they would,have done so had
their speaker? ami writers possessed .-.
competent knowledge of the subject. But
it has been made obvious that the Demo-
crats had no other object in adopting this
resolution than the • captnre of votes, and
that neither conviction nor understanding
were behind it. For when the Republi-
cans, late inthe canvass, bethought them-

selves that the tariff issue might be used
advantageously, the first impulse of the
Democrats was

—
not to defend their plat-

form, but to repudiate it. They made haste

to convey the impression that they did not

mean anything by what they had put for-
iward as one of their guiding principles,
but > that they were just as good

Protectionists as their opponents. General
Hancock even weut so far as to tell a re-
porter that the tariff was "a local qnes-"

tion ;" that
"

the General Government"
seldom interfered with it," and that it

would:make "no difference \u25a0\u25a0 to this ques-
tion which party was inpower. Such wild
nonsenae as this has never before been
uttered ;by

'
a candidate, .but though it

conclusively proved General ;Hancock's
phenomenal ignorance of the subject, it
demonstrated his equal willingness to take
any position upon .it which might :\u25a0 be
thought most advantageous to his party.
What he said, and what >his organs have
faiil, shows that the Democrats reallyhave

no convictions :upon the question, and it
follows therefore that however men's minds
may differinregard to the . fiscal policy of
tiie ;country, it must be ;impossible ]for
either Protectionists or Free Traders toplace
any reliance upon Democratic \u25a0professions
and promises. Take, again, '! the question
of. the }National Banks. : Does \u25a0;'. any one

know,' and can any one discover,' how the

Democratic party stands upon that issue ?
Some of i. the \u25a0 Democrats have,iit is true,'
ranged themselves with the Greenbackers
against the banks, but Senator Bayard, one
of the leaders ofIthe party, recently de-
clared in a public;speech

'
that the )party'

was in favor of the banks, ,and that this'
was \u25a0 General \Hancock's position. :.How,

, again,* t
doZ the :\u25a0' Democrats stand !on the

silver coinage question ? \ Intheir platform

they declare for;."honest
"

money, but in
J Congress they have always ;. voted for in-
flation of currency, with silver.' On civil
iservice reform, which is a very.important'
question, they are ;silent,*perhaps because |

iitwould be quite useless for them ;to pre-
i tend to be in favor of it. Notoriously they
Ihave not the least inclination that way, anil
Iwhat they most

'
desire is an :opportunity

Ito empty every • federal foffice,'.;and fill:it
j again without the least regard to litness.

We have thus reviewed the positions and
practices of the

'
Democratic party on the

leading;questions of the -day, and in so
doing We have been \u25a0: cireful\to;overstate
nothing, and to confine \u25a0 ourselves to an in-
telligible p̂resentation '\u25a0? of the *.necessary
facts. .V]From these facta

'
it,appears con-

clusively that the party has no certain posi-
tion before the country on any issues save !
thosn. concerning which its positions are

undeniably .bad. . Its record as a foe to i

free suffrage .is too plain to be
'
concealed.

.When it has been possible to evade, it has
evaded, and when evasion has necessitated
repudiation of its avowed principles, ithas
repudiated. Ithas made a .\u25a0\u25a0 campaigu'bf
evasions and negations, in fact, and this in

face of the obvious need of a policy which
should vindicate its claim to national con-
fidence. Why should an intelligent voter

cast his \u25a0 ballot for;the Democratic candi-
dates under these circumstances ? Allthat
the Democratic party offers is a change.
Not a change for ". the \u25a0'\u25a0 better, for it
has' declined all challenges : to show
that it . 'is • prepared to give ' the
country such a change. : Merely and
simply :a • change. But [\u25a0\u25a0; though it
takes care not to point out the considera-
tion, the voter ir.ust reflect tViatifa change
is not to be for the better, it will almost
certainly .be • for the ) worse. The Demo-
cratic party does not do much to quiet ap-
prehension on this score. Ithis shown
to supreme a contempt for its \u25a0 own pro-
fessions, and so eager a promptness to

modifyor reject them for the sake of win-
ning support, that no sober-minded voter

can fail to ask himself whether so fickle
and unprincipled a < party can be trusted
to • perform anything it promises. Its
dominant influences are Southern. Ifit
should win, it would owe the victory to
the South. The South has always con-
trolled its course, if not its professions,
and the spirit of the South is not friendly
to any of the conservative and loyalposi-
tions the party has taken. A cool con-
sideration of the situation, therefore, war-
rants the conclusion that it would \u25a0be
extremely imprudent to trust the party
withcontrol of the Government. Its acts

and its promises are too much at variance.
Its controlling influences are too danger-
bus." ,It might not upset everything
that .has been thus far established,' but
there is no ground for hope that it would
introduce any improvement to the Govern-
ment, while there are many and powerful
reasons for apprehending that it would

lend itself to -mischievous courses. We
have said nothing of the Republican party
inthis article, because we wished to show
the undecided voter that there is no. just
ground for the change proposed by the
Democratic party,; and because, if it is
shown that such a change 13 not warranted i
or demanded, it follows inevitably that .'

