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7J Captured Counterfeiter*.
Washington, :October \ 23 I.—Dispatches

received at the Secret Service Office to-day
give the secret to the arrest of Doyle in Chi-
cago, and thereby complete a chapter of the
most successful work ever accomplished by
the Secret Service Bureau. Two arrests made
inNew York this afternoon disclose the fact
that the engraver of the extremely danger-
ous $50 counterfeit, ako long concealed, is
at last unearthed. The engraver, as has been
surmised, is entirely new to the counterfeit-
ingbusiness. Hisname isCharles H.Smith,
ofBrooklyn. Incompany withhim was cap-
tured C. W. Spencer, alias Bill Brockway,
also one of the best plate engravers among

known counterfeiters. None of the plates or
materials have been captured with the men.
Warning of the arrest in Chicago, perhaps,
has given them time to conceal or destroy
that evidence, bat the engraver, Smith, has
become alarmed, and is making disclosures
that willresult intheconviction ofother mem-
bers of the gang, who are all known, and
who have been shadowed for months. All
the information shows that the organization
that employed Smith was one of the strong-
est combinations of rascals ever captured in
one haul in this country. Smith, in a par-
tial confession tonight, relates the astound-
ing fact that the bonds captured inChicago,
and pronounced by Chicago experts to be
genuine, are counterfeit, and printed from
plates engraved by him. The twenty-seven
$100-billa are also impressions from plates
manufactured by him. This prince of en-
gravers, who has produced work superior to
the genuiue issues of the Government, is re-
ported by Chief Brooks as a prize of whom
he may wellbe proud. The latest informa-
tion shows that had itnot been foe the arrest
in Chicago yesterday, and had a fortnight's
time elapsed, §250,000 of bonds would have
been floated upon the Chicago market.

Chicago, October 23i.—James B. Doyle,
the counterfeiter lately arrested here, was
brought before United States Commissioner
Iloyne to-daj-, and his case was continued to
Thursday, under bail of 825,000.

General (.rant InCourt.

New York, October 23d.
—

General Grant
appeared before the Warren Court of Inquiry
to-day as a witness, but his recollection was
not very clear as to the details of the battle
of the Five Forks. He was asked as to his

'

order authorizing General Sheridan to relieve
General Warren, but Stickney, Warren's at-
torney, opposed the personal opinion of the
first soldier of the country being used as a
weight against his client. General Grant
made a statement of his motivein calling in
the FifthCorps to hide General Warren's de-
fects. There was a tiltbetween tho counsel.
Some dispatches were produced. General
Grant could not say whether General Warren
had suggested the attack on the enemy's rear.
He found that when officers undertook to
think for themselves, instead of obeying or-
ders, itgenerally led to a defeat. He didnot
likeit,and ithad led to the removal of an
officer (referring to Warren). Stickney there-
upon insisted on this being stricken out.
This part of the testimony was then struck
out, together with some other answers derog-
atory to General Warren.

The Episcopal Convention.
New York, October 23d.— Protestant

Episcopal Convention to-day refused the ap-
plication of the diocese of Virginia for an as-
sistant Bishop. Resolutions were adopted
empowering the Committee on Expenses to
make necessary arrangements with the rail-
roads for reduced fares, and to raise money
for the traveling expenses of the next con-
vention. A resolution wa3 adopted that the'
General Convention of 1883 should be held
inPhiladelphia. A resolution, offered by
Rev. Dr. Dix, was adopted, calling upon
the House of Bishops as to whether the or-
dination of Bishop Riley, of the Mexican
Branch Catholic Church, was in accord
with Article 10 of the constitution, and also
what creed and liturgy were used in the dio-
cese. The report of the Committee on Ad-
mission of New Dioceses wan adopted, wilh
a provision that Dakota should not be ad-
mitted.

Indian Territory Intruders.

party has arrested another lot of intruders
into Indian Territory. Five of them were
un the way to the Kansas line. These did
not attempt to settle, but were locating
claims, intending to return to file them and
await the opening of the country to settlers.

Itannounces,
therefore, that itwill tell tickets to St. 1. mis
at Si until such time as all the unlimited
tickets issued fct cheap rates during the strug-
gle are redeemed. The regular rate between
St. Louis and Chicago is $8 10, and the other
roads are now maintaining it.

