Trimming Trees Ordinance.— -An ordi-

nance (No. 166) relating to the trimming of
trees along the public streets was passed by
the Board of City Trustees yesterday, and
reads as follows : Section 1. Every owner,
occupant cr person having the care or emtio!
ofany lot or premise; In the city of Sacra-
mento shal' be required totrimor cut down
any tree or vine which interferes with or ob-
struct* persons or vehicles in passing such lot
or premises, and shall trim or cut down any
tree or vine interfering with or obstructing
the lie-lit. from any street lamp in said city.
Section 2. Any person violating this ordi-
nance shall, 'upon conviction thereof, be fined
not more than $100, or be Imprisoned not
more thin ton days. Section 3. This ordi-
nance shall take effect from and after its
legal publication."

REPUBLICAN RALLY.

A Splendid Meeting Last Night—Speeches
by Creed Eaymond and C. T. Jones.*.

The Republicans held a mass meeting last
night on Second street, between J and X
streets. Bonfires blazed on the street cor •

ners, and a brass band discoursed music from

the Orleans balcony. There was a decided
improvement in the speakers' stand, which
was inclosed onthe sides and roofed in, thus

saving the speakers from the draught usual
on the cross streets, and enabling them to
speak withgreater ease, as the inclosed roof
acted as a sounding-board. The walls of the
stand also - prevented the chattering

crowds on the sidewalk from disturbing
the speakers. Just '-. prior to the meet-
ing being called:to.order the Boys in
Blue, under Vice-Commander Daugherty ;

the Sailor Boys, under Captain Weimann ;
aud the Republican Legion, under Command-
er Post and Captain ;White, paraded the
streets in uniform, bearing torches, and led
by the First Artilleryband. The precession
halted finallyin front of the stand. The au-
dience was large, and the meeting proved to
be one of the

-
best of the campaign. The

people remained to the close, were deeply in
terested, and applauded often and loudly. N.
L. Drew called the meeting to order, and
named as officers of the meeting :President,
Chris. Green. Vice-Presidents— Charles N.

Mr.Green opened the meeting with a few
pertinent remarks and introduced

creed'hatmond
As the first speaker, who spoke for twohours,
making a stirring address, directed mainly to

Democrat 3, whose especial attention he be-
sought. Mr.Haymond's speech was replete
with interest, full of humor, and freely
interspersed with amusing anecdotes. He
was very often applauded. Only a brief
synopsis of some of the main subjects
touched upon are given.

Alteran appropriate opening, fee. referred
to the clamor of the Democracy for» change.
That party did not speak for the people in
the iteration of this cry. He had yet tohear
of the housewife witha full larder and a well
furnished house who deliberately went out
and dwelt in the hog-pen.

[Laughter
and applause.] For thirtyor forty years the
Democratic party was the dominant party,
and all that time declared that the Union
was a compact of States, and not a consoli-
dated Government. When secession came it
declared no army should coerce a State.
The Republican party arose and declared
this to be a government of the people, for the
people and by the people— an indissoluble
Union. That issue was tried at the ballot-
box, and at the court where the God of War
preside.", and itwas decided most solemnly,
and the judgment written in blood, that this
is a nation. [Applause.] He who tries to
open .it judgment now, and tear apart the
healing wounds of the nation, is an enemy of
mankind. [Applause ] The other day Gen-
eral Millershowed what the Democracy was
inIStil, aud now it is easy to see who liitthe
Democratic party and why, and whoit is
that remains and why. Bee took oS hi>
epaulets in sorrow and entered the Confed-
erate service, which was the result of
the logic of Democratic teachings. That
was the honest man, ready to die for his be-
lief.
