WASHINGTON, October 27th.—The Secre-
tary of the Interior to-day rendered an im-
portant decisioh in the matter of the snrveys
of the Bealrice and Monitor mines in Cali-
fornia, claimed by the Ivanpah Ceansolidated
Mill and Mining Company, on the appeal of
Julius A, Bidwell from Commissioner Will-
iamson’s instructions of August 16th to the
Surveyor-General of California, and a letter
recently prepared by the Comumissioner di-
recting the Surveyor-General to approve and
deliver the plats of said surveys to the proper
parties without further delay. The Commis-
sioner, in transmitting the appeal to the Sec-
retary, requests bim to dismiss it, te approve
the recently prepared letter, to give him ex-
plicit authority for him to diswiss all other
iike appeals, and to direct the Surveyor-Gen-
eral to refuse to receive any protest or appeal
relative to the survey of a mining claim ex-
cept from the party entitled to such survey.
The Secretary, in reply, holds that under
his decision concerning the surveys of the
Occident, O:zient and other mines in August
last, no such appeal should have been ac-
cepted or forwarded by the Surveyor-Gen-
eral, if that officer had received instructions,
in accordance with said decision ; but having
been received and torwarded, it should have
been promptly dismissed by the Commis-
sioner., He continued: ‘'The practice of
permitting adjoining claimants, or persons
not applicants for the survey in a case like
this, to protest, object, file evidence and ap-
peal, where no case in which any question
of their right of possession or to a
patent is involved 1is before this De-
partment for decision or final action, is,
in my opinion, altogether wrong, and the
sooner it is entirely discontinued the better
it will be for all parties concerned. Very
proper objections can be made to the survey
whenever it is put, or offered to be put, in
evidence in support of an opposing or con-
flicting right or claim., The anticipation of
such objection before the plat is offered in
proof of support of claims seems to me a lit-
tle worse than useless, I do not think it
necessary for me to approve your letter to
the Surveyor-General, for it is not at all
likely that he will refuse to obey your in-
structions. I will say, with reference to let-
ters of that character, directing the approval
of such surveys, that they are not to be con-
sidered in any way as decisions effecting the
merits of the case. They will not preclude
objections to surveys presented in support of
applications for a patent or adverse claim,
and the approvals of surveys by direction
from your cffice are not to be considered as
having any more or greater force or weight
tian ordinary approvals of surveys of mining
claims by the Surveyor-General, withcnt
reference to your office or direction there-
from. I think the decision of Augnst 9,
1880, in the case above mentioned, gives you
full authority to do what you request me to
specially direct in that matter. If special
instructions to Surveyors-General themselves
are deemed necessary that decision is ample
warcant for your issuing them.”

Disastrous Fire at Brooklyn.

NEW YORK, October 27th.—The Arsonia
Watch and Clock Works at Brooklyn were
burned to-day. The loss is over half a rili-
ion. The works have been in operation about
fourteen months, and the building and ma-
chinery originally cost over half a million,
From time to time additional machinery has
been added and improvements made natil it
is said the works were the most complete in
thecountry. Some of the machinery were new
inventions, which it will be difficult to re-
place. Mr, Davis, superintendent of the
works, says it is not likely that the factory
will be erecled ¢n the same scale, but the
company will put up another factory as soon
as they can settle up their business, He did
not know the amount ef insvrance. The
origin of the fire is not definitely known. The
watchmean heard an explosion and gave the
alarm immediately, but too late to save the
building. The building covered fifty city lots.
Phelps, Dodge & Co. were largely interested
in the works. Twelve hundred workmen are
idle, half young women. The company esti-
mate the loss at $1,000,000; insurance,
£305,000—distributed among 99 compapies,
The explosion which the watchman heard was
probably gas, which they manufactured them
selves. ;

The Drought in the Atlantie Staies.

New Yorg, October 27th.—The moderate
rains of the past day or two have brought but
partial relief to the industries depeundent on
water power. The drying up of streams in
the Atlantic States may be said to extend
from the Androscoggin down to the James,
and even eome of the local rivers like the
Delaware are fordakle at peints where such a
thing has not been known for many years,
The drought, however, is felt more seriously
at the eastward, and its effects are beginning
to be felt in commercial as well as manufact-
uring circles, .

The Boston Jowrnal of yesterday says:
The scarcity of water is having a bad effect
upon nearly all kinds of merchandise, re-
stricting the demand, especially for raw ma-
terials, The cotton, wooien and paper mills
are all runniny on short time. In Pennsyl-
vania, Mew Jersey and Delaware not a few
important industries have been brovght to a
dead halt by the stoppage of the mills, The
Passaic and Raritan rivers are unprecedent-
edly low, the Brandywine is quite dry, and
at Wilmington and other places in that part
of the country several establishments have
been compelled to shut down,

Work of ihe Northwest Educational
Misston.

New Yorxk, October 27th.—Rev. C. F.

Rev. Dr. Beers of the joint com-
mittee on securing a missionary Bishop for
each Territory in which there is not at present
a Bishop, reported in favor of the proposi-
tion. The report was adopted, together with
a resolution appointing a committes of
twenty-one to act as auxiliary to the Board
of Managers of Missions, and to create a
missionary Bishop fund. A resolution from
the Committee on Amendments to the Con-
stitution, declaring it inexpedient at the
present time to amend the constitution, so as
to require future legislation to be by canen, .
was adopted.
mittee on the subject of Deaconesses was
adopted. Tt sets forth that women of devout
character and approved fitness way be set
apsrt by any Bishop for the work of Dea-
conesses,

By the vote which follows, the House of
Deputies adopted the report excluding ex-

tempore prayers from the services : Clergy—
Ayes 26, noes 12, and eight dioceses
divided. Lay—Ayes 11, roes 25. The ma-

jority report was then adopted, and the sub-
jeet will now be passed to the Diocesan Con-
ventions for ratification,

The Committee on Amendments reported
adversely to the proposition to permit mis-
sionary Bishops to speak on questions before
the House, but not to vote. Judge Prince of
Long Island contended that these delegates
had a right to speak, and declared that it
was a mockery to bring these gentlemen
thousands of miles simply to sit in the
House, without the privilege of opening their
mouths,

After the passage of complimentary reso-
Iutions to the officers of the Convention, the
House adjourned sine die.

feits. No one but an expert, they say, would
be likely to detect their spurious character,
Smith, who engraved the plate, it appears,
said that originally there were thirty coupons
on the bouds.
