
LETTER FROM VOLCANO.

Republican Demonstration
—

Mines and
Improvements.

Volcano, October 26, ISSO.
A grand Republican demonstration, the

.first of the campaign, was held here on
Saturday night. :Strange as itmay appear,

that a mining town of the size and increas-
ing importance of Volcano

—
second in pop-

ulation in the county
—

should have been,

up to the 23d inst.,ignored or forgotten by
the Republican Central Committee. How-
ever, the demonstration and speeches of
Saturday fully make amends for any
seeming neglect, and show that the
principles of the great Republican party
are not dead in this section of the State.
A. P. Van Duser, J. A. Eagon, Republi-
can nominee for the Assembly, and Dr.
Giles of Sutter, were the speakers. The
town was beautifully illuminated, and a
band discoursed tine mesic in front of
Armory Hall, and the local Glee Club
one of the best inthe mountains enlivened
the occasion with selections from the
popular campaign songs of the day. The
greatest unanimity and enthusiasm pre-
vailed. When Mr. Van Duser took the
stand allhere prepared to listen to what
proved to be a fine forensic effort. It was
an annihilation of the argument of the
opposite party. The speech of Mr.Eagon
was a vindication of himself from the
attacks of a country paper. Mr.Eagon is
one of the most popular men in Amador
county, and his election is considered as as-
sured. Before concluding, letme say a word
inregard to the future of this rising mining
town. Anew impetus has been given to
the latent camp by the revival ofquartz in-
terests. Wehavenow some half dozen good
quarts mines that are turning out bullion in
satisfactory amounts. The Downs Com-
pany have about completed a fine '20-stamp
mill, with' all modern improvements, at
a cost of some $25,000, said" by experts to
be the best in the county. This company
has quartz enough in sight to keep the
mill running four years. The Volcano
Gold Gravel MiningCompany is one of the
most extensive gravel raining companies
in the State. It is now almost ready to
add from the auriferous gravel deposits of
the Volcanic Basin its pro rata to the cir-
culation of the country. But sixty feet of
rock yet remain to penetrate in the great
tunnel, which willdrain the basin forty-
five feet lower than it has been worked.
Hundreds of acres of valuable mininglands
will be drained by this enterprise. The
Fogus, the Golden Gate, the Madera Mill
and Mining Companies, and numerous
placer mines might be enumerated and re-
marked upon, but time and space forbid.

In the town many new buildings have
been erected during the past summer, and
the future prospects of this once famous
mining camp are again bright.

Skin Grafting from the Dead.
J. H. Girdner, house surgeon at Bellevue
Hospital, has obtained some remarkable
and valuable results inskin graftingduring
the past year. One patient who required
such treatment refused to furnish grafts
from his own arms or body, owing to the
pain involved;and, unwilling to ask an-
other to subject himself to a pain which
the person to be benefited was unwillingto
submit to, Dr. Girdner tried the experi-
ment of taking skin grafts froma corpse.
The doctor says :

Icut a piece of skin

from a patient who died in the wards a
few hours before, first taking care to in-
quire whether the cause of death was due
to a poisonous disease or.not. Ithen cut
the cuticle into small pieces, whichIlaid
on the jgranulated surface of the ulcers,
and bandaged the leg up very firmly. In
three days the graft began to show signs of
life, a perfect union having taken place,
and ina week a splendid skin, smooth and
elastic, had grown over the ulcerated part,
making a complete cure and leaving no
scar behind. Since that timeIhave treat-
ed upward of fifty cases with invariable
'success. Ihave grafted the skin of an
Irishman on a negro, and Ihave grafted
the skin of a negro on an Irishman with
ease. Inboth cases the skin lost its origi-
nal color and changed its hue to suit the
wearer."
