General Land Oflice Decislon,

WASHINGTON, October 28th.—The acting
Commassioner of the General Land Office to-
day rendered a decision sustaining the action
of the Marysville (Cal.) Register and Receiver
in the matter of the application of A. C, Ford
to enter under the law of June 15, 1880, the
land embraced in his homestead entry of De-
cember, 1879, during the pending of a contest
of Thos. Gohrman for the cancellation of said
entry, on the ground of abandonment. The
acting Commissioner in rendering this de-
cision announces the following important
construction of the two apparently confliet-
ing laws for the relief of the homestead set-
tler, which were enacted at the last session of
Congress : He rules that when a person has
commenced a proceeding for the cancellation
of a homestead entry in order to avail him-
self of the privileges and rights secured by
Section 2 of the Act of May 14, 1880, he has
acquired such an adverse standing and inter-
est as will prevent the contestee from making
payments under the Act of June 15, 1880,
for the land embraced in the homestead. Or,
in other words, that the right of entry con-
ferred by the last mentioned Act is confined
to cases wherein the United States and the
applicant to purchase are the only parties
interested.

DENVER, October 28th,—A News Gunnison
City special says that small bands of Indians
are reported scouring the country around
there, endeavoring to create an outbreak,
and declaring their intention of liberating
Captain Cline, who is in Gunnison City
under arrest for being implicated in turning
Jackson over to the Indians. Three com-
panieg of militia have heen formed, under
command of Captain Bean, and the city
placed under their control.

Agent Berry's Case.

DExvER (Col.), October 28th.—In the
United States District Court to-day, Judge
Hallet refused to comply with a petition re-
guesting that Agent Berry be turned over to
the State aunthorities. It is understood that
warrants will be issued, and in the event of
Berry’s discharge before the United States
Commissioner, he will be arrested and taken
to Gunnison for trial. Berry has not yet ar-
rived here,

fadian Affairs on the Texas Border.

SaN Axton1o, October 28th.—General
Grierson telegraphs from Fort Frittman that
between forty and fifty Indians from the
Mescatuva Apache Agency, New Mexico,
got as far south into Texas as Sierra Diablo,
evidently with the inteution of aesisting or
joining Victorio, but were headed off and
turned back by troops from Eagle Springs
and around the Guadaloupe mountains, the
troops pursuing the Indians through the Sac-
ramento mountains. Cavalry along the Rio
Cirande are actively scouting and watching
for the warriors of Victorio’s band not killed
by General Terrasas,

Critieal Examination—Purchase of tilver
—Exports and Imports.

WasHINGTON, October 28th.—The bonds
taken from Doyle when arrested in Chicago
are undergoing a critical examination at the
Bureau of Engraving and Printing.

The Treasury Department to-day pur-
chased 400,000 ounces of fine silver for de-
livery at the Philadelphia, San Francisco
and New Orleans Mints.

The excess of exports over imports of mer-
chandise at stated specie values for the nine
months ended September 30th was $73,760,-
430. The excess for the corresponding nine
months of 1879 was $161,498,336, The excess
of imports of gold and silver coin and bullion
during the nine months ended September
30, 1880, was $20,529,705; corresponding
months of 1879, $25,481,732.

Requisition from North Carolina.

Cricaco, October 28th,—The Znter-Occan’s
Washington special says: There is a Sheriff
here from North Carolina to get Samuel L.
Perry, the colored man who led the negro
exodus from Nerth Carolina. This officer
has a requisition which claims that Perry is
wanted for forgery. Perry has a deadly fear
of North Carolina justice, and of the Sheriff,
whom he identified as Bagley, a man who
some years ago killed nine negro prisoners,
cutting their throats and throwing their
bodies into a river, Perry will probably not
go.

Shocking Accident—Two Men Killed.

CixcinyaTi, October 28th,—This forenoon
at the Public Library building, two paint-
ers—Charles Throop and Henry Munn—
were on a scaffold at the cornice, eighty feet
above the sidewalk, when the hook broke,
and the two men were thrown to the ground.
Both were instantly killed. Throop leaves a
family, Munn was unmarried.

The Episcopal Convention.

