7 Terrible Gale on the English Coast. i
;London, October 28th.—A terrible south- \

western pile is reported from Plymouth last j
night. Daybreak showed five vessels strand- j
ed, but the crews were all saved. Aschooner |
entering the harbor of South Shields found-
ered, and allhands except the mate were
lost.';The steamer Travelers capsized whUa
entering the came harbor, and twelve persons
were drowned.

The floods at Leeds have stopped. Several
mills were destroyed and hundreds of persons
thrown out of employment.

At Plymouth the brig John May, from
BullRiver, S. C, for Friedrickstadt, drove
alongside of the batten breakwater this
morning and remains there. Captain Mitch-
ell was drowned while endeavoring to get
ashore on the breakwater.

AtBradford there was a heavy rain and
snow-storm, and railroad traffic was im-
peded.-

At Leicester rain began to fall Tuesday
evening, and has continued since, flooding the
low-lying districts.

Wirlock experienced thirty-six hours of
heavy rain, and many houses are flooded. At
6 P. m. the gas suddenly went out, leaving
the whole town in darkness.

At Oldham there was a heavy snow-storm.
At South Shields there was a heavy sea.

Terrible Storm on the English Coast, with
Great Loss of Life.

General Land Office Derision.
Washington, October 28th.— The acting

Commissioner of the General Land Office to-
day rendered a decision sustaining the action
of the Marysville (Cal. )Register and Receiver
in the matter of the application of A.C.Ford
to enter under the law of June 15, 1880, the
land embraced inhis homestead entry of De-
cember, 1879, during the pending of a contest
of Thos. Gohrman for the cancellation of said
entry, on the ground of abandonment. .The
acting Commissioner in rendering this de-
cision announces the following important
construction of the two apparently conflict-
ing laws for the relief of the homestead set-
tler, which were enacted at the last session of
Congress : He rules that when a person has
commenced a proceeding for the cancellation
of a homestead entry in order to avail him-
self of the privileges and rights secured by
Section 2 of the Act of May 14, 1880, he has
acquired such an adverse standing and inter-
est as willprevent the contestee frommaking
payments under the Act of June 15, 1880,
for tbe land embraced inthe homestead. Or,
inother words, that the right of entry con-
ferred by the last mentioned Act is confined
to cases wherein the United States and the
applicant to purchase are the only parties
interested.

Three com-
panies of militia have been formed, under
command of Captain Bean, and the city
placed under their control.

The Kurds occupy 3,000 square .miles of
Persian territory.

Berlin, October 2Sth.— The Federal Coun-
cil at its plenary sitting yesterday, unani-
mously adopted the motions of the Govern-
ment of Prussia and Hamburg in favor of
interdicting, by virtue of the anti-Socialist
law, residence in Hamburg, Altona, Wands-bek, l'inneberg and Lavenberg, and vicinity,
of all persons considered to endanger public
safety. The order willremain in force for
one year, its operation commencing iv the
Prussian portionof the above described terri-
tory from to-morrow.

Dulcigno, after the withdrawal of the Turk?,
Montenegro should not have occupied the
debated territory within a certain short
period, the naval demonstration would cease
and Austria would not participate in any

steps which might lead her into further com-
plications against the Porte.
