Schooner Capsized— Two Lives Lost.

Thursday evening

the schooner Edward Parker, Erlani'sorr,
Master, capsized on Humboldt bar. Two
lives were lost. The steamer Senator and a
number of schooners were off the buoy, de-
tained outside by a rough bar on the flood-
tide. The tug lay inside the line of breakers,
and signaled to the steamer to come in. The
Senator came in, and the schooner Ida fol-
lower!, sailing in without a pilot. The Ed-
ward Parker then came in and attempted to
sail in. A heavy sea rolled up under her
stern, sending her with lightning rapidity-
through the water, almost burjiirg her
forward, causing her to lose the wind.

The Cap-
tain and crew sustained themselves by grasp-
ing the rigging. The men at once stripped
themselves and swam to th. tug, and were
rescued. \u25a0 One of the crew named Christian-
sen, and apassenger named Robert Williams,
were never seen after the vessel capsized.
The wreck drifted in on to the South Spit.
Instriking heavily she pulled the masts out
of her. when the hull righted. To-day in the
flood tide the wreck was worked across tbe
spit nearly into smooth water. Itis expected
that it will come in on the tide to-morrow
morning. The opinion is that the hull is not
badly damaged, and can be rebuilt.

After a long pew-wow the Indians agreed
with Lieutenant Symocs to allow the survey
to proceed as fir up the Skagit as the mouth
of the Saukevitr. Lieutenant Symons is to
properly represent the ease to the Indian
Department at Washington. The Indians
have plenty of money and arms, and were
disposed to stand on their dignity, so that it
would have been an easy matter to have
provoked a big row. Mutters for the present
seem amicably adjusted.
