NEW YORK

George William Curtis believes that New
York will go Republican this year, and he
is very good authority. He argues that
the Republicans have never been sounited,
that they have with them the entire Inde-
pendent vote, and that the Democrats are
by no means so enthusiastic as their op-
ponents, The indications in fact are very
encouraging, and on the eve of the clection
it is difficult to peint out a single Northern
State in which the probabilities of a Re-
publican victory are not very much the
ureatest.

CALTFORNIA,

There is no room to doubt that Califor-
nia will give Garfield a handsome majority
to-merrow, and the strong presumption is
that she will at the same time elect four
Republican Congressmen. This year there
¢ even a possibility that San Francisco
may go Republican. Should it not do so,
however, the Democratic majority will be
so small as to be overcome outside the
metropolis with several thousand to spare.
We believe that Sacramento county will
poll the heaviest Republican vote it has
ever cast. Let us hope that Alameda and
all the other Republican counties will follow
suit, nor shall we complain even if they
exceed our exhibit.

WHAT SHALL THE HARVEST BE?

The seed has been sown, has germinated
and sprung up, and to-morrow the harvest
will be gathered. Ounght there to be any
doubt in the minds of intelligent men as to
what that harvest will he? The Demo-
cratic seed has been all tares and no wheat,
Czlumny, slander, evil report, tradunction,
falsehood, forgery, fraud ; these have been
the agencies with which that party has
sought to convince the public mind. The
history of the republic contains no record
of any campaign g0 monotonously sinister,
malignant, and enveromed, as that which
has been conducted by the partisans of
General Hancock. Loaded down with the
weight of a record crammed with treason
and heresy and dishonesty, the Democratic
party has this year seemed bent on proving
how easy it is to outdo even the worst of
its past misdeeds, and how boldly it can
face the country stripped of every sem-
blance of sincere purpose, and trusting
altogether to its talent for lying and trick-
ery. The poor apology for a platform of
principles which it fabricated at Cincinnati
by copying the old professions of its op-
ponents, proved too much for its slender
moral capacity, and itlost no time in repu-
diating it. Having thus cut loose from
principle altogether it was free to follow
the bent of its inclinations, and a preity
dance they Lave led it. The funda-
mental error of the Democratic politicians
Las been in assuming that the American
people were fools or knaves. They must
have been the first to believe the Dem-
ocratic campaign assertions, and they
must have been the second to indorse the
Democraiic campaign practices, In truth
they are neither the one nor the other,
and because they are not we Lave no

doubt as to the mature of the judg-

ment they will render fo-morrow.
The Demccracy stands ferward un-

disguisedly to-day as the champion of
the most tremendous frand that has ever
heen perpetrated in politics, That party
declares that it has secured 138§ electoral
votes for its candidate by consolidating
the Southern States. The country knows
that this consoli lation means neither more
nor less than the stealing of those Southern
votes by counting out the Republican ma-
jorities everywhere in the Southern States.
This gigantic fraud is not even thought of
sufficient consequence to be either denied
or excusged by the Democratic press. That
press thinks that public intelligence can
be hoodwinked as to the meaning of the
golid South by clamcrous abuse of the
Republican candidate. The October elec-
tions showed how this Democratic plan
works, but the only effect of that sharp
warning upon the Democratic leaders was
to stimulate them to more outrageous
frauds, They seemed to think that the
way to secure success was to increase the
dose, and so they forthwith proceeded to
supplement ballot-box stuffing and bull-
dozing at the South with forgery at the
North., The moral caliber of the Demo-
cratic press has been fairly gauged by its
reception of this Jast maneuver. With but
one or two honorable exceptions it has
indorsed the infamy with effusion, and
the history of journalism affords no par-
allel to the willing baseness with which it
has songht to utilize the scoundrelism of
its fuglemen on this occasion. No better
proof could have been furnished of the
utter demoralization of the party.

