Positive Proof Furnished by the Lyan
Postmaster.

PHILP, THE DEFENDANT, ON THE STAND

Adjournment of the Case Until Thurs-
day Morning.

JEWELL'S LETTER TO GEN, GARFIELD.

Estimated Republican Majorities in the
Western 8tates,

[SPECIAL BY TELESRAPH TO TP® RECORD-UNION.}

New York, November 1st,—The exami-
nation of Philp was continued this morning,
the defense calling to the stand H. L. Morey.
He testified : I live in Lawrence, Mass., and
was born 1n Lowell ; I ain 2 common Jaborer ;
I entered the army in 1861, and remained
until 1865 ; I know Henry L. Morey ; he is
my uncle; he lived in New Ha.m{l)ebire, in
Fisherville, for some years; he after-
wards traveled for a commercial house
in Philadelphia, Pa.; I then lost track of
him for three years, as I was in South Amer-
ica; on my return I saw him in the fall of
1877 and spring of 1878; I went to Lynn to
see my stepmother, and met him ; T met Lim
there both times; between February and
March, 1879, I was in Lynn getting papers
signed for my pension, which I lost by not
being present at the biennial examination ; I
went with him to the City Hall ; I have seen
Henry L. Morzy write, and know his hand-
writing ; the signature in the register of the
Kirtland House, of Lynn. Mass,, shown e,
is the signature of Henry L. Morey, as late as
February 29, 1879; I also find his signature
here under date of October 17, 1879 ; it reads
H. L. Morey, Lynn ; Main street is the prin-
cipal street in Lynn ; my uncle in Lawrence,
Mass., showed me a certificate in June, 1879 ;
I read it and handed it back to him.

Cross-examined—Clara L. Morey is my
mother, and is living at Lyon; I said I met
Morey on Main street, and now say there is
such a street: I saw H. 1. Morey last in
1879, in my brother’s house in Lawrence,
Mass.; A. P, Clark came to me and told me
he wanted me to go to New York; he told
me to go to the Democratic headquarters,
and 1did so when I arrived here Saturday
night, at 11 o’clock ; I eame back from South
America in 1879; I have worked for Hum-
phrey Bros. in Lawrence, Mass,, where I
live; a great many have called to see me
about this matter ; my published statement
was not as I stated it, Witness said he had
been offered $100 not to
[Laughter.]

THE LYNN POSTMASTER.

G. B. Adams, called by the prosecution,
testified that he was Postmaster at Lynn;
letters from Washington do not come in the
New York pouches ; had never seen in the
Lynn office any letter postmarked Washing-
ton having on it a New York stamp; when
letters arrive I have them immediately as-
sorted and delivered by carriers; I am gen-
erally acquainted with the names of those
who receive letters in Lynn ; I never heard
of a person there named Henry or H.
L. Morey; since this question arose

bave made efforts to discover such
a person there; I have searched my car-
riers’ bocks and the city directory; I have
looked at the registry of deaths, and have
conversed with many about him, but have
not been able to discover any one who knew
him; I do not know of an Employers’
Union—that is, under that name; on the
general delivery letters we receive at Linn
we put a stamp, and if a letter was addressed
to H. L. Morey, Lynn, Mass.,, such stamp
would have been impressed on it; general
delivery letters are marked on lists and hung
up in the office ; I have with me a list which
covers from the 23d of January, 1880; I do
not find H. 1. Morey’s name on it; I have
with me what I call my Postoffice directory,
which is a racord of removals, ete., but I do
not find his name there ; he never had a box
in our office ; I have never seen a letter ad-
dressed to Henry L. Morey until within a
week ago; there are thiree in the office now,
waiting to be called for.

Mr. Brooke stated that the defense had never
claimed that Morey was a resident of Linn,
though he had been there off and on in his
lahor movement.

