THE METHODS OF THE CAMPAIGN.

Tke Presidential canvass is over, but be-
fore consigning national politics to a
short oblivion it is expedient to review the
methods which have been employed in it,
to the end that the tendencies of such
methods may be fully recognized. It
must be said that no Presidential contest
in the history of the country has brought
to the surface so much demoralization as
the one now concluded. The people
have been appealed to by the Dem-
ocratic politicians as though they were
all sharpers and rogues, or fools, and
that the best way to win them over
was to make it plain that there were no
principles involved, and that the managers
for General Hancock were prepared to use
the most iniquitousagencies without scruple
and without stint. It is evideut that this
policyis not onlydegrading to those who ac-
cept it, but most injurious in its effects
upon the popular mind. The reckless use
of fraud, forgery, falsehood, slander and
calumny can only accustom the masses to
disregard for truth and honesty, nor
can this disregard be confined entirely
to politicss. It is a convenient
theory with a certain order of pol-
iticians that it is possible to be dis-
honest in politics without being dishon-
est in any other relation of life, but a
careful examination of the Democratic
record will show that the dishonesty
which has been so grossly exhibited this
year is the logical outgrowth of all the
tendencies of the party during the past
twenty years. If we inquire what has
been the principal object of the Democrats
since the close of the rebellion we find that
it has been the regaining of political power
without abandoning the aims which the
party had espoused previously. But as
these aims are regarded by the majority of
the people ag prejudicial to the welfare of
the country, it has been thought necessary
to disguise, and where possible even to
deny them. The accomplishment of the
Democratic purpose, therefore, involved
studied deception and hypocrisy from the
begimning. This was exhibited in the
nomination of Horace Greeley, who of
course was not a representative of

Democratic principles, but had been
a life-long opponent of the party.
It was exhibited again in the

nomination of Hancock, who had fought
against the Democratic parly in arms, It
wae exhibited again in the formation of
the solid South, which was an arrangement
whereby the entire Republican vote of the
Southern States should be nullified. To
have announced that purpose wounld have
been snicidal, and therefore more deception
wag needed, and General Hancock, while
depending upon the theft of the Southern
votes, solemnly declared himself in favor
of a free vote and a fair count. The party
had previously practiced a like deception
in its platform, which was in fact merely
an attempt to cvade the real issues by
audacious misrepresentation. Thus the
groundwork of the Democratic campaign
was laid in fraud and falsehood, and thus
the way was prepared for all the dirty
work which naturally and indeed unavoeid-
ably followed.

After having taken its stand on this de-
ceptive and insincere platform, subsequent
abandonment of specious professions ought
not to have surprised anyone. The party
had declared for honest money, but it was
nevertheless willing to make alliances with
the Greenbackers. It had declared itself
in favor of a tariff for revenue only, but the
moment the tariff question began to be dis-
cussed it hastened to discard this plank,
and to try to persuade the country that it
was for Protection. From these subter-
fuges and insincerities on to the foul forg-
ery which fitly capped the climax of Dem-
ocratic immorality, everything went quite
naturally and smoothly. The downward
road is always easy, and from bad premises
only evil conclusions can come, The party
that sets ont by a deliberate attempt to
break down republican institutions, and is
not ashamed or afraid to enter upon such
an undertaking, must be expected to regard
whatever conduces to the success of its
project as venial or justifiable. The de.
moralization- of the Democracy reaches
back to the era preceding the rebellion,
and sll through that struggle it was mani-
fested. We may charitably assume that
a great many people who support the
Democratic ticket have escaped the con-
tagion of its methods simply by not
thinking about them at all. But however
this may be, it i3 undeniable that the gen-
eral tendency of such a fight as that party
has just made is highly prejudicial to
public morale. It is impossible that the
people should be familiarized withshameless
indorsements of palpable forgeries and lies
and frauds, without lesing their keenness
of sensibility. No man, however pure
and apright, could live in the midst of
thieves and slanderers and swindlers,
geeing their fraudulent views all the time
accepted 8 legitimate, without losing
morsl tone. W ben partisanship persnades
men to tolerate or defend dishonest
methods, there can be no doubt that par-
tisanship has become a great evil. Nor
can the end justify the means. That
Jesuitical maxim has done much harm in
the world, and ought to be exploded. In
this case, moreover, the end is even worse

than the means, for what has been sought
was the cajoling of the people under
false pretenses, and the bringing
them thus to accept a line of politics
which they never would indorse with their
eyes open. The methods and the final
object have therefore been of a piece, and
it will have to be realized that no nation
however vigorous can afford to tamper with
its morals and conscience by countenancing
such political practices. Of course it must
be expected that 1f ever one party succeeds
by such methods they will become general,
and then the progress to thoroughly
Mexican politics must become a question
of a short time only. The way to deal
with these immoral tendencies is to rebuke
them at the moment, and it isas necessary
for the maintenance of healthy govern-
mental institutions to do this as itis to
make proper selections for the highest
offices in the State.

