riched the reigning dynasty with £3,000,-
000 worth of diamoads, and set on the
Portuguese and Brazilian diadems those
two famous jewels, the Southern Star and
the Abacete, rivaling the glories of the
Koh-i-noor,” are in a great measure things
of the past. Hardly 1,000 men are now
at work in those diggings which formerly
employed 80,000, and the outcome of their
labor does nor go for much among the
items of the budget. A correspondent of
the London 7%mes, writing from Rio Jan-
eiro, and our anthority for the foregoing
statements, says that a few foreign com-
panies, chiefly English, have, however,
taken up the abandoned shafts, and are
now working the mines of Morro Velho,
Pary and other localities, from which they
extract gold to the yearly amount of from
£‘.IISU,OOO to £300,000. —{Engineering Jour-
nal.
