FINDIEG OUT THE REASCNS.

Just now the Democrats are trying to
find out the reasons for their overwhelming
defeat, and it would be amusing, if it were
not somewhat sad, to perceive the care with
which mostef them avoid the considerations
which are 8o obvious to unblinded men.
A few of the boldest have come to the con-
clusion that a campaign of mud-throwing
does not pay, and that a party which exerts
itsel? far more to prove its readiness to abau-
don its old principles than to show that it
has any new ones to pub in their place,

does mnot commend itself to popu-
lar confidence. The majority, how-
ever, are seeking for recondite and

remote explanations. In New York they
ascribe their defeat to concealed treason
in the party, which position reminds us of
the cry always raised by the Parisian press
after each German victory in the last war.
Others are absurd enough to hint at * col-
‘‘onization by repeaters,” though where
the repeaters were o come from they pru-
dently abstain from explaining. But the
desire which prevails among all these
Democratic analysts is to find some ex-
plavation which may epare their vanity and
self-approbation by avoiding the painful
neoessity of owning that they were
beaten becanse they deserved to
be beaten. Perhaps the hopelessness of
any future Democratic success is foreshad-
owed in the fone now taken by these apol-
ogists, The Democratic leaders have sig-
nally failed to interpret the national mind
for many years. Whatever they have done
has shown their inability to realize that
the people on whose support they depended
were as competent as themselves to sce
through shams and subterfuges. There is
a Chinese stolidity about this Democratic
frame of mind. When the French and
English were going to attack a Chizese po-
sition,
looked like a line of formidable batteries,
but on approaching nearer it was found
that these fortifications were nothing but
painted canvas. The sim;le Celestials had
imagined that the distant view would
have been enongh for the foreign barbari-
ane, and tha% they would not have ap-
proached close enough to discover the de-
ception. On this Chincse principle the
Democratic leaders have proceeded, and
when their artifices have been exposed they
have expressed unbounded astonishment, as
they are doing now. It seems from their
present attitude that they are yet unable
to comprehend how such trifles as the
stealing of the electoral votes of thirteen
States, the abandonment of all their prin-
ciples, and the free use of fraud and forgery,
could have injured them in public estima-
tion. Perhaps they will arrive at a better
understanding in time, but assuredly un-
less they do, and unless they resolve with
Sir John Falstaff, to ““live cleanly ” here-
after, and eschew the evil practices which
have brought them into deserved disre-
pute, they will never win a victory in the
United States.

THE PRCTECTION OF XNATIONAL REP-
RESENTATION,

Whether the United States Senate will
be tied or not, it is now certain that the
Republicans will have a majority in the
House of Representatives, and this fact
has already given rise to a suggestion the
only fault of which is that it is advanced
with a timidity not at all warranted by
the situation. It is intimated that the
House may now undertake to refuse ad-
mission to persons who claim to have been
elected to seats in it by Southern districts
where the vote of the Republicans has
notoriously been suppressed. There ought
not to be any hesitation in making a prop-
oeition of this character, for to act upon it
is not merely the right but the duty of the
majority in the House. Congress is the
sole judge of the qualifications of its mem-
bers, and Congress knows perfectly well
that members who have not been fairly
elected by a majority of the untrammeled
voters of their districts cannot be entitled
to geats in that body. So long as the
Democrats possessed control of the Honse
they let in everyone who brought Demo-
cratic credentials from the South, and they
never paused to inquire how those creden-
tials were obtained. In this way the solid
South came to have very real signifi-
cance, and in this way the systematic re-
pression of the Southern Republican
vote was encouraged. It is necessary that
all this should be changed. It is the duty
of Congress to protect the natioual repre-
sentation against partisan fraud, and as it
appears that thers isno other way of reach-
ing this end than by refusing to concede
the polilical prizes to obtain which these
frands have been committed, the plan pro-
posed ought to be adopted. Of course
it is plain that so long as frand iz allowed
to succeed it will be adhered to.  The way
to get rid of it is to make it apparent that
it is no longer profitable, If the Southern
bulldozers-and ballot-box stuffers are made
to realize that they cannot elect Congress-
men by their favorite methods, and that if
they persist in employing these methods
they will only I8se their representation,
they will speedily abandon the solid-South
programme, and return to honest prac-
tices. In the new Congress there will be
many claimants whose credentials will not
stand scrutiny, and everyone of these men
ought to be rejected. The country will
indorse such a policy on the part of the
Republican majority, and that majority
will be taking the most direzt method to
purify the election machinery and to break
up the solid South. It is, indeed, prob-
able that the Southern people will from
this time place very little dependence upon
that arrangement, but they must be
taught to regard it as worse than a broken
reed iu their hande. The country has
been rescued from a great danger by the
recent election, but great and urgent re-
form measures yet remain to be accom-
plished, and the first and most important
of these is the restoration of the franchise
to the disfranchised elements at the South.
The nation has testificd its disapprobation
of the practices by which the South was
made solid, but Congress must execute the
national judgment, and see to it that the
latest frauds upon the franchise fail of
effect.

