THE CALIFORNIA ASSOCIATED PRESS
AND ITS RECENT WORK.

Itis in order to direct the attention of
the public to the excellent work which has
been done in this State during the past
week by the California Associated Press,
incollecting and distributing the election
returns. Heretofore this work has been
done by the Western Union Telegraph
Company, but this year the Associated
Press tookit inhand, and by its own agents
gathered every line of the great mass of
news which the Recokd-U.nio.v and its
colleagues have spread before their reader?.
The Telegraph Company had some special
facilities for collecting information, being

enabled to employ its agents and operators
all over the State in the business. At the
last Presidential election its arrangements
were such that on the morning after the
election we published returns from ninety-
seven points in the State. This,
however, did not satisfy the Associated
Press, and the result of its enterprise
waa that last Wednesday morning we

•were enabled to give our readers returns
from no less than three hundred and forty-
two points. The public are very apt to
accept whatever is supplied them in the

way of news, as though it were a matter of
course, and journalistic enterprise has made
so many strides of late years that nothing
is thought very astonishing now. Never-
theless, it is due to the California Associ-
ated Press to give it the credit to which it
is entitled for this absolutely unexampled
undertaking, and to point out that it has
on the present occasion completely dis-
tanced competition, both as regards the
extent of the area covered and the accu-
racy of the returns obtained.

SOLID SOUTH METHODS.

Fragmentary revelations come from the
South, and serve to explain the solidity of
that section last week. In Alabama and
North and South Carolina it is stated that
intimidation was practiced in the most
wholesale and systematic manner. Wade
Hampton's promise that his State should
go for Hancock by a larger Democratic
majority than ever was redeemed in the
simplest and most practical way by merely
destroying thousands of Repnblican votes,
and counting other thousands of Demo-
cratic votes which had not been cast. It
is interesting, while reading of these
methods of carrying out that plank of the
Democratic platform which declares that
the freedom of the ballot must and shall
be preserved throughout the United State?,
to listen to the pathetic complaints
of Southern journals of tie inflexible
obstinacy and invincible mistrust of the
North. Itwou'd seem that the Southern
press cannot comprehend how these little
playful practices should operate as a bar-
rier to the renewal of confidence between
-the sections. It thinks the North ex-
tremely unreasonable because it did not
yield tothe seductive arguments of the De-
mocracy and elect Hancock President.
Willthe South ever learn that the freed, m
of the ballot is a question o vital impor-
tance to Northern minds, and one which
even supersedes all ot'nis in gravity?
Until itdoes realize so much, and nntilit
abandons sentimental co bo aints and goes
to work to root out th »b \u25a0 s whichitbaa
hitherto fostered and enco rsged, we fear
that it willmake very itti..- . rogrew to-
ward re-establishing that confidence, the
absence of whhii itdep ores a' prtsent.

THE NEW YORK SITUATION.

The New York situation is in some
respects peculiar. The systeir. of "boss"
government under which the empire city

only exchanges a Tweed for a Kelly, has

put it in the power ofone man to employ
the whole influence of hii party for the
furtherance of his personal ends, and be
has used that influence so unscrupulously as

to eacrilice the larger objects of tUe party
to his own schemes. The cry of fraud
which Kellyand Barnum have raised has
evidently been resorted to for the
purpose of averting the indignation of
the betrayed Democracy. Kelly ap-
pears to have miscalculated the pa-

tience of his victims somewhat, though
the result of the attempt to im-
peach himinTammany Hall shows that he
is stilltoo strong for his opponents. This
outcry, however, has moved him to pretend
that the Republican victory in New York
was not fairlyobtained ; a pretense which,
as the New York press points out, is ab-
surd on its face, since the frauds he alleges
wouldhave been impossible, and since the
real causes of the Democratic defeat are
patent to everybody. Kelly appears to
have deliberately sacrificed the national
programme of his party in order to secure
the election of Grace to the Mayoralty. In-
deed it is intimated that if any serious
attempt is made to give substance to the
fraud pretense, it willbe in order to exam-
ine the methods by which that election
was compassed ;and that such an investi-
gation is very likelyto expose more frauds

Ithan Mr. Kelly will wish to have venti-
Ilated. The idea that Tammany Ehould ap-

pear as the opponent of fraud is in fact so
grotesque that the New YorkDemocrats
cannot retain their gravity when they
think of it. The fraud cry may perhaps
serve totideKellyover thedangerou3 point,
and give those whom he has sold out an op-
portunity to cool down, but that is allit
willdo. As for Barnum's connection with
it,he also has a reputation to cover up.
He is very justly charged with having

ruined the campaign of his party by the

baseness aud stupidity of his methods,

acd past events have shown that he is not

the man to stick at trifles when he sees
a chance ef rehabilitating himself. It
is, however, reported that General
Hancock refuses to consent to any

tampering with the Electoral vote of
New York in his interest, and if that
report be true Mr.Barnum willpresum-
ably be obliged to abandon his latest enter-
prise. Certainly General Hancock could
not expect to retain the respect of any in-
telligent man if he lent himself to so fla-
grant and apparent a piece of chicanery as
that whichBarnum suggests, and the hope-
lessness of the swindle is besides so self-
evident that a man possessed of much less
self-respect than the defeated candidate is

credited with by his friends might well
shrink from any connection with it.

