SHouLD BE StoPPED,—There was univer-
sal complaint throughout the Second and
Fourth Wards Saturday evening, about the
stifling condition of the atmosphere, and hun-
dreds of citizens were outspoken in their de-
sire that the city authorities shall to-day take
action in the matter. It has been the cus-
tom, the people allege, for weeks for some cit-
izeus to rake up and set on fire in the streets
the fallen leaves and other rubbish just at
dusk, when there is no breeze. Tle piles
smoulder for hours, and the result is that with
the dull heavy smoke and the clouds of dust
raised by vehicles, the whole southern and
southwestern portions of the city are over-
whelmed in a stifling cloud that is prejndicial
to health, makes the streets well nigh im-
passabile, and renders the evening hours in-
tolerable. Saturday from 3 to 7:30 Pp. M. it
was impossible on M, N, O, P and Q streets,
from Second to Thirteenth, to see through
the fog of vaporized filth for the distance of a
single block, and in many places the sight
could not pierce the cloud the width of the
street. DPhysicians state that sick people are
greatly distressed by the smoke, and that the

3 £is | nightly smudge, combined with the dusti
ds from his factory, when near the coruer | Fo S e dust in

the air, is more detrimental to public health
than a thousand times the present qunantity
of rubbish in the streets, alleys and lots, can
be. It would seem, say the complainants,
that if leaves, old boots, rags, dried manure
and the scrapings of alleys, chicken yards
and back lots must be burned, that this pro-
cess of di:posal should be entered upon only
when a stiff breeze is blowing, and not then
until after the first rains have fallen. These
autumn evenings, says one correspondent,
‘“ the people desire to enjoy in promenade, or
on porch and balcony, but now they are com-
pelled to imprison themselves and batten
close every deor or window.” Observation
confirms the truth of these complaiuts in
every essential particular.

ArTeMPTED BURGLARIES. — On Saturday
evening, while Judge T. B. McFarland was
attending the Republican jubilee, another at-
tempt was made by burglars to enter his res-
idence, on H street.
