THE REPORTED LOSS OF THE JEAN-
NETTE.

The reported loss of the Jeannette,
which comes to us from Japan, does not
appear to rest upon any trustworthy au-

thority. In fact we are inclined to regard
it as merely a roundabout repetition and
expansion of the story which reached San
Francisco several months ago, concerning
the probable fatft of the missing whalers.
Wu do not perceive that the Japan papers

have had any special or exclusive intelli-
gence in regard to the matter, and there-
fore we attach little importance to the
rumor. It is of course possible
that the Jeannetto has been crushed
in the ice, and arguments drawn
from considerations as to her
strength of hull are by no means calcu-
lated to give assurance, Beeing that the
arctic ioe is notoriously capable of crushing
the strongest work of men's hands ever put
together. No vessel ever built was strong
enough to withstand the possible pressure
of those enormous masses of ice, and there-
fore itmust be admitted that if the Jean-
nette got into the middle of the ice there
could be no guarantee for her survi%-al.
Tho hope of her friends, of course, is
that she has not been so helplessly in-
closed, but that Lieutenant De Long was
able to get her into shelter, or possibly into
open water, on the other side of
the dangerous region. It may be added,
that even supposing fresh information had
been obtained from the Esquimaux, itJ
would not necessarily be reliable, for that i
the natives are very apt to adapt the char- J
acter of their answers to the suppO3(.d
wishes of their interlocutors, and there-
fore when the latter examine them about
a missing vessel, they might think it a
piece of politeness to invent the vessel.
So far as can be perceived, there is as good
ground for believing in the escape of the
•leannette as in her loss, up to the present
time. The fact is, that much unjusti-
fiable alarm has been caused in
regard to her by the impatience of the
press. Before there was any possibility of
hearing from the expedition, rumors of
disaster began to be circulated, and one
result of this was that the continued
silence has seemed more and more menac-
ing, when in reality it was precisely what
should have been expected. The Japan
story does not strike us as a genuine con-
tribution to the history of the expedition,
and we think the friends of the expedition
willbe justified in regarding it as a mere
echo or repetition of old reports, worked
over and quite possibly embellished in the
course of transmission.

SORRY FOR THE PEOPLE.

When McCkllan called on General
Hancock to sympathize with him, the
defeated candidate observed that he was
"sorry for the party and the people."
His sorrow for the party is legitimate
enough, but it is very absurd of him to
pretend to be sorry for the people. Does
he imagine that he would have made a
better President than Garfield, we won-
der ?

WORK FOR CONGRESS.

The New York Herald remarks that"
three important matters to come before

"the next Congress willbe the apportion-
ment according to the last census, the"

repeal of the nlvtrbill, and the refund-"
ing of the five and six per cent, bonds."

The second of these questions is undoubt-
edly the most necessary of all, though the
third also cannot be postponed with safety.
The silver question has been avoided by
the politicians until it can be neglected no
longer. When the silver billwas passed it
was only a question of time for it to be-
come a pressing danger to the Btabilityof
the currency, and in the interval which
has elapsed since its passage so much silver
has been coined that the danger has be-
come imminent. The tilver billprovided
for the monthly coinage of at least two
milliondollars, worth, at the present price
of the metal, 87 cents to the dollar. The
object of those who forced this law upon
the country was to get these dollars into
circulation for the purpose of paying off
the public debt with them. As they are
intrinsically worth no more than 87 cents,
but are nevertheless full legal tender, the
result of forcing them into circulation in
large amounts must be to drive
the present superior currency out of cir-
culation. Gold, and note 3 based upon
gold cannot circulate side by side with an
inferior currency. The latter willin such
a case always be preferred forthe discharge
of liabilities, and consequently the gold
willdisappear. But when gold disappears
the support of the greenbacks willvanish
too, and as silver will then become the
standard of value, the greenback willrest
upon silver instead of upon gold. The
purchasing power of the currencj , both
silver and greenbacks, must then sink to
the actual value of the silver dollar;that

ia to say, to S7 cents on the dollar. In-
stead, therefore, of having, as now, a cur-
rency worth 100 cents to the dollar all
over the Union, we should have, under the
operation of tho silver bill,a depreciated
currency, worth at the most S7 cents on

the dollar, and liable to fink very much
farther. This is the situation to which
the silver bill is conducting the country,
and if we wish to preserve the sound and
stable and full value currency we
now enjoy, we must repeal that law
promptly. The Republican party can-
not afford to temporize with the
question. That party has assumed
the responsibility and taken to itself the
credit of effecting resumption of specie
payments, and itmust now realize that the
measure of whichit is so justly proud is

threatened withspeedy collapse unless the
coinage of silver is stopped. It is only
necessary to let things alone, in fact, for
resumption to be defeated by the agencies
now at work. The silver bill contains
within itself all the machinery for the
restoration of the gold premium, and for
the return of depreciation and fluctuation
in the currency. The politicians willhave
to master this vital question at once, and
stand prepared to take action upon itwhen
Congress meets for the winter session. The
billmust be repealed or the whole scheme
of resumption willgo by the board, and
silver once established as the standard it
would take a generation probably to undo
the mischief.

The refunding of the rive and six per
cent, bouds which mature next year will
have to be accomplished also. The Demo-
crats have delayed this necessary measure
despite allrepresentations of its urgency,
atid if we may judge from their past ac-

tions they would have been very likely,
had they carried the late election, to at-
tempt some such absurd policy in regard to
these securities as the Greenbackers pro-
posed. The situation to be dealt with is
simple and clear. Next year §782.000,000

of rive and six per cent, bonds mature.
The country has not the surplus revenues
at hand to discharge this debt. Therefore
the best thing it can do is to refund the
amount at a lower rate oi interest, and
thus save outlay. There can be no doubt
of the ability of the Government under the
favorable auspices of a Republican admin-
istration, to effect the refunding upon ad-
vant.igeous terms, and thus to save several
millions per annum in interest. There is
no choice of courses, however. Refunding
is the only plan that offers, simply because
o itright payment is impossible. It is not
necessary to pay any further atten-
tion to the preposterous Greenbacker
scheme for emptying the Treasury of
its coin reserves in discharge of a small
portion of these bonds. The people have
too emphatically repudiated all that
nonsense to leave any doubt as to
the general confidence in the statesman-
like measures which have been thus far
pursued by the Secretary of the Treasury.
Itis the desire of the people that the debt
should be paid oil' as quickly as possible!
and that is being done now. The five and
six per cents, will have to be refunded,
and a Republican Congress must see that
this is effected with as littledelay as pos-

[sible. When the danger of a silver glut
has been removed by the repeal of the
Bland-Allison biil,and the entire debt has
been letundtd at three or three and a half
per cent., the Republican party willhave
earned a fresh titleto the confidence and
esteem of the nation, and willhave placed
the public currency and finances on a stable
and satisfactory basis. Politicians |wiil
doubtless be less timidhereafter about do-
ing right than they have been, since the
practical extinction of Greenbackism must
convince them that the era of currency
fantasies is at an end, and that the people
have learned to appreciate honest money at
something like its true value.
