Washington, November 12th.— Adjutant

General Drum, in his annual report, says :
"Myearnest wish is stillmore to a«similate
the rules and forms of governing both the reg-
ular army and thy militia. It needs no
special argument to demonstrate the manifold
advantages that wouldnecessarily fl >w frcm
a perfect uniformity. Trained by the same
manual?, using in the internal economy of a
cjmpany, regiment or brigade the same forms
for returns, requisitions, reports, etc., gov-
erned in their annual encampment precisely
in the manner as a militarycamp in the pres-
ence of an enemy, almost every member of
the State Guard wouldbe qualified fora com-
mission in the volunteers. Under this plan,
inactual need 100,000 men so ( fh'cered could
be added to the regular army."

The General recommends that on tie ap-
plication of the Adjutant-General of
a State, he be authorized to issue
in moderate quantities such blanks
and forms -as may ba indicated
as desirable for the ufc of State troops,
especially during the summer encampments.

Upon the subject of military education the
General says: "I do not think the im-
portance of the early and partial introduc-
tion of the youth of the country to military
studies and habits can be overestimated. The
course ofinstruction doesnot interfere withthe
scholastic curriculum, nor prevent them from
entering any of the pathways of lifefor which
they are preparing themselves. It,however,
leads them to affiliate i;i after-life with the
militia of their respective States, and en-
haucing their value as members of such
organizations will increase measurably the
capacity of the States' National Guards to
furnish trained officers to the country in its
hour of need."

Schofield, in his West Point report, discusses
the Whittaker case, declaring that it was a
fraud, and holding that the colored man,
after a century of slavery, cannot expect to
equal the intelligence and ability of a white
man, whose education is one of many years.
He regards the negroes as unjustifiably
suspicious. The blacks have not yet reached
that point in civilization when its first ap-
prehended human nature may be governed
by motives other than love, hatred or fear.
In their zeal and sincere desire to carry out
the policy of the Government, the authorities
of the Military Academy have heretofore
gone too far in enforcing personal associa-
tions between white and black cadets,
without regard to prejudice, especially
at the mess-table. .- The MilitaryAcademy
cannot, withoututterly destroying its useful-
ness, be made a nursery for delicate, hot-
house {plant*. Itis used to develop the
fiber of those of more sturdy growth, and
reject all that do not possess the requisite
(standing. Unless the African race is natu-
rally superior to the Caucasian, and slavery
a better school for race development than
freedom, it cannot be hoped that many col-
ored boys willsucceed where two-thirds of
all the white boys now selected habitually
fail. General Schofield does not recommend
the retirement of colored officers inthe army
in allits grades, but advises more care inap-
pointment, for most of the colored men ap-
pointed cannot nearly pass examination.
