There is a greater demand for Mount
Diablo coal. During the past month the
Nortonville, Somersville and Empire mines
have given employment to an increased
number of men. The Empire is shipping
160 tons daily, and they willtake out 200
tons daily this week.

Nearly a year ago the pay chute in the
Deadwood jmine, Nevada City, suddenly
gave out between the 320-foot and 420-foot
levels, and since that time assessments
have been the order of the day. It was
regained recently, and has every appear-
ance of being as rich as ever.

Saponite is the name of a mineral lately
discovered near the head of Mazourka
Canyon, Inyo county. Quite an extensive
bed of it was found, and it may prove of
considerable value. "It is deep red in
color, feels soft and unctuous, and when
first taken out cuts like cold butter.

Quartz mining is becoming an important
industry in the vicinity of Auburn, Placer
county.

-
There has been more prospecting

and more systematic mining workdone in
that section during the past season than at
any previous time. As an evidence of the
progress being made in quartz mining,
there have been four mills recently built
in the district, containing in all thirty-
seven stamps.. r

The Jacksonville (Or.) Sentinel says :The
Schunipf ledge, situated \in the Willows
Springs District, has recently been visited
by a number of gentlemen, among them
two California mining experts, who pro-
nounce it cue of the best mining properties
in Southern Oregon. There are about 300
tons of rich quartz rock already on the
dumps awaiting the crushing process. The
machinery for crushing it is now being
placed inposition near the month of ths
tunnel. The tunnel itself is being dog
into the side of the mountain for a dis-
tance of 200 ormore feet, and is intended
to drain the main shaft.

There has always been very rich float
rock found about twomiles west ofCarlisle
and one mile west of Old Man mountain in
Meadow Lake mining district, says the
Truckee Republican, This rock has paid by
arastra over §100 per ton as itwas nicked
up on the surface. The ledge from which
this float rock came has never been. discov-
ered, although it has been searched for by
many parties. Recently, James Gould,
the man who introduced the process of
working Meadow Lake ores, and George
W. Giffen, commenced a search for the
ledge, and after about two months work,
have struck a formation which they think
is the right one.

REFORMED SPELLING.

Reformed methods of spelling promise
to be adopted, to a greater or less extent,
in nearly all highly civilized countries.
The Prussian Minister of Education has
sent out a ministerial ordinance to all
school teachers, instructing them to begin
teaching a new method of spelling, which
has been prepared under his direction to
allchildren attending school from the first
of Aprilnext. Itis further required that
all new school books shall hereafter be
printed in the reformed spelling, and that
the old school books shall, after a certain
specified interval, go out of us?. The new
ordinance is, of course, very distasteful to
publishers, who will suffer much loss ifit
is put into effect. They have petitioned
the Prussian Government to extend the
time during which school books printed in
the now prevailing orthography, may be
used. In Austria, Bavaria and Wurtcm-
berg, new methods of spelling have been
for some littletime adopted. The leading
organs of the daily and periodical press
have substantially accepted the reformed
orthography. In this country, as is well
known, the advisability .of adopting an
abbreviated method of spelling has been
urged by many eminent scholars and
writers. During the last session of Con-
gress the Committee on ;Education :and
Labor reported favorably to the House of
Representatives a bill,which provides for
the appointment of a commission of seven
persons to "examine the orthography used
in the public documents and in the public
schools of the District of Columbia, and
inquire how much its defects increase the
cost of the public printing, and how far
they are an impediment to the acquisition
and use of the English language." In re-
porting this bill the committee stated that
leading teachers had informed them that
each child loses two years in school time
owing to the deficiencies in the present
method of spelling, and that a useless ex-
pense of several millions of dollars is an-
nually incurred by it.—[The Paper World.

Thought anil feeling cannot be com-
pletely dissociated. Each emotion hae

more or less distinct framework of ideas' .
aud each group of ideas is more or J---.,

suffused with emotion. Thero are, how-
ever, great differences between their de-
grees of combination under both of theee
aspects. We have some feelings whichurn
vague from lack of intellectual definition,
and others to which clear shapes are given
by the associated conceptions. At one time
our thoughts are distorted by the passion
running through them, and at another time
itis impossible to detect inthem a trace of
liking or disliking. Manifestly, too, in
each particular case these components of
the mental state may be varied i/i
their proportions. The ideas being the-
same, the emotion joined with them may
be greater or less ; and it is a familiar
truth that tho correctness of ta9 jndp**ieat
formed depends, if "---•* c_ the ab-uueo of
emotion, still, on that balance of emotions
which negatives excess of any one. Es-
pecially is this so in matters concerning
human life. There are two ways in which
men's actio*.*', individual or social, may be
regarded. Wo way consider them aa
groups of phenomena to be cnilyztd, 'and
the laws of their dependence ascertained ;
or, considering them as causing pleasures
or pains, we may associate with them ap-
probation or reprobation. Dealing with
its problems intellectually, we may
regard conduct as always the re-
sult of certain forces ; or dealing
with its problems morally, and considering
its outcome as in this case good and in that
case Iad, we may allow now admiration,
and now indignation, to fill oar con-
sciences. Obviously, itmust make a great
difference in our conclusions whether, as in
th) one case, we .regard |men's doings as
those of alien creatures, which it merely
concerns us to understand ;or whether, as.
inthe other case, we regard them as crea-
tures like ourselves, with whoso lives our
own lives are bound up, and whose be-
havior arouses inus, directly or indirectly,
feelings of love or hate. [Herbert Spen-
cer.

The Eyesight of Readers.

the danger which readers run of injuring
their eyesight by tho use of a bad light.
He remarks that engravers, watchmakers,
and allothers who use the eyes constantly
in their work, take extra care to preserve
them by getting the best possible light by
day, and using the best artificial light at
night. The great army of readers aro care-
less, and have, sooner or later, to pay the
penalty of their carelessness by giving up
night-work entirely, and sometime* read-
ing, except at short intervals and nndor
the best conditions. Alldepartures front
common types, making tbo matter more
difficultfor the eye to take in,increase the
danger. The magnitude of the physioal
labor of reading is not appreciated. A
book of five hundred .pages, fortylinos to
the page and. fiftyletters to the line, con-
tains a millionletter.*, allof which the eye
has to take in, identify,"and combine each
withits neighbor. Yet many readers will
go through Ench a book in a day. Tbe
task is one he would shrink from if he
should ': stop to measure it beforehand.
The best .positions and best lights, clear
type, plain inks, with the best paper of
yellowish tints, and abundant apaoo ;be-
tween the lines, afford the best safeguards
against harm.
