The Board resolved, inorder to encourage
the breeding of valuable horses in this State,
to open a permanent annual trotting stake
fir three-year-old colts and filiies, and incon-
sideration of the donation to the Society in
aid of this object by Governor Stanford of
82,000 won by his horse Occident from the
Society some years since, and other material
aid from Governor Stanford, have named the
stake

The Occident Stake." To this stake

ithas invited the attention of stock men and
solicited their entries inthe first two stakes
opened, as follows:

First— The Occident stake for 18S1.

Trot-

ting stake for foals of IS7S, to be trotted at
the CaliforniaState Fair of ISBI. Entries to
close January 1, 1881, with 1. N.Hoag, Sec-
retary, in Sacramento; 5*25 toaccompany
nomination, and to be forfeit;$25 to be paid
April Ist, and $50 thirty days before the
race ;Occident gold cup, of the value of
$400, added by the Society ; best two in
three ;first colt, cup and six-tenths; second
colt, three-tenths, and third colt one-tenth of
tbe stake.
