JaraNEsE PareEr.—The Government of
Japan has established large paper mills at
Tokio, where are produced various de-
scriptions of paper. Samples are of qual-
ity leaving little to be desired, the surface
being fine and the texture close and te-
nacious. Some of the thicker sheets are
almost as difficult to tear as parchment,
while the whole are very pleasant to write
upon. This latter is especially the case
with the very thin paper, eligible for cor-
respondence involving heavy postage. As
a rule, such paper does not allow a fine
steel pen to travel freely, and itis also
liable to blot, cwing to the running of the
ink. The Japanese specimen has neither
of these disadvantages, and would prob-
ably find a ready sale if properly placed
before the public. The rates are high,
ranging between about thirty-six and sixty
cents per pound.—[Geyer's Stationer.
