THE FATE OF THE TOWPATH CLUB.

The fate which.befell the Washington
Towpath Club willwe hope be a warning
to politicalaspirants of an unsophisticated
kind for some time to come. This

'
club

failed to realize the distinction between
campaign romance and stem reality. Hav-
ing gone through the .Presidential canvass
with the customary enthusiasm, the Tow-
path Club thought it would be an appro-
priate finale to pay a visit to General
Garfield and delicately call his attention
to the immense services it had rendered,
and to the cheerful willingness of each
and all its members to take public
offioe. This brilliant.. scheme was ac-
cordingly . carried out. We are not
informed whether the club ..went
to tho bouse of * the President-elect in
their uniforms, and with a canal-boat in
tow, but itis stated that they had cards
printed on which the positions of the
members were duly indicated by the
phrases "First Deckhand," "Second
Deckhand," and so forth. So equipped
they called upon General Garfield—

and
were forthwith snubbed in the iciest
manner. The report says

"
the reception*'he gave the party was absolutely glacial.

"He curtly nodded to them, standing,"
and not asking them to sit down. One

"of the spokesmen feebly said that he
"was glad to see that the Garfield
"canal-boat was finally entering its"

last lock, when Garfield shut him off
"with such a stern look that the"

speaker choked inthe middle of the sen-"
tence, and almost strangled. Gradually

"itbegan to dawn tlpon the callers that
"they were not pleasant company, and"

they crept silently away, hoping, as"they went, that they had not intruded."
General Garfield is reported as having
subsequently remarked to a friend that
"he had no patience with such idiocy. He"

was not ashamed of having been a canal
"boy, neither was ita matter of boasting.
"It was a mere incident in his life,
"and not of the least importance
"in;shaping his after career." This
is a view . which.of course had never
occurred to;the Towpath Club. They
imagined that if there was anything inhis
past J life of which General Garfield was
prouder than another it must be the cir-
cumstanco that he had :once diiven mules
on &towpath. Inthe heat of a Presiden-
tial campaign the most absurd things often
become the focus of factitious enthusiasm.
The lo^-cabin, the hard cider, the rail-split-
ting, the canal-boat, the thousand and one

J trivialities wh'ch serve to excite attention
and interest for the moment, and which
sometimes enlist the sympathies of lower!
intelligences by flattering them with the
fallacious idea that they ar* after all not
really inferior to the higher intelligences,
have their*'hour. :But J when the cam-
paign :is over and the object of it has !
been

" accomplished, these accessories are
as obsolete as the flowers of • rhetoric and
the - drafts. upon • the imagination with
which partisan orators endeavor to kindle
the enthusiasm Jof . the

-
masses .; at . such

.periods. This the Washington ;Totipath
Club .;failed to comprehend, and" ,the
consequence was that they made fools of
themselves. No doubt their absurd course
•_-__ embarrassing to General Garfield, but !

itis to his credit that he could not bring
himselfJto joininthe imbecilities of the oc-
casion as some men in;bis position would
have done. He was disgusted and annoyed,
and he showed itf-The \Towpath Club 'at
least had sense enough to perceive that it

bad (blundered, • and . retired inconfusion.

AHOPEFUL INDICATION.
"_ A*delegation of the Independent Repnb
lican Association of New York called on

General Garfield recently and presented an

address to him on behalf of civil service
reform. A discussion on the subject fol-
lowed, and inthe course of itGeneral Gar-"
field :is. reported \to have saidithat J

"
he'*hoped to

- have "the co-operation of Con-"
gress in establishing a legalbasis for all

"routine appointments, so that itshould
"not be, in th» power of anybody, even
"the President, toremove any capable and"

faithfuliappointee during his term of
office, J whether the

"'
term., be flong or

"short." This is the moat encouraging
indication yet ;given.of the \u25a0 intentions of
the President in regard to this important
subject. We believe that if General Gar-
fieldmakes up his mind to carry out .the
programme here outlined, ha can obtain so
solid and wellorganized a popular backing
that Congress willbe compelled to fallin
with his policy. The time is ripe for a
radical change inregard to the organization
of the civilservice. The people have had
much enlightenment on the question dur-
ing the pat four years, and the gravity
and imminence of the dangers which have
been already incurred mainly through fac-
tional passion and intemperance have con-
vinced allsober-minded men that the pres-
ent conditions cannot safely be tolerated any

longer. *,*General Garfieldis about to assume
the Presidency at a very critical juncture.
His predecessor, though fallingfar below
the expectations of the friends of reform,
has nevertheless paved the way forbetter
things by showing how much good even a

very partial and unsystematic
-

reform
movement could .produce.

