The Accident at Rocklin.

spondent, writing Trom Rocklin, says : "A
Coroner's inquest was held here on the body
of the late A.M.Bybee, who was killed in
the railroad yard at this place, as heretofore
noted inthe Reoord-Union. After hearing
all the evidence ivthe case, the jury returned
it verdict of accidental death. Mr. Bybee
was in the employ ofthe Central Pacific Rail-
road Company at this place. He .had occa-
sion to go into the yard and make a coupling
between an engine and caboose, at the same
time the yard engine was coming up the next
track," aid in some unaccountable way the
deceased fe'liufrontofitand wastakeu nearly
ICO feet before the engine' wa; stopped.
His death was almost instantaneous, as his
head was nearly severed from his body. No
blame i-,attached to the engineer, as he was
on the opposite side of the engine looking
back forsignals :nor toany other employs of
the oompany, its the an*,*irtent was by careless-
ness on the part of deceased. There were
few witnesses of tho incurrence, among the
number being conductor Wiilard and
Division Master Mechanic. M. W. Cooley.
who first notified the engineer tilat
anything was wrong. Although a new
comer, Sir. Bybee had a large number of
friends, who sincerely sympathize with hi3
relatives in their deep affliction at his un-
timely death. His wife and brother-in-law,
J. C. Day, will take the body East for in-
terment."

At the conclu-
sion, Mr.Felcb, President of the association,
was, npon mention, added to the committee,
and a resolution was adopted invitinga com-
mittee of three and the President from each
of allthe California Pioneer Societies, State
or Territorial, to meet in this city on the sec-
ond Tuesday in January next, to determine
as to the b*>st means to accomplish the de-
sired object, and to select the Bite upon which
the monument should be placed. The meet-
ing willbe held inPioneer Hall, and it is ex-
pected that representatives at least from all
the associations located in the State willbe
present.

Mechanic* Store. ,

CHARGES FILED.

The County Board ofEducation Petitioned
to Revoke Their Certificate.

• Subsequent .to * the publication in the
Record- Union of J the shooting affair at a

school-house in Yolo county and the state-

ment inrelation to the alleged complicated
marriages of George E. Landes, a card was
published byhim denying all and singular

the statements made, and courting the fullest
investigation. On last Saturday afternoon
I).E. Alexander, attorney at lawin this city,
tiled with the County Board of Education
the following complaint and specific charges
against Mr 'Landes, with a view to have
canceled the teacher's certificate granted by

said Board to him authorizing him to teach
in the public schools of this county :

To tho Honorable Board of Examiners of the
County of Sacramento, California : Now cornea D.
E Alexander, a citizen of the county of icraniinto,
California, over the age of 21 years, and a resident
of Bald county, ami respectfully represents to your

Honorable Body—That one Geo. E. Landes holds a
teacher's certificate issued by the late Poard of Ex-
aminers of said county, which said certificate en-
titles him to leach school in said county in the pub-
licschools thereof.

That said Lances has been guilty of gross unpro-
fessional and immoral conduct, in -this, that be, said
Landes, on or about the loth day of November,
1879, willfullyand fraudulently connived and con-
federated with persons unknown to complainant,
for the purpose of deceiving and deluding on? Julia
A.Finn, and causing her to believe that a certain
ceremony of marriage about to be performed by
him and his said confederates was genuine and
legal, and thereupon be, said Landes, caused said
marriage ceremony to be performed, and forthe.
purpose it carrying out his said fraudulent design
and purpose, he, the said Landes, willfully,mali-
ciously and fraudulently made out, and delivered to
her, the said Julia A.Finn, a pretended certificate
of marriage, which said certificate is in words and
figures following, to wit:|.-'yfy_?fi-.y-

"CERTIFICATE OP MARRIAGE.
"This is to certify that on the lftthday of No-

vember, in the year of our Lordone thousand eijht
hundred and seventy-nine, at Brighton, in theStats
of Oai., co. of Sac, in the Diocese \u0084i Keean, Ijoined
together inholy matrimony (J. E. Landes and Julia
A. Finn, Becoming to the rites of the Protestant
Episcopal Church in the United States of America
and in conformity with the laws of the State of Cal-
ifornia. In witness whereof Ihave hereunto put
mi name this ISth day of Nov.", A.D. one thousand
eight hundred 7». G. F. FOSTER.

The petition for the revocation of the*cer-
tificate is based upon the fifth subdivision of
section 38 of the amendments to the Political

An Important Arrest.—Last September
officer Jackson had Ids valise stolen from the
McCormick House in this city, in which was
a pair of handcuffs, various clothing and a
pair of boots. Last Friday morning __ man
named Julius Francis, who was rooming at
the .International Hotel, was arrested by
Jackson for having inhis possession a set of
burglars' keys. . Saturday evening, two ladies
stopping at the International Hotel reported
to Chief Karcher that their trunk had been
taken from the hall of the hotel into a store-
room and robbed of a large amount of silver-
ware and other valuable articles, and after-
wards locked up again and returned to its
place in the hall. The Chief directed officers
Jackson aud Rider tolook up the case. They
took Francis' set of. keys .and went to the
hotel, found one could unlock the ladies'
trunk, and another the store-room. They*
then went to Frai room in the hotel and
unlocked bis trunk, and there found all the
missing silverware anil articles stolen from
the ladies ;:also the suit of clothes and
overcoat recently stolen from Adam Damm,
frombis room over the Pacific Oyster House,
nt:d last, but not least, to the surprise of the
officers there, also was Jackson's handcuffs,
which were stolen, as above mentioned, in
September. Upon going to the station and
examining Francis again it was found that
he was wearing .lacks, boots at the time
he was arrested." There was also found in
Franciß' room at the hotel two valises stolen
from the storeroom in the hotel, find he had
in his trunk a tin box-containing shares of
mining stock and an accouut book, which he
fails to give any account of, acd are believed
to Imve been stolen from the vicinity of Red
Bluff, from which place he recently came.
