CASTING THE ELECTORAL VOTES.

To-day being the first Wednesday in
December, the

"
Presidential Electors are

required to meet at the Capitals of their
respective States and cast their votes for
President and VicePresident. The law
requires that they shall assemble at 2 p. m.,
and Congress lias in practice held J that
strict compliance with its provisions, both
»- to time and place, is indispensable.
When assembled the Electors each vote
for Lis choice, and the vote so cast is
signed in triplicate..-. One copy is deposited
in tho archives of the Slate, one is sent by
msil to the President of.tho United States

.ate, and one is forwarded by a special
messenger to theSecretary cf State. Both
houses of Congress assemble "in joint
Convention on the second Wednesday of
February, ISSI, to count the vote. How
that vote shall be counted has unfortunate-
ly never been determined with sufficient
certainty.' The .Constitution says "the"

President . of the Senate .shall, in the'*
presence of the ;Senate and House of*'Representatives, open all tho certificates,

"and the ;votes shall then bo counted."
The powers and functions cf the President
of J the Senate require to Lbe better defined
in this connection. .Fortunately :there is
no reason to apprehend that any attempt
willthis time be made to tamper with the
declared willof th; people, but the matter
ought to have been adjusted before the
late election, beyond question. .

THE VOTE OF THE NATION.
It has been estimated that ]9,192,595

votes :were cast at the late Presidential
election, and that they were distributed as !
follows: jRepublican, 4,439,415; iDemo- j
cratic, 4,436,014. Itis therefore said that

jGarfield's plurality over Hancock is only
3,401,' and . from these figures arguments

are drawn to support the hypothesis that
popular .; opinion ;is 'very evenly divided.
Now itis necessary rto point out that all
such deductions are preposterous, and all
such J arguments worthless. - The truth is
that the vote of the nation is not given in

.the
" official returns, and that:tbe figures

which: represent the Democratic vote are

utterly ;\u25a0 untrustworthy. In at least ten
* States of. the ;Union there • was not a free
, ballot and a fair count at the lato election,

and in all;those. States \u25a0_ the votes of the
Republicans :were ejected, or Democratic
majorities were fabricated 'to . overcome
those votes. ;These are facts which render
all talk;about

''
the evenness" >of the vote

simply ridiculous. The Republican vote
\u25a0 has not been fairly represented, and the
Democratic vote is'largely a workof im-

agination. It willbe time enough to dis-
cs \u25a0'" the significance of the vote of the

two parties
'throughout the country when

. we know what that vote was, but we can-

not know it from 'the official returns, and

we" never shall know, ituntilMexican pol:

THE QUESTION OF COMPULSORY VAC-

CINATION.

The question of compulsory vaccination
'in the public schools is receiving a great
deal ofiatt2ntion '\u25a0' at -present,* principally
because tome doubt has arisen inthe pub-
lic mind as to whether, the operation is
reallya protection. Cases have undoubt-
edly occurred in which vaccination has
failed to protect the patient,' and other
cases have occurred inwhich* disease has
been communicated * through the use of
impure J lymph. . These cases, however,
have ;*.been :very much .-. exaggerated by
public apprehension, and a close exam-
ination of the data of the subject does not
justifyany 'withdrawal of confidence from
vaccination,

'
when' it is properly per-

formed. At the same time it is entirely
reasonable for the public to complain of
the law if itdoes not afford them guaran-
tees against careless or futile vaccination.
The lawi3founded on the theory that the
State has a right to protect itself against
epidemic diseases, and that to secure this
protection it must be empowered to em-
ploy somewhat arbitrary •'• measures. - It
does not require much reflection to J per-
ceive the justice of this position. There
are always a great many people in a
community who, from ignorance, obstinacy,
selfishness, or some other motive, would,
ifleft to themselves, neglect allprecautions
during the prevalence of an' epidemic.
Those who are simply ignorant are often
the hardest to convince of the necessity of
such an operation as vaccination. They
revolt at the idea of taking matter from
the body of. a calf and introducing it into
the blood of their children .or themselves.
They do not perceive that it is a much
more serious matter to take the germs of
perhaps fatal disease from the atmosphere,
from contact with diseased persons, or in
other ways. . Itis therefore necessary that
the State should tree its authority in the
case of such people, not only for their
good, but for the protection of the com-
munity. But ifthe State has ample justifi-
cation for interference in such matters it is
also under obligations and restrictions, any

