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A BAD BUBSIHESS,

The San Francisco Chionicle has under-
taken a contract considerably too extensive
for its capacity. It appears to think it
po=eible to persuade the people of Califor-
piz that the new Constitution has benefited
the State, and with singular fatuousness it
ventares to specify the good things that
instrument has accemplished. Foremost
among them we are surprised to find men-
tioned the increase of the wheat crop.
Now seeing that the opporents of the
Corstitution have not sought to hold it
responsible for the outbreak of small-poxin
San Francisco, we think the Chronicle
ought to have been equally mederate,
avi to have refrained from claiming
that 1t produced a good harvest.
This, however, i8 one of the principal
benefits we sre alleged to have derived
from it, according to the San Francisco pa-
per. Another fact cited by that intelligent
jourual is the low rate of interest. Now
the rate of nterest will fall when, through
guch influences as the new Constitution has
brought to bear, large sums of money are
driven out of active employment in re-
muucrative lines, and are thrown upon the
loan market. Sach a phenomenon is by no
means an indication of community pros-
perity, but may be a symptom of
disturbance and real decadence. Even
when men have determined to withdraw
their capital from a certain regiom, it is
very rarely that they are able to find
instant employment for it clsewhere, and
in such circnmstances they naturally en-
deavoer to make it pay whatever can be got
by putting it in the loan market. The
very fact cited by the Chromicle from
Magee's Real Edate Circular, that  pn-
*‘ vate lenders are competing very strongly
*“ with the savings banks for good
“ mortgages. There i3 now, we
** jndge, $2,000,000 in private hands
*“ which the owners are endeavor-
‘““ing to loan on city real estate.
*“They are willing to loan at evex less
¢ than the low rates charged by the savings
*‘ banks "—tends to show that thesituation
js neither atable nor prosperous. Evi-
deutly very much, if not all, of thessaddi-
tions to the available loan iund, represents
capital withdrawn fron more permanent
and profitable investments. Such indica-
tions are just what might have been
looked for from the effects of the

pew Constitution, and in no way
disprove  anything that has been
gaid respecting its pernicions  and

depressing consequences. As to the
Chronicle's assertion that manufactures are
growing in the State, itis too nbaurd. to
peed refutation. The truth is that capital
je on the wing, and that it will not be in.
vested in manufactures or other en-t:;-
prises of profit to the whole commaunity,
under an organic law which puts a opecul
impost upon co-operative nndm-nkmgs_ of
all kinds, and which taxes property with
all the malevolence and recklessness of the
most 1 arcorous Oom_muninn.

TIE RAILROADS BETWEEN THE STATE
AND TFE WNATION,

Th» San Francisco Chronicle denounces
the Central and Southern Pacific Railways
as ““litigious corporations,” because they
object to the arbitrary fixing of their tariffs
by the Railroad Commission which was
established under the new Constitution.
It is perhaps remarkable that these cor-
porations should fail to eee the justice and
equity of an arrangement whereby three
irrespongibleoutsiders are empowered to ad-
just the entire business of the roads at
their own caprice, but the heinousuess of
this objection is difficult to realize from a
merely common-sense standpoint, The
highwayman who bids the traveler
**stand and deliver,” may possibly think it
unreasonable that his victim should at-
tempt resistance to his peculiar methods of
levying taxation, but none the less does
the robbed man feel that he is being
wionged. The Railroad Commission was
the very flower and quintessence of that
outbreak of Communism which resulted in
the new Constitution. It was deliberately
framed in contravention of every principle
of right and justice known to civilized
socicties. When, during the de-
bates which preceded its adoption,
it was proposed that the Commissioners
should be at least restricted totheimposition
of ‘“‘reasonable” rates upon the railroads,
the legislative Cartouches and Macaires
who were engineering the outrage refused to
listen to any such modification of the pro-
posed confiscation, It was intended by
them to ‘‘cinch” the railroads, and they
were firmly resolved that no loophole of
escape should be left open. So the Com-
missioners were invested with powers such
as had never before in a country calling it-
self free been extended to any single body.
and in order to make their authority
paramount every tradition and maxim of
representative Goverament and of republi-
can doctrine was ruthlessly trampled under
foot. Executive, legislative and judicial
powers were all vested in this spawn of
Communism, and it was authorized to deal
with private property as freely and as irre-
sponsibly as ever robber Barons dealt with
the spoils of plundered Abbeys in the
Middle Ages. There was no evdsion and
no redress possible to the intended victims.
The Commissioners could cut down the
rates of fare and freight until the re-
ceipts failed to pay the operating ex-
penses, and still the railroads could not
help themselves. They were in fact re-
garded as though they had no rights, and
a3 though in their case it was perfectly
allowable to take private property for pub-
lic uses without compensation. This was
the purpose of the Railroad Commission,
but it happened that the Federal Govern-
ment possessed some interecsts in the Cen-
tral Pacific Railway, as well as the State,
and about this time Congress thought fit to
protect these interests by passing the
measure known as the Thurman Bill
This law provided that the Pacific Rail-

