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Garfield Makes a ¥pezch to the Ohlo Elect-
ors.

Me~ror (0.), December 21.—The Ohio
Electors called on Presicent Garfield to-day,
and after an interchange of courtesies the
latter said:

Electors—I am deeply grateful to yon for this
eall, and these personal and public congratulations.
If I were to look upon the laie campaign and its re-
sults merely in the light of a personal struggle and
a personal success, it would probably be as gratify-
ing as anything that could bein the hi:tory of pol-
itics. If my own conduct during the campaign has
in any way been a help and strength to our cause, I
am glad. If, under trying circumstances, my
behavior as a candidate for the Presidency his
met your approval, 1 am greatly gratified ; but a
larger subject for your congratulations to me
is on the triumph of the Republican party,
which opens a subject too vast for me .to enter
upon now. I venture, however, to mention a re-
flection which has occurred to me in reference
to the election of yesterday. Isuppose that mo
political event has happened ia all the course of the
contest since the early spring, which caused so little
excitement, and indeed 8o little public obzervation,
as the Presidential election, which was held yester-
day at midday.. American people paid but
little attention to the details of the rea! Presidential
election, and for the very significant reason, though
you and all the members of Electoral Colleges have
the absolute constitutional and technical right to
vote for anybody you choose, and though no written
law directed nor suggested your choice, and every
American knew the august sovereign of the Repub-
lic, the 9,000,000 voters early in November had pro-
nounced the omnipotent feat of choice, and that
the sovereign, assuming as done that which
he had ordered to be dope, entertained no
doubt his will would be implicitly obeyed by all the
Colleges in all the States, and that is the reason
why the people were so quet yesterday. They
have never yet found an American who had failed to
keep his trust as a Presidential Elector.

Report of the Secretary of the Navy,

‘W asHINGTON, December 2d.—Ib his report,
after calling attention to the growing com-
mercial importance of the Central and South
American States, whose trade is likely to
pass entirely out of our hands, if prompt and
vigorous measures are not taken to secure it,
the Secretary of the Navy continuss: ‘“ All
that the Navy Department can properly do
to this end has been done. I have deemed it
an iraperative public duty to send our ships
of war into as many of their ports as possible,
with a view to enabling the authorities and
people of those countries to understand that
it is our desire to cultivate with them the
most amicable commercial relations, that both
their own interests and ours would ba thereby
promoted. The products of South America
which reach the Pacific Coast can only
reach this coast b{ way of San Francisco
or the Isthmus of Panama ; consequently I
have also felt it my duty to inaugurate such
steps as were calculated to establish more inti-
mate relations with States ard people on each
side of the Isthmue. The authority of the Sec-
retary of the Navy is limited on this subject,
and does not extend beyond the location of
stations at points where our vesssls touch, or
may be induced to touch in order to promote
commercial intercourse where it is already es-
tablished, or to inviteit where it is nof. I
have therefore caused steps to bas taken for
the establishment of coaling stations upon
each side of the Isthmus at a point eminent-
ly suitable both as regards naval uses and
the commerce of that regicn. The one 01
the east side is located at Chiriqui Lagoon,
in the Carribean Sea, and in the immediate
vicinity of veins of coal already opened, and
that on the west coast at the bay of Golfito,
a port of the Gulf of Dulce on the Pacific.
The distance between them is less than one
huandred miles. The only two safe and suffi-
ciently commodious harbors on the Isthmus
are at these points, and although the Depart-
ment did not, before making deposits of
coal, acquire title to the lands oceupied, yet
it assured iteelf that no difficulty would be
likely to arise on that score, although it was
not anticipated that any political objection
would be made to a preliminary examination
and survey of those waters, Yet careful
instructions were given to the com-
manders of vessels assigned to the per-
formauce of the duty, and that if
either Government interposed any objection
to the movement, they should immediately
suspend operations, and report the matter to
the Department, that it might be made a
subject of diplomatic negotiations. Iras-
much, however, as no obstacle of this kind
was encountered, either at Chiriqui Lagoon
or Golfito, coal in sufficient quantities was
deposited at each harbor, and now remains
there, for future use by our vessels whenever
it may be needed. The question of acquir-
ing title to a sufficient quantity of land upon
these harbors is necessarily left for. the subse-
quent action of Government. Initiatory
steps have also been taken to establish a like
station at Punta Arenas, in Costa Rica, and
it is believed the Department will be enabled
to accomplich this before the expiration of,
many months. It would be greatiy to the
advantage of the United States, and con-
tribute much toward the ecocomical manage-
ment of the Navy Department, if acquisi-
tions similar to those I have mentioned were
made in other parts of the world. The
strong maritime powers of Europe employ
great vigilince in this particular, and we
should not be behind them in doing what we
legitimately and probably can to extend our
maritime influence over the world. The

