A Maraemaricat Ipror. — An idiot
who, perhaps, sarpasses all rivals in mem-
ory and the capacity to make mathematical
calculations in his head, was recently ex-
amined before the students of the Medico-
Surgical Académy of St. Petersburg.

A BARBER-0US PROCEEDING.

The persistence of hair-dressersin recom-
mending their dyes, washes and lotions is
well known, but they fortunately do not
all employ the violent means of forcing
their wares on customers practiced by
Maignan, who has just appeared before the
tribunal of correctional police on a charge
of aggravated assault. His shop, which is
one to be avoided, is at No. 4, Rue Duaphot,
near the Madeleine, and, according to in-
formation obtained by the police from
neighbors, he was accustomed to impose on
hia casual clients, foreigners especially, by
applying lotions, under some pretext, gen-
erally to remove the bouton de la calvitie,
or pimple that woald produce baldaess, and
then demanding sums of 5 francs to 20
francs, payment .of which he most fre-
quently suceeeds in obtaining. Amon
other examples may be cited that of an
Englishman, who, having refused to sub-
mit to the extortion, had his umbrella im-
pounded by the coiffeur, and was forced to
apply to a magistrate to recover it. An-
other act of extortion was practiced on a
echool boy, who was sent by his parents to
have hiz hair cut. Maignan first, on his
own authority, made a small tonsure to de-
stroy the imaginary ‘“pimple of baldness,”
after which he applied a lotion to niake the
hair grow over the bald place, and then ex-
acted an exorbitant sum from the boy’s
mother for this double operation. A cook’s
assistant named Blane, the complainant in
the present charge, deposed that he went
to be shaved and brushed up on a Sunday
morning in September. Maignan, while ar-
ranging his hair, said that it was falling
off, but that he had an infallible water to
make it grow afresh. Blanc declined to
purchase 1t, but the hairdresser neverthe-
less emptied a small bottle on his head.
When the operation of shaving and brush-
ing was terminated Blanc gave the barber
a franc, telling him to take his change from
it, but Maignan demanded four francs
more, pretending that the price of the lo-
tion was four france fifty centimes, and on
Blanc’s refusing to pay for what he had not
ordered, seized his hat. A loud dispate
ensued, and attracted a crowd outeide.
Maignan then threw the cook’s hat into
the street, and took down a Turkish poin-
ard that was hanging in the shop, men-
acing the complainant with it. Blanc en-
deavored to wrest it from him, and in the
struggle received six cuts in the hand, A
bystander, who intervened to assist him,
was also slightly wounded. The defendant
said that Blance was the aggressor, but this
was disproved by several witnesses, Maig-
nan was now condemned to six days’ im-
prisonment and fifty francs fine.—{Galig-
nani,
