SUDDEN DEATH.

Ancther sudden death with alccholism as
the inducing cause fook place yesterday. It
occurs this time in the person of James L.
Beasley, who is well known in the city, hav-
ing been formerly employed as driver and at
the office of Dr. Cluness, and more recently
for a time as a clerk in the Boston Drug
Store, corner of J and Third streets. His

habits of excessive drinking caused his dis-
‘charge from both those places. From an
estate left him by relatives in England he
was provided with an annual income, which
enabled him to take life easy, and this
doubtless, as is so often the caze, has proved
to make his life valueless to himself and
others. For some time past he had been
drinking excessively, and for the past few
days still added to the velocity of his down-
ward course, Yesterday morning, at about
4 o'clock, he staggered into the Raiiroad
Exchange Saloon, on the southeast corner of
K and Third streets, and called for a driok
of whisky, which was furnished him at
the bar. He then reeled about the room for
a moment, came near falling to the floor, and
was asked by the bartender what was the
matter, The reply was, ** It’s whisky,” and
then called for another glass., Of course, a
bottle and -tumbler was sat out for him to
help himself. He made his way after some
difficulty to the bar and poured out a giass,
and, as he was about to drink it, staggered
back from the counter. and through a door
into an adjoining back room. and fell in con-
vulsions upon the floer. Efforts were made
to render assistance and care for him, but
they were useless, and in a few moments he
was dead. The Coroner was notified, and his
remains were removed to his office, where a
p st mortem examination was held. The
immediate cause of death was stated by the
examining surgeon to be congestion cf the
lungs and a derangement$ of the heart, but
these were unquestionably induced and
rendered actively fatal by chronie, excessive
use of alecoholic stimulants. There were
four empty whisky flasks found in his pock-
ets at the time of his death, and which in
themselves were a faithful medium by which
to diagnose the case. An inquest will be
held at 10 o’clock this morping, and his
funeral will take place from St. Paul’s
Church, corner of Eighth and I streets, at 2
o’clock this afternoon. The deceased was 35
years of age, a native of Ireland, and had
many warm friends.
