A RAILROAD TO THE YOSEMITE VALLEY.
We are informed, on the best authority,

that Eastern capitalists have determined
to builda railroad in this State, from some
point near Madera, on the Tulare Valley
Railroad, to Fresco Flat, which is thirty.
miles from the Yosemite Valley. Tho ar-
rangements are already completed, and it
is understood that the new road willbe
pushed so energetically as to be completed
in time to carry the spring travel to the
valley/ A railroad toFresno Flat willcer-
tainly render the. trip to,; Yosemite
far less . formidable. .It will.: in fact
put it within the reach of almost every-
body. But we are * glad that the new

company does not intend to carry the line
any nearer the Valley. than Fresno Flat,
for we are convinced that to do so would
be to destroy all the pictcresqueness '

KILLING NO MURDER......... -7, '-..•\u25a0-.- r~y. . ' .. ... ; -_J^.i.i

J-'* The Schroder case has ended ;in the ac- ;
quittal of the defendant, and thus another
is added to the longlistof disgraceful pre-
cedents which convince 'the worldthat in

California there isno public opinion against
murder. This case was inseveral respects

peculiar. There was }no doubt as ,to the
fact tbat the defendant had killedDr. Le-
fevre, but two pleas were J advanced on his
behalf. Itwas claimed that he" was justi-
fiedin committing . the f homicide J because
Lefevre had seduced Mrs. Schroder, and it
was also asserted

'that. he committed J the
homicide whileunder the influence of emo-
tionalJ insanity. ... It, is, however, very re-

markable that the defense didnot substan-
tiate the charge of: seduction, as

'

itmust
have been in their.power to do had the
charge been .true. J-J They refrained from
putting;Mrs.'Schroder . upon the witness-
stand, and they kept her out of Court alto-
gether. They relied for, this part of their
case entirely upon •- the statements ofIDr.
Stebbins, who knew no more .than* his

daughter had toldJ him. The Court also
refused to permit J the prosecution *,to
avail :. itself of :.this singular omis-
sion \u25a0. on the : part of - the defense,
and the result was' to convey to the jury

the impression that . the. fact jofjJthe
seduction c ought to,-* be

'
regarded fiby

them as proved, when, in truth,no satisfac-
tory evidence of it was • laidbefore them.
We- believe that the

'
rulings of the Court

upon this Jpoint were entirely wrong and
unwarrantable, '\u25a0 and that .because of these
rulings the prosecution was practically de-
nied its -rights. '. We believe -: that ,no

lawyer of !any reputation will express a

different opinion, yet ;it|is perfectly clear
that upon the demonstration of Lofevre's
criminal intimacy with the defendant's
wife the whole case ultimately turned.
Itmust further be pointed • out that when
seduction is asserted by

'
a woman, • and

there is no corroborative evidence to sup-
port the charge, the greatest caution must
always be used -in accepting it. For it is
a fact well\u25a0.known to physicians and ex-
perienced jurists that women have often

made similar charges against innocent par-
ties, and within the last half century at

least two .famous English divorce cases
revealed precisely similar hallucinations.
A propensity to fabricate accusations of
this kind.is one of the phenomena of. the
complex disease known as hysteria,

and though It may be that no ; such
morbid ideas were present to the mind
of Mrs. Schroder in the present case, it is
very certain that the jury were not per-
mitted to satisfy themselves as to the
genuineness .of her story. In effect, the
Court allowed the whole theory of,seduc-
tion to be taken for granted, and this not-
withstanding the fact that it was the cen-

tral point inthe case. .The jury were thus
thrown back upon the supposition that
Schroder had real ,cause for hostility to
Lefevre, and the further supposition that
he might have been insane when he com-
mitted the murder. Of course these the-
ories were incompatible. . If Schroder
killedLefevre because he believed the lat-
ter had seduced .his wife, insanity \ had
nothing to do with his action. Ifhe was
insane, then the seduction story need have
cut no figure in ihe case. But weare con-

vinced that the evidence placed before the
jury was not sufficient to justifya verdict
of acquittal, and that in rendering such a
Iverdict they,have once more emphasized
jthe utter inefficiency of our criminal ma-
chinery to vindicate the theory of the law
and to punish crime.__

\u25a0

We have, in fact, reached a point at
which it is necessary to inquire very seri-
ously whether the crime of murder should
not be stricken from the statute books of
California. If indeed it is public opinion
whioh speaks through our criminal juries,
then itmust be recognized that the taking
of human lifeis no longer regarded as de-

serving of any punishment in this commu-
nity. Itis nonsense to keep up the pre
tense of treating murder as a" crime when
experience shows that any man may kill
his fellow with practical impunity ; when
it is more dangerous to pick a pocket than
to cut a man's throat; and when the
atrocity of a crime constitutes the surest
guarantee of its condonation. The con-
venient and ready plea of emotional insan-
ityis always available toscreen murderer. 0,
and now it seems that we have advanced a
stage beyond that even, and that it is held
justifiable to shoot people down on the un-
supported accusations ofthirdparties, whose
susceptibilities must be so tenderly guarded
that itwould be thought too cruel to make
them produce any corroboration of their
stories. Jlt seems scarcely possible ]to
proceed any further 'in. breaking down
the barriers erected by' the law against
capital crimes. .We ;,, have . for many
years been under the tyranny of
','. unwritten . laws" J which, -f as :.the
lawyers inform.us, always supersede the
written law in cases of this kind.'".-\u25a0 Now
we have a fresh expansion of.unwritten
law, to the effect that proof of an alleged
outrage upon a female relative 13not neces-
sary, but that a mere allegation justifies
homicide. It is, in short, J clear that we

have reached an equally absurd and intol-
erable '\u0084 position, and therefore we•assert
that if there is no possibility of punishing
murder we ought to recognize the dominant
public opinion,and conform our statutes to
it. If this is California civilization, let all
the worldknow it. Let us have the cour-
age of our convictions. Let us declare
through the Legislature that homicide is
justifiable, both :in cases of proved'
seduction, and in cases where seduction is

