THE PHILHARMONIC CONCERT.

The concert by the Philharmonic S:ciety
Iast evening at the Congregational Church
drew a large and briliant audience. It was
the largest auditory yet drawn together by
the Society, The concert was under the di-
rectorship of Profassor Otto Fleissver, and
was very creditable to his judgment and
management. Miss Amelia Bohl proved au

excellent sccompanist during the first part,
and Professor Fleissner during the second
part. The concert was a pronounced suc-
cess. The music was of a better order than
most of that given heretofore by the associa-
tion, and the chorns was very much improved
in the method of singing, in it3 enuncistion
and in the vigor of its local effort.
Noticeably the sopravo side was too light,
There was ro lock on thz partof those placed
in that division, but their number was too
small, and thers was need of at least two wore
strong leading voicss at the front, There
was some weakness also on the tenor side,
but the contralto and bass were very superior
—indeed, no chorus has been before this pub-
lic with a better and more pleasing bass
gection in all respects, while the contralios
were mnearly if not quits as acceptable
However, the general effect was good, and
the concert the best given by the association,
the resnit showing clearly that the associa-
tion has made creditable advances, and has
resched a much more satisfactory plane of
musical culture J Mrs, George Hansbrow had
a severe and difficuls task in taking the
soprano  solos  in  Mendelssohn’s  **42d
Paalm, Op. 427 Her voice ig clear,
steady, sweet, and under good control,
and thouzh mnot yet equal to the
fullest interpretation of the pathetic and
praye:ful passages of the compesition, she
sang with a strength and expression which
was instantly recognized, and won her de-
sarved and prooounced commendation. Mrs.
Fitch was fully successtul in her duet with
Mr. Crowe in ** Awske ! the Night is Beam-
ing,” and gave in addition, with good effect
and in eéxcellent voice, Garz' soprano solo,
** Sing, Sweet Bird.” Miss Griffin was ac-
¢ mpanist for Mrs. Fitch. Mr. Ball gave as
a violin solo De Beriot’s **Seventh Air
Varie.” Mrs. Carter, the contralto, ap-
peared in the number set avart to Mrs.
Cooper, soprano, who wus ill. She sang a
choice selection from Pinsuti, and receiving a
wairm and sppreciative encore, responded
with a cecond selection. Mr. De Yoe's bass
solo, 1 Fear No Foe,” was given in better
voice and with Dbetter effect than any
thing he has yet sung here.

~ws== «MIXED” PROPERTY.
Eps. Recorp-Uxsion: The San Francis-
co Bulletin of December 15th, in a very
able editorial entitled **How It Is Work-
ing,” after alluding to the general history of
property, uses this language: ‘‘In this way
we come to have property of three kinds—
real, personal and miced.” Tbhe article alse
quotes that clanse of the vew Constitution
which speaks of property as “‘real, personal
and mized.” Now, it is not astonishing that
the editor of a large daily journal, writin
in a hurry, shonid tollow an error committe
in the fundamental law of the State. And
perhaps it is not astonishing thatsuch an
error should be fonnd in such aun instrnment
as our Constitution, There is no such a
thing :8 “nixei” p operty. The otj cts cf
property are things, and Blackstove says:
“Phings are by tbe law of England dis-
tributed into two kinds—things real and
things personal” That distinction has
run contivuously through English and Amer-
js:an law. It has frequently been questioned
whether a certain kind of thirg was real or
personal propexty ; but I have ucver heard of
a Court 1n such a case giving a coupromise
decison ‘and cailing it *‘mixed.” Of course
there is such a thing as a mixed action or suit
at law, as when some real property is de-
manded and also personal damages for sowe
wrong sustained ; but 1 would like to see a
specimen of mixed property., Statutes have
