THE JEWISH CRUSADE.

The crusade against the Jews in Ger-
many appears to be carried on with as-
tonishing energy and malignity. It is
impossible to discover any rational excuse
for the.movement, ,yet it is supported,
not only by the ignorant and stupid, but
by learndH professors, and literary men,

Iand public officials, and in fact many peo-
ple who might be thought superior to so
vulgar and contemptible a prejudice. ", A

large meeting held at Berlin the other
day actually passed resolutions in favor of
suppressing the liberty of the Jews, pledg-
ing themselves to vote for no Liberal
who would not promise tojsupport such
legislation, and undertaking to buy noth-
ing from Jewish ehnps or firms. . This is
introducing Boycottism to Germany, and
inaugurating a war of extermination. It
is time that rational Germany should
rise . and :explain this singular out-
cry against the

'
Jews." Certainly noth-

ing intheir own conduct explains it. They
have prospered through their own industry
and business capacity, but it wouldbe a
queer worldif men were to be denounced
and legislated against forsucceeding inlife.
We are at a loss to know whether tbisGer-
man agitation has a communistic basis, or
whether it is founded upon sheer folly and
meanness of spirit. No matter how orig-
inating, however, it is disgraceful to the
German people, rand calculated to lower
them in the opinion of the world, both as
regards their civilizationand their . sense.
It might indeed be argued from it that
tbeir long submission . to despotic govern-
ment had extinguished lin many of them
the capacity for appreciating the blessings
and the rights of freedom, and that con-
sequently they sought to tyrannize over
their fellows as they themselves have,been
tyrannized over.

THE "DISCOVERY" OF AMERICA.

Congressman Page has introduced a joint
resolution providing that

'
the anniversary

of the discovery of America by Columbus
shall be observed as a legal holiday in the
District of Columbia. Tliere is no harm in
making a new holiday, for they are all too
few at present, but the theory upon which
this "discovery" business rests Las al-
ways appeared to us somewhat irrational.
It conveys the idea that there was no
America before Columbus happened to see
the continent, whereas in,sober truth that
navigator no more invented America than
a Yankee in making his first trip across
the Atlantic invents Europe. Amer-
ica managed to get ..on very well
for several .thousands of years' before
Christopher Columbus was born. .. Whole
nitions of

-
men

'"- flourished .'. here \in
those primitive times, and some of them
hare left architectural and other remains
behind them demonstrating their posses-
sion of quite as high a civilization as the
contemporaries of Columbus enjoyed.
Europeans, however, with the conceit and
arrogance common to,poor ;humanity,
imagined that no country which was not
known tothem could amount to anything.
And when they had "discovered

"
acoun-

try they coollyassumed the ownership of
it withoutasking the consent of its inhab-
itants, whom they regarded .very conveni-
ently as excluded fromall rights by reason
of their paganism. 'It was a comfortable
theory ? for. persecuting

-
robber- kings and

their rnffianly agents, but it seems to ns
that it has lasted _quite llong;enough, and
that it jars somewhat painfully with the
ideas of the nineteenth century.

THE WITHDRAWAL OF POSTER.

The withdrawalof Governor Foster from
the Senatorial candidacy inOhio leaves the
way clear for Secretary Sherman, if he has
set his heart upon the place. : The action
of Mr.Foster in withdrawing is spoken of

as extremely magnanimous, and it is to be-
hoped :;that rbisImotives:were unselfish,
though :carping critics willbe sure to say
either that he found that he was beaten, or
that he was promised some other position.
It is almost.impossible for a politician to
get ;credit for disinterested motives, and

:motives of politicians arc in;\u25a0 the ;majority
of cases not disinterested.

THE LANDQUESTION IN ENGLAND AND
IRELAND.

• The present :embarrassment of the Eng-
lishGovt rnment in dealing with the Irish
agitation isAugmented by the direct bear-
ing of the Irish' land- question upon the
English. It is no longer possible for the
Government to hope that it can keep these
issues separate. Whatever itmay propose
for Ireland will be discussed and re-
garded as affecting the landed interest in
England.

'
One result of this must :be to

strengthen the opposition to radical legis-
lation of any kind, and so 'to render the
position of the Government jmore untena-
ble.; The Irish situation has already be-
come such that the Government is incapa-
ble of controlling it. : It has filled'the
country with \u25a0_ troops ". and police,1but it is
evident that beyond preventing meetings
of the Land League these forces are prac-
tically powerless. They cannot stop the
operations of the League. They cannot
cause the regular Courts to be resorted to.
They cannot hinder ''-Boycotting." They
cannot compel refractory tenants to pay
theirrent. They cannot protect landlords
against the ruinous consequences of a gen-
eral withholdingof supplies. Alarge part
of the Irish tenantry have ceased to pay
any rent for their.holdings, acd the ordi-
nary legal processes .for '•- coercing them
have become inoperative, jThere is a gen-
eral passive rebellion.against the existing
order of things. -'Intimidation ispracticed
en a large scale. The dissentients from the
League doctrines are.silenced by threats.
Itmay be said without much exaggeration

that Ireland ;has passed ;from:"under the
control of iEngland, ; in fact. ;1Meantime
the Government does nothing, or what it
docs do produces no :mitigating results.
The League is omnipotent for ailpractical
purposes,

