NiGHT AIR.—An extraordinary fallacy
is the dread of night air, What air can
we breathe at night but night air? The
choice is between pure night air from with-
out and foul air from within. Most people
grefer the latter—an unaccountable choice.

What will they say if it is proved to be
true that nearly one-half of all the dis-
eases we suffer from are occasioned by peo-
ple sleeping with their windows shut? An
opened window most nights in the yearcan
never hurt any one, This is not to say
that light is not necessary for recovery. In
great cities night air is often the best and
purest air to be had in 24 hours. I could
better understand shutting the windowsin
town during the day than the night, for
the sake of the sick. The absence of
smoke, the quiet, all tend to make night
the best time for airing the patient. One
of our highest medical authorities on con-
sumption and climate has told me that the
air in London is never so go>d as after 10
o'clock at night. Always air your room
then from the outside air if possible,
Windows are made to open, doors are made
to shut; a truth which seems extremely
difficult of apprehension. Every room
must be aired from without, every passage
from within. Bat the fewer passagesthere
are in a hospital the better.—[Florence

RELIGIOUS EVENTS.

The Rev. Louis C. Newman, for many
years an Episcopal missionary to the Jews,
died in Philadelphia recently.

The Reformed Episcopal Synod of New
York has resolved to apply for consolida-
tion with the Philadelphia Synod.

The one hundred and fiftieth anniversary
of the Congregational Church, at Trum-
bull, Conn., was celebrated November 18th.

The Church of the Moravian Indian mis-
sion, at New Westfield, Kansas, has been
burned, and the missionary has published
an appeal to friends of the work for $400
with which to replace it.

The Baptist Theclogical Seminary at
Louisville, Ky., is a busy place. Three of
the Professors and fifteen of the students

reached at different places in and about
Eouisville a few Sundays ago.

Dr. Ephraim Epstein, born in Russia
and formerly a Professor in the German
Reformed Theological Seminary at Tiffin,
0., has been appointed a Baptist mission-
ary to the Russians of the Northwest.

Three missionaries have just sailed to
reinforce the Indian Mission of the Lu-
theran General Synod. One of them, Miss
Katherine Boggs, is sent out by the Wo-
men’s Society as its first missionary.

A movement has been started among the
Disciples of Christ to build a church at
Washington. It is proposed to lay the
corner-stone on the 5th of March, the day
aft:air the inauguration of President Gar-
field.

The Cumberland Presbyterian mission-
aries in Japan report the baptism of two
young men, both of whom will prepare for
the ministry. One of them will graduate
from the Osaka medical schools next Feb-
ruary.

The committee on the ‘¢ country week”
of the Boston Young Men’s Christian Asso-
ciation traveled more than 14,000 miles on
railroads during the last season, conduct-
ing children to and from where they spent
their vacations.

The Methodist Episcopal Church at Salt
Lake City is thriving. Twenty-two mem-
bers were added November 14th, and the
attendance at the Sunday-school has in-
creased 33 per cent. in a month. The
seminary also enjoys ‘‘bright prospects.”

The Baptists have seven churches for
whites in Washington with about 2,000
members, and 33 colored churches with
more than 4, members. The women
have established a Women’s Baptist Home
for Needy Women in the churches,

Mrs. Bertha Sigler, of Osceola, Iowa,
has given $1,000, and promised to give
$2,000 more before this 1st of January, to
the Weman’s Foreign Missionary Society
of the Methodist Episcopal Church, for
building a boarding-school for girls at
Budaon, India.

The American College and Education
Society has no money in its treasury, its
officers are anxious as to whether they will
be able to pay the next appropriations,
which will fall due in midwinter, with
nearly 300 students in 30 1nstitutions
partly dependent on them.

The Hungarian Lutherans number 701
pastors and 869.303 souls. The Slavonic
language is used in 234 congregations, Ger-
man in 128, Hungarian in 122, Swedish in
2, and 123 congregations require several
languages. Connected with the churches
are 1,543 parochial schools.

The one hundred and fiftieth anniversary
of the first church of Concord, N. H., was
celebrated a few daysago. The church has
had only five pastors, and the pastorates
of four of them covered 137 years. Three
churches have been colonized from it, to
which it has dismissed 199 members.

A Presbyterian church of 93 members
has been organized among the Nez Perces
Indians at Oakland, Indian Territory.
Jim Horn, Jay Gould, and Red Wolf have
been elected elders. More than two-thirds
of the tribe were present, at the adminis-
tration of the Lord’s Supper, November
2]st.

