Dwelling Burned—Two Children Perish
in the Flames,
gax Disco, January 5th,—Monday after-
noon the house of F. Fewing, at Cotton-
wood, 38 miles east of this city, accidentally
took fire and burned to the ground.

fock of sheep on the hilis half a mile away.

She shouted to him, and he ran with
all haste, and although the house was glow-
ing from floor to roof, he rushed into the
blaze to rescue the childien, The poor little
creatures were undoubtedly at that time be-
vond all reach of pain, but the father per- |
sisted until driven out by the fire, being so
dreadfully burned that he was obliged to
coms to the city yesterday for medical atten-
tion.
