FAIR'S FIGHT.

The Nevada Senatorial canvass appears
tobe in a peculiar condition. The passion-
ate yearniag3 of the Legislature to wit-
ness ,i "coin fight" have at last brought

Mr. Sutro to Carson, With a dubious and
considerably hazy programme. At first he
seems to have thought Fail's position im-
pregnable, but subsequently he consented
to enter the contest provisionally, with the
intention of seeing whether the caucus
could be broken. Fair's fuglemen had
secured the signatures of a majority of
both houses to an agreement to go into
caucus for U. S. Senator, but it is now
asserted that this does not bind them to
vote for Fair. The moat obvious explana-
tion of the situation is that some mem-

bers waut to make Fair pay heavily for
his election, and that they have called
in Sutro to play a "bluffgame" upon him.
Itis cot supposed possible to defeat him,
but there is considerable talk of making a
contest inthe United States Senate, on the
.round of bribery. If we may judge from
Nevada Senatorial traditions, such a con-
tost would be a serious one, for it is not,
and never has been, pretended that the
"boys" who assemble at Carson on these
occasions are controlled by other than
venal considerations, and we believe it has
been usual to hand the coin about in quite
an open and free-and-easy May. Asnobody
supposes that Colonel Fair, if elected, will
be chosen for his conspicuous fitness, or for
any other reason than because ho is wealthy
and can pay high for votes, he would prob-
ably find some dilicultyin maintaining his
position before the Senate, should his m.it
be really contested.

A STATE DETECTIVE FORCE.

We see that Assemblyman Young has
introduced a billto establish a State de-
tective force. We presume that the prin-
ciple of this billis tho same as that of the
measure which has been proposed at two
previous sessions. We have frequently
expressed the opinion that a law of this
kind was much needed, but the Legislature

has hitherto appeared to think that it
would be unduly severe upon •highway
robbers and enterprising rural burglars

and assassins to handicap their exertions in
this way. The ground of the billis simple
enough. Experience shows that the coun-
ty authorities are frequently unable to
cope with the graver class of crimes. They

cannot bestow the time required upon the
pursuit of fugitive criminals, and conse-
quently crime often goes unpunished, and
especially inthe cases of robberies of stages.
A State detective force would be able to
followup every clue in allthese cases, and
would supplement the county authorities
very usefully. The bill is, we believe, a
good one, and we think it ought to be
made law.

THE SAN FRANCISCO DELEGATION.

The Assembly has done well in sup-
pressing the San Francisco delegation ar-
rangement, and it had a very plausible
reason for doing it. The San Francisco
delegation in past years has seldom been
anything better than a machinery for put-
ting up jobs upon the city, and for check-
mating the efforts of interior members to

frustrate such jobs. No good to San Fran-
cisco has ever come out of it,but much
evil, and therefore it was in the interest of
the city to put an end to the scheme. This is
one of the rare instances in which a pro-

vision of the new Constitution has proved

beneficial. '*.'

LABOR ON PUBLIC WORKS.

Abillhas been introduced in the Legis- j
lature providing that all labor on public ;

works shall be hereafter done on the day's- j
worksystem, and that the day shall be rf j
eight hours. Measures of this kind are
certain to find many advocates, and politi- j

cians are frequently afraid to show any op-
position to them lest they should lose pop-
ularity. But it is necessary to point out
that the questions involved concern the

