It was hoped when the present law
was enacted that it would encourage juries
to send murderers to the penitentiary, even
if they did not hang them. Judging from
general results it has not had this effect.
The data for forming an intelligent conclu-
sion are however not attainable. In a
case of this kind statistics are needed, and
these the County Clerks should be able to
furnish, though a previous effort to procure
the information from those officials failed
sigoally. With the slender knowledge
available the prospect of reform through
the proposed reversion to the old law does
not appear very bright, but before any
change 18 made some endeavor should be
made to ascertain what effects the present
provision has really had.

Captain Eads is reported as saying that
he will not ask Congress to assist his ship-
railway until he has proved its feasibility
by actual experiment.

These
resent and protest against the insurance
legislation now proposed, nor can the Leg-
islature pretend to any regard for the
public welfare if it enacts such laws. The
people want all the cempetition in insur-
ance they can have, provided it is safe.
They do not want monopoly, and least
of all can they afford to tolerate local
monopoly. It is to be hoped therefore
that all bills of the kind referred to will
be promptly voted down, if they are not,
which would be still better, killed in com-
mittee.

THE CASE OF CANNON.,

It looks as though Cannon, the Mormon
Delegate to Congress, who has for so many
years succeeded in defying public senti-
ment and in retaining his seat, will go no
more to Washington. His competitor in
the late canvass, Allen G. Campbell, the
Gentile candidate, has contested his elec-
tion before the Geovernor of Utah, on the
ground, among others, that he is not a citi-
zen of the United States. There is no
question that Cannon received a large ma-
jority of the votes, but the evidence
against his eligibility was so strong
that the Governor issued the certifi-
cate to Campbell. Of course Cannon
claims that the contest should be made
before the House of Representatives,
and that the Governor has no right to go
behind the returns. The Governor, how-
ever, holds that under the Act of Congress
providing that no person shail be capable
of voting or holding office in any Territory
who is not a citizen of the United States,
or has not declared his intention to become
such, he is justified in withholding the
certificate from Cannon. It is further
alleged that Cannon, being a polygamist,
could not be well disposed toward the
Government of the United States, and
therefore could not have declared his inten-
tion to. become a citizen. The practical

| WHAT THE “TIMES” DOES NOT ENOW.

!auch strange utterances about America as
| indicate the survival of a phenomenal ig-
| norance in that great journal concerning
lnearly everything transatlantic. It has
{ just now been commenting upon the char-
| acter of our immigration, and has reached
the conclusion that the United States are
to be envied in this connection. Curi-
ously enough this observation comes pre-
cisely at the time when American thivkers
are predicting the most serious calamities
from that very European immigration
which the 7'%mes thinks we ought to be
proud of. Experience indeed has proved
that no matter how disposed foreigners
may be to industry and peaceful existence,
their general ignorance of the entire scheme
of government under which they are to
live renders them easy dupes to dema-
gogues who are by no means harmless,
and retards progress, and introduces
elements of confusion and danger and cor-
ruption which it is impossible to counter-
act with sufficient rapidity to prevent
We do not know where the
Times obtained its idea that our immigrants
are all wealthy and well educated, but
certainly not from American statistics. In
fact, the paralyzing influence of foreign ig-
nerance upen our poiitics has of late years
become so formidable that our educational
system has failed to keep up with it, and
it 1s notorious that our principal cities
have fallen into the hands of plunderers
through no other agency. Keen observers
have for some time past insisted that it
would be necessary to put a stop to the
naturalization of foreigners as a measure of

grave evils,

self-protection, and it is to be noted that
this conviction is gaining ground steadily.
The 7T'7mes, therefore, could hardly have
gone farther astray in its remarks.

GOING TOO FAR.

The indications ave that Parnell and his
associates are going too far with their
obatructive programme, and that they are
likely to be brought to a standstill. The
temper of the House of Commons is not
just now particularly good, and with an-
archy in Ireland and open and defiant ob-
struction on the floor, it is likely to
become intolerant rapidly. The Land
Leaguers build too much on the supposition
that the House will allow itselt to be
strangled with ite own rules. No parlia-
mentary body will saffer that. When it
finds that business which it thinks urgent
is being impeded by these members, there
is a strong probability that it will sweep
out of the way the rules on which they
rely, and adopt new omes by which they
can be gagged at pleasure.

