BOARD OF CITY TRUSTEES.

The Board of City Trustees held its usual
meeting yesterday, the members being all
present.

The property-owners -long L street, be-
tween Fifteenth and Twentieth, filed a
remonstrance pgainst the construction of the
new walk ordered at the last meeting on that
street. The previous order was modified so
that the Dew walk will only be 1-idon the
north side of 1,street, between Sixteenth and
Eighteenth ;also for a -sidewalk on the south
side of L street, between Fifteenth and Six-
teenth.

Chief Engineer Cunningham, .of the city
water works, re*>orted that during the past
week the works had been running 108 hours ;
the totalnumber of gallons of water pumped
was 8.01L820, and 1,017 cubic feet of gas
coke were consumed.

City Treasurer W. E. Chamberlain sub-

AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY CONVENTION.

!Interesting meeting and Debates on Mat-

ters of State Interest.

A Convention of the Directors of the State
Agricultural Society and of representatives
of district societies, under the law, was hel-
last evening pursuant to a call made on the
18th of November, 1880. The meeting was

held at the Secretary's effice of the State

Agricultural Society, and was called to ordei
at a quarter past 7 o'clock. H. M. Larue

J stated that the object of the meeting was tc

jconsult relative to desired legislation, ifany,

for the various societies ; also, regarding
premium lists and other matters of cammon
interest. On motion of Mr. Carr, H. M
Larue was called to the chair. I.X.Hoag
was chosen Secretary. There were present
the Directors of the State Agricultural So-

j ciety, and also for District No. 2, L.U.
Shippee ;District No. 3, Dr.Mason and Mr,
Mcintosh ;District No. 4, Wm. Zarttr.a ;
District Ho. 7, H. S. Ball, Jesse D.Carr ;
DistrictNo. 8, Thomas Eraser a_d Mr. Cole-
man. Inaddition were present several citi-

Izens teste— in horticulture and agricult-
ure ; also Mathew Cooke, representing the
State Horticultural Society.

Mr. Shippee hoped all the districts would
arrange the dates for holding fairs, so there
willbe no conflict.

Mr.Zirtwau said District No. 4 had se-
lected the first Monday inSeptember to begin.

Mr. Shippee said the San Joaquin Society
had selected to begin the 27-h of September.

Mr. Jones said Santa Clara's fair would
begin immediately after* the San Joaquin
fair, October slh. Mr. Carr said the Mon-
terey fair generally follows the Santa Clara
fair, October l.'th. Mr. Jones said in the
past the Chico fair had conflicted with the

!San Jose er Stockton fair. Mr. Be-gga said
the northern section could not hold i— fair
earlier on account of its bar .est season. He
thought the conflict spoken of not so mate-
rial between Santa Clara ami Chico. Mr.
Chase said the Golden Gate (Oakland) fair
would probably begin September Pith, as
heretofore. Mr.Eraser said District 8 hid
not jetfixed a date, but it would probably
be priorto that of tho State fair. Mr. Boggs
said the delegates from the Chico district did
no', feel at liberty to decide its toa date for
that fair. Mr. Winters thought that fair
ought to be held fit—. Mr.Boggs* agreed
withhim, but added that it would put itin
the middle of harvest. It was difficult to
arrange it without conflict. Mr.Mcintosh
said he did not feel as if he could con-
tent to an earlier date than the first
week in September. In the Lassen
wad-lamas District the fair last year was in
the middle of October. Dr. Mason said the
delegation w-buld consent that the Chico fair
be fixed for September sth. Mr. Frazer said
the XlDorado fair might be put down for
September 13th. Mr. Carr said the L-s An-
geles fair always comes after all the others,
say in October late, the 18th or 23d.

A communication from the State Horticult-
ural Society on the subject of the protection,
by legislation, of fruit trees and grape vines
from noxious insects, and a series of resolu-
tions adopted by the Society were read,
pointirg out the danger to agricultural and
horticultural interests fiom the rapid
spread of noxious insects, and suggesting
the passage of a bill to authorize such steps
as are necessary to destroy the insects
and prevent their increase, and also for the
gathering and spread of such information re-
garding the insects as shall aid the people in
resisting the encroachment of the insects.
Mr.Larue said if something is not done soon
we willhave neither apples ncr pears, in this
valley at least, and probably not in the
mountains.

