PIONEERS' CONVENTION.
: What Shall Be Done In Honor of Sutter
! * a-d to Commemorate the Pioneer Era

The Pioneers' .State Convention met ii
Pioneer Hallat 2:15 p. «. yesterday, to con
sider what steps shall be taken inmemory o:
General John A.Sutter, and the advent o;

the Anglo-Saxons into the valleys of Call
fornin. The meeting was called to order tj
A.P. Cat--, and David Meeker was called
to the chair, who stated the object of the

meeting. Jas. McCleery was elected Sec-

retary.

Responses were read from the Vallejo and

San Jose societies, but, the delegates being
absent and the trains rot in, the convention
discussed the propriety of adjourning until
evening.

A lengthy debate was entered upon as to
the best math of beginning the work of the
convention, and finally a committee was
ordered to formulate the subject and report
at an evening sessim, and the Chair ap-
pointed George Cadwalader, A. P. Catlin,
E. O. F. Hastings, A. J. Bachelder, Dr.
Grattan, William Winters and John A.
Eigon.

The invention reassembled at Bp.m,and
A.Powell, representing the VallejoPioneers,
took a seat in the convention. 'there was a
large assemblage of Pioneers and others as
spectators. '

Committee on Plans, by George Cad-
walader, reported that while it ismore fitting
that whatever is erected to honor the mem-
ory of Captain Sutter should be placed on
the site of his old fort in the city of Sacra-
mento, they are restrained from definitely
advising the purchase of the two blocks in-
closing ituntil itis known that they can be
purchased at aprice reasonable in itself, as
wellas withinthe means at the disposal of
the Convention. They had no doubt that an
attempt upon the part of the owners of the
two blocks aforesaid to demand an unreason-
able price for them would result in the com-
mittee advising them that the Capitol
Patk or the Plaza Square of Sacra-
mento be used for the contemplated

-i,oris! instead of the two blocks aforesaid.
The committee further report that on the
supposition that the site of the old fort could
be obtained at a reasonable price, that it is
hardly practicable or desirable to advise the
restoration of the old fort to its original ap-
pearance. The original work was done with
adobe, and little or no permanence would
belong tosuch a structure. The committee
also think that a statue of Captain Sutter
erected on tho site of the fort would not, for
a number of reasons, meet the ex-
pectation of the public. The com-
mittee incline to the opinion that a

memorial building," constructed of stone
and capable of various uses, would best
answer the leading ideas of the Convention.
But inasmuch as the cost of such a structure
is unknown, and the committee as wellas the
Convention are in the dark as to the sum of
money which can be raised for such a pur-
pose, the committee -.(intents itself with, ad-
vising the following preliminary action :Ist.
That a committee be appointed toincorpo-
rate by some proper name the Sutter Memo-
rial Association, in order that itmay acquire
property and take such measures as a
body as may be necessary to carry out the
objects in view. 2d. That a committee
of twenty-five capable persons, who need not
personally be members of this Convention, be
appointed a finance committee to solicit con-
tributions for our purposes and to report to
the Convention at its adjourned meeting.
31. That this Convention reassemble here on
the

———
day of February, 1881, and that

this committee have leave to further consider
the matter submitted to it, as to the site of,
and the plans fir and cost of, the memorial
building aforesaid, and shall report at slid
adjourned meeting.

The rep was agreed to. and the blank
was lied with the words

"
first Tuesday in

February."
Geo. Cadwaladc r said the land at the fort

was owned in Chicago, and would cost
-3,000. probably 84,000, while it would
take $1,000 to put the cround in order and
get a good frontage on X street on the high
ground there.

' No one could now say what a
memorial building would cost, but probably
not less than -15,000.

