THE SENATE AND THE BOARD OF
REGENTS.

The Senate has agajn, by a vote of 20 to
17, refused to conlirm the nomination of
Mr. Curtis to the 15aard of Regents. We

have already pointed out that the Repub-
lican members were putting themselves in
a very discreditable position by the course

they had assumed in this matter, and we
are now compelled to say that by persist-
ing in that coarse these members have
done a siill more foolish thing. Iti3not
merely a question of the choice of a Re-
gent made by Governor I'erkina. Itis not
merely the willand judgment of the Ex-
ecutive these Senators are resisting. It is
the willand judgment of the people <f

California. Itis true that tbxir attitude
towards the Governor is the reverse ofcour-

teous, aud that in refusing orneglecting
to state the reasons for tbein action after
receiving his message they have been guilty
of grave impropriety, but after all iti3
the law of the State and the Constitution
of the State which they are so stubbornly

defying, and it is therefore becoming a

serious question how far in this arrogant
contempt for both the organic law and
the statute a branch of the Legislature
cm proctcd with impunity. Both the Con-
stitution and the statute provide in the
moat explicit terms that no political con-

siderations shall enter into the choice of
Regents of the University. There ia no
possible escape from this direction. But
the Republican majority in the Senate has
notoriously undertaken to trample upon
these provisions, and to force the Governor
of the State to make partisan appointments
to the Board of Regents. The Senate
majority is so flagrantly and utterly wrong
in this matter ; it is so openly and
•wantonly ia opposition to tho law, as well
as to common sense, that the Governor
cannot afford to give way. Indeed he is
compelled to adhere to his nomination
now that the Senate has deliberately made
it a question af changing or violating the
law. We are amazed that the Republicans
should be so regardless alike of the inter-
ests of their party aud their own reputa-
tions as to commit themselves to so
untenable a position as they have here
taken. They must not imagine that they

are evading the legitimate consequences of
their obstinacy by withholding their
reasons for refusing to confirm the nom-

ination of Mr. Curtis, for the Governor*
message made it impossible for them to
remain silent if they had any other than
politicalreasons for their declination ;and
since they have not spoken it is now made
more certain than ever that they are insti-
gated by partisanship alone. Ithas there-
fore come to bo a question whether twenty
partisan Senators can override the Consti-
tution and the law, and bulldoze the Exec-
utive into betraying his trust, or whether
the Constitution and the laws are para-
mount. Itis sufficiently evident that no

political capital can be made out of such a
situation by the Republican party, and
that itwillbe called on to repudiate and
condemn the course of those whohave thus
set themselves and their partisan narrow-

ness of apprehension above the law.

TOO MANY POSTPONEMENTS.

We observe that the trial of Clarence
Gray, the murderer of Theodore Glancey,
has been as»>n postponed, this time until
the 3d of February. These frequent post-

ponements of murder trials ara against the
interests of justice ; that is to say, the

public interests. In nine cases out of ten

their only purpose is to defeat the law, and
we hold that it is the plain duty ofthe

Courts to disconrage and disallow them

whenever possible. This man Gray ought

to have been tried three months a«o at

least and we believe that no valid dense

forpostponement inbis case has ever ex-

isted.

THE NEED FOR CONSISTENCY ON THE
CHINESE QUESTION.

We think' it fortunate that the Senate
declined to adopt the Davis resolutions on
the Chinese treaty until they had been
referred to the Committee on Federal 1

Relations, for had they been accepted j

under the impulse of the moment the
effect must have been very damaging to

the credit of California consistency. These
resolution* object against the new treaty j
that it does not prohibit the naturalization I
of the Chinese. We shall not here enter
upon a consideration of the soundness of
thi3 objection, but shall proceed to exam-
ine its implications. As a matter of couiae

the adoption of such resolutions would put
California in the attitude of protesting
against the possibility of Chinese natural-
ization. Now though the question appears
to have been qnite strangely overlooked, it

is reallynecessary to point out that this
position is in flat contradiction to the
utrongest arguments which have been made
on thi3 coast against Chinese immigra-

tion, and aa it ia not to be sop-
posed that such a contradiction
would escape the observation of
our Eastern brethren, it is almost

