; THE ‘HOSPITAL CASE,
| Investigation of the Charges Against Dr.
Lalne—Afidavita Presented. ;
The Board of Superviscrs, sitting as the
| Hospital Committee, commenced an iavesti-
| gation yesterday of the charges made by Mrs,
Walker against Dr. J. R. Laine, Superin-
| tendaut of the County Hospital, in which she
| charges him with rudely driviog her from the
! bedside of her husband only three hours be-
| fore his death. Dr, Laine filed a statement
to the effcet that the charges are untrue, and
| that Mrs. Walker presented them by reason
of inflaence exerted upon her by other persons
who are unfriendly to him. He desired a full
| investigation if the Board saw proper to
make it. He also presented affidavits
{in support of his statement, as fol-
lows: One from C. E. Burnham, steward
of the hospital, in which he states that at
| the time BMr. Walker was admitted to the
| hospital he wes accompanied by his wife, who
! said she would have to leave him there to be
‘taken care of while she went to work, and
| left her address as at Sacramento; that he
| was in a very uncleanly condition when he

! was admitted and was properly cared for.
| Shortly after, he becaime sick and she came to
visit him. The day before his death ehe was
| there again and remained during the day, and
said she was going to sit up with him during
the night., The ward Mr. Walker was in
{ was exclusively for male patients and there
| were many sick in if, and the Superintendent
declined to allow her to remsin in it
during the night, as it would inconveniencs
{ the patients and be improper. She was
| told, however, thas she could sleep in the
{ women’s ward, and that she would at once
| be notified if anything happened, and also
that she could again come into the ward
where her husband was, in the woruing, Dr.
| Laine had her provided with supper and a
{ bed, 1In the evening two mien called to see
| her or her hushand, and she was sent for,
| She said she was glad they had come, as she
i did not want to stay all night, and would
walk back to Sacramento with them, Affiant
told her she had better stay out there till
morning, when she could ride in, but she ia-
sisted upon walking in that night, She
asked permission to see her husband agai:
before she left, which was granted. She also
| requested notice of his death to be sent to her
address in this city, which was promised.
The afliant further stites that the arrange-
{ ments for attendants and nurses day and
| night were such that her busband could have
all needed attention.

The atlidavit of John Hinson presented,
was to the effect that at the time Mrs.,
Walker was there cn the oceasion referred o
the sick mule patients weie frequently wisk-
ing to get up, and were not dressed, and the
| doctor finally told her it was no place for her,
| but that she might go into the women’s ward
| to sleep. Subsequently she came in there
| again, and the doctor told her again that she
| must not stay any longer, Affiant did not see
| the doctor touch Ler nor use force of any
{ kind, Affiant further stated that he did not

think it a proper place for women under the
| circumstances,

An affidavit of Thomas Sheehan, who was
a nurse at the Hospital, was also filed by Dr.
Laive, which is to the same effect and cor-
roborates that of C. E. Burnham. It also
states that the doctor did not put his hand
upon Mis, Walker, as is alleged she has
stated, nor use any force whatever, It fur-
ther states that she came from the Hespital
that night of her own free will, after a bed
had been provided for her in the women’s
ward ; that she stated to affiant that her,
nephew had come and she would go to the
city with him, Affiant told her she could
ride into town in tae morning.
