Nor the
difficulties referred to the only ones which
face the producer at this juncture., The
question of municipal taxation promises to
be the last straw that breaks the camel’s
back., If the wheabt now in warehouse at
Stockton, Vallejo, Sacramento and else-
where, is to be subject to municipal as well
as State and county taxation, the result
will be not only disastrous to the owners
of the wheat but to the cities and towns in
which warehousing has been an important
and profitable business.

In Stockton, for example, there are at
present 125,000 tons of wheat in ware-
house. In Vallejo there are from 70,000
to 80,000; and in Sacramento there are
some 30,000 tons, though no regular ware-
housing interest exists here. Now, if all
this wheat is subjected to municipal taxa-
tion, in towns where the rate of local tax-
ation ranges from 2 to 4 per cent., it is per-
fectly apparent that the effect will be to
kill the warehousing business in these
places, whatever else it does. The farmers
cannot pay these rates, and therefore they
will have to get their wheat stored outside
of municipal limits. Such a change would
be a most disastrous blow to the prosperity
of Stockton, and would seriously injure
Vallejo and other places.

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THE COERCION BILL,

Mr. Gladstone has at last introduced
his coercion bill for Ireland. So far as can
be gathered from the telegraphic accounts
it appears to be very stringent and very
elastic, and in effect to involve the put-
ting of all Ireland under martial law. The
introduction of this legislation has of
course exasperated the Parnellites, and
has apparently. not satisfied that wing of
the Liberal party which believe that land
reform should at least have been proposed
at the same time with coercion.

Senator Cheney, speaking for the Re-
publican caucus, has stated, on a question
of privilege, that the rejection of the Gov-
ernor’s nomination of Mr. N. Greene Curti
for a member of the Board of Regents wa
not inepired by political considerations, but
that the objections to Mr. Curtis are per-
sonal. Of course we are bound to accept
this explanation as relieving the Republi-
can Senators who have voted against Mr.

It
would seem from this that the suspicion
excited by the strange statements of these
chiefs, that they had been bribed to give
away the rights of their people, may prove
to have been well founded -after all, and
that there may appear to be a very ugly
and disgraceful job at the bottom of this
business.

The Marysville Appeal has the follow-
ing : After walking back the Appeal rep-
resentative met and became acquainted
with J. M. Doyle, who wrote the letters.
He was standing on the river bank and had
not been ocut on the dam at all, and left
without geing out to see for himself. He
stated that he bad not been on it except
two or three weeks ago, and was then only
on the szouth side and went out over the
short distance to the first sink, There
was then much more water than at pres-
ent. When asked in regard to the letter
to Senator Glascock he admitted that it
was rash, that he never thought of its be-
ing published, that he was sorry for the
reference to the local press being throttled
and controlled, for he did not believe it
was in any way, and had not intended to
state or insinuate any such thing in re-
gard to Marysville papers. He expressed
his willingness and desire to publish a
card of apology or correction, stating that
he had no reference to the Appeal,
for he held no such opinion of the pa-
per, and on the contrary, liked it and
thought it free and fair. He only meant
Sacramento papers, and was resentful be-
cause the Recorp Uxtox had failed to pub-
lish his letter, That journal explains that
it received the letter, but it was from a
person not known to them as responsible,
and itdid not care to print charges from such
a source which might injure and do injus-
tice to resporsible men. He said that
he was rather angry when he wrote the
letter, becanse he had been so treated.
When asked if he would swear to the truth-
fulness of the details of the letters, he
intimated that he would not attempt it,
but would say that the dam practically did
no good this year.

mento river, via Chico, distance 28 miles.
The capital stock amounts to $1,200,000.