those who recognize the failure of the
Democratic arguments must support the
Rtpublican ticket. It would be easy to

demonstrate the advisability of supporting
that ticket on the basis solely of the supe-
riormerit of the party, and the superior
wisdom and wholesotnenesj of its policy,
but if we have disproved the Democratic
ci3e the end aimed at is effectually
reached.

ENGLISH AND HIS GRANDMOTHER'S

and scandal. There is one, however, which
we are moved to apeak of by the circum-
stance that the Nation, that fastidious
journal, say » it

"and willhold water." The story is to the ',
effect that the grandmother of English was |

the widow of a Revolutionary officer, and j
thus became entitled to some $4,000 as

arrears of pension," but died in1813 with-
out claiming it, and '\u25a0 left six heirs beside
English. Soon after he obtained a clerkship
in1 the -Treasury Department, and while
there discovered this claim, and, as is al-
leged, "went out to Indiana and obtained"

letters of administration in the wrong"
county, without notice to the other"
heir?, and drew the entire sum and kept

"ittohimself." Two years subsqucntly
the other heirs discovered what had
been done, ;and claimed the money,

but he refused to pay \u25a0:• it, plead-
iag insolvency. The

" heirs :;then ap-
plied to the Government for it, claiming
that the payment to English was invalid,
he not being authorized to receive it. This
application brought the matter . before
William L.;Marcy, then :Secretary of
War, and Isaac Toucey, then Attorney -Gen.
eral, and, s»ys the Nation, \u25a0 "their letters
"and opinions seem to place it beyond
"

doubt that it was a fraudulent
"

transac-

tion. Itappears that English has not yet
settled withthe heirs he \u25a0 defrauded, or at

least had not done so a month;ago. ;-\u25a0 This
affair is certainly worse in grade and' char-

acter than anything that is usually proved
against candidates, and what makes it the
more damaging is that it is a species of
fraud which seems quite congenial' to all
that 'is known of '\u25a0, English's disposition.
His own party organs denounce :him >as ;a
"skin-flint," and it appears from this that
he may also be something a good deal more
disreputable. ..

A FASTIDIOUS FREE LIBRARY.
The San Francisco Free Library appears

to bo very singularly managed, if we may

judge from the circumstance that its Di-
rectors have recently decided upon the ex-

clusion of Fielding and Smollett from their
list of author*, as well as Rousseau and
other standard writers. Itunfortunately
happens not infrequently that Free Li-
braries are governed by men whose ac-

quaintance withliterature is too slender to
capacitate them for the proper discharge of
the function of selection ; as these
persons in their turn appoint the Librarian,
itis always possible that the latter may be
equally unfitted for his position. Itought

not tobe necessary to say that a Free Li-
brary that undertakes to exclude such au-
thors as we have named above is ill-man-
aged, and that the publio interests are not

safe in the hands of Directors capable
of such folly and stupidity. The
San Francisco Free Library Directors ap-

Jonson, or any of the rich and abundant
literature of the period during which En-
glish .\u25a0writers were accustomed , to call a

spade a spade, and English virtue was
none the worse for this plainness of speech,
whatever prurient prudes at the present
day may think.

THAT BOGUS GARFIELD LETTER.

MR. BARNUM'S BLUNDER.

Mr. Barnum, in his Much for capita!,
has made a terrible blunder. The West-
ern Union Company had, it appears, made
an agreement to return all the dispatches
of the Na.ional Democratic Committee.
The purpose of the committee in requiring
its dispatches returned is patent. It de-
sired to conceal their purport, and to obvi-
ate the possibility of any future exposure
of contemplated frauds and corruption.
The telegraph company, in returning the
Democratic dispatches, in some way (and

perhaps not in a creditable w»j) included
two of Marshall Jewell's in the package,
and thasi dispatches Birnum his hastened
to publish as indicating a Republican pur-
pose to colonize Florida. And here the ab-
surdity of Barnum'e action stands revealed,

for it turns out that Mr. Jewell's dispatch
was written to warn a Florida official to

look out for Democratic repeaters, whose
advent was expected, and who had left