The Recent Fight InMonth Africa.
Cape Town, October 23d.—Following are

the details of the fight which took place pre-
vious to the relief of Maffeting. An ambus-
cade of yeomanry |were charged by a large
body of Basutos, who descended the hills at
full speed. A hand-to-hand fight ensued.
The Basutos were armed with assegais, imi-
tating the Zulus, and killed twenty-four yeo-
men. Reinforcements arriving, the rebels
were repulsed :with considerable loss. Tne
Basutos made a second charge at fullspeed,
which was entirely checked by the well-
directed fire of the Cape Town Rifles. The
enemy were reported to be 8,000 . strong.

Bights or Russian Students.
St. Petersburg, October 23d.— Anaddress

isbeing privately signed by the students of
the University here, embodying a petition,
already submitted to the Rector forpresenta-
tion to the Minister of Public Instruction.
Itdemands the establishment of a special
student corporation with the right of making
representations to the authorities by depu-
ties ; the right of holding periodical meet-
ings ;the right of association for objects to
be submitted to the authorities ;tho institu-
tion of a Court of Honor, for the purpose of
expelling members from the University;the
right of participating in the deliberations of
the Council of Professors ;and, finally, de-
mands that no student shall .be subject to
summary treatment by the police, or re-
potted without previous cognizance of the
Rector without having been expelled from
the University. -_"--.

The l.iiii!League Prosecutions. .
Dublin, October 23d. — The Freeman's

Journal asserts that the Government is re-
luctant to assent tothe inclusion of newspaper
articles in the indictment bills in the cases
of certain journals inDublin, Wexford, Tra-
lee, Roscommon, Galway and Mayo, whose
proprietors are members of the LandLeague.
Itwas finally virtually settled in consulta-
tion with the law officers that they shall bj

indicted. The listof leaders who are to be
prosecuted is now settled, but during the
week whichwillelapse before proceedings are
begun there may be startling changes.

lhe Pillaging Minis.
Teheban, October 23d. The insurgent

Kurds have renewed their depredations, and
several more Persian villages have been de-
stroyed. The insurgents have entered the
district of Selmast, province of Azerbaijan.
The Persian troops atBeenat are too weak to
hazard an attack. Additional troops, num-
bering 2,500, with twelve guns, from Tehe-
ran have passed the town of Cazvin.

Failure AllAround.
Rome, October 23d.— The Dirctto says :

Instructions have been sent the Turkish Com-
missioner which Montenegro cannot accept.
The perplexity of the Powers increases daily.
The naval demonstration cannot now take
place, owing to the lateness of the season,
and the certainty that Turkey would oppose
iteven by force ifnecessary.

The Porte Promises Again.

Constantinople, October 23d.—In conse-
quence of the representations of the Embas-
sadors of the Powers, the Porte has again
promised the speedy surrender of Djlcigno.

Diplomatic Correspondence.

Vienna, October 23J. The Government
has published diplomatic correspondence
showing that the first proposal for a naval
demonstration was confidentially submitted
to Count Karaly by Lord Granville on the
3d of July. Itincludes the appearance in
Bojana river, and possibly even in Lake
Scutari, of boats from tho International
Squadron to overawe both the Albanians
and Turks. Baron Yon Haymerle opposed
this, and also the orignal English, and pro-
posed that the Prince of Montenegro be di-
rectly summoned to occupy Dulcigno and
adjacent territory withhis own troops. Baron
Haymerle considered that such an invitation
to resort to force and arms would lay the
Powers under a moral obligation to secure
Montenegrins against any kind of failure.
The correspondence also shows that Germany,
while agreeing to display her flaginDulcigno
waters, declined to advance to share future
contingent actions in favor of Montenegro.
Lord Granville's tone was very sanguine in
proposing the demonstration. Ho said it
promised almost certain success, and that it
would also facilitate the settlement of the
Greek question. ':':7i7

The Greek Question.
London, October 23d.—The speech of the

King of Greece at the opening of the Cham-
bers is variously interpreted by the British
papers, but the weight of opinion seems in-
clined to regard it as peaceful rather than
warlike. Itis manifest from the King's de-
claration that an army willnot be sent across
the frontier, ss if the latter had been the in-
tention the King would have so declared.
The British press unanimously counsel pa-
tience to the Greek, and there is no disposi-
tion anywhere to support the Government in
its endeavor to coerce Turkey on the Greek
question. The opposition journals oppose
the present dead lock as a basis of attack on
Gladstone's Eastern policy. If the Turks
fulfilltheir pioiis.'ti surrender Dulcigno it
seems certain that no farther action by the
Powers inconcert can lie brought about.