NEw Yorx, October 28th.—The Times, re-
ferring to the adjournment of the Episcopal
General Convention, says : It may be doubted
whether any previous Convention of repre-
sentatives of the Episcopal family has done
more to adjust the working forces of this
religious body than the one which concluded
its session last evening.

A Disastrous Fire.

Ly~N (Mass.), October 28th,—This morn-
ing the large steam mill of James N. Buffum
and the new engine-house, Allen & Boyden’s
paper-hox factory, Newhall’s Railroad House
ans Marshall's wood-work buildings were
burned. Loss, over $100,000; small insur-
ance.

LATER.—It is now estimated that the loss
is $145,000.

Galilantry Honored.

NEew YORK, October 28th.—The American
Geographical Seciety gave a reception to
Lieutenant Frederick Schwatka and his asso-
ciates of the Franklin search party at Chick-
ering Hall to-night. An immense aundience
assembled to fpt\y respects to the gallant ex-
plorers. Chief Justice Daly, President of the
society, introduced Lieutenant Schwatka,
who read a brief and succinct history of his
explorations. Addresses were also delivered
by Colonel W. W, Gilder, Captain William
Arthur of the Royal Navy, and Hon. Isaac
L Hayes.

Lonnon, October 28th.—There is great ex-
citement in Dublin, It is stated on good
authority that warrants have been issued for
further arrests of members of the Land
League,

Opening of the German Landsiag.

Berriy, October 28th.—The Emperor's
speech, read at the opening of the Landstag
to-day, expresses thanks for the popular man-
ifestation of loyalty at Cologne on the occa-
sion of the celebration of the completion of
the Cathedral. The estimates for 1881 prom-
ise a surplus which will render 14,000,000
marks available for the remission of Prus-
gian taxation. A transfer of private railways
to the State has been eﬂ'ectes. The finances
and traffic of the Land League will be called
on to co-operate in carrying out economic re-
forms for the whole empire.

The Kurd Invasion of Persia.

TEHERAN, October 28th.—It iz said that
the Kurds are firing inte the town of Urami-
jial, Northern Persia. The town of Khoi, in
the same province, is also threatened. An-
other body of barbarians destroyed Mah-
mudjet, two miles from Sainkelah. The
reinforcement of Persian troops on the way
from Teheran are a week’s journey from
Sainkelah,

MesgED, October 28th,—Twenty thousand
Kurde, under Shiek Abdullah, are advancing
on Tabriz, and are now at Maragha. They
have massacred the entire population of
So-uj-Kolak. The garrison of Tabriz
is only 2,000 strong. Reinforcements of
7,000 men, and twenty guns, with five
Austrian officers, under command of an
uncle of the Shah, have been hurriedly sent
from Teheran. The first Kurd division
evaded the Tabriz troops, and has gone
south, in the direction of Hamadan. The
Teheran division has gone to emcounter it.
The Kurds occupy 3,000 square miles of
Persian territory.

Messenger Murdered.

Ragusa, October 28th.—The messenger
sent by Riza Pasha with a proclamation to
the inhabitants of Dulcigno, in reference to
the cession of that place, was murdered.

Unanimous Adoption.

BEeRLIN, October 28th,—The Federal Coun-
cil at its plenary eitting yesterday, unani-
mously adopted the motions of the Govern-
ment of Prussia and Hamburg in favor of
interdicting, by virtue of the anti-Socialist
law, residence in Hamburg, Altona, Wands-
bek, Pinneberg and Lavenberg, and vicinity,
of all persous comsidered to endanger public
safety, The order will remain in force for
one year, its operation commencing in the
Prussian portion of the above described terri-
tory from to-morrow,

Another Postponement.

Bapzic, October 28th.—Riza Pasha has in-
formed the Montenegrins that the meeting at
Kunia must be postponed for few days, as
the arrangements for the surrender of Dul-
cigno are not complete,

Adviees from France.

PAris, October 28th.—The journals here
have heen discussing the speech of Floquett,
the Radical Deputy at Valence, and the
mouthpiece of Gambetta. Judging from the
tone of the speech, Ferry must not de-
pend upon longer quiet during his term of
office, and the reassembling of the Chamber
of Deputies will be the signal for his fall.