The campaign on the Democratic side
has been one purely and simply of scur-
rility and defamation., Every demonstra-
tion of the danger to be apprehendcd from
Southern domination in the Government,
from Democratic want of principle and reck-
lessness, from the Mexican practices em-
ployed at the South, from the greed of rebel
claim-holders, from the unconcealed hos-
tility of the South to the war legislation,
has been arswered merely by fresh bursts
of abuse against Garfield, Every remon-
strance against Democratic frands has been
met with new frauds, more impudent and
cutrageous than the last. Twenty years
ago the country was callad upon to put
down a Democratic rebellion. Then there
were Democrats who had the courage of
their opicvions, and who manfully up-
held them in the field. For these brave
rebels we entertain the appreciation which
belongs to open and resclute courage,
whether in a good cause or in a bad one,
But how have the mighty fallen! The
spirit which twenty vears ago found ex-
pression 1n candid hostility, and which set
its life upon the cast, now manifests itself
in the dirty work of forgery and fraud;
now expends its energies in fabricaling
false letters, writing lying dispatches, and
stuffing ballot-boxes. When we look back
upon the events of the campaign which
closes to-day we almost feel ashamed to
discuss these matters as though there
could be two opinions about them, for it
seems to imply a question of the integrity
and the intelligence of the people to do so.
And indeed there must come a time, when
popular education has ceased to be a
shadow and has grown into a reality, that
will witness the death of all such foul and
evil methods as have been employed in
this contest, because it will no longer be
possible to cherish the delusion that such
methods can deceive anyone. That we
are nearer this point than the Democratic
politiciars believe, we feel confident even
now, and we do not hesitate to predict that
to-morrcw’s election will justify our belief.
The popular vote will be a rebuke and a
repudiation of the immoral and malignant
agencies which the Democracy has been re-
lying upon, and an announcement of the
hopelessness of all efforts to wipe out the
past or to conquer the future by such
means. We trust too that the judgment
rendered may be in such terms as to empha-
size the popular resentment at the Demo-
cratic policy. A party that-stoops to
base its campaign on fraud and forgery
ought not merely to be defeated. It
ought to be annihilated. v

THAT WRETCHED FORGERY.

As the examination of the Morey letter
forgery proceeds, the evidenceof its fraud-
ulent character accumulates. If there was
anyone who still retained a lingering doubt
about the shameful business, the statement
of Judge Diffendoerfer must convince
them that the end has been reached. A
comparison between the fac-similes of
Garfield’s genuine handwriting and the
Morey letter shows at once that the so-
called imitation is in fact no imitation at
all. Bat Judge Diffendoerfer, the counsel
of the publishers of 7ruth, states that
those persons intimated to him their con-
viction that the letter was not genuine, and
their willingness to state as much in the
paper. They subsequently reconsidered
this honest intention, and no doubt at the
instigation of Barnum and his gang of ras-
cals, impudently reiterated the lie, and
strove to bolster it up., They had,
however, confessed the fraud, and all the
evidence taken in every direction eince
only serves to bury it deeper under a great
load of disproof. That itis the most atro-
cious crime ever perpetrated in connection
with politics since the assassination

of Lincoln, is incontestable, and it

shows how far the Democratiz party has
descended in its latter days. Slander and
forgery are now its favorite weapons, and
its most helpful friends are those who can
and will lie with the greatest effrontery.
The Morey forgery was of course intended
for use on this coast specially. It has not
had and willnothaveany other effectin Cali-
fornia than to increase General Garfield’s
vote. It has sent many Democrats over
to him, but it has convinced no Republican
that he wrote it. It has increased the con-
tempt and leathing in which all honest and
self-respecting men hold the Democratic
methods .of conducting political contests,
and it has emphasized the fact that a party
capable of such villanies is utterly unfit to
be intrusted with the control of the Gov-
ernment. That is the natural outcome of
such frauds, and that the Democratic man-
agers are unable to perceive this is another
indication of their moral and intellectual
degradation.