Witness continning : In this directory (the
Lynn directory) I do not find Morey’s name ;
there is not in Liynn, to my knowledze, any
street called Main street ; in this strest di-
rectory which you hand me no such strest ap-
pears in the list.

Cross-examined—I know a street running
from the City Hall down to the wharves,
across the railroad track; it is Market
street ; it is popularly known as Main street;
there is also Washington street; I do not
know that ca some of the lawmp posts is
marked Washington avenue ; I never looked,
and would not like to say ; this list you hand
me is a list of general-delivery letters; it is
dated on the back January 30th; there iz no
alteration in the date ; the figure 3 is not al-
tered, to my knowledge ; it locks as if it had
been poorly written, or had been written
twice ; tha 25th of Janaary is missing on the
list ; no list is put up on Sunday; the 25th
wag on Sunday ; were a letter mailed from
Washington to arrive at our office on a late
hour Saturday or Sunday, it would be deliv-
ered on Sunday without a record being kept ;
on Sundays the office is open from 10 to 11 A,
M. ; occasionally our mails have been delayed :
when go delayed, I do not know that in tran-
git they are taken to the New York office ;
if there was a broken connection a letter
mailed from Washington at 9 o’clock Friday
night might be delivered Sunday morning, on
which day no list is made ; knew of an asso-
ciation of manufacturers in 1878 ; I have not
to my knowledge known of a latter being ad-
dressed to the Employers’ Union; I have
paid my own expenses, and came a: Post-
master .James’ request,

Mr. Bell for the prosecution—I am 64
years old, and have resided at Lynn, with the
exception of two trips to Europe, all my
life ; am a shoe manufacturer, and have been
in business forty years; have never known
any organized association of employers at
Lynv, and to my knewledge no such associa-
tion has ever existed; during the Crispin
strike, in 1878, I was Mayor of the city of
Lynn; in that year the manufacturers held
a meeting in the third story of the bank
building, as the strike was a hard
orve, and anyone could go to the meeting;
there was no name for the meetings, there
being no organized association, when the
strike ended the meetings ceased; do not
know nor believe that there is such a person
as Morey ; there was no such man at our
meetings.

Cross examined — I am net personally
acquainted with Garfield; I will vote for
him if I can get home.

John M. Hurley testified for the prosecu-
tion : Ireside in Washington, D. C., and am
Distributing Clerk in the Postoffice there;
have held the pesition since February last,
and previous to that time was Canceling
Stamp Clerk ; in February, 1880, the cancel-
ing stamps were changed, abont the 15th, I
thivk ; the stamp on the Morey envelope was
E:t in use in the office at the time it was

come here.

Cross-examined—Prior to the 1st of Febrn-
ary the stamp used was of rubber; there
were tw> stamping clerks about the 15th of
February ; after I was transferred to the dis-
tributing department a change of stamps was
effected ; steel stamps were introduced.

3 HEWITT'S BELIEF,

Hewitt testified: Have been a member
of Congress, and am acquainted with Gen-
eral Garfield; am familiar with his hand-
writing ; these three letters I hand you are
from him ; I have frequently seen his signa-
ture ; the Morey letter which I havein my
hand is, in my opinien, in Garfield’s hand-
writing ; I have no doubt cof it, any farther
than that a clever connterfeiter may forge any
man's signature. In one letter sent witness
the word ““pedigree” is spelled *‘ pedidree.”

On being cross-examined he explained how
he first saw the Morey letter,

Mr. Stoughton asked Hewitt to examine
the envelope of the Morey letter.