THE TARIFF QUESTION.

The tariff question was brought up dur-
ing the late campaign in such a way that
itcould not be discussed profitably. Itisnot
by tacking such issues on to the tail of
party contests that they can be intelligent-
ly dealt with. The tariff question is one
of fact and economic science, and it ought
not to be regarded as in any sense a par-
tisan issue. In the late campaign it can-
not be said to have been argued at all
Most of the Republican journals thought
it necessary to uphold the tariff question,
simply because the Democrats had com-
mitted themselves on the other side. Any
journal, however, which undertakes to
justify the present tariff has a job
upon its hands which even the more
intelligent Protectionists decline. A
great deal of nonsense has been
talked about the phrase, ‘‘a tariff for
revenue only,” which has been interpreted
by the Republican press as meaning abso-
lute free trade, As the Democrats had
attached no precise meaning to it, and as
they were chiefly anxious to abandon
whatever in their platform appeared un-
popular, they made no defense, and indeed
were not in a condition to doso. But
Messrs. Daniel S. Wells and J. S.
Moore have prepared a schedule of a
tariff for revenue, which shows what can
be done in that way, and which at once
disposes of the flippant talk about ab-
solute free trade. We suppose that
no advocate of the principles of free
trade would think of demanding the
summary abolition of the present
tariff. All such persons bear the fact
in mind that when even the worst abuses
have become firmly established, they con-
tribute to the maintenance of a great num-
ber of people who could nof at a moment’s
notice change their mode of gaining a liv-
ing, and that therefore it is necessary to
proceed with caution and moderation in
introducing even the most salutary change.
Che figure that has been cut by the tariff
in the past campaign has however done
harm, if it has not done any good, for it
has clouded the subject with prejudice, and
it has caused many journals so to commit
themselves to false doctrines that they will
find it difficult to retrace their steps. Now
that the political turmoil is over, it
will be necessary to take up the tariff
seriously and dispassionately. It must be
remembered that the Protectionists them-
gelves fully admit the need of tariff re-
vigion, and that nothing but the cowardice
of the Democrats in Congress prevented
steps being taken for this purpose at the
last session. There is no room for doubt
that the whole fiscal system regnires to
be reorganized, and the only way to get
this accomplished as it should be is to put
aside all partisan considerations and exam-
ine the subject from the standpoint of the
national interests. 1f that is done we may
hope for a rational solution. If not, the
whole subject will only become more
clouded and obscured by prejudice and
passion, and the public interests will mean-
time continue to suffer.

THE MOST REMARKABLE BARK ON

RECORD.

The Boston Deposit Company, which
undertook to pay its depositors eight per
cent. per month, and which very naturally
failed as soon as public attention was called
to the nature of its undertakings, was cer-
tainly the most amazing banking institu-
tion on record. It was conducted by two
women, neither of whom knew anything
about business or finance, The bookkeeper
was another woman, who had never learned
to keep books, and who kept the accounts
of the Deposit Company for §3 a week
wages, with a room and board. Her testi-
mony in the Court is marvelous. She says
she knew nothing as to what became of the
money deposited. Every evening she turned
it over to Mrs. Howe, the head of the
bank, and never saw it again. There was
no safe in the house. Mrs. Howe herself
says that she was backed by twelve men,
whose names she does not know, and that
one of these men came every nightina
hack for the money, and carried it away.
Mrs. Howe, however, is not entirely relia-
able. The book-keeper said that every
morning Mrs. Howe gave her ‘‘about” ten
thousand doilars to meet calls with. She
never counted it, nor did Mrs. Howe. She
used to pay this out until it was all gone,
and then Mrs. Howe would give her some
more. If at the end of the day there was
any left she handed it back, together with
the deposits of the day, but without count-
ing it. She said : ‘“Inever kept an account
of any money received or paid out.” She
further stated that no computation of the
total amount on deposit had ever been
made. Yet this concern was in existence
for several years, and latterly had been
doing a very large business. On one occa-
sion it paid out $40,000 in a day, and its
customary receipts were from $6,000 to
$10,000 a day. It never had any real
standing, and was in fact no better than an
open sink-hole for the depositors. But
since it failed there have actually been
found people to attempt to justify and de-
fend it, and foremost among these is Gail
Hamilton. Truly public education needs
to be improved.

EDUCATION AT TEE SOUTH.