Then it became ap-
parent that the previous complaints against
Northern officials had been mainly false,
for the first use the South made of its new
liberty was to re-enslave the negroes and
to wrest from them their political rights.
A Demogratic majority in Congress made
this work of ““redeeming ” the South very
profitable, and Southern Congressmen were
manufactured to order with unexampled
celerity. In that region there ceased to
be constitutional government. The laws
of the United States were systematically
dcfied at every election. No man was
allowed to vote, or if allowed to vote, to
have his vote counted as he cast it, unless
he was a Democrat. Asa matter of course
the Congressmen who went to Washington
from the bulldozed districts did not repre-
gent taeir actual constituencies. In many
cases they were voted for by gninorities,
and in most cases tne figures used in their
certificates were fabricated.

The
diguity, integrity and purity of the na-
tional representation must be restored and
vindicated. That is the first duty of the
victorious Republican party, and the man-
ner in which this duty may be best per-
formed fortunately suggests iteelf in this
case, By all means let the illegally re-
turned members be expelled.

AN ABSURD FOREIGN CRITICISM.

The cable has brought over a curious
criticism upon the merits of the Presiden-
tial candidates, from the columns of the
London Adzertiser. The Advertiser is the
organ of the Licensed Victuallers’ Associa-
tion, or as we should describe it here, it is
the organ of the saloon interest. It is
managed by a committee, whose idea of
journalism may be gathered from the fol-
lowing anecdote. Some years ago the
editor had written a series of articles tak-
ing sides very strongly upon some current
question ; whereupon the committee re-
solved, in order to balance things nicely,
that he be requested to write the same
number of articles, and with equal foree,
| mpon the other side of the aforesaid ques-
tion. Thizis the journal which now tells
its readers that Garfield is a third-rate
politician of the school of which Lincoln
was perhaps one of the best, and John-
son not one of the worst. There isa dis-
crimination of character shown in this
collocation about as delicate and intelli-
gent as if an attempt should be made
to establish parallels between Julins
Cemsar  and Talleyrand, or between
Charles Fox and Samue! J. Tilden. The
eulogy of the Advertiser upon Hancock,
however, caps the climax of absurdity.
‘We have several times had great men

discovered for us by Europe, and here is

another illustration of the kind. It seems
that Hancock is really the only scholarly
soldier, the only really great captain, we
have ; and that becanse his merits were so
transcendant he was kept in the army
when the Federal hosts were disbanded at
the close of the rebellion, in spite of the
otherwise damming circomstance of kis
Demoeracy. This, and much more like it,
will go to form the basis of public dis-
cussion about our late election in the
English public-houses, and Britons will
think they know all about the rival can-
didates, and what a great mistake the
stupid American pcople made in declining
Hancock for their President. It is not
often that American journals of any stand-
ing blunder as grossly and calmly over
English affairs as the majority of the
London newspapers do when they attempt
to discuss the affairs of the United States.

PUSH THE PROSECUTION.

We trust that now the Presidential elec-
tion is over the prosecution of the Morey
forgery case will be pushed with energy.
This is not a matter to let drop until it
has been probed to the very bottom. The
scoundrels who devised and those who
used it onght alike to be exposed and pun-
ished. We have no respect for the intel-
ligence of any man who, after having
mastered the evidence in this case, can
entertain a doubt as to the spuriousness
of the alleged Garfield letter, but since
the Democratic party has indorsed the
cowardly and atrecious fraud, we want to
see it so completely brought home to them
that they will never be able to rid them-
selves of the evil taint belonging to it.
Mr, Garfield’s friends also should see that
the matter is not permitted to sink into
cbscurity., It is a cause celebre, which
peeds to be analyzed, and dissected
to the very roots, and every partici-
pant in it should be gibbeted in the
public view and branded. The common
disposition to let success wipe out all old
scores ought not to apply in this case. It
is not only General Garfield who has been
wronged, but the American people. The
party that undertock to deceive a whole
nation by a coldly prepared fraud of this
magnitude must not be suffered to escape
the consequences if we are to avoid simi-
lar outrages in the future. The forgery of
the handwriting of public men for campaign
purposes is far too easy for the public to
view such devices with unconcern, and for
this reason alone the Morey forger and
his abettors should be hunted down, no
matter how long it takes. It is only its
political significanze which has now evapo-
rated ; the moral significance of it con-
tinues, and that is sufficiently grave to de-
mand and justify the most energetic meas-
ures the prosecution can devise for the con.
viction of the criminals.

TEE RESULT IN CALIFORKNIA,

From returns tabulated elsewhere it will
be seen that Garfield’s prospective major-
ity in California will be about 1,000. In
1876 Hayes carried this State by a major-
ity of 2,805. In that election Hayes car-
ried San Fraccisco by a majority of 793
votes, leaving the majority obtained out-
side of that city 2,012, This year San
Francisco gives a Democratic majority of
2,063—a loss to the Republicans of 2,856
on the vote of 1876. Since, however, the
Republicans carry the State by 1,000, the
majority outside of San Francisco is shown
to be 3,063, being a gain of 1,051. Suffi-
cient is known to be able to announce
with certainty the election of Pacheco,
Republican, in the Fourth Congressional
District. The Congressional delegation
from this State therefore, both in the House
and Senate, will stand evenly divided be-
tween the two parties,