KALLOCH'S NEMESIS.

The toils appear to be closing around
Mayor Kalloch. Now that the election is
over, and there is leisure to attend to

other affairs, steps have been taken to ar-
raign him for various offenses, and the
Grand Jury has presented him for the

audacious attempt to intimidate Judge
Freelon, which we commented on at the
time of its occurrence. We had been

apprehensive that this unparalleled out-
rage was to pass unpunished, but it seems
that justice may yet overtake the clerical
bully, and certainly there never was

stronger necessity for an exemplary pen-
alty than in this case. Kalloch's plans
have not succeeded of late. His political
combinations have proved unfortunate,
his bargains have broken down, and his
luck seema to have deserted him. Itis
trae he retains that wonderful congrega-
tion of his, which must surely comprise
the most singular collection of angular
heads in San Francisco, bnt he is no longer
the power inpolitics that he was formerly.

His desertion to the Democracy was an
error of judgment which may probably
prove the cause of his downfall. Itex-

posed bis want of principle in a new way,

and it committed him to a dubious ex-

periment, the failure of which now leavep

him without any resource. In fact his

Nemesis is approaching him with swift
steps, and rage and fume as he willthe
indications are that his teeth and claws
willsoon be drawn, and that he willreal-
ize that hardness which is said to distin-
guish the way of the transgressor.

A TOO TARDY DISGUST.

We cannot derive any consolation from
the r.pentanca of those Democrats who

are just discovering that fraud and forgery
are not gooi agencies to make apolitical
campaign with. We cannot forget that
these now repentant Democrats showed
themselves entirely and cheerfully willing
to profit by all the frauds and forgeries
their party could invent, so long as it re-
mained doubtful whether these agencies
would prove profitable. In fact we per-
ceive too clearly that itis only because the
frauds have failed, that the Democrats
renounce them. Their real moral status is
demonstrated by th<- eagerness with which
they adopted these methods. There was
the true test of their character. No gen-
tleman will countenance fraud. No gen-
tleman willhesitate to reject fraud, even

when his own injury results. And the
term gentleman is onlyone for an honest
man. No honest man will agree to take
his chances of winning by foul play. This
the Democrats did, and in so doing they

characterized themselves, and the charac-
ter!zitiou willremain with them.

REPUBLICAN JUBILATION.

THE LAST. -; RALLY, AND WHAT WAS

DONE AND SAID.

Speeches by Messrs. Johnson, Hart, Hay-
mocd and McFarland— The Torch- :

:lightiProcession— Etc.

.iThe ;Republicans 'of.; Sacramento ;held \ a
jubilee meeting Saturday night, which proved
to be one of the largest and most enthusiastic
political 'gatherings .ever known in this city.

Prior to the meeting, the uniformed Republi-
can clubs

'
marched 'in

*
torchlight procession

through J and X\streets. :.The: line was

headed ;by Ed. F. Taylor, Grand Marshal,1

supported by a large jcavalcade of mounted
aids. The first division was composed of the

First Artillery5band,' the Boys inBlue, W.
A.Houghton commanding, Mrs. T.D. Scri-
ver "

representing the Goddess of • Liberty.
The lady was mounted on a handsome horse,
carried a large national flag, and had an espe-

cialguard of honor detailed from the Boys in
Blue.. command. The Republican Legion,
C. N.Post .President, C. L. White Captain,
commanding.' Second division, led by Alar-
shal's aids; the Garfield and Arthur Fire
Brigade, A. Gillespie commanding ;old ha-
gine 5, jsurmounted by a \u25a0 gigantic broom;
the Garneld Canal-Boat Club, N. Webb
commanding. This club was preceded by the
canal boat of \u25a0 the "Ohio and Indiana Line,

'
drawn by two powerful horse?, driven
tandem. At the end of the division was a
wagon with a large transparency, bearing
quotations from

"
Garfield's Maxims." Third—

Marshal's aids, Independent Drum
Corps, large transparency on a wagon with
laughable cartoons, Republican Sailor Boys,
Gup. Weimann commanding, citizens on foot,
transparency on wagon withhumorous cari-
catures, citizens in carnages. In the line
weie several ladies and gentlemen on horse-
back, and several small transparencies— two
of the lje.-t l>tiu.; borne in the caual-boat and
the Fire Brigade. The line was a' very at-
tractive one, and an itmoved, was made more
brilliant by the discharge of. fireworks and
the burning of diluted light.*. Itcounter-
marched on J street fromSecond to Seventh,
pausing at the latter street in front of the
speakers' stand, which was placed on. the
north tide of .) street, just west of Seventh.
Here an immense concourse of people had
assembled. Its augmentation by the arrival
of the procession made itthe largest outdoor
gathering held in this city for many year*.,
excepting only the congregations on barbecue
day last month. From the southwest bal-
cony, corner of Seventh and J streets, M.S.
Hammer operated an oxycalcium lamp, and
flooded the scene with the brilliant light of
the apparatus. :.In addition, the hundreds
of torches, the lanterns on the stree,,
and the illuminations of the stand added to
the brilliancy of the scene. The balconies
on both sides of the street were crowded
with people. Great numbers of ladies were
in the crowd