'
It ia" evident

that this question \u0084"must either te. dealt
with from the .standpoint of enlightened
patriotism, or it jwillbecome more danger-
ous with every Presidential election. As
the country grows the civilservice must
become more complex and expensive. , At
present there are a hundred and ten thou-
sand offices to be disposed of. That is a

very large number, but itmust be realized
that in the natural course of national ex-
pansion a time willcome when this num-
ber willbe even twice as large, and when,
consequently, if the present modes of dis-
tribution are maintained, the difficulty of
introducing any reform willbe also doubled.
In fact, it is apparent that if nothing is
done in the direction of reform
our Presidential .elections will become
more and more mere furious scrambles-
for office, and that all the cor-
rupt and demoralizing agencies of
which we now complain willbe increased
immeasurably. There is of course but
one wholly just and tenable point of view
from which to consider this subject, and
that point of view is, the national interest.
It must be thoroughly realized that no
party has or can have a lien upon the civil
service ;that no party has or can have tho
right to interpose its pretensions between
the country and reform ; that no Admin-
istration is or'can be justified in putting
the claims of a party above the. interests
of the country; that

v>
those interests re-

quire stability, efficiency, fidelity and
accuracy in the' organization of the civil
service ;and that these qualification*are

incompatible withthe maintenance of*the
spoils system. That system is thoroughly
vicious, and we believe that this is now

so well understood
'
that no party which

seta its face against ireform can hope to
retain the confidence and support of the
country. .
It ia not to be expected that abuses

which have become intrenched by half a
century of toleration can ;be removed at
once. Allpermanent reforms of so exten-
sive a character must be gradual. Such a
change aa General Garfield suggests is by
no means allthat can be hoped for, but it
is quite possibly as much aa can be gained
for the time being. To give stability to
the subordinate positions under the Fed-
eral Government wouldbe tosecure agreat
deal Such a measure wouldat once doaway
with the scandal of campaign assessments.
It would take the office-holders out from
under the control of the party managers,
and make them dependent upon their own
efforts and conduct alone. Itwouldelevate
them to the dignity and independence of
free men, whereas heretofore they have
been political serfs, liable to oppression
and coercion by partisan politicians, and
obliged to pay to party a higher allegiance
than to the country. This measure would
also elevate the character of Congress, and
so prepare the way for further reforms.
The candidates for Congressional honors
would no longer be compelled to pur-
chase their election fey promises of
place in advance. They would no
longer be fettered by the degrading con-
sciousness that their positions depended
upon upholding the spoils system. They
would not be perforce obliged to jresist
every proposition looking to better things,
lest it should thwart the plans of the wire-
pullers upon whose services they rely for
re election. There would then be not only
a better civilservice, but a higher order of
national representation. Those who sought
federal offices would have to demonstrate
their fitness, instead of depending upon
those politicalservices which are oft.nas
not public injuries. Half the evils which
spring from the abuse of partyJ organiza-
tion would be eliminated by this one meas-
ure, and it would

'
become comparatively

easy to introduce further improvements.
IfGeneral Garfield will resolve to carry
ont this reform he will assuredly have the
best intelligence of the country withJ him,
and he willnot encounter the same kindof
resistance which so checked the efforts of
President Hayes. We \u25a0 believe i.that \u25a0ha
possesses the courage and J the capacity to
do what he has suggested, and we are very
certain that if he does it he willdeserve
and receive the thanks of.an emancipated
people, and that he will< take rank among
the

'
greatest ;statesmen and publia bene-"

factors the republic has known. f- y"•

THE DIVISION IN GLADSTONE'S CABINET.