neglect of which transforms, or may trans-
form, its exercise of legitimate authority

into an act of intolerable and stupid
despotism. Thus it is undeniable that the
State has a right toinsist upon general vac-
cination ;but it is by no means the case
that it has a right to insist upon general
vaccination without guaranteeing the ef-
fectiveness |and .completeness of the
methods employed. For vaccination is not
allthe same. It may be bad as well as

good. It maybe ineffective, and .it may
even be deleterious, if proper precautions
are not taken. The State therefore is
bound, when it decrees general vaccina-
tion, to see that onlythe ve»y best methods
are employed, and it is not justifiedin leav-
ing this important consideration to chance.
There should be a State machinery forpro-
curing and distributing the lymph, and
every precaution should be taken to insure
the jse of that which had been supplied
through this machinery. Nothing less
than this can be regarded as a fulfillment
of the State's duty, and if this is not done
the public has a right to complain.

Inregard to the efficiency of vaccination
itmay be

-
interesting to stato a few facts.

Fortunately the statistics of the subject
are very full, aud the conclusions of science

have been based upon such broad researches
that they ? are .quite trustworthy. The
investigations of Dr. Seaton, a standard
authority on the question, embraced half
a million cases of children. He says that
with good lymph and the observance of all
proper precautions there should not be
more than one failurein!70 cases. In ISO3,
during an epidemic of small-pox inLondon,
he examined 50,000 cases. He found that
of every 1,000 children who had been vac-
cinated the percentage of disease was but
1.78. His general conclusions were that
the best vaccination was more than 30
times as protective as the worst, but that
the worst was more than 47 times better
than none at all. Another physician, Dr.
Marson, found, from the study of 15,000
cases, that while the nnvaccinated died at
the rate of 37 per cent., the deaths among
those who had been vaccinated were only

6J per cent. The average risk which vac-
cinated persons run is estimated by bimat
one-sixth of that incurred by nnvac-
cinated ..*.persons, while ..the risk of
those who are- well vaccinated is less
than one-seventieth of the others. These
demonstrations could be multiplied indefi-
nitely from the valuable researches which
have been made by army surgeons in all
parts of Europe. The evidence is cumu-
lative, and itis really almost all one way.
There is no sufficient reason to doubt the
usefulness of vaccination, in fact, and tho
contrary notions which just now find
expression are based upon exaggerated
estimates of exceptional esses. Vacci-
nation, we.l performed, must be regarded
as the one trustworthy protection against
small-pox. When it fails it willalmost
certainly appear that it was not well per-
formed, or that it was performed too long
ago. Seven years iiquite as long as it
should be trusted to, and then revaccina-
tion should be performed. With good
lymph and intelligent application, how-
ever, this is the beet guarantee that can
possibly be had against small-pox, and
those who fear bad results from it have
only to look well to the character of the
lymph and the competency of the physi-
cian who performs . the operation,' to be as
safe as science can make them. * Of course
carelessness and negligence J are dangerous,
but these the State ought to guard against.

THE ELECTORAL SYSTEM.

The Chicago Tribune, while admitting
that

there are sound and weighty argu-

.'.' ments ;for electing a .President ;by the"

.*.' vote of the whole people," advances con-
siderations whichit regards as constituting
insurmountable objections to this proposi-
tion. Itsays :J

massing allthe votes together, and being"
governed by the majority Jor plurality

',' of the whole, is that they should be all"
equally honest ;that the meaning ef the

"wordsuffrage should be the same inevery"
part of the Union. '."Itis notorious that"
at present this is not the case. - Ineight
or ten ex-slave States the elective fran-"
chise has become a faroe and a fraud,""
and in five at least the rule of the minor-

"ity has been established, and is now sus-
.',' tamed byscoundrelism and violence. If"

the inducements were strong enough the
"same . might jeasily be true*of \u25a0 all the"

other Southern States.* :If the result' of
"the • Presidential election .depended on

the popular majority, not even Missouri
"or Maryland could be trusted ,to pre

-
"serve a free ballot and a!