| roads should pay over a certain proportion
{of their earnings ai stated infervals, for
{the formation of a sinking fund, where-
| with to discharge the debt which the com.
;patxies owed, or would presently owe, to
the National Government. The Supreme
Court of the United States subsequently
aflirmed the constitutionality of the Thur-
man Bill, and thus the principle was estab-
lished that the Federal Government had a
right to appropriate the earnings of the
Pacitic Railroads to secure an unmatured

debb,

The State of California having through
its new Constitution decrecd that the earn-
ings of the railreads sheuld be placed at
the mercy of the Railroad Commission,
the position of the corporations became
extremely embarrassing” Here was one
authority undertaking to appropriate their
earnings, and to compel them to pay over
fixed large amounts semi-anually, and here
was ansther authority undertaking to
““regulate” these earnings down to the
vanishing point. The interest of the
nation clearly was that the railroads
should earn enough to pay their sinking-
fund contributions. The interest of the
State appeared to be that the railroads
should earn as liitle as possible beyond
working expenses, Those who put the
Commission in the Constitation were ready
to hound it if it did mot carry cut the
scheme of confiscation it was designed to
effecct. They cared nothing for the na-
tional interest. What they wanted was
that freights and paszengers should be
carried for nothing, or next to nothing.
There could not, however, be any serious
conflict of jurisdiction, for the proposition
that the Federal Government is paramount
may be regarded as settled by this time.
Until, however, the railroads themselves
bring the guestion to adjudication by the
courts, it must remain an open one, and
the present attitude of the railroads is
doubtless intended to compel a settlement
of it. The Chronicle hopes that ‘‘the gage
¢ of battle tlung down by Stanford ” will be
picked up by the State, and that the opin-
ion not only of the Circuit Court, but of
the Supreme Court, will be had upon it.
We have no doubt that the desire of the
Chronicle will in due time be gratified, but
we do not expect that the issue will be at
all satisfactory to that joursal or its back-
ers. Itis in fact perfectly clear that the
Supreme Court, having already declared
the Thurman bill constitutional, must pro-
ceed to declare the State Railroad Commis-
sion invalid, since there can be no question
that the latter is calculated to interfere
with the collection by the Federal Govern-
mentof thesinking-fund contributions. The
Federal Government and the Supreme Court
are committed to the propoeition that the
railroads must be left free to earn enough
to pay their debts, and this freedom cannot
be guaranteed to them so long as the Com-
mission is empowered to cut down their
rates as often and as much as it pleases.
To charge this situation upon the railroads
is, however, outrageously unfair. They
did not pass the Tharman bill, but on the
contrary they opposed it to the last. The
truth is that in this case the railroads are
in the position of the traveler in the story
who found himself between a tiger and a
crocodile, and who was saved at the crisis
of his fate by the circumstance that the
tiger's spring landed the beast in the jaws
of the saurian. The game of confiscation
has been played too recklessly at both ends
of the Government, and tae result promises
to be the failure ofi the State scheme of
railroad robbery. 5

JERE BLACK OF THE RAILROAD QUES-
TION.

It appears that Jere Black has written
a letter on the railroad question, in re-
sponse to a request from the New York
Chamber of Commerce. The telegraph
has given us but a few brief extracts from
it, but enough to show that the Judge
does not understand the subject any bet-
ter than the generality of those who for
years past have travestied it in the inter-
est of mob prejudice and ignorance. The
absurdity of his statements may be gath-
ered from a citation. He says: * The two

¢ gompanies between Omaha and San

* Francisco raised in cash ont of Gov-’
‘“ernment bonds, lands and mortgages of

“‘their franchizes, four or five times as

““much as they necessarily expended upon

‘“ their roads. These roads, tkus built at

‘“the public expense, and in some cases

‘‘paid for by the public five times over,

‘‘are now claimed as private property of

‘‘ the companies, and the right of the

*“ public to use them as highways is utterly |
‘“denied.” It is remarkable that after
this gross and reckless misrepresentation

of the facts, Judge Black should conclude:

‘“‘ Nevertheless I think the claims of those
‘¢ companies to take reasonable tolls stands
‘““upon the same foundation as that of a
‘‘ company whose roads were built by the
‘“ stockholders themselves at their own
““ proper expense,” This conclusion ap-
pears to be the only sane pdint
in Judge Black’s letter. All else is vitiated
by his acceptance of the confused and
erroneous views with which malignant
demagogues and credulous simpletons
have endeavored to cbscure the subject.
The truth is that the original relation be-
tween the Government and the railroad
builders was a contract. The Government
wanted the Pacific Railroads built, and in
order to induce private enterprise to un-
dertake the work it offered special induce-
ments, It urdertook to lend its credit to
the projectors, and for this loan it tock a
mortgage upon the roads. Every dollar
advanced by it in this way was simply
loaned, and security was taken for repay-
went. The gifts of land were necessary
in order to invile enterprise, for scarcely
anyone then believed that the undertaking
wonld be immediately or largely remuner-
ative. It was, in fact, regarded as a
visionary scheme, and private capital held
aloof from it, How the advance of a loan
to these companies could give the public
any right to call the resulting property
its own, it will puzzle Judge Black to
demonstrate. If the roads were, as
he asserts, built with public money,
then it is clear that the public ought
not to demand this money back. It cannot
claim both the money and the property.
It cannot undertake to confiscate the prop-
erty on the ground that it wascreated with
public funds, and then go on to compel the
repayment of these funds. If anindividual
were to propose this it would instantly be
denounced asamonstrousoutrage. How then
can a government be justified in attempting
it? Itis very discouraging to find a man
of Judge Black’s standing uttering such
pernicious nonsense on a subject which
has already suffered so much from misrep-
resentation. It is certainly hardly to be
expected that the masses can entertain
just ideas concerning the relations between
the Government and the Pacific Railroads,
when so veteran a jurist is so profoundly
ignorant of the facts, and so ready to lend
himself to the propagation of untruths,
It is the more necessary that the truth
should be told in this connection because
the parties to the contract do not stand

upan equal  terms. The  corpora-
tions are powerless  to save them-
selves, as against the weight of the

government, and if Congress does not
choose to do them justice they must put
up with whatever wrongs may be inflicted
upon them. The simple fact is that they
owe all the cpprebinm to which they have
been subjected, to their success. The con-
tract into which the Government entered
proved more profitable to the railroad
builders than could have been anticipated,
and frem this circumstance have sprung
all the attempts to evade the contract and
to conliscate the property of the companies
which have been miade since the comple-
tion of the roads. Mr. Jere Black does
not appear to have given the subject any
study, but it is noteworthy that even
though he has imbibed the most fallacious
notions respecting the relations between
the Government and the railroads, he is
still of opinion that the claim of the roads
to take reasonable tolls rests upon the
same foundation as in the case of lines not
having any special relations with the Gov-
ernment. In other words, he does not
tbink that the Government is justified in
availing itself of its contract with the
railroads to excuse acts of spoliation and
confiscation. %

BEEWITIT’S DEFENSE.

Mr. Abram 8. Hewitt’s letter to the
Naisionappears to be a very lame defense.
He saye he really believed the Morey let-
ter to have been written by General Gar-
fieid. If he did he is attempting to vin-
dicate his honesty at the expense of his
intelligence, for we do not hesitate to as-
sert that no man whose opinion was of the
slightest value could have failed to perceive
that the Morey letter was an impudent
and clumsy forgerv. ‘When, however, we
remember that Mr. Hewitt took two hours
to examine the letter, and that he com-
pared it with several genuine autographs of
General Garfield, it becomes extremely dif- 4
ficult to accept his present statement. He
could not have failed to perccive the blun-
ders in orthography which characterized
the forgery, nor could he have passed over
the striking difference between the first
letter of the genuine and the forged signa-
ture, or the cbvious fact that in the latter
the ““i” was dotted on the wrong side of
the “‘f.” All these points must have been
observed by any who gave ten minutes of
conscientious study to the letter, yet Mr,
Hewitt examined it for two hours, and
then, as he now states, became coavinced
of its genuineness. We confess our in-
ability to accept this statement. Weagree
with Mr. Hewitt that he has more reason
than General Garfield to ““ hunt the rascal
‘“down,” but' we are afraid that even the
conviction of the actual forger will not
clear the Nation's correspondent of the
blame which now attaches to his conduct
in the premises.

The Tuba Dam Stands the Pressare.

MarysviLLg, Decomber 4th.—The water
in the Yuba river has raized over three feet,
and has given the dam the first trial. From
the Superintendent, who came down from
there to-day, the following facts are learned:
The water now stands on the face of the dam
hetween three and four feet deep, and sets
back for over half a mile, covering the whole
space from end to end for two miles and 200
feet. The water passes through the brush, as
intended, leaving the “slickens’ settling
about if, and gradually filling up, as was in-
tended, About 1,000 feet from the north
end a settling of the bauk and brush has oc-
curred for about forty feet in length, but this
is caused only by the pressure of the water
on the top, and the packing together of the
brush where it was not put as close as in
other places. No washing under has occur-
red, and it is thought to be in as good a con-
dition and working as well as was expected
by its projectors. A small force of men is
kept there by the Commissioners to watch it.