. Navy is clogely allied to the commerce of the
country, and should be extended to protect it
everywhere,

COMMERCE OF THE PACIFIC.

He also eays: The Pacific ocean opens to
our future commerce its broadest and most
profitable field. On the Atlantic it encoun-
ters such formidable European rivalry as can
only be overcome, if at all; by the most per-
sistent and vigorovs measures of protection
on the part of the Government; but our ac-
quisition of Alaska and the Aleutian Islands,
and our treaty relations with Japan, the
Sandwich Islands and Samoa, together with
our present commercial intercourse with
China and the East Indies, place us on such
equsl terms on the Pacific with other Powers
that it will be our own fault if the advan-
tages now promised ocur commerce be lost.
An exchange of our products for those of the
East is fast becoming a necessity to the Ori-
ental people, and their interests, as well as
ours, suggest the adoption of the most effi-
cient measures cn our part to increase our
trade with them. Even in Corea our maru-
factured goods are preferred to those of En-
gland, but they find their way there through
the Japanese, with whom the Coreans have a
treaty of amity and commerce. The benefits
to be derived in this way, however indirect,
would be greatly increased if the ports of
that country were opened to our merchant
vessels. Our relations with the Japanese
Government are such that there is no reason
to doubt its friendly agency in bringing about
this result, and it is confidently believed that
it will be accomplished in a short time, Af-
ter detailing all that is known of

In which he takes strong ground that that
steamer is safe, the Secretary proceeds to
the consideration of the unsettled condition
of affairs in Alaska.

Jere Black on Rallread Freights.

New Yorg, December 2d.—Jude Black,
responding toa call of the Chamber of Com-
merce here, for his opinion as to injury in-
flicted by flnctuating and discriminating
rates of railroad transportation charges, sends
a two-column reply, in which he makes the
following points: Railroad men believe, or
pretend to belizve, that railways are the
property of, the companiesjauthorized to run
them, which is a cardioal error, and the pa-
rent of much false argument. A public
highway cannot be private property, and a
railroad laid out and built by authority of
the State for purposes of commerce, is as
much a public highway as a turnpike road.
The two companie: between Omaha and San
Francisco raised in cash out of Government
bonds, lands and mortgages of their fran-
chises, four or five times as much as they
necessarily expended npon the roads. These
roads thus built at the public expense, and
in some cases paid for by the public five
times over, are claimed now as private prop-
erty of the companies, and the right of the
public to use them as hichways is utterly de-
nied. Nevertheless, I think the claim of
these companies to take reasonable tolls
stands upon the same foundation as that of a
company whose roads wers built by the
stockholders themselves at their own proper
expense.

Judge Lynch at Work.

Porasgr (Tenn.), December 2d.—Dan
Smith (colored), who attempted to ravizh a
young white girl in Giles county some time
ago, was sentenced to twenty-one years in the
penitentiary to-day for assault with intent to
kill, Assoon as the verdict was returned, a
mob rushed into the Court-room, overpow-
ered the Sheriff and his posse, seized Smith,
dragged him to the street, where hundreds of
people joined the mob, took him to a bridge
near by and hanged him. The mob came
from the vicinity of where the crime was
committed by Smith.

A Duel That Did Not Come Off,

Burraro, December 2d.—A duel which was
to have been fought between Lawrence Trim-
ble and John Benton, of Covington, Ky.,
was thwarted by the non-appearance of Ben-
ton.

Davenport's Thunderbolt.