!charged or even suspected.'" Itis evidently
useless to go on protesting against the ac.

j quittalof murderers so long as juries can-. not be got ta convict them. It is ridicu-
lous for the public to pretend indignation
at what is necessarily regarded as its own

action. Ifjuries are really representative,'
then killing is not murder in the eyes of
Californians. * If juries are not representa-
tive, itis '.. time;that they were made so, if
the State is to retain

'
any reputation for

J civilized lines of thought and action. .

The theory upon which
all such schemes are based is of course the
paramount necessity of strengthening the

J There are doubtless numbers of well-
meaning Republicans '\u25a0 who" readithis dis-
patch .'.with; approval, .'and ;whose only
thought was that it would be a very good
thing if,a Republican United States Sena-
tor could be gained inTennessee." '-.One _of
the worst evils of the spoils system consists
inits demoralizing influence upon the pub-
licmind.".The extent to which the Federal
patronage has been abused 'has dulled tbe
perceptions ;of the ;people, and when;a
naked transaction of\ hart*r and sale like
this is related," there are very few who
regard it as improper or immoral. :It is
therefore the jmore )necessary that :every

case of the kind should be carefully ana-
lyzed, and that its jtrue nature should be
pointed out iv the plainest possible way.
Itis perfectly evident that if Mr.1Harrison
should secure a seat in the United States
Senate through . the ;use of the Federal
patronage, Tennessee willhave lost a Sena-
tor. For a man so chosen cannot be inany
true J sense a representative of or delegate
from the people of his State. He is a mere
creature of the administration, which has
most unwarrantably interfered in the busi-
ness of the State for the base purpose of
corrupting its people, and defrauding them

. of their right of choice. And for the men

whom it is proposed to buy with federal
offices, it is clear that tin J could not be
the servants of tho people, but the pension-
ers of a party, while the very fact that
they are ready to sell their votes for office
demonstrates their utter unfitness to hold
any responsible position. The spoils sys-
tem as thus illustrated therefore cheats the
people of a United States Senator, and at
the same time selects men on the princi-
ple of natural unfitness, instead of fitness,
for Federal offices. The whole system of
government is turned upside down for the
furtherance of partisan ends, and when this
is done there are thousands who willap-
plaud the work as "smart" and

"
credita-

ble."
Itis to make such corrupt combinations

and bargains impossible, among other
things, that Civil Service reform is de-
manded. The friends of that movement
assert that the Federal Government cannot
be trusted with a power of dispensing
patronage which produces such evils, and

which s_. perverts and overturns the whole
scheme of,republican government. They
demand that neither the President 4nor'
Congress shall be allowed to exercise any
dispensing power of. the kind. They say
that the country does not want the federal
offices to be tilled with zealous partisans,
but with'men who understand the work
they have to do, acd who are honest and
faithful|as well as .capable. They assert
that to give a candidate for the United
States Senate Federal patronage to dispense
is inno wayJ more moral or more justifia-
ble than to givehim coin out of the United
States - Treasury .. with iwhich to

-
buy

the vote3of venal legislators.'...They iosist
that any Government which so uses the
Federal patronage is both corrupt and the
cause of j corruption. They maintain that
tho Government, the United States Senate,
the State Legislature, and the people, aro
each and all wronged and debased by such
bargain?, and that while they are possible it
ishopeless to expect thatauy public business
willbe performed as it should be. It ia
by such methods that the baneful "Boss"
syste _i in our politics has been brought to
such disastrous dimensions.- Itis in this
way that men without statesmanship or
patriotism or \u25a0 special ability, - have been
enabled to control whole States for years';
to monopolize the .Federal offices for their
obsequious henchmen ;to dictate to county
and State conventions ; to punish enemies
and t reward :, friends out \u25a0> of the pub-
lic treasury ; to successfully oppose re-
forms of every kind, and to practically de-
prive the people of representation and voice
in the counsels jofjthe cation. ; Partisan-
ship.. has weakly accepted all these evils,
and partisanship nowresists theirremoval.
But the people themselves have interests
at stake which can no longer be neglected,
and it is incumbent upon them to afford to
the advoeatts of reform all the support in
their power.7 It is not enough '

to attack
the spoils . system vaguely and 'generally,
either. ,Itis necessary to seize upon spe-
cific illustrations of it,as we have done in
the present . instance, and to enforce the
lessons which :they teach ,to • reflecting
minds. :Depend ]upon \u25a0 it,Jit .is infinitely
better that Tennessee ,should return only
Democrats jto the United^ States Senate, <

than that the Republican party should gain
a member in that State at \u25a0 the expense of
its reputation for good morals and concern
for the welfare of the country.