-
and the laws are coolly ignored

and set aside. \u25a0 The Government has cer-
tainly not afforded protection to the land-
lords, and it is not easy to see how it can
do so '\u25a0 without resorting to violent
methods. It might suppress the public
demonstrations of the League forcibly,but
it could .not by so doing '. terminate the
agitation. Remedy by eviction is out of
the question where scores of thousands of
caeca would have to be attended to. And
it roust be remembered that the Irish land
agitation after all derives itsmain strength
from the fact that the injustice and op-
pression of the existing tenure of land
there cannot be seriously questioned. Iv
fact the agitation is based upon undeniable
wrongs, and it involves a demand for unde-
niable rights. Nevertheless it is equally
true tbat it has gone far beyond.the first
ideas of its projectors, and that it has been
carried .to conclusions iwhich threaten -. to
render all rational compromise impossible.
Itis held by many careful observers . that
the extension of the so-called Ulster cus-
tom of tenant rights over the whole coun-
try wouldgive the tenants allthe benefits
they can. reasonably claim. The cry of"

Ireland for the Irish," however, has
largely superseded proposals of this kind,
andeven the conservative Leaguers now talk
ofnothing less than a peasant proprietary.
It is, - moreover, doubtful whether

"
the

Irish masses reallycontemplate any propo-
sition which involves the purchase of the
land by themselves." They rather appear
tothink that the end of the present move-
ment is to be the ousting of the landlords
altogether, and the appropriation of their
estates by the tenants without payment
of any kind. As a matter of

-
course the

Government neither could nor ' would
tolerate such a programme as this for a
moment. Ifthe landlords are to be ousted
they willhave to be bought out, and this
wouldinvolve the assumption by the ten-
ants of a very heavy debt, which would,
ofcourse, be a mortgage on the land.

Itappears to be believed generally that
the Government intends to bring in a very

radical land bill when Parliament meets,
and it is not doubted that this billwillbe
opposed by the Tories with all the vehe-
mence and persistence inspired by the ap-
prehension of a deadly attack upon the
English as wellas the Irish landed inter-
est. ; The need for reform in the land. ten-
ure of England has been recognized long
since by advanced thinkers, and the ;Cob-
den Club has done much to place statistics
and arguments in behalf of reform before
the people. The Irish agitation

'
and

American competition have, however, op-
erated together to force this question into
the first rank, and while these agencies
have made it almost certain that a great
revolution is inevitable, they .have
so complicated the situation as to
render reform legislation • exceedingly
difficult. Men no longer look upon Ire-
land as a country apart, in which any
crude government system may be tolerated.
They have learned, since the Disestablish-
ment billwas passed, to regard itrather as
a place inwhich radical English legislation
is liable to be experimented upon. Thus
the first question . suggested by an Irish
land billwould be, what effect willit have
upon the English system ?; A peasant pro-
prietary in Ireland will be viewed jwith
very different feelings when it is felt that
it may forecast a peasant ;proprietary' in
England. .The radicalism of the Irishlead-
ers is calculated to put arguments of
this kind \u0084 into the .mouths lof - the
Tories, and thus to weaken the
hold iof the '. Government .,upon the
English public. :The Irishleaders possibly
think that by making their demands great
they are .the

'
more

'
likely to secure large

concessions.
-
But that kind of policymay

be carried so far as to disable the Govern-
ment from making any concessions, at all,
and this we think is the ;present danger.
Itis much easier to demonstrate ;the need
of fixityof tenure inIreland than to jus-
tify a sweeping overthrow of the whole
land system, and ifthe Government should
be defeated on the new billbecause of its
radicalism, the

'Leaguers will have very
littleto hope from its successors in office.
Henceforth, however, the landquestions in
the two countries must be treated as .inti-
mately connected, 7 and this circumstance
alone willhave a moat important influence
upon the finaloutcome.

::Washington, .December 20th.—The Sec-
retary of War ;to-day ;transmitted to the
House ofRepresentatives an elaborate report
from the Chief of Engineers of ', the United
States Army,upon the. bill introduced last
session by Tait of Connecticut, which, under
title of

"
Abillto quit titleto Yerba Bueca

Island," proposes to relinquish and grant all
the United . States 'title to

- the »Island of
Yerba Buena, or Goat Island, tothe city of
San Francisco, for uses ,and purposes speci-
fiedinthe city ordinances ratified by Act of
the California!Legislature,' approved March
11, 1858. The bill also declares in"a pre-
amble that the President's order of October,
18&4,: seeking to preserve this islandfor public
use, was in contravention of the Actor Con-"
gress of July 1, 1864, relinquishing|United
States title to lands within the corporate
limits of the city of San Francisco, and that
the rightful owners of Yerba

'
Buena Island

were wrongfully ejected therefrom inFebru-
ary, 1807. The Chief of Engineer's report
upon this bill(which is now inthe hands of
the Bub-comn.ittee of the House Judiciary
Committee), emphatically .protests ragainst
its passage. General Wright reports that
Yerba Buena Island was reserved for public
uses by a Presidential |order in November,
1850, aud that in pursuance of this reserva-
tion itwas occupied by the military authori-
ties in 1854 •for "public uses,'' namely, the
quarrying !of • stone - for the Alcatras;bat-
teries, Major Tower y then employing
one Thomas

'-
Dowliug, 'a squatter on

the island, to quarry .: the stone. "This
Dowling," says General Wright, "has been
for many years, and is nowby his successors,
a persistent claimant to the island." . The re-
port, utter stating that Bowling's claim has
never been recognized, proceeds to show that
the uses and purposes specified in|the State
laws of 1858 were confined to the mainland,
any piece orparcel of land situated northeast
or south of the water-lot front of the city
being excluded Irun ;its operations.