The President of the English Church
Union has written, in the name of the
Union, to the Archbishop of Paris express-
ing to the Roman Catholics of France the
indignation with which its members are in-
spired by the proceedings which have been
taken in France against the religious or-
ders.

Lincoln University, of Oxford, Pa., a
Presbyterian institution for the liberal ed-
ucation of colored youth, has given in-
struction to 400 young men, and has
graduated 133 from its collegiate depart-
ment. Most of them are teachers or min-
isters in the Southern States, and 65 have
been ordained ministers, The school now
has 113 students.

Severinghaus’ ZLutheran Almanac, for
1881 gives for all the Lutheran churches.in
the United States, 3,177 ministers, 5,963
congregations, and 703,382 communicants.
The largest body, the Synodical Confer-
ence, has 1,206 ministers, 2,072 congrega-
tions, and 291,916 communicants. The
Independent Synod have altogether 80,478
communicants.

The Presbyterian mission among the
Chippewas, at Odanah, Wis., has a church
with 75 members, and a native pastor and
a scheol of “‘ bright-faced Indian boys and
girls.” Two young men were lately exam-
ined and received as candidates for the
ministry, and a third is licensed to preach,
and is engaged 100 miles in the interior as
a missionary.

The Presbyterian mission in Formosa has
20 congregations, with 300 members, and
several thousand interested persons. The
missionary, Mr. Mackey, has to do consid-
erable medical work, and has drawn 10,-
000 teeth from Chinese mouths with his
own hands. He anticipates the conversion
of the 3,000,000 inhabitants of the island
with twenty years.

A camp-meeting, projected and con-
ducted by native Christians, was held on
the borders of the Uyeno Park, Tokio,
Japan, on the 12th and 13th of October.
The services, excepting a few English
hymns, were all in the Japanese language.
Sermons were preached by native and for-
eign missionaries. Five thousand persons
were present on the second day, among
them some officers of the Government and
Buddhist priests.

The Rev. G. H. Stokes, of the Ocean
Grove Record, has recently paid a
visit to Bishop Scott. the senior Bishop
of the Methodist Episcopal Church,
now retired from active service, at
Odessa, Delaware. He ie feeble, with his
left side partly disabled from paralysis, but
cheerful. His daughter and son-in-law
live with him. The log house, over 100
years old, in which he was born 78 years
ago, stands on his premises still in good
preservation.

The language of the Thanksgiving
proclamation of the Governor of Pennsyl-
vania, in which the State is spoken of as a
‘‘ Commonwealth of Freemen” instead of
as a ‘‘ Christian Commonwealth,” was ex-
cepted to by ministers of different denom-
inations in the State. Dr. Greenwald,
Lutheran, of Lancaster, preached a sermon
upon it, which has been published ; and it
was one of the topics of discussion at the
Methodist Preachers’ Meeting in Phila-
delphia.

As to the use of green in illumination,
the amateur says that for lettering, least
of all shounld green be used. Never, in-
deed, unless about such words as ‘‘Hope.”
Thep it should be inclosed in a gold bor-
dering and thrown up with chocolate lines,
as unless this is done the word is hard to
distinguish at a distance. Green is more
useful in foliage bordering than in any-
thing else 1n illumination.

ART AND DECORATIVE NOTES.

The Art Amateur for December has
much valuable matter. We clip a few in-
teresting paragraphs :

Ladies who employ bright colors in their
walking attire should remember that if
more than two colors be used the third
should be employed in very small quantity,
and even the second should not be too con.
spicuously displayed.

Professor Camille Piton has introduced
the timely novelty of painting in oil photo-
graphic likenesses on wooden palettes as
presents or souvemrs. The photograph is
saturated in water, is detached from its
mounting, and then applied tothe wood.
By skillfully painting overit notrace of the
application remains, and when finished the
picture looks like an original miniature.

It is said that an ingenious English cler-
gyman recently tried the experiment of
preaching one of Ruskin’s essays as a ser-
mon, changing the terms applying to art to
others relating to morals, with a brilliantly
satisfactory result. In the arts of music,
painting and the drama, the language of
criticism applied to one may often be used
without any change to apply to one or both
of the others. I elip the following illus-
tration from The Ewvening Post’s criticism
of Sarah Bernhardt’s impersonation of
‘“Camille” : ““In respect of firmness of
design, brilliancy and delicacy of treat-
ment, elaboration of detail and certainty
of execution, it would be unreasonable to
ask for anything better.” This language,
it will be noticed, would apply with equal
propriety to the criticism of a painting. I
do not necessarily mean, of course, that it
would apply to one of Sarah Bernhardt’s
paintings.—[Montezuma.