'
disposition of the people's money, and that i
whatever measures tend to foster extrava- i

gance, play into the hands ofpartisan cor- j
ruption, or create artificial standards of
value for labor, are to that extent imposi-
tions upon the whole body of taxpayers.
Those who demand that the State shall es-
tablish special rates for the employment
and payment of labor commonly forget that j
the State is merely an abstraction, and j

that what is really proposed in all such
cases is that the people in their collective j
capacity shall pay more for labor than itis j
shown to be worth in the open market.
Now the people collectively are no more |
able to afford such extravagant and unbusi- ;
nesslike proceedings than are the people in- ;
dividually,nor can their representatives in
the Legislature be justified in committing
them toany such arrangements. The obvious
ground of the demand that public labor
shall be done by day's work instead of by
contract is that the laborers can make

more out of it in the former way than in
the latter. The contract system when
properly supervised is the more economical
of the two for the State, and it is not a
littlesingular that the very men who have

been clamoring most loudly for increased
economy in governmental expenditures
should be foremost inurging measures of

the kind under notice. When the Consti-
tutional Convention was sitting, and the
question of the salaries of State officers
was under discussion, it was asserted that
the State ought not to pay these officials
more than clerical positions of similar re-
sponsibility were worth in private busi-
ness. The salaries were fixed in accord-
ance with this rule, yet now those who
most approved the application of that rule
desire to set it aside for the special ad-
vantage of the workingmen. It is very

well known that inthe present condition
of politics such a labor billas has just been
introduced would place in the hands of
municipal rings a power for evil analogous

to that which Tweed exercised in New
York. It would, for example, enable
corrupt politicians to double or treble the
normal coat of such buildings as the new
CityHall inSan Francisco. It would en-
able them to keep a small army of ward
strikers and fuglemen at the expense of the
taxpayers, and would prevent reform by

the free employment of the means of the
victims of corruption. Nor is there
any solid argument in support of the bill,
aside from these considerations. There
can be no reason why the public should
bo called upon to pay higher rates for la-
bor than individuals pay. The State is
not a wealthy entity, deriving its revenues
from some special and peculiar source.
Every dollar that goes into tne public
treasury is taken from the pockets of the
people. Every citizen who pa} taxes is
therefore personally interested in seeing
that the funds to which he is a forced
contributor are economically expended,
and that no higher than the current prices
are paid for anything that the State re-
quires. ... ._.-. ;

Why should the people be expected to
pay extra for labor '." They do not findany
one willing to pay them extra for it. Who-
ever goes into the labor market to buy or
to sell labor luuat accept the- ruling rates.
Whoever pays taxes must earn the money
with which to pay them at the ruling

rates. To propose therefore that those
who 1..boron public works shallhave higher
wages and shorter hours than anybody
else, is to propose the creation of a privi
leged class, at the expense of the body of
the taxpayers. What possible justification
can there be for such a demand? Is it
pretended that labor on public works is
more arduous or less honorable than an)

other? On the contrary, it is notorious
that men will leave settled employ-
ments for the mere chance of tempo-
rary public work ; and judging from
the coat of public buildings and
public works generally it cannot be
believed that excessive labor is put
upon them. The truth is that most of
then fallacious ideas.about the relations of
the State to labor may be traced to the de-
moralizing influence of the spoils system in
politics. Under that system the belief has
been engendered that the public treasury
belongs to whichever party secures the con-
trolof the Government, and both parties
have fostered this belief by using the pub-
licrevenues to reward partisan services and
to fortifypartisan supremacy. The fact
that the mass of the people have an in-
timate connection with the funds derived
from taxation has thus become obscured,
and ithas come to seem the most natural
thing for the working classes to demand of
the State special privileges of the kind
proposed in this bill. Itis time that this
delusion was cleared away, however.
The public revenues ought to be ex-
pended on the moat economical princi-
ples. No legislative body can have the
right to expend them in any other way,
or to create privileged classes by providing
that public work shall be paid forat higher
rates than those which rule in the open
market. The day's work and eight-hour
theories are not in accordance with busi-
ness principles, and therefore they should
not be adopted. The safest and soundest
method is always to let the current rates
determine the value of labor. For the
State to do otherwise would be to confis-
cate a portion of the earnings of the
masses inorder to give a few higher wages
than the value of their services entitled
them to demand or enabled them to ob-
tain. So stated we do not think the
proposition can be regarded as rational or
defensible. "..*• .;*

KERNAN'S SILVER BILL.