DESPERATEZ DEER,

Narrow Escape of a Young Girl-Man

Seriously Injured.
[Santa Barbara Free Press, January 3d.)
| A most desperate encounter with an in-
{ furiated deer occurred at Montecito Sat-
urday, which weli nigh resulted fatally to
one of our leading citizens. The deer was
a pet, the property of Judge E. B. Hall.
It was a male deer, about two years old,
with keen-pointed horns, which cut like
sword-poicts. It was kept tethered with
a rope, but was always gentle and peacea-
ble, and was a great favorite with the en-
tire household. On Saturday it managed
to free itself from the rope by which 1t was
bound, and without any apparent cause
attacked the daughter of Judge Hall, a girl
about 14 vyears old, tossing her upon his
horns and tecaring her clothes very badly.
Fortunately he tossed her into a tunnel
excavated to atford a supply of water, and
she had the presence of mind to le
still until he went away. KEscaping into
the house, she told her story. About this
time James H. Jacobs called, and was
cautioned lest the deer shounld attack him,
as he attempted to leave the premises.
The deer saw him and followed slowly
| after him, limping badly, as if he were
lame. Believing he would have no diffi-
culty in tying the deer, Mr. Jacobs picked
up the trailing rope, led the animal to the
| place where 1t bad been fastened, and
{ was stooping over to tie the rope, when
the deer made a sudden plunge at him.
The horns struck him upon the side of the
leg, just over a pocket which contained a
tobacco-pouch. The pouch was com-
pletely pierced, but the force of
the blow was checked, and Mr. Jacobs
was pot hurt. The second onset was
far more disastrous. One  plunge
of the deer’s horns completely pierced Mr.
Jacob's left cheek, and protruded into his
mouth, inflicting an ugly, painful and some-
what dangerous wound. With a third
bound, the frantic animal thrust a horn
through the fleshy portion of Mr. Jacob's
leg, entering from behind, passing clear
through the leg and protruding in front.
Realizing that the contest was one of life
and death, Mr. Jacobs then seized the
maddened buck by the horns, and by main
strength endeavored to master it. The
deer was very powerful, and would doubt-
less have soon overpowered his wounded
and bleeding adversary. Mrs. Judge Hall
and Mrs. Dr. Crocks, however, had rushed
to the rescue, the former bearing an ax.
Mrs. Crooks caught thedeerby the hind legs,
and Mrs, Hall struck it a heavy blow upon
the back. [I'he blow was not safficient,
however, and the deer gave a severe kick,
bis hoof striking Mrs. Crooks’ arm near the
shoulder. With heroic nerve Mrs. Crooks
then seized the ax, and despite the strug-
gles of the animal and the close proximity
of Mr. Jacobs’ hands, planted a full blow
with the blade of the ax squarely in the
deer’s forehead, stretching it lifeless upen
the ground. Dr. Crooks dressed Mr. Ja-
cobs’ wounds, and although the latter is
confined to his bed, there ig little doubt
but he will speedily recover. The wound
in his cheek passed throngh the parotid
gland and will leave a very bad scar. Mre,
Dr. Crocks is unable to use her arm to-day,
but will not receive any permanent injury.
She is entitled to the highest degree of
praise for her coolness, determination and
presence of mind.