Mr.Shippee in the chair.
Mr.Cooke said the necessity for action is

undoubted. He thought if a reasonable sum
is given the State Agricultural Society to
disburse, the pest can be checked, with the
aid of a law authorizing the cleansing of in-
fected orchards and vineyards to prevent the
spread of the pest. Itis only needed to de-
clare tho pest a nuisance to lie abated,
and get all the ,growers to act iv
unison. Selfish people will not cleanse
their orchards, and such places become
breeding-spots for the pest. In Michigan a
law was passed ou the subject fur an infested
ounty. Under itinspectors examined trees,
marked infected ones, and compelled their de-
struction. In 1879 the law was made tc ap-
ply to the whole State, and as a result the
pest was utterly driven out and the trees and
vines saved. As to phylloxera, Los Angeles
county is the only county clear of it. ThatII
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nras utterly d iven out and the tree3and
.-.;-. .'.. As tophylloxera, Los Angeles
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and no steps have been taken to check its
spread. Unless a law is passed to enforce a
fLjht against it, itwillblot out the grape in-
terest. He told how the apple worm spread
all over the State from one single tree, the
fruit of which was not destroyed, and the
boxes from which went to market. Fifteen
cents a tree willkillout the worm, ifonly all
men can be made to abate the nuisance*.
Itis necessary to have a Stair- Entomologist,
but more necessary to have immediate action
against the codling moth, scale bug, phyllox-
era and reel spider, all of which can be de-
stroyed for a song; bat there is no use for
oue to cleanse his orchard if the adjoining
owner refuses. The Natoma orchard owners
cleaned their orchards of 2,50 trees for $150.

Suicide by Shooting.— A young man
named Lewis Gaston committed suicide at
the Western Hotel yesterday afternoon about
4 o'clock. He came from the East a few
days since, and has been stopping at the
Western Hotel since one week ago yesterday,
occupying a room upon the third floor. Day
before yesterday he became acquainted wi
John Partenheimer, who was also stopping
at the hotel, and they walked out together.
Gaston told him he was a railroad engineer,
and that his father is Master Mechanic or
Superintendent of the Michigan Southern or
Central Railway. Between 3 and 4 o'clock
yesterday afternoon Gaston met Parten-
heiiner in the hotel office and invited him
to his room. He soon after went up, and
hearing conversation in the room waited ir.
the hall a moment, when a Chinaman went
out aud he walked in. He found Gaston
witha self-cccking English bull-dog revolver
of 44 caliber in each band, and at once re-
marked,

"
Lottie won't go with me, and I

don't want to live any longer." . He then at
once raised both revolvers and pointed them
at his temples, when Partenheimer said
quickly,

"
For God's sake don't shoot your-

self, Gaston." At this Gaston changed
the direction of the revolvers, and pointed
both at Partenheimer. The latter at once
struck them down with his hand toward the
floor. Gaston then walked out into the hall
and

-
fired a shot from each revolver

aimlessly into the ceiling. aad then
shot himself in the ri;ht temple
and fell upon the floor. He remained
in an insensible condition for nearly two
hours, and then expired. It was subse-
quently learned that the Chinaman who was
in the room when Partenheimer was waiting
in the hall was called ivby Gaston, and who
came near shooting him. Afterhe had called
the Chinaman into his room he made him get
downupon the floor, and placed him ia vari-
ous positions, telling him that he was going
to shoot him, and his prisoner begged lor his
life. Finally Gaston let him "<>, upon the
promise that he would not tell the proprietor
of the hotel what he had done. He still bad
the revolvers in his hands as above stated
when Mr.Partenheimer went into the room,
and he was undoubtedly insane. It was
stated last evening that the

"
Lottie

"
referred

to by Gaston is a denizen of ono of the L
street seraglios, whom he first met last Thurs-
day. The deceased is apparently about 28

ears of age, of American birth, well dressed
and of good appearance. The inquest to-day
and- examination of his effects willprobably
afford further particulars.

SACRAMENTO EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTE.

The Opening Last Evening— by

Professor Norton. .
The first lecture before jthe Sacramento

Educational Institute was given last evening
by Professor Norton to an exceedingly Urge

and interested audience. ;It was advertised
to ba held "at the Presbyterian Church, but
before the hour fur the lecture to commence
the house was filled to*over flowine, and an
adjournment was made to the Sixth-street
M.E. Church, which was filledto itsutmost.