Mr. Hastings said the California Pioneer
Association inNew York had written to say
if the ground can be secured and such work
entered on as to guarantee good faith, that
Association will then contribute to its com-
pletion. ;.'-:-:

J. 11. McKune said no positive plans
should lie now agreed upon. He was not
clear as to whether a memorial hall wouldbe
best ;other designs may be determined upon.
But whatever it is, it ought to be a State
work, nay, a national work, because Sutter
saved this territory to the United States.
lie was all American. His fort was the sole
obstacle to the expulsion of all Anglo-
Saxons who had settled in Northern Califor-
nia. The Mexican Government, after the
expulsion of Micheltorena, sought to oust
Sutter, sought to buy him out, to drive him
out, but had he been instructed by the Home
Government he could not have been firmer
in his refusal to yield. Had he yielded, itis
a question whether this territory would have
been acquired. He dwelt at length on the
republican firmness and d_vot_on of Sutter,
and the gain his acts had resulted in to the
United States Government. -V*- \,,

Mr. Swasey in a very eloquent strain de-
scribed (he being present) the arrival of the
Mexican delegation to urge Sutter out of the
country ;how he refused ;how all the Amer-
icans looked upon Sutter's fort as their only
protection

—
the only barrier against uot only

ixpulaion but death ;how General Castro
issued a proclamation ordering all Americans
from the land, nnd armed a strong firce to
march upon them, but was deterred by the
rifles behind the walls of Sutter's fort, and
the brave front and stand taken by Captain
Sutter. Few realize to-day how much the
State and nation owe to Sutter. He detailed
evidences of his charity, the aid he gave freely
and without reward to emigrants, how he
protected the weak and saved the starving,
and gave of his substance to Americans at all
times. He concluded with a feeling perora-
tion.

Mr. Hastings said he saw Sutter just be-
fore he died. He detailed the old man's
efforts to get compensation from Congress.
How the bill for $50,000 was reported favora-
bly on, and was on the eve of passage when
Congress adjourned, and Sutter, worn out
with years ot waiting, went to his hotel and
died of a broken heart. He spoke of him as
it guileless man, of broad charity, generous
hospitality, hopeful, earnest, thoroughly
American, liberty-loving, and the savior of
California to the nation. Mr. Hastings
ioubted it Congress would do anything
for setting un a memorial for Sntter. and told
low long ittakes toget a personal billthrough
;'ue houses. He favored an address and an
\u25a0ppeal, however, on the subject, to give the
finance Committee backing.
Mr. Sawsey said such an address could be

nade to disclose much unwritten and deeply
nteresting history of California.
Mr.Meeker took a like view.
J. S. Miller thought the Pioneers could

lot rely on Congress in this work. He be-
lieved the practical way is to appeal to the
Legislature.

Mr. Meeker said the new Constitution was
in the way of that. Itwas moved that the
Chair appoint five persons to prepare an ad-
dress to the people on the subject.
J. H. McKune said the plan to be carried

out and the sum desired ought to be arrived
st before asking for contributions at least
before circulating the address. ;\u25a0 :'::
Itwas finally agreed that Messrs. Swasey

and McKune prepare an address and submit
it to the next meeting, they to correspond
with General Bidwelland Captain Weber.

Messrs. Cadwalader and McKune were ap-
pointed to prepare a memorial to Congress,
asking that body to pass the Sutter relief
bill,now before Congress, the memorial to |
te signed by all the delegates of the Con-
vention.

The constitution cf the Committee on
Finances was committed to the Chair, to be
aided by George Cadwalader and Dr. Grat-
tan.
IThe Chairman then addressed the Conven-
tion upon the objects of its sessions.

The Convention, at 10:20 p. _\u0084 adjourned
until the first Tuesday in February, at 2 P.
v. Subsequently the Sacramento Pioneers
entertained the company with a light colla-
tion. The delegates were received yesterday
at the depot and entertained by a committee
consisting • f J. S. Miller, George A. Put-
nam and F. ILKussel.

"A PLAIN STATEMENT OF FACTS."

[Editorial article from January (1880) number of the
Coast Review of San Francisco, a recognized au-
thority upon all matters relating to insurance]
The above caption is quoted from a circular

issued by one Robert Crawford, who repre-
sents himself as having been an "a^ent of the
Pacific Mutual LifeInsurance Company for
ten years."