Iiad:spensable that it should be either re-
canciled or avoided. Of course the aim of

all who propose measures bearing on this
subject is the same, but it doe^not follow
that the wisdom and appositeness of these
measures are equal. Ou the contrary, itis

notorious that the stupidity and folly of
ignorant extremists has in the past re-
peatedly hindered remedial legislation, and
strengthened Eastern prejudice against the
California view of t'u6 question. Of the

arguments against Chinese immigration
which have been formulated and presented
to the people of the East, there is only one

which has struck them as being really
formidable, and that is the repugnance of

the Chinese toassimilation with the people
of the United States. It has been argued
that the Mongolian brought here the civil-
ization of China ; that he despised an.l
detested American civilization; that he
neither understood nor cared to under-
stand our institutions ;that our literature
and history were sealed to him ;
that he was in all essentials as the
inhabitant of another planet, and that he
had no inclination whatever to merge him-
self inthe Anglo-Saxon community, or to
relinquish his Tartar civilization. Ithas
been contended that such a being, bring-
ing here no stable feminine elements, and

refusing to marry into the country,
could never represent anything more than
a class of virtually servile labor, from
which no real advantage to the State could
be expected, and which could only force
and keep down the price of white labor.
These were philosophic aad sober consider-
ations, which admitted of practical analy-
sis, which excluded vulgar and irrational
prejudice, which involved no fanciful
moral inferiority on the part of the Chi-
nese, but which placed the objections to
them somewhat solidly upon the double
foundation of patriotism and political
ea»nomy. No other California argument
ever produced any conviction beyoad the
Bierra. This one did.

But now, ifwe ars to take the Davis reso-

lutions as a guide, it is proposed to throw
away all the advantages g»inel through
thi3 argument, for it is proposed to repud-
iate this argument. Heretofore we have
complained that the Chinese refused to as-
similate withus. Now itis declared that we
willnot assimilate with the Chinese. How
can we say that they decline to assimilate,
when we refuso toallowthem to doso? And
if indeed they have no objection to as-

similation; if indeed they are so eager to
become naturalized that nothing but posi-
tive prohibitiondeters them

—
what becomes

of tho argument based on their inveterate
adherence to their own civilization? Can-
not the Senate perceive that if the Chinese
really seek and desire naturalization, the
most formidable reason for excluding them
ia obviated ? Let it once be understood at
the East that the Chinese are realiy
anxious to become American citizens, and
the opportunity will be afTjrded them.
Nor inthat event can it be imagined that
the politicians wouldcontinue their attacks
upon them. They are safe game so long as
they cannot become citizens, but the law
which throws open the ballot-box to them
would shut the mouth of every demagogue
in the land. A3 aliens and pariahs the
Chinamen are everybody's target. As pos-
sible voters they would be treated withthe
game respect which other embryo citizens
enjoy. Now to declare that the Chinaman
is panting to be naturalized, and that he
can only be prevented by force, is to give
away the whole case in regard to him, and
to admit in effect that the prejudice against
him is unworthy ot respect or attention.
I:is to say that he has in him all the

possibilities of good citizenship, but
that notwithstanding this we are
determined on excluding him. The Senate
ought to realize the mischievous conse-

quences of such a course. If the opposi-
tion to the Chinese is degraded to a mere
vulgar race prejudice itcannot be made to
hold its ground. To place it on the plane
of the Davis resolutions is, in onr humble
opinion, an invitation to Congress to leave
the naturalization question open. It would
not be possible to create a more disastrous
impression than that which these resolu-
tions are certain to convey. They would
confirm all the worst impressions of the
Eistern zealots, and at the same time si-
lence those who because they have thus far
treated this question with studied modera-
tion, have almost alone succeeded in pro-
curing a hearing in the Atlantic States.
We hope that the Senate willproceed very
ciutiously in this matter.

THE OPIUM QUESTION.