Gloomy Quilook for the Chinese Treaties.
WASHINGTON, January 25th.—The expect-
ed regular weekly meeting of the Senate
Committee on Foreign Relatious to consider
the Chinese treaties did not take place to-
day. The committee consists of nine mem-
bers, and only four of them put in an appear-
ance, namely, Senators Eaton, Morgan,
Pendleton and Kirkwood. Senators Hamlin
and Carpenter are confined at their residences
by illness, and others were variously occu-
pied this merning—Hill of Georgia attending
a session of the committee which is iuvesti-
gating how the Chinese treaties got out,
Johnston of Virginia being engaged with his
special committee on pleuro-pnenmonia of
cattle, and Conkling preparing te deliver an
argument in the Supreme Court this after-
noon. There being no quorum, Chairman
Eaton was unable even to obtain sanction
for his proposition to request authority from
the Senate for the committee to hold meetings
for the consideration of the treaties during
the Senate sessionz, and he is so much dis-
couraged by the apparent lack of interest dis-
played in the subject thus far that he doubts
the utility ef again attempting to get a
quorum of the committee together before the
time for next Tuesday's regular mesting.
The delay in acting upon the treaties is par-
tially explained by what seems to have been
a disposition of some of the Senators to wait
for expressions of public sentiment concern-
ing them, especially from the Pacific coast.
The delay has, however, been so prolonged
that there now seems to be practically no
chance whatever for obtaining legislation at
this session to carry the treaties into effect,
and it must be added that there isto-daynocer-
tainty of the treaties themselves being finally
aeted upon on before the next Senats con-
venes in special session, which will be shortly
after the 4th of March,
The Controversy Beiween the C. P. R. R,
Co. and the Government.
WASHINGTON, January 25th.—A conference
was held this afternoon at the Attorney-
General’s office between representatives of
the Central Pacific Railroad and the Govern-
ment, in regard to the controversy which has
arisen between the Government and the rail-
road compauy in regard to the dividend re-
cently declared by the company., Secretary
Schurz, Assistant Attorney-Geceral McCam-
mon and Auditor of Railroad Accounts
French representing the Government, and
Vice-President C, P. Huntington, accompa-
nied by Messrs, Shellabarger and Wilson,
counsel for the railroad, were present. The
conference lasted several hours, but no defi-
nite adjustment of the gquestion at issue was
reached at the time of adjournment.
[SECOND DISPATCH.]
WASHINGTON, January 25th.—Vice-Presi-
dent Humtington says to-night, with refer-
ence to the conference held to-day between
representatives of the Central Pacific Rail-
road Company and the Government, that the
conference was without result so far, but
that there would be another to.morrow, in
which he hoped to be able to show that
Auditor French has misinterpreted the
fizures furnished by the company’s books.
““We have earned our last dividend,” said
Huntington, ‘‘and unless we are enjoined
we intend to pay it to the ateckholders.”

An Action of Ymporiance to Mining Stock
Investors.

CHI0AGO, January 25th,—The Inter Ocean’s
New York special says: An action involving
several questions of importance to investors
in mining stocks has been begun in the Su-
preme Court by A. N. Holmes, a lawyer,
against Jerome B, Chaffee, as President, and
David Moffatt, Jr., as Vice-President, of the
Little Pittsburg Consolidated Mining Com-
pany. The principal question to be deter-
mined in the case, if the allegations of the
complaint are proved, is whether the con-
trolling officers of a mining company can be
made personally liable for damages in know-
ingly making false representation as to
the value of their mines, so as to induce
the investment of capital. Holmes alleges
that the larger part of the pack of ore of
silver and lead on the company’s property,
covering one-third of an acre, had been
worked out and exhausted previous to the
formation of the company ; that the defend-
ants invited a large party ot persons from
New York and other places to visit Lead-
ville, and that by means of the statements
and representations made caused them to be-
lieve there were several million of dollars of
reserves of ore in sight, etc. Holmes then
recites some of the personal representations
that were made to him by Chaffee and Moffat,
to induce him to purchase stock, among
others that there were reseives sufficient to
pay dividends of $100,000 per month for at
least three years; that the property was
worth so much more than $20 a share
that Chaffee’s daughter, at his suggestion,
had sold her Government bonds to purchase
Little Pittsburg at that price, and that it
could be procured at that price only from
him, Holmes says that on the strength of
them he invested $5,000 in stock at $20 a
share, He now declares them to be untrue
at the time, and made to deceive and defraud
him ; that the value of the reserves did not
exceed $1.000,000 ; that the stock was not re-
ally at the time worth $4 a share, and that
Chaffee and daughter had not made the in-
vestment he pretended. The third cause of
action is based chiefly on the report made by
Chaffze in August, 1879, to the Directors,
which induced Holmes to put in $5,000 more.
For all his losses Holmes asks $20,000 dam-
ages, The answer has not been served.

The Telegraph Trouble.

New Yorg, January 25th.—The case of
Rufus Hatch agaivst the Western Union,
Atlantic and Pacific and Western Union Tel-
egraph Companies, to pravent their consoli-
dation, was called in the Supreme Court in
chambers to-day. 'The session was taken up
in reading the affidavits of officials of the vari-
ous companies, denying that the purpoze of the
consolidation was inimical to the public. Jay

An affidavit was received from
Washington E. Comnor, in which he said he
had an interview with Rufus Hatch on the
19th of January, in which the latter stated
that he was the owner of a quantity of the
capital stock of the American Union Com-
pany ; that he was displeased at being kept
out of the deal, as he called it, and that he
ought to have been taken intoit. He sug-
gested that his shares of American Union
stock eheuld be taken by them at the price
the Western Union was then selling at. He
also said he had no ill-feeling toward Gould,
but had toward Vanderbilt.