THE DEMOCRATIC PRESS.

The New York Szm:ays : * Let forgers

¢ and libelers stand at a distance. The
“greater the better. The Democratic

¢ press does not need them. If a party re-
‘¢ quires such infamous aid, that party, by
¢ whatever name it may be called, de-
““gerves to perish.” In saying that
the Democratic party does not need the
aid of forgers and libelers, the Sun un-
doubtediy differs radically from the opinion
of Mr. Barnum and his friends. They
appear to think that the party needs such
aid desperately or they would hardly
have soiled their own reputations so foully
in attempting to supply such a need. The
truth is that the Sun has spasms of honesty
which altogether unfit it for the functions
of a Democratic organ. The Democratic
journal of the day has no conscience, no
scruples, and no shame., Neither Mr. Bar-
num nor any other rogue can invent libels
or forgeries too infamouy for the average
Democratic paper to accept, endorse, and
make the most of, The manner in which
the Democratic press throughout the country
has seized the Morey forgery and paraded
it, carefully suppressing every evidence
of its falsity, is pregnant with suggestive
thoughts as t: the moral status of that
press. No such uniformity of dishonesty
could have been instanced among Republi-
can journals. Had the Republican Na-
tional Committee been base enough to have
invented such a fraud, there would
have been an immediate outery, and hun.
dreds of influential journals all over the
country would have denounced and repu-
diated the outrage, and plainly told the
committee that they preferred party defeat
to success obtained by such infamous
methods., But the Democratic press has
coarsely and unhesitatingly lent itself to
the dissemination of the frand, and has
cheerfully and without protest accepted
the ignoble task of indorsing a forgery
which every intelligent maa knows to be
such, and which no journalist of the least
capacity could possibly believe to be genu-
ine. Perhaps the course of the Democratic
press in this matter may serve to explain
the difficulty which has hitherto been ex-
perienced in making journalism of that
complexion profitable in a business way.

MORE CANT FROM HARCOCK.

General Hancock appears to be fairly
overflowing with cant and hypocrisy. In
a speech to some visitors the other day he
said, no doubt with a Pecksniffian snufile,
““Your best efforts should be directed
“‘towards maintaining the purity of the
‘“ballot. In doing so you will take the
““best steps towards conserving your
¢ liberties.” It is interesting and oppor-
tune to reflect that this exemplary cham-
pion of the franchise is trying to win the
Presidency by destroying the ‘° purity of
‘“the ballot” wherever his party can
effect that object, and that unless he can
carry the entire South by the most
nstorious fraud he has not the ghost of a
chance, There is only one satisfactory
feature about General Hancock’s -utter-
ances in this connection. They at least
gerve to dissipate any ideas to the effect that
he i3 better than his party, and they give
complete assurances to bonest voters that in
consigning him to defeat to-morrow they
will be completing a thoroughly good and
necessary work by demolishing a most
intolerable hypocrite and humbug,

ELECTION RETURNS.

We desire to state that we shall be pre-
pared to send brief dispatches conveying
election returns to private parties who may
desire news during the day of election,
provided that such applicants pay the cost
of transmission. It will save time, ex-
pense and trouble if persoms at distant
points who want news will agree upon a
joint dispatch, and thus obviate the con-
fusion and vexation frequently resulting at
such times from the receipt of several dis-
patches from the same place asking the
same questions,

DEATH OF MR. TODD.

The death of Benjamin Todd, the
Greenbacker candidate for Congress in this
district, leaves the party without a repre-
sentative. Under the circumstances the
best thing it can do is to seck to utilize its
votes by casting them for Page. As all
the votes for Weaver will be thrown away,
and as no local gain can now by any possi-
bility be obtained, this seems the wisest
course the Greenbackers can follow.