Hewitt confessed that he conld ses erasures
on the envelope; could see rubbing abont
the figure 3 in the stamp, the reverse side
of the word New York, and three blurred
letters. Did not believe the envelope was in
Garfield’s writiog. If T knew a stamp not
in use wason the envelope, I would certainly
regard it as & euspicious circumstance, and
would investigate further. If I knew, fur-
ther, that ths letter came to this city, and

was stamped here ont of the usual run, I
would ceréainly consider it suspicious also,

knew that no such person as H. L. Morey
existed, I would have thought it very extra-
ordinary indeed. I did not know these things
at the time I made the examination; and
let me add that I do not know them now.
These questions are mere assumptions,

AFTERNOON SESSION,

After recess, Henry H. Dewitt, night ed-
itor of the Washington Post, was called by
the defense. He testified as follows : I know
Mr., Ainger, Postmaster at Washington, D,
C.; I met Ainger October 23d; had a conver-
sation with him about the stamps in use in
the Postoffice in January.

Witness was then asked to step aside for a
moment, and Postmaster Ainger was called,
He said be had seen Mr. Dewitt in Washing-
ton, and that Herbert Preston, of the New
York Herald, was with him ; I showed De-
witt a memorandum concerning the stamps,

PHILP ON THE STAND.

Kenward Philp was called. He took the
stand, and was examined by General Pryor.
He testified : Am the defendant in this ac-
tion ; reside in Brooklyn, and am a jour-
nalist connected with several papers;
the Morey envelo and letter, which
I hold in my hand, was not written by
me—not a word, dot or comma; I first
saw them in the afternoon of the day
on which the fac-simile was first published ;
the manuscript of the article entitled
“ Lying and Sticking to It” is in my hand-
writing ; I had seen the fac-simile before I
wrote the article, which I believed then and
believe now to be genuine; I wrote the
article because I thought the letter was in-
jarious to the public welfare, and should be
g0 stigmatized ; I spell the plural of company
“companies ;” the testimony of Mr. PDag-
gett, that I denied having written this article,
is untrue ; I do not think he would swear
falsely, but he is mistaken.

Cross-examined by Colonel Bliss—I first
saw the original letter as I stated in my di-
rect examination; I had an intimation of it
from the publisher hinting about the letter
on the previous day; my editorial was not
ublished on the same day with the first pub-
cation ; I distinctly swear to that ; it dounld
not be, and I am positive the article was not
written until after I saw the letter, I have
written the names of Dickens, Thackeray and
others, for amusement ; have written Sheriff
Daggett’s name to an order for a hat, merely
out of fun; he was present at the time; I
have never signed any name with an inten-
tion to deceive.

The case was then adjourned until Thurs-
day morning.,

THE FAILURE OF THE DEFENSE.

WasHINGTON, November 1st.—There is
much comment here to night on the failure
of the defense in the Philp trial at New
York to produce in Court to-day the alleged
Goodell letter, or its alleged recipient, instead
of consuming time with Philp’s own testi-
mony, which of course would be wholly sua-
perfluous if the Goodell letters were shown
to be genuine,

JEWELL'S LETTER TO GARFIELD,

CHrcaco, November 1st.—The Times this
wmorning publishes a fac-simile of Governor
Jewell’s letter to General Garfield, in which
Jewell suggested that to Judge Dittenhoeffer,
if to anybody, is due the credit of having
persuaded the ZTruth to confess that the
Morey letter was a forgery., This fac.simile
was brought here in electrotype plates by a
confidential agent of Barnum’s, who, how-
ever, was unearthed by the Tribune, and the
latter paper this morning published a full ac-
count of the agent’s secret and mysterious
visit yesterday. It is understood that Bar-
num sent an agent to every Democratic paper
in the country with the plate, to make ar-
rangements for its publication. The T'imes,
like most papers, disavows a belief in the au-
thenticity of the Morey letter, and it is
strong in its argnments showing that it was
a forgery; but nevertheless publishes the
Jewell letter, as it would any other paid ad-
vertisement.