It is a corollary of the national principle
that the central Government should possess
the power to compass all ends subservient
to the primal duty of its own preservation
and perpetuation. Among these ends mod-
erncivilization places the control of the pop-
ular edacational machinery. The right of
the Federal Government to claim supervi-
sion over national education is self-evident,
and the case of the South shows how im-
portant it is that this right should be exer-
cised. The political condition of the
South is partially due beth to the manner
in which education is neglected, and to the
manner in which it is prosecuted. The pro-
portion of illiteracy in the Southern States
is very large. Oat of4,617,734 children of
school age in these States, no more than
1,377,239 attend school. The pumber of
persons of school age not in schools in fif-
teen Southern States is 3,240,495. There
are also in those States 3,531,069 persons

over ten years of age who cannot read or

write. It is evident that these illiterate
persons must in the nature of things grow

and bigotry, and that they must become
clogs on the progress of their section.
Where there are schools in the Southern
States, however, 1t by no means follows
that the education given is beneficial.
During the present campaign several South-
ern school text-books have been examined,
with the result of showing that they bave
been prepared for the express purpose
of conveying strictly sectional ideas of the
relations between the North and South,
and especially of misrepresenting the causes
and events of the rebellion so persistently
that Southern children brought up under
such teachings could hardly fail to regard
the Northern people as malignant tyrants
and oppressors, to be hated and resisted
forever. Now, the perpetuation of such
educational methods in the schools of the
South constitutes not only an act of folly
but a menace to the national Government.
It is in effect the perversion of the educa-
tional wachinery to the service of the
‘“lost cause.” It is teaching the rising
generation to keep alive the baleful fires
of Psectional hate in their hearts, and
prejudicing them beyond the possibility
of cure at an age when impressions are
most powerful. Thus the illiterary and the
education of the South are almost equally
mischievous, and both show the need of a
national supervision of State schools. It
is a perfectly juet position that no State
can be permitted to edvcate its children
as enmemies to the national principle.
That, however, is what the South has
undertaken to do, and the evil is too serious
to be dismissed with this campaign. It
is useless to make lawsfor the preservation
of free institutions and for the perpetua.
tion of the republic, if half the States are
allowed to train the rising generation to
regard the Union as an enforced and re-
pugnant league, to view secession as a
birthright, and to loathe the North as
a sordid and brutal oppressor.

CEINA AND RUSSIA.

Mr. Boulger, who is one of the best au-
thorities upon the subject, writes in the
Nineteenth Century his opinion that war
between China and Russia is inevitable,
however it may be postponed for the pres-
ent. He thinks that China has made up
her mind not to sit down quietly under
the humiliations which Russia has put
upon her, and that she is only biding her
time to throw off the yoke and revenge
herself. And Mr. Boulger holds that
when China does get ready for war she
will be found in a much more forward con-
dition than Euaropeans generally imagine
possible. China has for some years been
engaged in supplying herseli with all
manner of offensive and defensive ma-
chinery. She has already erected arsenals
and dock-yards and small-arms factories,
and Mr. Boulger predicts that in ten years
her facilities in these directions will be as
great as those of England. Her scldiers
are not yet drilled and disciplined after the
European fashion, but theyare composed of
very good fighting material, and the armyis
being rapidly supplied with the Berdan rifle,
and with Armstrong guns for the artillery.
China can put enormons masses of men
into the field, and though Russia may at
first secure some successes on her coast,

through its superior naval force, Mr.
Boulger thinks that the staying

power rests with the Mongolian empire
in a long war. The Chinese style of
making war is slow, persistent and ruth-
less. The Chinese General advances very
leisurely, but he builds and plants crops as
he advances, and o he carries his base
of supplies forward with him, and
can hold all the country he occupies. A
struggle of this kind in Central Asia
would tax the resources of Russia to the
utmost, but not necessarily those of her
adversary, since Russian reinforcements
would have to be conveyed very long dis-
tances, whereas the Chinese would be fight-
ing all the time with inexhaustible supplies
close at hand.

VINEGAR.—A method employed in
France, which converts cider or other
liguid into vinegar muc_h more ex;?edl.
tiously than do ordinary practices,
prefaces the process with preparing the
barrels or casks by first scalding with
water and next pouring into them boiling
vinegar, rolling the barrels and allowing
them to stand on their sides two or
three days, until they become thoroughly
saturated with the vinegar. This prep-
aration over, the barrels are filled
about one-third full with strong, pure
cider vinegar and two galloms of cider,
Every eighth day thereafter two gallens of
cider are added until the barrel is two-
thirds full. In fourteen days after the last
two gallons are added the whole will
have heen converted into vinegar, one-
half of which is now drawn off and
the process of filling with cider be-
gon again. In summer the barrels
during the process of conversion are ex-
posed to the rays of the sun, and in cold
weather are stored where a uniform temper-
ature of about 80° can be maintained.

Hew 10 Use O1L-sToNES.—Instead of
oil, which thickens and makes the stones
dirty, a mixture of glycerine and alcohol
is used by many. The proportions of the
mixture vary according to the instrument
operated upon. An article with a large
surface, a razor, for instance, sharpens best
with a limpid liquid, as three parts of gly-
cerine to one part of alcohol. Fora graving
tool, the cutting surface of which 1s very
small, as ig also the pressure exercised on
the stone 1n sharpening, it is necessary to
employ glycerine almost pure,with but two
or three drops of alcohol.