—
more than have been seen at a

political gathering here for years. Itwas an
enthusiastic meeting, and full of patriotic
feeling. Numbers of citizens of other than
Republican party faith were noticeable in
the congregation, and not unfrequently a
goodly number of them were seen to join in
applauding. .The stand was neatly dressed
innational colors, and opposite to ithung a
banner emblazoned withan allegorical design
representing commerce, industry, agriculture,
art, etc., with the words "James A. Gar-
fieldand Protection to American Industry."
During the passage of the procession every
place illuminated or decorated in honor of
the occasion was - loudly cheered, but
the Sailor Boys' Club took the palm for
the method and earnestness with which
they cheered, , spelling out prefatory, to
each cheer the wordG-a-r-fi e-l-d,giving each
letter with concerted vocal emphasis. At 8:10
P. M. Grand Marshal Taylor, having con-
cluded the review of the line at the corner of
Seventh and J street?, mounted the stand,
called to order and announced the officers of
the meeting— President, Grove L. Johnson,
withfiftyVice-Presidents and several Secre-
taries. Mr. Taylor then introduced -\u25a0\u25a0-\u25a0

MR. JOHNSON

Whip was received with applause, and made
a brief and ringing speech. He congratulated
the people on euch a large demonstration,
and acknowledged the honor conferred on
him in being called upon to preside over such
a vast assemblage of representative citizens
of Sacramento. Inbehalf of the Republican
party he thanked the Sailor Boys' Club for
their gallant work in this campaign as in the
last, the Canal-boat Club men for leaving
forge and bench to labor for liberty and
uuion ;the Boys in Blue for rallying again
to ballot as they had once fought ;the Legion
for its unceasing labors and brave stand for
the party of order and progress, and the peo-
ple for upholding the hands of the Republi-
can party in the late struggle with its ene-
mies. [Applause.] Inan eloquent and im-
passiontd strain he spoke of this journal, say-
ing with warmth that he spoke the senti-
ments of the people concerning that paper
which they all admired and respected, the
Record Union, when he thanked it in
behalf of the party and acknowledged its
bold stand, its wise counsels and
its gallant fight for the principles
of tho llepublican party. [Cheers.] He
added, in warm eulog}', that toits firm stand,
its unflinching courage, consistent utterances
and undaunted front the party owed much of
its success, and that the people of this city
would Dever forget it,or cease to be proud of
it. [Applause.] He said if California had
not gone wholly for (jartield itwas some con-
solation to knew that the hand that mur-
dered Broderick would never sign the elec
toral certificate of this State. [Great ap-
plause.] It was alao cause for jubilation that
the Umted States Senator to be chosen this
winter will be a Republican. [Applause ]
He said the people did wellto rejoice ;it was
a duty to rejoice, to give voice to thankful-
nes?, and express openly the sentiments that
are entertained. [Applause.] In referring
to the New York election, he rose to im-
passioned eloquence, and declared that ifthe
attempt was made to steal away the vote of
Garfield he believed the American people
wouldrally as one man and inaugurate him
at the point of the bayonet ifneed be. This
expression was followed by deafening and
long-continued applause. Mr.Johnson spoke
of the principles of the Republican party as
peculiarly friendly to the foreign-born citi-
zen, and as laying at the foundation of the
republic, which makes it the home of the
oppressed and the refuge for the down-
trodden, and as also embracing the central
idea aud sentiment of all that is true andgood
ina republican form of government, in that
they guarantee to white and black, to allcit-
izens in allparts of the Union, their Bacred
rights of a free ballot, free speech and fair
representative.

The Republican
victory had been won on principle ;not on
forged letters and vituperation and abuse.
[Applause.] Iv conclusion, he urged his
Democratic friends to repent, <nme over to
the Republican party, and far all citizens to
keep themselves looking forward ti what is
true and right, and to keep their feet in paths
that are sure and lead to peace, prosperity
and uuity, which are to be attained and
maintained by the party of liberty, justice,
progress and patriotism.

Itdrags eter-
nally at the tail-end of everything. Its mis-
sion is to stop things. Its forte is dead
weight. Itis such btuff as handicaps are
made of

fit only to weigh down the bound-

ing nation, to exhaust its energies and lessen
its speed. [Applause.] Leave it!you fel-
low-citizens who have been Democrats, leave
itforever, ami join that grand national Re-
publican party whose past is blizoned with
glory, whose present sees all the departments
of the General Government again inits pos-
session, and whose future includes in its des-
tiny all the hope which this young country
has of national endurance, ofnational strength
and of national grandeur. [Cheers an.loud
applause.]

He thanked the peo-
ple for their attention, and led them in three
rousing and final cheers, upon which the
multitude dispensed. Groups and detach-
ments of the uniformed clubs marched about
the streets until a late hour, cheering and
singing in merry humor.