. Itis evident that the Irish problem has
caused a division in Gladstone's Cabinet
which may prove embarrassing.- \u25a0 The op-
position of Bright '.and Chamberlain to
coercive measures may be justified, but at
this distance, acd inthe absence of fullin-
formation, it;seems to be remarkable that
there should "; be so broad a divergence of
opinion upon what ought to be a question
of facts. The Bright wing of the Cabinet
declares that there is no present need for
coercive measures. The Forster wing in-
sists that such measures are demanded. It
would appear that such a dispute ought to
be determined by a cool examination of tho
existing situation.... If the laws are obeyed
in Ireland, ;if> crimes against person and
property are not abnormally numerous, if
there is no J ground

'
for apprehending any

access of turbulence, then certainly there
can be no justification for coercive meas -
ures. But if the -J reverse is the .'case
it Vought \u25a0to be possible to prove it,
and if it fbe jproved it is difficult
to|understand J the ;attitude of Tf Messrs.
Bright and Chamberlain. •'; Mr. Gladstone

problem of repeal of. the union.

THE DECLINE OF SHIP-BUILDING.

';The annual report of the Register of the
Treasury shows that the total tonnage of
the country exhibits a decrease of 101,500
tons. The amount of \u25a0 ship-building during
the past year has been - less" by 35,620
tons than that of 1879.. This kind of ex-
hibit is now. made almost ; every year.
Under the stimulating influence of the
tariffand the navigation laws American
ships are being driven out of existence, and
no new ones are built to take their places.
The remedy proposed .'" for,this state of
things by Mr.John Roach is . large boun-
ties.-..-. This, however, appears to be a too
circuitous method of .reform. It is in
fact much the same aa J first breaking a
man's legs, and then furnishing him with
wooden 7 ones at .the public expense. If
we really desire to have a mercantile navy
the common-sense plan wouldbe to remove
all restrictions from ship-building and
ship-owning. together. The present laws
have paralyzed both, though ostensibly
directed to encourage the first. Capital is
evidently being taken out of shipbuilding
more and more, and the commerce of the
United States is being ;mado more and
more dependent \ upon foreign bottoms.
From a strictly commercial point of- view
thi3 change would perhaps not matter
much, but it must bo. remembered that a

nation is obliged to regard its mercantile
marine from a broader standpoint Inthe
event of a foreign war that marine may
become of the utmost importance from, a
belligerent point of view, and the present
indications are that a few years more of
the existing conditions will destroy it
altogether. No bounty system can meet
the necessities of the case, Mr.Roach to
the ..contrary notwithstanding. . If we are
to have ships as formerly we must have
free trade in them and their constituents,
and nothing else willserve the purpose.

THE MISSION INDIANS.

The account of the Mission Indians
given inthe report of the Indian Bureau is
extremely pitiful. They have been grad-
ually ejected from the lands which be-
longed to them by a far better title than
any white man on the continent possesses.
With the conventional brutality of injus-
tice which always characterizes the treat-
ment of

'
feeblo jby powerful races, their

claims of .inheritance were ignored, first
by the Spaniards and Mexicans, and then
by the Americana, and the territory they
had cultivated for centuries was coolly
given away under their feet, they them-
selves being J regarded precisely as though
they had been wildbeasts.

'
The result is

that one of the most peaceable, indus-
trious and docile of Indian tribes, which
with anything like humane and honest
treatment could have been easily civilized,
has been transferred

'

into a wretched mob
of vagrants, homeless*, propertyless, hope-
less, reduced toJ chronic :vagabondage
and destitution. Nobody, no authority,
has recognized the duty or the right of
providing fur these Indians.

'
They have

been first robbed and then neglected. No
oppression or inhumanity recorded in what
we conceitedly callthe "dark ages" exceeds
incruelty and callousness the treatment of
whichthis unfortunate tribe have been the
victims. They have not been made sullen
and revengeful Jby their wrongs. Had
they been warlike, and taken to arms
for redress, it is probable that they
would have had a reservation assigned
to;them long ago.

'

But they are meek
and long-suffering, and so they are ground
between the upper and the nether mill-
stone. Will some of our newly-elected
Representatives ;undertake to force this
crying shame upon the attention of Con-
gress, and agitate it until some relief is
secured for these poor creatures ?