"
fair count.'*

InMississippi,' Alabama, South* Carolina"
and Louisiana,' under ,the .same .' circum-"
stances, the" popular majorities would"
be-, limited« only by J the necessities of

"the occasion." This is true, but itdoes
hot constitute an insurmountable objection
to the popular vote scheme.']';. The Tribune
seems '. to

'
forget that , precisely J the same

dangers and the same objections grow out of
tbe election bythe electoral college?. Given

the permanence ;of the conditions new !
existing at the South, and it willnot be j
merely a question :of electing the Presi-
dent, but of preserving the republic. The
permanence of those conditionsi3of,'course
incompatible with any formof free govern-
ment, and if we are to assume that they
willremain we may as .well\u25a0> abandon all
hope of reform inany direction, and begin
to make preparations for the final catastro-
phe at once. VItmust be, it appears to us,
assumed .as an indispensable preliminary
to any discussion of cognate Questions,
that the '. integrity of the suffrage willbe
restored at the South before another Presi-
dential election is held. *Ifthe Republican
party cannot achieve that it had better dis-
band, for assuredly it.willeffect nothing
worth doingunless it begins withthat, and
unless it postpones everything :else
to that. Of course if votes can-
not .'.\u25a0 be . counted , as \u25a0 they J are . cast,
in half the States of the Union, re-
publican government is practically at an
end, and Mexican anarchy has begun. . To
say that there is no remedy for this, how-
ever, is to say that the Union of the
States, and the Constitution, and the
whole scheme of American government,
are failures together, and :we aro not pre-
pared to admit so much at present. The
Tribune proves far too much, ifit proves
anything, for ifit has become impossible
any longer to trust the people, there is cer-
tainly no hope of recovery. Of course it
must be admitted that at present a popular
vote in the Southern States would be a
farce, for we see plainly that aa election
by the electoral college is, so far as those
States are concerned, a farce. The solid
Southern votes which will be cast for
General Hancock do not represent realma-
jorities obtained for him.' But this kindof
fraud can be carried iout as well by the
present system as by a popular vote, and
therefore reliance upon the present system
willnot help us. .The course to take is to
so legislate that frauds of |any kind will
either be impossible or futile. That done
itwillbe quite practicable to introduce the
system of majority election.

SHERMAN ON SILVER.

Itis said that Secretary Sherman will
propose in his report that the coinage of
silver dollars be discontinued for a year, or
that, failing this measure, the amount of
silver in them shall be increased to 450
grains. The latter step would certainly
killthe

'silver party, which has not and
never J had any use for a full-value silver
dollar. The great charm of the "buzzard"
dollar in the eyes of that party has always
been its.overvaluation. 'No hocus-pocus
could be performed witha full-value dollar,
iand therefore we should expect this propo-
sition jto be vehemently opposed by the
friends of fiat money. Any attempt, how-
ever, to make silver an equal factor with
goldinthe currency is, we think, impracti-
cable. The metal is exposed totoo frequent
and violent fluctuations to give ita stable
position. By putting 450 grains of silver
in the dollar it might be made fullvalue
for the time being, but there could be
no guarantee against a radical change in
the value of silver within the next six
months, and if that occurred it would be
necessary to make another change in the
coin. No doubt the measure proposed by
Mr.' Sherman would tend to remove one of
the main objections to the "buzzard"
dollar, but it would not affect the fact that
silver is not fitted for anything but a sub-
sidiary coinage. If Secretary Sherman is
going out of office he can afford to be
plainspoken with Congress and the coun-
try, and he knows very well that what
ought to be done is to cease coining silver
altogether, and sell it as fast 'as possible
without breaking the market. Congress
is only too ready to hunt crude "and inef-
fective compromises, withoutbeing helped
by suggestions of that kind, and Mr.Sher-
man has made too strong a reputation as
a financier to lose it now by half-hearted
and unscientific proposals.

THE STATE OF THE NAVY.

: Secretary Thompson cannot find any-
thing encouraging to say about the navy,
except that he has not expended all the
appropriations. ;This J is doubtless due
mainly to the circumstance that they were
too meager to accomplish anything with,
and that therefore itwas thought best to
attempt nothing. There are 130- vessels
of J all kinds, and this looks like quite a
respectable figure. When the list is ana-
lyzed and sifted, however, it willappear
that there really exists no navy deserving
the name," and certainly nothing which,

wouldbe of the slightest use in resisting
an attack from any of the improved war
vessels of tho European; powers. Our
r.avy in fact is emphatically on a peace es-
tablishment. *We have no powerful ships,
to begin with ; and the few second and
third-rate vessels we do own are rapidly
rotting. The Secretary makes an appeal
to Congress for more ships, and thinks at
least one first-class ironclad should be
built every year. At that rate it would
take long enough to bring us abreast of the
great maritime powers, but if we do eot
scon make a beginning we shall never ac-

complish anything.