CHicAco, December 4th. — The Times’
Washington special says: John I. Daven-
port’s thunderbolt proves to be the declara-
tion that Chairman Barnum is responsible for
the Morey forgery ; that Hadley inspired it,
that Philp wrote it, and that Barnum spir-
ited Hadley away when wanted as a witness.
Barnum has been watched by detectives for
the past month. Davenport has been here
to consult with the Attorney General as to
whether Garfield could be subpenzed as a
witness,

A Substantial Present for Grant.

PHILADELPHIA, December 2d.—A fund of
£100,000 has been raised in this city to be
presented to Grant within a short time. The
money was given by both Republicans and
Democrats, and is on deposit in bank. The
idea originated with friends who think
Grant’s income is not sufficient to support
him in a style worthy an ex-President. This
is exclusive of the movement at New York
for all ex-Presidents.

The Tallest Man in the World.

NEw York, December 1st.—The Chinese
giant Chang, who arrived in this ci? to-day
from Liverpool, is said to be the tallest man
in the world. He is eight feet six inches in
hight, well proportioned, has small almond
eyes, the prominent cheek bones of his race,
forehead broad and massive, and he wears his
pigtail neatly wound upon his head. He has
small hands and feet for a man of his size, is
remarkably graceful in his movements, and
polite and cheerful in manner ; speaks Eng-
lish, French, German, and a little Spanish in
addition to his own language. In reply to a
reporter’s question, he said: My parents
and the rest of m{ family are not ahove the
ordinary size. My countrymen seldom grow
large, a Chinaman who measures six feet
being considered a very tall man., Iam 33
years old, and have done a great deal of
traveling. Inmy own country I am con-
sidered a great wonder. I went through the
usual course of Chinese education, and was a
pretty big boy when at school. I have been
in Paris the last eighteen months; I have
been married twice ; my present wife, who is
in China, is of the ordinary size.”

Story of a Viciim.

CH1caco, December 1st.—The Inter-Ocean’s
New York special has the story of Robert B,
Bedell, the venerable ex-President of the
Erie Railway, who married a young dashing
second wife in 1862. A conspiracy then
seemed to be formed against him by hisJ
former intimate friend, A. L. Murra:iy, whose
son was his wife's too intimate friend, ard its
purpose seemed to be to rob him of his money.
Under its baleful workings his wife secured a
divorce and alimony, and he (Bedell) was one
day in July, 1876, set upon by A. L. Murray,
Jr., Chauncey Bernard and J. H. Comer, at
the railway station at Goshen, held by twoof
them and beaten in the face with a rawhide
by the other, with the apparent intent of de-
stroying his eyesight. At that time he only
freed himself by getting his hand on his re-
volver. His assailants than fled, but one of
them attempted to shoot him as he ran. He
was too quick, however, and brought him te
the ground, for which he was afterwards
acquitted in Court. His wife at first left him
surreptitiously, taking away valuables and
securities from the safe worth $100,000, It
seemed to be a case of too many relgtives in
the house, all of whom assisted in making
trouble. Bedell has been a very successful
business man, and is highly esteemed.

Foul Play in New Mexico.

Newporr (R. 1.), December 4th.—It is re-
ported that Charles Potter, of this city, &
member of the United States Geological Sur-
vey in Colorado, met with foul play near
Santa Fe. Information is received here that
the body of the young man was found near
Santa Fe. No word has been received from
Potter for nearly two weeks. He isa stepson
of ex-Governor Van Zandt, and has a wife
and family in this city. All his friends are
shocked at his supposed death. His hody
has a wound in the head. A searching party
has been sent out by General Hatch, who
will be able to clear up the mystery the latter
part of next week.

Mills Burncd.

PorTtsymouTH (N. H.), December 4th.—This
morning early the Kearsarge Mills were
burned. It is reported that an employe
pamed Greenwood perished. The loss on the
mill is nearly half a million. Nearly 350 op-
eratives are deprived of work. The occu-
pants had barely time to escape, as the flames
encased the stairway. Several had to leap
over the flames, and some were severely
burned. It isonly known that one person
was burned to death. Had the mill been in
full operation, as it would have been twenty
minutes later, the destruction of life weuld
have been terrible. The building was 204
feet long, 70 wide, six stories high, with two
ells, each 100x30, two stories high. Business
was excellent. The Baptist church adjoining
was considerably damaged. Insurance, $411,-
000, all in Eastern companies.