A correspondent of 7%e Artist tells how
a violoncello—usually an awkward object
to place—may be used deeoratively so that
the effects of itsrich fine color may not be
thrown away. He says: ‘ The wall of
the room in which my instrument is kept
is distempered in faint lemon color. The
violoncello, I found, would look well and
interesting as a wall ornament. Not
mounted, or cased, but made to stand up-
right, back to the wall, quite un-
sheathed. Ikeepitin this position bymeans
of an elasticring-band, fixed in the wall by a
brass-headed nail, just behind where the
‘seroll’ comes. Slip the elastic over the
curve of the ‘scroll,’ and the thing is
done ; the viol becomes one of the best
features of the room. With a violin there
is no difficulty. It may lie upon a table or
piano.”

Imitation holly-berries will be found
very useful for church decoration. They
can be made by dipping dried peas into a
solution of sealing-wax varnish. A two-
ounce stick of red wax is reduced to a
coarse powder, then placed in a bottle,
and a quarter of a pint of spirits of wine
poured upon it. The wax dissolves with-
out the aid of heat, but the bottle must
be repeatedly shaken, as the varnish cakes
very quickly, unless attended to. Take
the peas up with forceps, and dip them

several times into the solution,
and they will soon assume a scarlet
color. These berries can only be used

where they can be gummed on. Where
they are to be used as bunches, a small,
round lump can be made at the end of a
piece of wire, of wet plaster of Paris or
putty, and when dry dipped into this so-
lution.

There are several ways of giving the ap-
pearance of frost upon twigs and branches
and leaves, and as the effect produced by
them is extremely good, they should be
much used about the pulpit, reading desk,
and chancel. The following is the most
useful for twigs and branches: Wind
round the leafless branches some untwisted
lamp cotton ; then mix alum in the pro-
portion of one pound of alum to one quart
of water, and boil until the alum is dis.
solved in it ; pour the mixture into a deep
pan, and suspend the branches to be crys-
tallized on wire, being careful that they do
not touch the side of the pan, and that
every twig is thoroughly immersed ; leave
them twenty-four hours, and they will
be entirely covered with imitation ice.
For leaves sprinkle some of this liquid
over them, when the work is finished, and
leave untouched until quit dry. Crys-
tallized groundwork for designs and ban-
ners is made by laying strong white gum
on the places to be covered, and then
dusting crystallized Epsom salts thickly
over it through a coarse sieve.

Evergreen decoration can be varied by
giving some of it the effect of being cov-
ered with snow. This is done by dipping
the Dbranches into gum water, and then
into a panof flour. When quite dry, re-
peat the process until the branch is thickly
covered with flour. This processdoes very
well in places where the decorations are
not to be rubbed against, but it will not
stand any rough usage. Crosses and other
designs can be varied by being made of
rice, colored to imitate coral, instead of
berries, but in this case they must be cut
out upon thin card-board, and a quantity of
strong gum spread over the card-board.
The rice, dyed scarlet, is then shaken over
the card-board, more gum is then applicd
and more rice added, until the surface of
the cross presents a rough yet thickly
covered appearance. Large designs look
better made in this manner than small
ones. Rice in its natural state is much
used in decorating, and makes a variety,
bat unless sprinkled over with white pow-
der it never looks so perfectly white and
clean as velvet, or jewelers’ cotton wool.
Jewelers’ wool should be gummed upon the
design in large pieces, and when dry pulled
out here and there so as to give the effect
of loose masses of snow.

A cold in the head can usually be cured
in a few hours if, as soon as discovered,
the person will sniff the fumes of ammonia
or spirits of camphor every few minutes
as strong as they can be borne. When a
gevere cold attacks the throat and lungs,
there is no safety in neglecting it for an
hour, for there 18 more or less inflamma-
tion of the lungs, which interferes with
their action, rendering them liable at any
moment to take on serious, and possibly
uncontrollable disease, Go home and re-
main there. In the evening take a warm
foot-bath, and at bed-time take three
or four liver pills. These will stimulate
the liver to healthy action, and promptly
relieve the lung trouble; butit renders the
system sensitive to renewed attacks, and,
therefore, the greatest care should be ob-
served for several days not to take fresh
colds. Ordinarily, no other treatment is
necessary ; but, should the cough continue,
have your druggist make the following
mixture, and take one or two teaspoonsfuls
every hour till cured: Glycerine, four
ounces ; whisky, four ounces; morphine,
one grain. Sore throat can be promptly
relieved by applying a mustard plaster, or
‘““mustard leaves,” on the front of the
neck, over the sore spot. In addition the
thrvat and meuth may be frequently
gargled with the following mixture: A
teaspoonful of salt, a pinch of red pepper
and a tablespoonful of vinegar. If found
teo strong add a little water. A portion of
the gargle may be swallowed, or sipped,
little at a time. Sweating has been quite
generally recommended in the cure
of colds. I think, however, that risk
of taking cold afterward will more
than counterbalance the good that may be
expected, and, except in cases of unusual
severity, I would not recommend it. The
“Turkish bath” has been highly recom-
mended as a cure for colds. With proper
care afterward, there is no better or more
effectual plan of catting short a severe
cold. It is not, however, necessary to go
to a regular establishment to take such a
bath. Any small comfortable room, where
a good fire can be quickly made, will an-
swer the purpose. In the early evening
make a good fire in the stove and close the
doors and windows, leaving only a small
opening for ventilation. Then let the pa-
tient put on his night clothes and lie down
on a bed or sofa, or sit in an easy chair for
an honr or more, with the temperature of
the room from 90° to 100° F. Afterward
the room should be unally cooled to
about 70°, and the patient should go to bed
and remain there till morning, —[Hall’s
Journal of Health.