Senator Kernan has introduced a billin
regard to the silvercoinage question, which
strikes us as practical and timely. He
proposes that the Secretary of the Treas-
ury, instead of being obliged to coin from
two to fourmillions of silver dollars every
month, as now, shall be permitted to limit
the coinage to such amount as there may
appear to be a demand for. '_ This would
settle the matter so far as future coinage
was concerned, for since there is no de-
mand for silver there would be no more

buzzard" dollars minted. It is, how-
ever, equally necessary to provide for the
enormous mass of silver now inthe Treas-
ury, and this Senator Kernan does cot
appear to have thought of. For the pres-
ent perhaps it would suffice to stop the
useless and mischievous coinage of silver,
and when that danger was arrested itmight
be possible to induce Congress— if it had
no partisan controversies on hand

—
to at-

tend to the whole silver question seriously.

its terms continue to be religiously guarded
by the dignitaries of that diplomatic temple
as state secrets," but they have nevertheless
to-day become "open secrets," to an extent
which enables your correspondent to refer to
his dispatch of Sunday, the 26th ultimo, as a
full and accurate summary of them. The
substance of the whole matter is that the
Chinese Government freely consents that our
Government shall regulate, limit or suspend

the immigration of Chinese laborers to this
country whenever we may think proper, but
Chinese citizens shall still be permitted to
come here as merchants, students and teach-
ers, or for purposes ofItravel, curiosity or
pleasure, and all subjects of China traveling
or residing in the United States shall be en-
titled to due protection of life,liberty and
property. '.,. The commercial treaty (as stated
in the special dispatch above referred to)
contains a stipulation that Chinese vessels
and cargoes, and American vessels and car-
goes.shall not be subjected by the high con-
tracting parties to any discriminating duties
in their respective porta of entry. It ia now
satisfactorily developed since Commissioner
Trescott'a arrival here, that this treaty con-
tains also another important provision of a
special nature, namely, one in regard to the
opium traffic," which comprehensively stipu-
lates that Americans shall not import or
sell opium .in China, and that Chinese
shall not import or deal in"opium in the
United States. The evident aim of the
Chinese Government inobtaining the inser-
tion of this anomalou. provision is to estab-
lish a piece for placing precisely similar
clauses in the future commercial treaties with
all the nations who willcensent thereto,
and thus isolate Great

-
Britain from the

other civilized powers in this respect, and
put a stamp of international .condemnation
on her maintenance of the opium traffic.
One of the Brazil Commissioners sent to
China to negotiate a commercial treaty with
that _ Government has arrived here
on his way home, and corroborates
the report that the Commission, of which he
was a member, declined to make such a stip-
ulation in their treaty without the express
sanction of,Emperor Dom Pedro, to whom
the question has now bean referred. Thia
published fact that such a proposition had

made by the Chinese authorities to the
Brazilian Commission waa doubtless the
origin of the conjectural and premature state-
ments in this country that asimilar provision
had been inserted in our treaty, which was
not concluded until several weeks afterwards.
Itappears that the Brazilians had tod much
fear of Britishpower to take a step wiich
they supposed might be resented as au implied
rebuke, but our Commissioner evidently felt
that their country was not afraid of England,
and therefore unhesitatingly did what thej
knew was right in principle. Your corre-
spondent also -\u25a0 learns, too, from au-
thority which he believes to ba reliable, that
our new commercial treaty contains little,or
nothing of importance in addition to the
points above noted, except the general pro-
visions common to allcommercial treaties, to-
gether withcertain modifications of our ex-

Edward Murphy Hanged inUma-

tillaCounty, Oregon.

THE DOOMED MAM'S FORTITUDE.

First Execution of a White Man in
that County.

Pe_.Di_-r.i_ (Or.), January sth.— Edward (or Ar.
thur, as it appears his name was) Murphy was
hanged in the jail-yard of Umatilla county to-day

at 2:30 P. *_ for the murder of F. D. French, near
Seppner, in this county, on the 10th day of last
June.