AN ANCISNT AND CUNNING DEVICE

Ccelins Secundus Curion was a zealous
Lutheran of the sixteenth century in Turin.
Taking exception to a passage in a sermon
a Jesuit was preaching in the cathedral, he
called him a liar. He was seized and
thrown into the prison of the Inquisition,
where his feet were shackled to ponderous
blocks of wood to prevent his moving. Ac-
cording to his own account, after having
spent a week in these ornaments, he in-
duced his jailer, on the plea that he was
perishing of pain in his constrained po-
sition, to unshackle one leg for him. Then
he tore his shirt into shreds, and taking
off his stocking and slipper stuffed them
with these rags till he had made a very fair

model of a leg and foot. A broken
broom-stick supplied him with a
bone, and as he tells it, ‘ hiding
my resl limb under my cloak,

I sat calmly awaiting the success of my
ruse. After a time the young man came
in to pay me his usual visit and ask me
how I did. ‘I should feel better,” I said,
pointing to my dummy, ‘if you would
kindly fasten this leg to the fetter and let
me give the other a rest.’” He consented,
and chained up my false limb with all im
aginable care.” At night, when Curion
heard his attendants snoring, he parted
company with his fettered leg, undressed
it, clothed himself again and stole out of
his cell, which mo one had taken the trouble
to fasten on the outside. He found means
to scale the outer walls of his prison and
regamn his liberty. His escape, which he
describes in this matter-of-fact way, figures
in the pious histories as the work of witch-
craft, on the ground that the devil is ever
ready to assist his own.

Nevapa, January 8th.—Last Sunday,
while two Chinamen were engaged in
sluicing, near the mouth of the South Yuba,
half a mile below Bridgeport, three Indians
shot at them with rifles from the side of the
hill. One of the shots took effect in the back
of one of the Celestials named Ah Sue, and
passed out under the vight nipple, causing his
death almost instantly, The other Mongo-
lian escaped without injury. At first it was
not known who committed the deed, but sus-
picion was thrown upon the three Indians,
who were immediately afterward arrestad.
They were tried yesterday before Judge
Stotlar, at San Juan, and gave their names
as Louis Rose, Indian Frank and Durkie.
The latter, who is the youngest of the three,
confessed that they had fired ut the Chiva-
men. The reason for so doing, he claimed,
was as follows: “They had started out early
in the morning to hunt deer, ard not finding
auy, they were returning home, when they
espied the Celestials, Louis Rose, the elder
of the three, proposed to shoot them as a
substitufe for deer. Indian Frank seconded
the motion, but Durkie was not in favor of it.
After arguing the question, it was decided
that they should all raise their rifles at the
same time and fire, which they did ,with the
result as already stated.” The three blood-
thirsty hunters were brought over to-day
from San Juan by Judge Stotlay, and lodged
in the County Jail, to await their trial for
murder, Durkie will probably be discharged,
{)nt- the other two will doubtless go to the gal-
OWS.

A Mother's Sad Death,

SAN Josg, January 8th.—Yesterday after-
noon a four-year-old daughter of John Rob-
ertson, of the KEight-mile House, on the
Monterey road, was burned by her clothing
taking fire by a spark while out playing in
her father’s field, near where stubble was
burning. A gentlemen passing in a wagen
ran to her assistance and smothered the
flames with a buggy robe, while the child’s
mother, who, hearing her screams, had run
out and was trying to tear the clothing off the
little one, was found to be terribly burned
about the abdomen. She lingered without
appearing to suffer much until half-past 6
o'clock this morning and died.

A Senatorial Visit—Jadicial Investigation.

SAN JosE, January 8th.—The Senate Com-
mittee on Public Buildings, made up of
Senators George F. Baker of this county, and
Senators Kelly and T'raylor of San Fran-
cisco, and Hiil of Monterey, arrived here
this morning, and after a thorough inspection
of the building in course of construction, ex-
pressed theéir surprise and satisfaction at the
progress of the work, the stability of the
structure and its cheapness. The building
will not use up the appropriation made for
erection, After looking over the building
the commiftee were tendereda lunch at the
Auzerais House, and this evening all, with
the exception of Senator Baker, departed.

The Superior Court to-day decided that
William Veuve, recently elected City Jus-
tice, is not empowered, under the charter, to
act as Police Judge. The decision grew out
of the fact that Veuve, who took his seat
last week, tried and cenvicted a man for
drunkenuess. A writ of habeas corpus was
sued out, in order to obtain a judicial deter-
mination of the authority of Justice Veuve
to try cases arising from the violation of the
city ordinances,

Suicide Caused by Nostalgia.