The object of the Institute was stated by

itsPresident, Mr.FelixTracy, and then Pro-
fessor Norton was introduced. _

_\u25a0\u25a0 . -
The lecturer commenced witha discussion

of parasiti-m in nature and in human life.
Examples were presented of parasitical
plants and animals which exhibited the type
of extreme degradation. The highest result
of civilizationis to exalt the individual ;to
intensify and exalt personal willand develop-
ment. We find that not merely in the
polyp life of the sea or inhuman society and
the body politic, r__—_ is disastrously
developed. The vagrant and the tramp
are parasitical upon society, therefore going
down in progressive degradation. They are
the acari and peduculi upon the body politic.
Whence do they come ? They are

-
a new

feature in our American society. The mora-
ories of our childhood rectll days in which
pauperism and vagrancy were almost un-
known.

several SECONDARY CAUSES

Were suggested. Among these cessation of
railroad building. Formerly from 5.000 to
8,000 miles of railroads were being built each
year, and immense armies of men thus em-
ployed. These industries are now greatly
diminished -nil largely performed by me-
chanical and chemical a_encie.s. The im-
nroved processes of agriculture have greatly
diminished the demard . far manual labor.
This is one of the leading causes.

The growth of intemperance is doubtless a
'

strong second agent. Sacramento spends
more than $600,000 a year for alcoholic
drinks, and the whisky bill of America the
past year exceeds .700,000,000. This is but
the direct cost ; the indirect expenses ex-
ceed all computation. Immigration of the
lowest and mo:t dangerous classes of Europe
is also a powerful accessory. Oar prisons are
filled up by alien convicts, and our alms-
houses with foreign-born pauper,. Out
of 3— convicts discharged from the Massa-
chusetts Penitentiary last year only 94 were
born of American parents, and but a few of
them were of the Protestant faith. One
great danger in our midst is the establish-
ment of a fixed, hereditary type of
paupers and criminals like the laz__roni of
Naples. The fact is that we are rearing in
our midst a caste of vagrants and criminals
as much worse than the barbarians of old as
the city cesspool is worse than the forest
morass. He would treat the question of in-
temperance inconnection with the local op-
tion law. :. '*..,.

The example of Kansas was adduced, which
has for twenty years practiced this law, ami
an army of temperance Iyouth is the result.
Local option, said the speaker, is the inly
available temperance legislation for Califor-
nia. ;~ - \u25a0*- ....

Secondly There should be immediately
established a refuge for paupers or vagrants
in every county inCalifornia. . Atpresent we
are supporting these at an enormous cost in
the form of incendiaries, thefts and the more
brutal crimes. These refuges should be
places where honest labor will purchase
wholesome food, shelter and reasonable means
and methods of instruction. The duty of
such legislation presses heavily upon the pres-
ent session of the Legislature.

Our method of dealing with criminals was
then discussed. Our law assumes that every
criminal may be reformed by the infliction of
.penalties, whereas this often only hardens
the criminal in his loveof evil. A tendency
to crime is doubtless a hereditary instinct.
There are certainly thousands of organic
criminals in our midst, who, sent forth into
society, are likely to rear families of their
own type. The only safety is to gradually
and permanently withdraw from sreiety this
evil e'etuent. It was suggested that allsen-
tences for felonies be for an undetermined
period;that all question? of pardon shouldbe referred to a board of wise physicians,
who might be able todetermine between the
organic criminal and those who by unfortu-
nate circumstauces were forced into crime.

PENAL. COLONIES.
Upon some of the more fertileislands along

our toast were suggested as a permanent
home for the worst class of criminals, afford-
ins; them opportunity for labor |and for r,u,-h
manual and religions culture as they are
capable of receiving. Inthis way the germs
of evilmay be greatly eliminated from so-
ciety. The lecturer closed with an earnest
appeal to the young people to make of life a
serious thing :to fortifythemselves by alarge
and liberal culture against temptation, ami
to en leaver to become so prepared that they
might in a better fashion than their
ancestors solve these great questions
of social ? i-nop. Great dangers be-
set the civilization of to-day, but
the cost is not hopeless if the true and earae.t
men and women of the land willtake conns 1
together and strive irnestly for better things.

The lecture throughout was what was ex-
pected of the Professor as indicated by the
audience

—
a rich treat, full of advanced

thought, and the method of treatment was
interesting in the extreme. The next lecture
of the Institute will he given on the evening
ofjWednesday, January 26-6, by Dr. .T. li.
Wythe, of Oakland, upon the subject of"

Living Matter." Thereafter there willbe
a lecture upon the second and fourth Wednes-
day evenings of each month.