We notice this circular, not because of any
damaging statement of facts

"
contained

therein, nor to defend the company from its
attack ;but for other and more important
reasons.

-.'
Itappears that Mr.Crawford was an agent

or solicitor for the Pacific Mutual for many
years, and that until within the past few
mouths his relations with that company and
its managers were of a pleasant nature.
It. the course of events, however, and
more than three years subsequent to
Mr. Moore becoming one of the ex-
ecutive officers of the corporation, Mr.
Crawford comes to the conclusion that he
does not likeMr.Moore's manner of treating
agents, and resolves to leave the Pacific Mu-
tual and engage elsewhere. This, we under-
stand, was not objected to by Mr.Moore or
his company, bur Mr. Crawford was called
upon to make geod a balance of some .100
before the company wouldgive him a release,
which under our law is necessary before a
license to work for another company can be
obtained from the Insurance Commissioner.
This amount Mr. Crawford claims he does
not owe. There appear to be four items in
the account against Crawford, three of which
he disputes, Mitone he admits to be properly
charged against him.

Mr. Crawford proposed an arbitration, to
which the company consented ;but after ob-
taining this consent, Crawford declined to
submitt ALL matters of difference, but was
willingto submit one of the disputed items,
proviiied the company would cancel all the
other items of his indebtedness, which last
proposition was promptly declined. AYe
make this much of an explanation of the
alleged differences between Mr. C. and the
company, not that it is a matter of any
special interest to our readers, but because it
is pertinent to what follows. Now, why did
Mr.Crawford issue his circular? Did he do
itwith pure motives, and for the best interests
of the public, or was it a malicious attempt
to injure the company and create distrust
among its policy-holder.*, because it could not
and would not be bulldozed by a delinquent
agent.

IfMr. Crawford answers that his motive
was good, and justifies his attack upon the
company, we ask why the circular was not
issued before? The company's report which
it purports to criticise, has been published
nearly a year, and ii the company is in the
condition he would have it appear, it was
clearly his duty to have called the attention
of the Insurance Commissioner thereto, and
to have given the "facts" to the public long
ago. Again, Mr. Crawford has worked for
the company for a long period, and at a time
when HE and every insurance man upon the
coast knew that itwas by no means as strong
and prosperous as at present ;how could he
so strongly recommend the company then,
and yet feel called upon to denounce it as un-
trustworthy NOW ;what is itthat has so sud-
denly wrought upon and quickened his con-
science,a«d made him so stalwart a defender of
the public interest ? Mr.Crawford's own ad-
missions, made to the editor of this journal,
in regard to the proposed arbitration, and
his statement made to the same person, that
if the company had settled with him the
circular would not have been issued, place
him in a very unenviable light in this com-
munity. Ifitis true that any delinquent or
dissatisfied agent has the right to, and can
bring his company to terms, by getting out a
circular reflecting upon its financial condi-
tion and trustworthiness ;then it certainly
behooves companies ti look well to the
character of the men they employ as agents.

So far as the real facts are concerned, it is
wellknown that the Pacific Mutual is better
managed now than at any time for the past
six years, and itis stronger financially today
than ithas been at any previous time within
the past six years ; it pays its losses and
matured endowments promptly, and possesses
ina large measure the confidence and good
willof its policy-holders. In our opinion the
publication of Crawford's circular is the
result of a malicious desire toinjure thecredit
and standing of the Pacific Mutual, and its
circulation should not be countenanced by
Iany honorable man. We have beard it
rumored on the streets that some of our
general agents of other life insurance com-
panies bave purchased, and are assisting
Crawford in the distribution of bis ill-timed,
unprofessional and cowardly attack upon the
Pacific Mutual;we are loath tobelieve this
rumor ;we have a

'
better opinion of our

g°neial a., nts, ard donot believe they are so
lacking in intelligence as to encourage a
course certain to inflictgreat injuryupon the
lifeinsurance business of th's coast.

There is just now, what we consider a most
unjustifiable attack being made upon one of
the largest life insurance companies in the