Though the rumored opposition of cer-

tain New York merchants to the new
Chinese commercial treaty, on the ground
that it willgive a monopoly of the opium
trade to England, i8untenable from the

standpoint of American obligations axd
duties, the inference drawn by those mer-
chants as to the tendency of the treaty is
undoubtedly correct. The prohibition
placed upon the trade in opium as regards
the United States is liable to have pre-
cisely the effect pointed out, and this the
RecokdUniox demonstrated when first
the outline of the treaty was disclosed.
Of coarse it is possible that the acceptanca
by the United States of such a prohibition
may induce England to abandon the opium
trade, but we confess that we do not re-
gard this as in the least degree probable.
The revenues derived from the opium trade
are too large to be abandoned now, and no
ministry would probably have the courage
to propose such a measure, particularly at
a time when the removal of all foreign
competition promises to increase the profits
of the business.

Planting of trees and vines has com-
menced in earnest at Washington colony,
Fresno county.

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The Funding BUI, v Passed by the
llon.se.

Following is
tha full text of the funding bill,as passed by
the House to-day : \u25a0

Abill to fact itate the refunding of the national
debt. Be it enacted by the Senate tnd House of
Representatives of the United States of America in
Congress assembled :That all existing; provisions of
the law authorizing the refunding of the national
debt shall apply to any bonds of tho United States
bearing a-higher rate of interest than four and one-
'•. til per cent, per annum, which may hereafter be-
come rede Triable ;provided, that in lieu of the
bonds authorized to be issued by the Act of July 14,
1&70,' entitled "An Act to author ze the refunding
of the national debt," and the Acts amendatory
thereto, and the certificates authonzed by the
Act of February 26, 1579, entitled "An
Act to authorize the Issue of. certificates
of deposits in aid of the refunding of the public
debt," the Secretary of the Treasury is hereby
authorized to issue bonds in an amount not exceed-
Ing 9400,000,000, which thill bear interest at the
rate of three per cent, per annum, redeemable at
the pleasure of the United States after five years,
and payable ten years from the date of issue, and
also eeraffoates in the amount of 5300,000,000 inde-
nominations of ten dollars, twenty dollars and fifty
dollars, either registered or coupon, bearing interest
at the rate of three per cent, per annum, redeem a-
tile at the pleasure of the United States
alter one year, and payable in tec years
from the date of issuance. Tha bonds
and certificates shall be in allother respects of like
character and subject to the sime provisions as the
bonds authorized to be issued by the Act of July
11, 1870, entitled an Act to authorize the refunding
of the national debt and the Acts amendatory
thereto ;provided, that nothing in this Act shall
be so construed os to authorize an increase of the
public debt ;and provided, further, that the inter-
est upon the six per cent, bonds hereby authorized
to be refunded shall cease at the expiration of thirty
days after notice that the same have been desig-
nated by the Sccietary of the Treasury for redemp-
tion.

Section 2 The Secretary of the Treasury is hereby
authorized, in the process of refunding the national
debt, to exchange at not less than par any
of the bonds or certificates herein authorized for
any of the bonds of the United States outstanding
and uncalle \u25a0, hearing a higher rat.! of interest than
four and a half per cent, per annum, and on bonds
so redeemed the Secretary of the Treasury may allow
|to the holders the difference between the interest on

such bonds from the date of exchange to the time
Iof their maturity and interest fora like period on

the bonds or certificates issued. But none of the
provisions of this Act shall apply to the redemption
or exchange of any bonds issued to the Pacific Rail-
way Companies, and the bonds so received and ex-
chanted inpursuance of tho provisions of this Act
shall be canceled and destroyed.

Section 3. Authority to issue the bonds and cer-
tificates to the amount necessary to carry out the
provisions of this Act is hereby granted, and the
Secretary of the Treasury is hereby authorized and
directed tomake fulraWe rules ami regulations to
carry this Act into effect,;provided, that tl.e ex-
penses of preparing, issuing, advertising and dis-
posing of the bonds and certificates authorized to
be issued shall not exceed one fourth of one per
cent. ....'. , ; .