It 18 true that the Republican party has kept the
bocks of the Government for twenty years. But
bave they been shut ? Every citizen knows that for
five long years the Democratic party has had its
committees swarming over every page of them, in
the hope of finding blunders and frand in the
arithmetie. For five years the Democrats have
controlied the popular branch of Congress, and for
one year both branch They appointed a legion
of investigating committees. Senator Windham, in
a speech delivered more than a year ago, declared
that there bad been thirty-three such committees.
More have been appointed since. And with what
result ? No Democratic committee has ever been
able to produce the name oi a single Republican
defaulter by whom the Government lost a dollar.

Further Testimony in the Forged
Chinese Letter Case.

EVIDERCE FOR THE DEFENSE.

Witnesses Swear that Philp Did Not
Write the Letter.

ANOTHER AFFIDAVIT FRCM LIRS. MOREY.

The Publisher of ‘“Truth” Admits that
the Letter is a Forgery.

BELCHER NOT AFRAID OF INGERSOLL.

General Garfleld Alludes to the Question
of Protection,

|DISPATCHES OF SATURDAY AND SUNDAY.|

New Yorg, October 30th.—There was an
immense crowd of spectators at the examina-
tion of Philp this morning, At 11 o'clock
Judge Davis ordered the doors of the Court-
room closed. The police had great difficulty
in preserving order, so closely was the room
packed.

District Atiorney Bell asked for additional
time for the attendance of his witnesses from
Washington. Whereupon Howe, for the de-
fense, said : *‘In order that no time may be
lost, we ask you to allow us to call to the
stand three wituesses from Washiogton.
These gentlemen are George Weddesburn,
Mayor Hallett and Mr. Wilson, by whom it
is expected to prove the genuineness of the
letter from examinations they have made
with documents written by General Ga:field
on file in Washington.”

Mr. Bell objected, saying counsel would
have plenty of time duriog the day to exain-
ine them.

Mr. Howe—With that I am satizfied.

Daniel T. Ames, an expert, recalled by the
prosecution, testitied: I have examnined the
Morey envelope with exhibits A to K,
and the handwriting is similar. It does not
resemble exhibits 1 and 2 (Rockwell and
Jewell's letters). The handwriting on the
Morey envelope is the work of the same man
who wrote exnibits marked A to K.

Cross examined—I kuow George Simpson,
Jr. Idonot regard him as an expert. He
is simply a copyist. I was editor of the
Penman’s Art Journal in May, 1877. Mr.
Howe showed witness a copy of the Journal,
in which Mz, Simpson was spcken of as *“'a
well-known roundhand writer and profes-
sional expert.”

Q.—D:id you write that article? A.—I
don’t recollect.

Q.—Well, what is your opinion of him now
as an expert? A, —I won't express an
opinion.

Q —Come, Mr. Ames; we have no false
dehicacy? A.—I decline to answer.

Howe—Well, you may go. [Laughter.]

Bell then asked the indulgence of the
Court for a few miuutes, sajiag his associate
counsel, with a witness from Washicgton,
were expected every moment,.

A POSTAL CLERK’S TESTIMONY.

W. A. Chauser testified : I have been can-
cal clerk in the Washington Postoffice all this
year. The cancel stamp on the Morey letter
has not been used in our office this year.
The stamp used was a combination stamp,
marking the postage stamp and giving the
date at the same time. The stamp in the
Morey letter is made, I should think, by a
steel stamp. I am not able to sayif the
affixed office canceliation stamp on the po:st-
age stamp on ths envelope was not used iu
January last. It was first used about the
middle of February, Witness produced the
form of stamp used prior to February, Con-
tinuing, he testified (producing stamp used
after February)—The use of stamps was dix-
continned about the 15th of February, and
these were then put in use.

Cross-examined—Col, D, B, Ainger is Post-
master at Washirgton. I have seen the state-
ment made by him ia the newspapers recznt-
ly. Heis my superior. I don’t know that
he caused the statement to be published that
the changes of stamps [ have referred to were
made April 13th, I never heard such a state-
ment.