FORGERY APPARENTLY CONTAGIOUS,

Cuicaco, November 1st.—Forgery seems
not to be confined to the Democrats in New
York. A forged letter has been extensively
circulated in Indiana among the anti-AMasons,
declaring that Hancock has recently re-
nounccd Freemasonry, and urging that he be
therefore supported as against Garfield. F.
Blanchard, of this city, who is a prominent
agitator against Masorry, and whose name
is signed to the letter, denounced the affair
as a rank forgery, and will attempt to dis-
cover and punish the aunthors. The Demoo-
racy here are also keeping their hand in at
fabrication. They are circulating pamphlets
among the workingmen that Congressman
Aldrich opposed the California bill limiting
Chinese immigration, while, in fact, he was
consistent and active in favor of that bill.

THE FEELING AT WASHINGTON,

WasHINGTON, November 1st.—Throughout
Woashington to-day the public business has
been practically at a standstill, and citizens
of all classes manifest an absorbing interest
in the one great question of the result of to-
morrow’s election, The Republicans are
hopeful, even to confidence. The more en-
thusiastic ones claim that Garfield will carry
the solid North, and that Hancock’s hold
upon the solid South is not certain, but that
Florida, and perhaps Virginia also, may be
detached from the Democratic column, A
gentleman who is close in Senator Conkling’s
confidence, and who traveled with him on his
recent campaign tour through New York
arrived here to-day, and io reply to a private
question as to the size of the majority that
the Democrats will carry northward to Har-
lem bridge, replied : ** We concede them 70,-
000, and can then lay them out, Everything
is clinched. There will be some damaging
surprises on Wednesday morning.” He said
further that the only doubtful Republican
States were New Jersey, New Hampshire,
Maine and California. The Democrats, al
though hopeful, are. not so [confident as the
Republicans, and do not feel inclined to bet
on the result. The Republicans, on the other
hand, are willing to bet and to give
odds, Several bets were made to-day
that Garfield will have 20,000 majority
in New York. It seems to be
generally conceded that whichever party car-
ries Now York will secure the Presidency.
The Demacratic argument is that the same
influence that would carry New York would
operate in New Jersey. This, with a so'id
South, wou!d give Hancock 182 vctes, with
a chance of picking up the other three neces-
sary in Maine, Connecticut, California, Ne-
vada and Oregon. Should the Republicans,
on the other hand, carry New York, there is
a universal concession that the Democratic
candidate cannot be elected. Congressman
Hill of Ohio passed through Washington last
night, on his way home to vote. For ten
days he has been stumping in Pennsylvania.
He says the excitement in that State exceeds
that of the exciting October canvass in Ohio,
and that the alleged Chinese letter is recov-
ering for the Democrats the ground lost by
the agitation of the tariff issue. IHe says
Governor Curtin will be elected certainly,
and that the Democrats will gain the dis-
tricts now represented by White and Fisher,

WAS THERE A GLACIAL MAN v
AMERICA 7

Was there a glacial man in America ?
To this question the answer is distinct,
though given with the reserve which the
subject justifies, For the best that is
known, we are chiefly indebted to Dr. C.
C. Abbott, who was the first to call atten-
tion to the stone implements found in the
glacial deposits of the Delaware valley.
These implements are chiefly of argeilite,
though examples of flint occur at higher
levels. They have been found at the Bluffs
near Trenton, both in position where de-
posited and among the debris at the base.
Dr. Abbott says : ‘‘Perhaps it is a wise
caution that is exercised in but provisionzlly
admitting the great antiquity of the Amer-
ican man, but were these rude implements
not attributed to an inter-glacial people,
their coequal age with the containing beds
would never have been questioned.” On
this point the Curator of the Peabody Mu-
seum at Cambridge observes, in the tenth
annual report : * Dr. Abbott has probably
obtained data which show that man exist-
ed on our Atlantic coast dnting the time
of, if not prior to, the formation of the
great gravel deposit which extends toward
the coast from the Delaware river, near
Trenton, and believed to have been formed
by glacial action. From a visit o the lo-
cality with Dr. Abbott, T see no reason to
doubt the generalconclusion he has reached
in regard to the existence of man in glacial
times on the Atlantic eoast of Norih
America.”—[B. F. De Costa,
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