DOMESTIC SEWS.

Mailers at Washington.
Washington, November 30th.—There are

less than thirty members of Congress in the
city. :Among- this number there' is not a
single one who advocates an extra session of
the Forty-seventh Congress or the indulgence
iv any tactics to bring itabout.
: The present outlook is that the coming
session . will be devoted almost exclusively,
besides counting the Electoral ;vote, to the
passage of the regular appropriation bills, a
funding bill,and perhaps an apportionment
bill.
Itis not believed, despite the forthcoming

recommendation of the President and Secre-
tary cf the Treasury, that there

'
will be any'

legislation to affect the present status of the
standard silver dollar, ;with respect to its
weight or amount of coinage.' :•:

.TT No amendatory tariff legislation is antici-
paled.'" Undoubtedly au effort will again be
mads to put salt and paper pulp on the
free li-it,but tho whole subject of tariff re-
vision _ willmore probably be consigned to a
Commission, as proposed by the Eaton bill.
The general disposition is to keep politics cut
of the debate as much as possible, especially
ivthe House.

If the Republicans manifest a desire to
make the sea-ion one of business on'y the
Democrats will undoubtedly be disposed to
accommodate them.

The Republicans urge an extra session, to
enable their party to secure control of the or-
ganization of .the House directly after March
4th. . This willbe frowned down by the lead-
ers. Allthat could ba gained by such con-
trol would be a few offices, aud the disposi-
tion of the Republican leaders is to* let the
Democrats hold on to them until December
of next year.

Of course there willbe a special session of
the Senate to confirmPresident Garfield's ap-
pointments. How long this willlast willde-
pend firstupon the nature of the struggle
that may take place over the matter oforgan-
ization, and, secondly, upon a possible con-
tingency that the new Chinese treaty may
not by that time have been ratified. Ifnot,
the Senate willdoubtless remain insession as
long as May, in order to dispose of it, the
Chinese question having now reached that
degree of national interest that neither party
willcare to ignore it. There is also reason to
believe that in the event of the speedy rati-
fication of the new treaty next winter, some
measure similar to the fifteen passenger bill
may be promptly enacted tomake iteffectual
before the present Congress expires onthe Ith
of March by limitation. i-'yf \yy

The

steamer Manitouiin arrived ;to-night from
Manitouiin Island. ;She brought J. G. Per-
sons,' first mate, John Nesbitt, first engineer,
Robert McEneeny, wheelman, Mat Nobles,
fireman, aud J. P. Croft, deckhand,' of the
steamer Simcoe, which foundered on the 24th
inst. The Simcoe left Chicago on the 18th
with a cargo of 19,000 bushels of corn, and
general freight. She had severe gales on
Lake Michigan, accompanied with heavy
snow-storms, which she weathered. Early
on the morning of the 2ith, whilst off Provi-
dence Bay, on the south side of ManitouiinIsland, the sea was so heavy that it broke
through the engine-room, putting out the
fires. The ship became completely unman-
ageable, and remained in the trough of the
sea taking ia water until noon, when she
sank. As she filled her.upper works were
forced away, carrying the life-boats with it.
The live men named succeeded in releasing
one ofIthe boats from the wreck, and trot
into it. They

—
then tried to \u25a0 rescue

others who were clinging to the upper works,
but were unable to reach them. When the
hullwent down theremainderof the crew were
standing forward by the bow and made no ap-
parent effort to save themselves. Alter wit-
nessing the wreck, the life-boat, containing
the fivepersons, made for Providence Bay, a
distance of twenty miles, from which place
they went by steamer to Manitowang, where
they took the steamer Manitouiin for this
port. Following are the names of those lost :
Richard Hill, captain ; .Robert McNab,
second mate ; Ben. Millwood, wheelsman ;
John Henry, fireman ;Tom O'Hara, Tom
Leir, Donald Carr and M'.-Dopgall, deck-
hands ; Julia Gibbin, ladies' maid; Lydia
Williams, cook ; George Pelton, porter, and
one deck-hand, name unknown.