Grave Robbery at Omaha,

OmaHA, December 4th.—On Sunday last a
young man named Christian Engler Voss
died, and on Tuesday he was buried. On
Thursday morning it was discovered that his
grave had been robbed. To-day Frederick
Wiesman, with whom deceased had boarded,
suspecting that the body had been taken by
some one connected with the Nebraska School
of Medicine, got out a search warrant, and
the body of a man was found in the dissect-
ing room of the School of Medicine, The
body had been dissected, and consequently
identification will ba difficult. No arrests
have yet been made, but the matter will be
fully investigated,

The Chinese Treaty.

W ASHINGTON, December 4th.—It is au-
thoritatively stated that the new Chinese
treaty wil sent to the Senate early in the
session, so as to dispose of it as quickly as
possible, California representatives who have
inquired diligently say that it will in a great
measure satisfy that coast, though not en-
tirely. It is believed that no attempt will be
made to pass the Chinese restiictive bill after
the treaty is disposed of.

Ross soon got the lead
and maintaiced it to Hammersmith bridge,
then drew further ahead and won with ease,
never being headed.

The Trouble in Ireland.

DusriN, December 4th.—A ffidavits of Par-
pell, Biggar, J. D. Sullivan, Sea’‘on and Dil-
lon, on which to base an application for a
postponement of the trial of the traversers,
on the ground that the date already fixed
will interfere with their cornstitutional right
to be present when Parliament meets, were
filed in the Crown Office at 8 o’clock last
evening. The traversers will apply for a

ostponement of the trials until the 25th of

anuary.

DusLIN, December 4th.—The Chief Jus-
tice of the Queen’s Beoch refused the appli-
cation of Parnell, Biggar, Dillon et al. for a
postponement of the State trials uatil Janu-
ary 25th, on the ground that it would inter-
fere with their constitutional right to attend
Parliament. The Justice strongly denounced
Irish anarchy.

CHIcAGO, December 4th.—A Dublin spe-
cial says: Only a small proportion of the

The Porte and Greece,

VIENNA, December 4th,—The Porte is pre-
paring to address itself to the Powers, and
while declaring its readiness to come to a fair
compromise with Greece, will ask the Powers
to use their influence to induce Greece to en-
ter into direct negotiations,

Persians Defeated by the Kurds.

TEBERAN, December 4th, — Intelligence
has been received that Sheik Abdullah as-
tacked the Persians near Urumiah and de-
feated them, after killing a great number,
South American War—Pcace Counference.

Panaya, November 24th.—At the Peace
Conference between Chile, Peru and Bolivia,
three sessions were held. The U, 8. Minis-
ter to Chile presided, and the U. 8. Ministar
to Peru and Bolivia was present. Each bel-
ligerent recognized the necessity for peace,
and the disinterested course of the United
States. Chile presented her terms, which
were for increased territory and the restora-
tion of property taken from Chilean citizens,
and the Governments of Bolivia and Pern
rejected the demands. Minister Christiancy
suggested that Peru and Bolivia might have
propositions to make, and the representative
of I}’):ru moved to refer the entire question to
the Government of the United States for ar-
bitration, the decision to be final, without
favoring either party to the struggle. The

rogoaition for arbitration was not accepted
gv Chile. President Osborn, in declaring the
conference ended, said he and his colleagues
profoundly lamented that the conference
should not have yielded the pacific and con-
ciliatory results hoped from it, and believe
the same impression will be made upon the
Government and people of the United States
when the fact is communicated to them that
the friendly mediation of the United States
has been fruitless.

Letters from Valparaiso assert that an order
h n issued to the commander of the
Chil€an expeditionary force to move on Lima
at an early date. In the meantime a portion
of the force had started on an exredition

inst Arquipa. Rumors were current in
Chambot, on the departure of the steamer
for Panama, that that city had fallen into
Chilean hands.