SARAH BERNHARDI'S THEORY.

Sarah Bernbardt esays that an actor
should enter into the feelings of his part
and leave everything to impulse. ‘“I be-
lieve that he must feel every emotion just
as fully and strongly as if it was a real
emotion arising out of his own experience.
He should identify himself completely
with the character that he personates; he
should be for the time that character. He
must let himself be carried away, and that
by real feeling. He must give himself up
entirely to his role and to his audience.
Acting is a great and constant battle. The
actor has to control and fascinate his
audience by his passion, and he cannot do
it if he is not himself carried away by it.
How canhe? Sometimes we overstep our
mark, but it is no matter ; we cannot help
it ; we can correct that and make amends
the next night. That is what Ido. IfI
should play the role of an insane woman I
should become reaily insane, certainly dur-
ing all the representation. I think that it
is for this reason that they have never
given me such roles! And I am afraid of
them, I really am.” All this means, of
course, that gestures, attitudes and action
should not be preconceived and prear-
ranged in such a way that the perform-
ance of the same play should vary with
the moods and circumstances of the actors
and not attain a standard and stereotyped
excellence. It does not mean that the ac-
tor should not be thoroughly drilled in the
habit of graceful motion and skilled in all
recognized methods of expressing passion.
The theory is that when the feeling comes
to the cultivated actor a natural and effect-
ive tone and gesture for expressing it will
not be wanting. Sarah Bernbardt’s rea-
soning may be sound touching the minor
details of a great actor’s representation ;
but we doubt if it wounld be safe to apply
it to the whole scope of a character ; and
if it were extended to the conduct of every
member in a troupe and the whole business
of the play, the representation would be-

come simply absurd.

BOUCICAULT’S

IDEA.

Mr. Boucicault has a new and original
idea of what constitutes a new and original
play. His new and original play, ‘ The
0’Dowd,” produced at the Adelphi in Lon-
don recently, which was intended to prove
that Irishmen were too good to be evicted,
but which does tend to create the impres-
sion that young Ireland is very fast and
snobbish, not to say profligate and crim-
inal, has been the subject of historic mem-
ories, Its originality is of such high qual-
ity that its principal scene comes from
the *‘Porter’s Knot.” Its novelty is so
fresh that five years ago Mr. Shiel Barry
played it at Dublin. What Mr. Boucicault
seems to have meant was that his originality
was quite new, and his newness quite orig-
inal ; that it was new originally, and at
the same time newly original; and that
whoever expected anything more from the
autfh%x; of ‘‘The Shaughraun” must him-
sel an original of quite a new type.
The ph{ has been wi;lndnwn, and, In a
word, Mr. Boucicault does not ackrnowl-
edge it a failure. He takes the matterinto
the region of *‘ high politics.” This is how
he puts it : ‘“Mr. Boucicault regrets to
perceive that certain scemes in his new
play, ‘The O’Dowd,’ continue to provoke
expressions of displeasure from a portion
of the audience. He has no wish to offend
any one. He is informed by a general
opinion that the censured scenes are ill-
timed and ought to be omitted or their
language changed. If the public will
kindly refer to the announcement with
which the production of the ‘The O'Dowd”
was prefaced, it will be setn that the feat-
ures objected to are essential to the design
and intent of the work. It is, thegefofeo
in no captious spirit the author declines to
alter it ; but, rather than lose the favor of
any of his audience, he will amend his er-
ror by withdrawing the play altogether.
Boucicaunlt will return to New York in
January next, and will produce *The
0’Dowd ” on his arrival.