THE FACTS IN THE CASE

Have already been made public, and need r.i

lengthy recitation. It will be remembered, how-
ever, that French was killed by apistol shot, fired
by Murphy, striking him in the head, on the night
of the above day. Ibe transaction occurring in the
presence if B. 0. Henderson, the principal witness
for the pro.ccutiou on the trial. Murphy immedi-
ately took to tbe brush attar firing the fatal shot,

but cam- in three days afterwards and voluntarily
surrendered himself. Acrowd was fur.ncd to lynch
him at Heppner immediately after his preliminary
examination, but the Constable >lnded them and
lodged the prisoner in the County Jail, where he has

since been. On the 4th day of Nov.mber last, after
a trial of several days, the jury brought ina verdict
of murd-jrin the firstdegree, being out Lett than an

hour. Defendant's counsel gave notice of an appeal
to the Supreme Court, but did not perfect it,and
the prisoner sometime since gave up all hopes and
prepared to meet his doom.

SO WHITE FEATHER SHOWS.
During the trial, and subsequent to and through

the preliminaries of his execution, Murphy never

showed the whit* feather, and met his end with a

degree of fortitude and bravery worthy of abetter
death. On the Saturday preceding bis execution he
engaged in a snow-ball battle in front of the jail.

Murphy was attended inhis last moments.by Father
Conrardi, of the Catholic Church. The uight before

his execution was spent with Father Conrardi in
religious exercises, and a reporter was sent for

about daylight to Bee them. He foundMurphy cool,

and prepared for his end. He had eaten but little.
AT THE SCAFFOLD.

Just at 1r. v.Murphy entered the jail yard, »c-

--companied by Father Conrardi aud Sheriff Martin.

He was dressed in ablack cloth suit of dothes, with

a white shirt and collar and white silk necktie, wear-

ingembroidered slippers. He mounted the scaffold

alone and firmly, having only the necessary attend-
ants. The religious exercises were gone through

with, a_d at their conclusion Murphy requested L.

B.Cox, editor of the East Oregon, an, to read a fare-

well address he had prepared. Inthis he confesses
having killed French, but stoutly accuses the prose-

cuting vitas* of false swearing. He returned

thanks to his lawyers for their services

in his behalf, and expressed his. gratitude to

Shen* Martin for bis kindne a, and to Father Con-

rardi for his attentions inhis last moments, implor-

ing the forgiveness of the family of deceased, and

the pardon of God Almighty. This being com-

pleted, he firmlystepped upon the trap and had the

repe placed around his neck, suggesting to the
Sheriff that it be drawn tighter. The work of

pinioning him then began, when he requested

to be allowed to shake hands with

Sheriff Martin. This was done, his arms

fastened, the black cap * adjusted over

his head, and at a signal from Father Conrardi the

trap waa sprung. By Murphy's request the trap

had been made six feet high. nia neck was broken

by the falL and death was instantaneous. Not the
sligheet quivering of the muscles was perceptible,
and in a few minutes he was pronounced dead by

the physicians in attendance, and the body was cut

down.'

Murphy was born "inIreland in 1849 ;lost bla
father when he was two years old ;came to this
country when ywy young ;left school st 11 years of

He resided
in California until about two "ears ago,

and then came to Oregon. In appearance he was

stoat live feet eight inches in bight, weighing about
160 pounda. He had black hair and black mus-
tache and chin beard.

The losa of his right eve dis-

figured hia appearance some, but he wa', taken

altogether, quite a good-looking roan.' lis never
denied killing French, but contended to the last
that the fatal shot was fired accidentally ina scuffle
with him. This is the first execution of a white
man that ever happened inUmatilla county, and
the second conviction. One Br-iwn was sentenced
to be hanged in IsCG, but his sentence was com-
muted by the Governor to imprisonment or life,

and he finallymade good his escajie from the Peni-
tentiary. Three Indians were banged in 1878.