PeraLvya, January Sth.-—Mrs. Scofield,
mother of . G. Scofield, of the firm of Sco-
field & Tevis, San Francisco, and mother in-
law of Dr. MacWhinaie, of this city, threw
herself from a state-room window on the San
Rafael ferry-boat, about 9:30 this morning,
on her way to Petaluma. Mrs. Scofield came
Lere from New York city about four months
ago. Since her arrival here she has not been
in good health, and has saffered much from
home-sickness, Her despondency alarmed
her husband. and he has kept a close watch
over her. Upon being left a few minutes
alone to-day, she committed the rash act as
aforestated.

Case of Asphyxia.

Peraruma, January Sth.—A. W. Bing-
ham, of this place, went to Santa Rosa last
Thursday on business, and put up at the
Grand IHotel. Not making his appearance
up to 2 p, M. yesterday, the door of his room
was forced oper. He lay upon the bed, un-
conscious. At this hour he is reported bet-
ter, and some hopes of recovery are enter-
tained. It is supposed he tvrned on the gas
after putting it out,

Suicide by Strychnine,

Savizas Ciry, January 8th.— A man
named G. Franconi, a native of Switzerland,
aged 26, committed suicide yesterday at Ma-
jilla canyon, near this city, by taking strych-
nine. The deceased had been in the Stock-
ton Insane Asylum, and for some days pre-
vious to his committing the act complained
of severe pains in his head, saying he would
sooner die than go back to Stockton. The
deceased left a note in French, stating that
he had poisoned himself with strychnine. He
had been engaged in farming. The strych-
nine had been brought to the house by his
employer for the purpose of killing syuirrels,
and was supposed to be hidden away.

Heavy Eand Transfer,

Los ANGELES, January Sth.—A deed was
filed to-day for record from Arcadia B. De
Baker aud Robert 8., her husband, convey-
ing their unsold interest in the Stearns
Ranchos to Moses Hopkins, of Sutter county,
for $110,000.

Dr. Wozencraft started for Washington
to-day, to prosecute his desert reclamation
scheme.

Wilcox Outfoo’'s Scott.

Bopie, Januvary 8th,—The seventy-two
hour walking match between Scott of San
Francisco, and Wilcox, was terminated to-
night, Wilcox winning by a score of 230 miles
and 15 laps.

Hotel Destroyed by Fire.

AvpUrN, January 9th.—About 1 o'clock
this morning the large two-story Putman
Heuse, near the station, was found to be on
fire, but no ieneral alarm was given until
nearly 3 o’clock, the employes thinking they
could control the flames, which were behind
the plastering. In this, however, they did
not succeed, The building was a total loss,
but very nearly all the carpets, furniture, etc.,
were saved. The chimney burned out Satur-
day forenoon, and it i3 supposed the fire was
started then and smoldered until discovered.
There was an insurance of $5,000 on the
property, for which $10,000 had been recently
refused.

A Verdict of Not Guillty.

The Chinese Treaties — Commissioner

Swift Interviewed.

San Francisco, January 9th,—The Call |

to-morrow will publish an interview with
John F, Swift, one of the Commissioners fo
negotiate a treaty with China, who returned
by the steamer Gaelic to-day. He states that
the report regarding the treaty published by
the New York Herald and telegraphed to this
coast was authentic, the information con-
tained therein having been imparted by the
Commissioners to the Herald correspondent,
who accompanied the Commission, Mr.
Swift says that in addition to the points
heretofore made public, the treaty contains a

right to terminate at any time the residence
of Chinese laborers in this country. It was
also tacitly urnderstood that the Chinese can-

that the naturalizations already accomplished
shall be considered null and void. The
negotiations were concluded November 20th.
Everything was ready on the 16th, but the word
‘“ disaster ” occurred in the treaty, and it is
the law of China that that word cannot be
presented to the attention of the Emperor
within five days of certain important events,
among which is the birthday of a member of
the royal tamily, which necessitated the delay.
About two weeks before the conclusion of
the treaty, the Commisgioners were so much
disheartened that they were on the point of
giving up the negotiatione, and would have
left Pekin, but for the fact that communica-
tions were interrupted by the severity of the
weather, and pending their renewal the Chi-
nese officials made the concessions desired.
Mr. Swift denies the report that the Chinese
met the Commissioners half way in their
propositions, and says that the points sought
were only accomplished by percistent effort,
He also denies the report that Minister An-
gell contemplates resigning his position.