Section 4 The Secretary of the Treasury 13 hereby
authorized, if in his opinion iteha'l become neces-
sary,tou?e not exceeding £50,000,000 of tho standard
gold and si-ver © inIn the Treasury in the redemp-
tion of five and six per cent, bonds of the Ui.itcd
States authorized to be refunded by the provisions
of this Act, ami he may at any lime apply the
surplus money in the- Treasury not otherwise appro-
priated, or 90 much thereof as he may consider
proper, to the purchase or redemption of United
States bonds or eeitficates; provided, that the
bonds and certificates fco purchased or redeemed
shall constitute no pirt of the si-king fund, but
shall be canceled.

Section 5. From and after the first day of Hay,
IS3I, the 3 per cent, bonds authorized by the first
section of this Act shall be the onlybonds receivable
as security for National Bank c;rcu'ation, or as
security for the safe-keGpintr andprompt payment of
public money deposed with such banks ;but when
any such bond", diposited firthe purpose af ires '.
shall be designated forpurchase orredemption by the
Secretary of the Treasury, the banking association
deposit lie the same shall have the right t> substi-
tute other issues of bonds of the United States in
lieu thereof; provided, that no bond upon which
interest had ceased shall be accepted, or shall be
continued on deposit as security fur circulation or
for the safe keeping of public money, audio case
the bonds so deposited shall not be "withdrawn, as
provided bylaw, within thirty da}8 after tLe inter-
est has ceased thereon, the banking association de-
positing the same shall be subject to the liabilities
and proceedings on the part if the Comptroller pro-
vided for in Section 5235 of the Revised btatutcs of
the United States ;and provided, further, that the
sections of the Act of June 20, 1874, entitled "an
Act fixingthe amount of United States notes,' pro-
viding fora redistribution of the national bauk cur-
rency and for other purposes, be and the same is
hereby r«pealed, and Sections 5169 and 5160 of the
Revised statutes ot the United States be and the
same are hereby re-enacted.

Section C. That this Act shall be. known as
"

the
Funding Act of 13-1," and ail Acts and parts <•( Acts
inconsistent with this Act are hereby repealed.

ANALYSIS OF THE FUNDING BILL.
Washington, January 19:h.—An analysis

of the vote on the passage of the funding bill
to-day »howß that the House divided sub-
stantially on a party line, there being only
seven Republicans recorded inthe affirmative
and only 10 Democrats io the negative. The
Republican" who separated from their party
friends on this. question are Kelleyand Smith
of Pennsylvania, Kttcham of New York,
Marsh of Illinois, Russell ofNorth Carolina,
Updegraff of lows, and Washbnme ofMin-
nesota. The dissenting Democratic votes
were given by Aikea of South Carolina,
Bellzhoover and Ryan of Pennsylvania,
Bland of- Missouri, Colerick of Indiana,
Ellis [of Louisiana, Morse of Massa-
chusetts, I'helps .of Connecticut, Smith
of New Jersey, and Speer of Georgia.
The Pacific coast Representatives were
all present, Berry and Whiteaker voting for
the bill,iiud Davis, Page, Pacheco and D*g-
gett against it... The Republican opposition
was based upon a belief that the bill,inpro-
viding for a three per cent, short-time bond
and certificate, is impracticable for refunding
purposes, except in so far as itprovides for
the compulsory use of three per cent, bonds
as a bads for national bank circulation, and
that this requirement ia unjust and danger-
ous, by threating the stability of the presebt
volume of currency. Undoubte Hy most of
the members who votfd for the billbelieved
Iita practicable and nioymeasure, but many

vote-* were shea for itonly because of a con

Ifident expectation that the Senate wiliamend
the billeither by increasing the rate of inter-
est or lengthening the duration of the bonds.

Committee on Public Lands to-day author-
ized Representative Berry to report, with a
recommendation for pamage, a highly im-
portant bill—a substitute fur tbe billintro-
duced by him December 20th, intended to
tettleswamp land titles in California. The
substitute ia ivits full text as follows :

THE CHINESE TREATIES.
Commissioner John F. Swift

Interviewed.