Colorel D. B. Ainger testified—1I have been
Postmaster of the City of Washington since
January 13th last. T never saw the Morey
envelope., Canceling stamps in the Post-
office have uot been the same since I was ap-
pointed. The stamps in use now were ot in
use January last. T'he change was made in
February. The stamp on the Morey letter
was not in use in the office in January last—
ab least not on and after the 13th.

Cross-examined—Know the business of my
offica, though it is impossible to know all the
details. There is more important duty than
a thorough knowledge of canceling stamps.
One of our duties iz to see that letters are
properly receipted and stamped. I do not
know the precise date of the change of stamp.
I did not makp the statement that the change
of stamps were not effected until the 13ch of
April. That statement was published.

THE CANCELING STAMP,

Redirect—That statement was not an offi-
cialone. Isaw the fac-simile of the envelops
in The Truth, and I thought I might have
made an error, I examined the stamp on it,
and then sent for my Assistant Postmaster,
and directed him to ascertain the exact time
at which the stamps were changed, and it
was in February, Then I went to the man
who made the stamp, aud he informed me
that he was paid on February 13:h, but that
he had delivered the stamps some time before.
The new stamps were put in use between the
15th and 19th of February.

Examined by Brooks for defense—1 did not
see Marshall Jewell before the publication of
the statements uantil last night. I-came to
New York, not knowing 1 was subpenaed.
I came because I was iuterested officially in
this trial. I came to New York last night,

District Attorney Bell then called Colonel
Bliss to the stand. He testified: I am the
complainant, and I selected the Rockwell let-
ter as comparison. I saw it on the morning
of the 26th. I saw the Jewell letter after, The
Rockwell letter was selected, because it was
desired to have one that could be photo-
graphed with the Jewell letter, and because
it was also the nearest in date to the alleged
Morey letter.

Cross-examined—I saw all the papers in the
case, or nearly all. I saw the exhibits, but
did not know that they were stolen, I asked
if it came directly through the hands of Louis
J. Post, and I was icforined it did not.

THE CASE FOR THE DEFENSE,

Mr, Bell then stated that he rested the case,
reserving the privilege, however, of calling as
witnesses expert Hoyle and the Lynn Post-
master, with one of the clerks.

Counsel Howe—DMay it please the Court, it
is a matter of congratulation that the prose-
cution has terminated their so called case.
We are delighted to have an opportunity to
prove the innocence of Mr. Philp, and inci-
dentally, of course, in behalf of the news-
paper called Zruth. This defense will sub-
stantiate the letter as published, and prove
the genuineress ¢f James A. Garfield’s sigua-
ture. While we have the right to ask your
honor to dismiss the case on the testimony ad-
duced, we feel we have a higher duty than
that. I desire to state on behalf of Mr.
Hart and Mr. Philp, that Rogers’ examina-
tion in this case has been a fair one. We
propose to prove that the letter and envelope
were received by Mr. Hart, who will prove
how and from where he received them, and
until after the publication of the fac-simile,
Mr, Philp nover saw the letter. We will
prove Mr. Morey’s existence. We will call
his executors, and will call experts to dis-
prove the expert officinl testimony of the
prosecution, We will produce gentlemen
occupying high positions, who will testify to
the genuineness of Garfield’s signature. We
will also show beyond a doubt that the letter
is not in the handwriting of Philp, but isa
bona fide signature of the Republican Presi-
dential nominee. At the conclusion of Mr.
Howe's speech applause wa2 heard, and
Judge Davis ordered the officars to put
those out whom they knew to have offended.

PHILP 1S ABSENT,

The prosecution then called Philp, who
was absent, and then Supervisor John A.
Davenport, who, Mr. Bell announced, had
left as =oon as Mr. Howe began to speak.