On December 13th a Japauese coasting
steamer, with 60 passengers and a crew of 22,
foundered in an inlaud sea, and 64 lives were
lost.

Delegate Cannon—Decision that He is not
a Citizen,

SALT LAKE, January Sth.—When the re-
turns of the late election for Delegate in Con-
gress were canvassed by Seeretary of State
Thomas, in December, the Gentile candidate,
Allen G, Campbell, filed a paper with Gov-
ernor Murray, protesting azainst the issoing
of a certificate of election to Apostle Cannon,
although it appeared that he had a large ma-
jority of the votes cast, on the grounds,
among others, that he is not a citizen of the
United States, and being a polygamist, is not
capable of becoming a citizen in good faith.
Theso facts had long beesn notorious, and
therefore the votes cast for Cannon at said
election, must be held to be void, and he
(Campbel!) being the only eligible candidate
running at szid election, must have beea
elected, and the Governoi’s certificate should
be issued accordingly. Cannon’s reply, in
which he claimis that he was naturalized in
due and legal form tweaty-six years 2go, and
that

IF HE WERE A POLYGAMIST,

As charged by Campbell, it would not dis-
qualify him for the office of delegate, was
tiled with Governor Murray yesterday.
Thereupon the case was argued at length
before the Governor by counsel for the re-
spective parties. It was shown by a copy of
the actual record of the Court, in which Can-
non claims to have been naturalized, prop-
erly certitied by the Clerk of said Court,
that on the day when Cannon claims to have
been naturalized no such naturalization pro-
ceedings took place. The Clerk also certified,
under his seal, that from the organization of
the Court to the present time, he having cus-
tody of its records, and having examined
them carefully, he was unable to find any
record in any of said records of the maturali-
ization of George (. Cannon. The pretended
certificate relied upon by Cannon does not
purport to be an exemplification of any
record of any Court of record, and

IS THEREFORE VOID ON ITS FACE.

No record of the naturalization of Cannon
in open Court, signed by the Judge, exi:ts
and the naturalization law in force at that
time makes such record the only proof of the
fact, without which, the statute says, the
party shall not be deemed to be a citizen. It
was argued by Cannoun’s couvsel that if all
this were true, the Governor was not author-
ized to take cognizanze of it; itshould be left
to the House of Representatives, The Gov-
ernor did not take that view of it. The Act
of Congress organizing Utah says that the
Governor shall declare the person who re-
ceived the greatest number of votes duly
elected, and shall certify accordingly. An
Act of Congress, approved June 8, 1872, pro-
vides that no person shall ba capable of vot-
ing or of holding office in any Territory, who
is not a citizen of the United States, or has
not declared his intention to become such,
Under this rule

THE TERRITORY OF UTAH

Restricted the right of voting and of holding
office to citizens of the United States, ex-
cluding such as had merely declared their
intentions to become such. Tae Governor
held that this acticn of Congress, and of the
Territory, bound him to take cognizance of
the fact, which he considered establi<hed,
that Cannon is an alien, and is, therefore,
ineligible to hold the office of Delegate.
Under other circumstances, says the Gov-
ernor in his ruling, Cannon might become
naturalized before his term of office begins.
Bat it is charged by Campbell, and not de-
nied by Cannon, that the latter is living in
violation of the law of 1862, making polyg-
amy a felony, and cannot, therefore, be well-
disposed toward the Government of the
United States, not being a citizen, and being
incapable from

faith, and these facts haviug been notorious
for years, it follows that the votes cast for