HISTOEY OF THE NEGOTIATIONS.

|Items Made Public for the First
Time on the Pacific Coast.

; [el-tSCIAL BY TSIBQRAFU TO TnS RICORD-UXIOH.)

San Fbakcisco, January 19th.— in-

CREATED MUCH UNEASINESS
Here among a large moderate and conserva-
tive class- who believe that the Chinese immi-
gration treatyisas satisfactory a solution of the
much vexed question as could be reasonably
expected, and that to oppose its ratification
would be to reopen the wholequestion, risk all
that has been gained and stultify California
in the eye? of the nation. Itis more than
suspected, indeed belief seems widely dif-
fused, that the opposition that has shown
itself in the Legislature springs from two
sources

—the interest of the steamship com-
panies, who see iv the stoppage of Chinese
immigration 3 material reduction of their in-
come, and the Democratic policy of obstruc-
tion, that would rather see the country

damned than Bared under Republican
jauspices. There secm3 a disposition to bring
up inobjection to the treaty features that do
not exist therein, or that are either ignorant' y
or willfullymisonstrued. Glascock's reso-
lution objects that the treaty provides no
means of determining the real .status of the
Chinese coming to this country, Davis,
in his preamble, claims that the treaty con-

fers upon the Chinese rights of natural-
ization and citizenship, and provides
that it shall not be competent for the

Government of the United States
to prohibit the immigration of the laboring
classes of China, To throw some additional
light on these and other points in the treaty,
and to show the difficulties under which the

ICommissioners labored in obtaining the con-

cessions contained in it,Ihave conversed at
length on the subject with

JOHN F. SWIFT,

One of the Commissioners who on our part |

negotiated the treaty, and eend you the sub-
stance of the interview for publication :At
the first business meeting of the United
States and Chinese Plenipotentiaries an ex-
change of views took place as to what was
wanted by both parties. Basing their action
on that interview, the Chinese Commissioners
presented articles setting forth their position
in the premises. Through the courtesy of
Mr. Swift Iam enabled to lay before you j

these articles, which have not yet been mide j
public on the Pacific coast. After the usual

j preamble, the same in effect as that of the
treaty as adopted, ArticleIreads &3 follows:%

ARTICLE I.

The United States, in regulating the immi-
gration of Chinese laborers to California,
will limit the number who may enter the
ports of the State, but willnot prohibit such
immigration. Only Buch Chinese willbe in-
cluded in this limitation as are found, after
careful examination at the time of their en-
try into ports of California under rules to be
established by the United State?, to be actual
laborers. Any regulations forlimiting such
immigration shall, only Le such as to hinder
the entry of immigrants of a class specified
to the ports named, and shall not impose dis-
abilities of any kind or class upon Bach im-
migrants.

TUB WOKD "PROHIBIT."
Tfii-,it willbe seen, differs fromthe article

inthe treaty 83 concluded, in applying a re-
striction only to California port3. The Com-
missioners rectified that, but the Chinese in-
sisted that the word "prohibit

"
should not

be used. In the discussion of that point it
was clearly developed that the power of reg-
ulation, limitation or suspension, as given in

! the treaty as concluded, meant ifdesired

Itotal prohibition,'"except in the matter of
time. It meant that the United States
should at any time have the right to stop the
immigration of laborers entirely, for
a month, a year or twenty years ;

but the Chinese Commissioners would
not place themselves in the posi-
tion of binding their Government and
their infant Emperor to a perpetual prohibi-
tion of the right of emigration to America.
This does away with Mr. Davis' objection,
that the. treaty does not make it competent
for our Government to prohibit Cbiueee im-
migration. The concession was the greatest
the Chinese wouldentertain on that point.