Mr. Bell was then called by the defense,
and testified that he had the original papers
on which the warrant was issued. The
original manuscript of the article, ** Lying
and Stickinz to It,” was handed to him at the
rooms of the Republican National Commit-
tee. Coulda’t say how it came there.

Mr. Houghton being called, he said he was
for the prosecution. Did not know how the
manuscript came from the Z'ruth offica,

Mr. Kuox testified to the same effect, ex-
cept that Davenport had it.

Judge Davis said he objected to a recess, as
it might necessitate sittinog on Sunday, but he
would &it until the clock struck 12 to-night, if
counsel agreed. This was satisfactory all
round, and recess was taken for a few mia-
utes for dinner.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

Judge Davis again took his seat on the
bench at 2 o’clock. Philp was present with
a lady, and attracted much attention. Some
delay ensued after the opening of Court. Mr.
Bell, for the prosecution, asked, as the delay
was not of their seeking, that he be permitted
to call Joseph E Payne as a witness, The
Court consented, and Payne testified : The
Morey letter and envelope were in the same

handwriting as that of the manuscript of the
editorial, **Lying and Sticking to 1t,” pub-
lished in Z%uth. The editorial, it is admit-
ted, was written by Philp.

The defense called Andrew Mcl.ean. He
testified : I am manager of the Broeklyn
Eagle, and have known Mr. Philp twelve
years. I know his handwriting well, as dur-
ing these years he and I have been working
in the same office. I have seen him write
almost daily. I now see for the first time
the original Morey letter and envelope, and
from my knowledge of Mr. Philp’s handwrit-
ing I have no doubt whatever but that it is
not in the handwriting of Philp. He has not
been in the habit of spelling companies in the
way it is spelt here. I must have edited
nearly 1,000 columns of Mr. Philp’s matter,
and have never known him to spell such
words in that way. I have been editor of
the Eagle for eight years, and during that
time James McDermott was never on the
paper. I know his reputation, and would
not believe him under oath, if thers was any
temptation for him to testify.

James Gordon, a member of the Brooklyn
Eagle's staff, and engaged with Philp in com-
pilation of a dramatic work, testified: I am
Eusltive the Morey letter is not in Mr. Philp’s

andwriting. I never knew Mr. Philp to
spell the plural of words ending in “‘ies”
‘'ys,” as ‘‘companies” is spelled. James
McDermott's character for veracity is not

ood,

Frederick Churson, also of the Brooklyn
Eayle, gives similar testimony.

William S. Harvey, a graduate of Oxford
University, England, and fourteen years the
associate of Mr. Philp in editorial work, tes-
tified : The Morey letter and envelope are
not in Philp’s handwriting. I know James
McDermott, and while I have been on the
Eagle 1 have not known him to be a reporter
onit. I wounld believe him under oath if
there was a half dollar one way, and weunld
not believe bim under oath if there was a dol-
lar the other,

Several proof readers and the city editor of
the Brooklyn Eagle testified that the Morey
letter was not in the writine of Philp.

John I. Davenport testified that Mr, Lane-
gan, & private detective, first gave him the
editorial manuseript of * Lying and Sticking
to It.” He didn’t say where he got if, nor
did witness pay him for it.

Cross-examined—I never attempted to
steal or get possession of the Morey letter in
any way. Had only been in Zruth’s office
once in a month, and then atthe request of
Mr. Post, :

Two Lynn workmen testified that they
knew of ' the organization named the Em-
ployers’ Union, or sometiing like that, but
knew little or nothing about it. The defense
attempted to show by a witness that General
Garfield’s vouchers for pay in Washington
were in the same hand as the BMorey letter,
but it was ruled out as incompetent testi-
mony. The testimony of W. C. Colton was
first ruled out, but finally received, when it
should be shown that it contradicted Mr,
Gaylor’s testimony. Colton showed en-
velopes which he bad received, and which had
stamps on, in spite of Mr. Gaylor’s claim
that such letters were not so stamped. The
prosecution claimed this evidence contra-
dicted nothing, because Gaylor’s testimony
only related to letters irom Washington to
the East,

George Timpson testified that he consid-
ered Garfield’s signature and the Morey letter
in an identical hand,

CLOSING PROCEEDINGS IN THE PHILP CASE.