THE SECOND ARTICLE
Of the Chinese draft also covers the same
ground as in the accepted treaty :

Article 11. Chinese who may bedesiroH? of
j proceeding to any other part of the United

States for purposes of labor, excepting only
Ithe State of California, shall be allowed to

go of their own free will and accord. Per-
sons of all other classes, with the exception
of actual Chinese laborers, whose immigra-
tion into California willbe temporarily regu-
lated and limited by the United States,
whether proceeding to California as teachers,
stuitnt-1, travelers, traders or artisans, as
well as Chinese laborers noV in that State,

Iwillbe allowed to go and come with entire
freedom, and will not be included in the
limiting; regulations. . . \u0084

.
THE WORD "LABORERS."

This differs widely, it willbe seen, from
the pec- nd article as accepted. Our Com-
missioners made an especial contest over the
exemption of artisans, demanding that all ar-
tisans and handicraftsmen be included in the
term laborer?, which was finally conceded
and clearly understood. This disposes cf the
point as to the construction to be put on the
words

"
laborers nowin this country to come

and go at their pleasure," as expressed inthe
treaty as concluded. Mr. Swiftexplains that
it is the province of- Congress to make such
regulations as willprevent the importation of
fresh Chinese in the nominal place of any
returning from here to their own country.
This may be effected by requiring the
production of a certificate, or in some such
manner. In any event the only evil that
could possibly result from this clause would

NATURALIZATION.

Articles 5 and 7 of the Chinese draft are
those whichgave rise to the somewhat widely
diffused idea that any legislation by Congress
on treaty points must be submitted to the
approval of the Chinese authorities before
taking effect.

The Chinese For-
eign Office may also bring such points
to the notice of the United
States Minister in Peking and adjust
them in concert with him to the end of
securing mutual advantage and avoiding
injury to cither party, and thereafter such
regulations willgo into effect.

ArticleVII. After tin two Governments
shall have agreed upon the terms of this
treaty, copie3 of the regulations to be put in
force under itwillbe prepared and signed,
sealed and exchanged between the respective
Plenipotentiaries. They willigo into effect
only upon their ratificationby the two Gov-
ernments.

ArticleVI.is omitted, as it refers only to
the formality of exchanging copies of the
treaties, etc.

CHINESE PKBXDTAOITT.
These modest propositions of the Chinese

Commissioners produced a long and tedious
contest. The Chinese held strongly to the
position so<taken, and itwas only when the
approach of winter threatened to cut off a m
munication withthe sea coast, and our Com-
missioners announced their determination to
leave without concluding their work, that
the Chinese finally receded on the accordance
of the provision named in the last article of
the treaty as concluded. This gives the
Chinese Minister the right to call the atten-
tion of the Secretary of State to any matter
of legislative enactment whioh he may think
bears hardly upon his countrymen, who will
consider the subject. In other words, the
Chinese authorities simply reserved the right
to growl, and as that v a natural and inde-
feasible right, the Commissioners concluded
that if it would do their opponents any

Igood- to formally acknowledge it, by
all means give them that satisfaction.
It will be seen, by comparing the
above quoted articles with the provisions of• the treaty as enacted, how widely apart were
the views of our own Commissioners and
those of the Chinese Government, and from
this itmay be inferred how difficult was the
workof harmonizing the conflicting interests.
The main hold which our Commissioners had
upon the Chinese was the opium question
and the commercial treaty. That was a ques-
tion of but little interest to us. but of the
first importance to them, and it was used as
a lever to move them to our desires.

'

;™Mr. Swift dwelt strongly upon the fact
that the treaty, as finally conclude,], was the
very greatest concession that could be ob-
tained from China, and that to reject it
would be to placa ourselves in a worse
position than before. Every point in
our favor had been- made by hard fight-
ing. He called attention particularly
to the fact that a treaty bears very much tho
same relation to the regulations to be ma.'!t>
by virtueof itthat a Constitution does to the
statutes :that itis necessarily, gensr.il in its
nature, and is designed simply to leave the
way clear for Csngressional action. This
the present treaty does, and it is all itcan or
should do. Itnow rests with Congress to de-
vise and put in force such regulations as
willcarry out the wishes of the people. If
they fail to do that, it is not the fault of the

i treaty or those whonegotiated it.