NEew Yogg, October 31st.—In the prelim-
inary examination yesterday in the case of
Kenward Philp, charged with erimioal libel
upon General Garfield, in conuection with
the publication in the Truth of the Morey
letter, the reporter omitted the fol. wing and
closing part of the proceedings :

Mr. Brooke calied Kenward Philp. Mr.
Philp made kis way through the crowd of
spectators, amid a sensational murmur, to the
witness stand.

Judge Davis—Is there any prospect cf
closivg to-night ? T am completely exhausted.

E.r. Howe—Will your Honor permit me to
ask one single question—one only ? Whether
or not he wrote that letter ?

Judge Davis—If yon begin I would rather
you would go on until 12 o'clock.

Mr. Howe—Ido hope that your Honor will
perwit me to ask one question — that cne
question.

Judge Davis—If you de, we shall go cn.

Mr, Howe—Oh ! not if your Honor is ex-
hausted. We cannot go on with that sug-
gestion from your Honor; but we should
very much like to ask the question.

Mpr. Stoughton—Ob ! no; not if wears
not to go on.

Mr, Howe—Why should you object to our
asking it ?

Mr. Stoughton—Why should you wish te
ask it?

Mr. Brooke—For the very purpose that we
desire to it before the country, which you don’t
desire to do. The onus is upon us in this
case, and is cast upon us by the other gide.
But upon your Honor'’s intimation, which is
perfectly in accordance with what might be
expected from sitting so long in this atmos-
phere, we of course cannot go on. I sympa-
thize with your Honor’s condition, inasmuch
as it is my own, and with my colleagues I
consent to an adjournment of the case with-
out the answer of witness,

Jndge Davis—Don’t understand me as
asking anything of the kind; but if you
commence you must proceed.

Mr. DBrooke—We have certainly the
greatest indisposition to proceed under your
Honor's intimation of your condition.
Surely no ivjury can come by asking this de-
fendant one single gnestion, and deferring his
examwination on other matters until Monday
morning, I submit that your Honor can
consent to that portion of it at least.

The Comit—Ycu may proceed, sir, if you
desire,

Mr. Pryor—It is the unanimous decision of
gentlemen on this side, notwithstanding our
gre.’;.‘. desire to prcceed, that we shall not pro-
ceed.

The Court—I prefer now, so far as I am
concerned, that you should proceed.

General Pryor—We should not proceed
now unless we are ordered to go on.

By this time Mr. Philp had been sworn,
and was on the stand. 2

The Court—While I will not order the pro-
ceedings to be continued, still it is my desire
that it should go on.

Mr. Howe—No, sir.

Further examination was adjourned till
Monday morning.

JEWELL FALLS INTO A TRAP.

New Yorg, October 30th. — Barnum’s
Committee hes telegraphed to many news-
papers in Califoruia and elsewhere an affi-
davit, signed by the miustrel Joseph Hart,
with a letter of Marshall Jewell to Garfia!d,
for the purpose of charging Jewell with at-
tempting, by bribery, to suppress proofs of
the genuineness of the Morey letter. Jewell,
being interviewed, dencunces the affidavit as
a tissna of falsehoods, and says his letter to
Gazrfield, which was perfectly proved in itself,
was secured by Hart through arrant trickery
for fraudulent purposss, or the betrayal of
confidence on the part of Hart’s attorney,
Judgs Dittenhoffer, who is an active German
Republican and the first spzaker to take the

Yepublican stump ia this campaign under
the auspices of the National Committee, en-
joying the fullest confidence of Jewell and his
associates, On Tuesday Dittenhoffer told
Jewell that he had been attorney for the
T'ruth newspaper since its organization, and
as such attorney desired to arrauge an in-
terview between Jewell and Hart ; that Hart
and his associates, while professing to the
public to believe that the Chinesc letter was
genuine, were in fact convinced to the con-
trary aud that it was a forgery, and had pro-
posed to make a retraction of the charges al-
ready published. Jewell believing such a re-
traction by the paper, ore of whose editors
had forged the letter, would be its most ef-
fective denial, met Hart as requested at
Dittenhoffer’s office on Tuesday aiternoon,
and stated that nothing but an unqualified
retraction would be satisfactory. Hart en-
deavored to secure Jewell’s promise, accom-
panied by a letter to Garfield, that this re.
traction by the paper would secure the
abandonment of the proceedings against
Kenward Philp, the salleged forger, This
Jewell ﬂatl({ refused, but insisted that the
forger would be punished, and to the full ex-
tent of the law. Hart then offered to publieh
a retraction on condition that Dittenhoffer
should have the benefit of the same if any
benefit was to be derived therefrom by any-
body. To this Jewell had no objection, and
at the earnest request of Dittenhoffer and
Hart, wrote the letter to Garfield, and gave
it into Dittenhoffar's possession. How Hart
subsequently obtained it for publication Dit-
tenhotfer is expected to explain to-night. It
is now apparent that Hart’s purpose in seek-
ing the interview was to secure irom Jewell,
throngh Dittenhoffer, a letter which should
cotapromise both Jeweil and Garfield, and
which he would publish as an cffer of a bribe.
The cautious phraseology of the letter, how-
ever, excludes that interpretation of it and
its publication bere bas falien flat. No prop-
osition looking to the abandonment of Philp’s
prosecution has been entertained for a mo-
ment,

DITTENHOEFFER EXPLAINS,

Judge Dittenhoeffer confirms Jewell’s
statements in_all points. He says that he
went to New York on Monday, being sum-
wmoned by telegraph. Hart there told him
he had doubts ut the Morey letter and
wanted the Judge to see Jewell about it
The Judge thought he desired him to act as
mediator in case of trouble with the authori-
ties. He saw Jewell, who desired Truth to
make & retraction, but on calling on Hart
again the conduct of Davenport toward him
in the afternoon had determined him not to
seek any moderation, He went home think-
ing the matter had besn dropped. Next

orning, however, he received another dis-
patch from Hart, ar:i on going to the cifice
of Truth Hart recuested him to aguin see
Jewell, as he was convinced the letter was a

forgery. He said Tryth wanted no money
nor any other consideration tor making this
admission, but thought Judge Dittenhoeffer
thould receive whatever benefit was to come
from_ it, and requested him to impress that
particularly on Jewell. On communicating
to Jewell he wrote the letter which has now
been published. **No office, no consider-
ation, was mentioned between us—Jewell
and myseli —and no suggestion of the
United States District Attorneyship, or
any other. office, was at any time made
by Mr, Hart to me, I showed the letter to
Hart, who then requested permission to show
it to Post. I gave him the letter and he left
the office. In tie light of subsequent events I
confess there has been one error, but consid-
ering our previous relations, the great friend-
ship borne to me by Post, it was natural
enough that I should do so. The thought
that they were capable of acting wreacherous-
ly toward me did not enter my mind. I had
as little belief that they would do so as I had
that my own son would. Then, again, I
knew Jewell’s letter expressed the actual
truth, that it stated on its face that 7'e
ZTruth had been deceived, and having found
out that the Chinese letter was not genuine,

they offered to frankly confess it.” Ditten-

hoeffer afterwards heard that 7'%e Trutl in-

tended to publish a fac-simile of the Jeweli

letter, and sought both Hart and Post. Hart
told him he would not publish the letter if

Jewell would stop the prosecution of Philp,

This Dittenhoeffer declined to accede to, and

hence the publication of the letter.

THE FORGERY ADMITTED.
