The Senate Committee on Irrigation, j
Water Rfcl-i*, Drainage and Mining Debris
met in the Senate chamber at 7 o'clock last
evening. Charles Coglan repeated his testi- \u25a0

mony given before the Assembly committee :
on Tuesday evening. M. Davis, Joseph Mc-
Concell .tad . .us M. Doyle were sworn. ;
The latterce-ttleman was examined at length,
and testified as follows:Ivisited the Yuba
dam on the Ist of January last. In my
opinion the embankment was caused by the !
dividing cf tlie stream, portions of it going
each way,which threw the sediment en each i
side. Itwa about three feet indepth. ItI
is above the dam and was made since the Ist
of January. The triangle is about 100 yards
in size, [The settle at the south end was l
about 40 feet long the Ist of January. Since .
then it has been filled op and very little
water is pasasg rough. The first is shallew,
not more than .-ix inches deep. The third is i
about 200 feet wide. They are irregular, up
and down. At one point there is but very j
little settle, but at another point above I
the dam it is perhaps lower than the j
old bed of the river. At point D
it is lower ran the bed of the stream on I

each side of the channel. The width or de- j
pression is about 200 feet at that point. The
depth of water that flows over that point is I.
now very difficult to measure. Isaw. two j,
workmen cross at that point ou a raft, after j
unsuccessfully trying with gum boots. |The ,
bed of the river is six or seven inches higher
above than below the dam, but Icould not ,
notice any perceptible difference in the mud- \u25a0

dine'-s of water above and below, but in a .
hole of water a* rest below the first settle, ,
which has been filledup, the water is so clear t
that Idrink fromit. When water is at rest \u25a0

itnaturally settles. The water was running ',
at the rate of four miles an hour, and there ,
was littlechance for itto settle. Ithink the ;
statements in my letter were substantially ,
correct, lording to my understanding of j
what a, dam is. itis a structure to arrest t
the 11 .-.- of tho current. This only diverts
the course of the current. The water flows ,
parallel with the dam until itfinds an exit ,
through the rettle or break at the north end.
Istill think Iwas right about what Isaid ]
about tho wheelbarrowsful of dirt, because (
the deposit wouldhave been great above the
dam had it never been constructed, as
ithas.uniformly settled each year at allpoints j
along the riv» r. Iwouldnot try to give any ,
scientific reasons for this. That would occur .
to anyone without explanation. Iwas not ,
so certain as to my statement about the de- .
posit being but a iven inches above the Yuba ,
bridge at Mai ville,because the river bed is ,
constantly changing. For this reason those !
measurements cannot be relied . upon
with -. \u25a0\u25a0<*.*. Iwas approximately cor-
rect. Istill think the depth of de-
posit at tha brush dam was not greater
that at Yuba bridge at Marysville. After my
observations on the 2J of January and yes- ,
terday Iam still of the opinion that the
water passing through the brush has caused
itto wash out erneath. Ithinkitis the
water tanning over that undermines it. My
opinion is that the only way to prevent set-
tling of the dam is to prevent the passage of
the water over it, because at every point
where:. water has passed over it has set-
tled more or less. The water, Ishould think,
was three feet above the dam at the settle. ,
The data ia about four feet high. The water
is runr-ing at the rate of four miles. Ishould
not think itwould -precipitate much alickens.
Atthe north end the dam is about three feet
of the tv.iter. Yesterday and day before
I bsw about thirty men working
at the * north end, and about the
same number at the south end.
Ithink now that there has been over 300
wbeeiharrow loads of debris arrested by the
dam

—
that is, ticca the list rains. The

amount can only be estimated. Ihave seen
the dam threo times. The levee which flanks
the dam on the south side has scarcely been
touched by water, except close to the dam.
That levee is a littleover a mile long from
the upper end to the dam, lacing out on the
plains. At GIwould estimate that there
was nearly as nit-ch of tha old bad of the riv-r
washed out as the dam has accumulated above
it. At the big break there is over a
foot of tcdiment which Ithink has beeu
thrown there by the water ru.sbii g around the

Mr. Glascock here asked the witness
ifho thought the Act to promote drainage
should be repealed,

Mr.Howellobjected.
Mr.Glascock stated in explanation that it

was said that the witness was oppose 1 to the
measure. lie knew to the contrary, and ac-
cordir-*ly asked he question.

Mr. Watson favored the question.
Mr.Johnson ruled that the question was an

improper one, bicause it asked for the opin-
ion of witness about a matter of legislation.

Tho Chairman here suggested to witness
that he should let his statement rest ti.ero.
His reason for doing this, he said in reply to
Mr. Davis, *. as because he did not want to
know the feelings or animus of the witness.
He didn't think it was politic or gentlemanly
to ask such questions.

Mr.Pardee asked witness if, as an expert,
he thou -lit the dam a 6u;ce:-8.

The Chairman said witness had already
said it, w.iß a failure, so he ruled the question
out of order. :\u25a0:;\u25a0

Mr. Parks objected to the ruling.
Mr.Watson asked if he had written his I

letter to tho Colusa Sun from what he had
learned from his own observations. He first
visited tbe south side of the dam at settle
marked "'.'":ithe map. Judge dam was
about 10,000 feet long. Went a tenth of the
distance, and from what he saw was willing
to give his opinion. The day was clear and
he conld see t&e whole dam. Water was only
flowingover dam here and there. Ifwater
hr.d passed over the entiie crest without set-
tlinghe thought itwould have accumulated
the iris, as it was intended by the pro-
jEctors. lint water never could all pass
th-ough the btu-h. Itmust eventually clog
up the rush and flow over. Were itnot for
this tho flowing over of the water would
probably accomplish the desired result. That
is mora difficult to do there than in the can-
yons and mines, because there the pressure of
tha water washed it out underneath. The
reason no portion of the brush dam had
washed away was because itwas put together
so well. Some little of the floor below the
brush might h*ve washed away. He
did n't know. If the dam bad all been
made of brush it would, he thought, all have
been successful. That the excess of what
sediment wouldhave been there if the dam
had not been built would not be much more
than 100 wheelbarrows. Immediately below
the dam the sediment was scoured out, in
consequence of the water rushing through
the settles. About half a mile he could see
what he thought the old bed of the river, and
upon a near approach could see that ithad
been partly scoured out. The dam had not
accumulated any.sediment to speak of. Did
not thinkany of the old bed had been washed
out above the dam. Immediately above and
below tbe big break considerable of the old
bed of the river had been washed out.
Did not think if the dam was once construct-
ed so as ta stand there was any danger
of any quantity of sediment bursting the
dam. Tue longer it held, the stronger it
wouldbecome. When he first visited the dam
the channels were not in the same place as
they had been on the occasion of his last visit.
He didnot cross the dan, aud bised some of
his statement" on tho*e of his brother, who a

few d»ys before had visited the north side.
The channels, he thought, were cut partly
through deposit made since the construction
of tits dam, and partly through deposit of
former years. The deposit ' was principally
that made there this year. That channel at
the south end was three or four feet below the
old bed of the river. The channel from Bto
C, he thought was probably three .feet
below the deposit made previous to
tho present season. It was about four
feet tro:n the' deposit above the dam
to the crest of the dim; six inches had depos-
ited, which would make a dam 44 feet high.
He didnot look to see how high the dam was
on the other side, but thought itwas only
about 4$ feet. Would be astonished to hear
itwas 8 feet. Agreat deal of sediment had

been washed awsy below the dam, which
wouldnot have occurred had the dam not
been constructed. ;*.-*,

Mr.Davis asked the witness ifhe referred
to the Marysville Appeal when he spoke in

his letter to the Colusa Sun of the slavish
editor of a one-hone paper.

v The Chairman ruled the question out of j
!order, as being irrelevant, immaterial and im- j

proper. The attitude -of the Marysville Ap-

peal had no connection with the present in-
vestigation. . |

Mr. Davis appealed from the decision of j
the Chair, which was sustained by a vote of i
i to 1. v . nt

Mr.Davis stated that the testimony of the
witness was worthless unless the animus of j'• the witness w*.s ascertained.

Witness further testified that he had never j
iput ina bid for work the dam.

Mr. Neumann inquired if witness had
\u25a0 written the letter to the Colusa Suit before he
examined the dam. ..*'*.

The Chairman would not permit the wit- |
Iness to answer the question. *

Mr. Paiks remarked that the Chairman !
protected tbe witness, to which the Chairman |

;replied that that was just the fact. He did :
Iprotect the witness, and he wished Mr.Parks ,

to understand that he was there a3 a witness j

jand not as a member of the committee, and I
be did not propose to permit hiul to question

j the rulings of the Chair. Hp was there to pro-
;tect the witness, and all other witnesses, in I
ihis own way,and he did not wish any re- j
marks made inreference to his conduct.

Mr.Neumann further itquiitd,
"

How did j
you come to write that letter to Mr.Glas-
cock?"

The Chairman ruled the question out of
order onthe ground if incompetency, irrele-
vancy and immateriality.

Mr.Neumann appealed fromthe decision of
the Chair, and pave the reasons for his ap-
peal. His conduct in the Senate would be
!.a-f.d entirely on the facts elicited on the
investigation, and he wished to have all the
lit-ht thrown on it which waa possible. He
wished to ascertain what motives had
prompted the witness to write the letter. He
was further of the opinion that the Chairman
himself had asked questions touching his ob-
ject in writing the letter. Senators Davis
and Brown agreed with Senator Neumann
inhis opinionrelative to what the nature of
the questions mid be.

Mr. Chase said he cared nothing about the
motives which actuated him in writing the
letter. He wanted to findcut all the witness
knew about the dam, and nothing more.

Mr. Watson was in favor of permitting the
question to be asked. He thought the mo-
tive of the witness would to a great extent
explain the testimony.

Mr. Parks said he understood that the pri-
vate letter had bet banded to the commit-
tee, and given by the committee to the papers.

This the Chairman denied. He had teen

the letter as anindividual, but net as a mem-
ber of the committee.

Mr. Neumann's appeal was put to a vote,
and Senators Davis, Brown, Watson and
Neumann voted to sustain the appeal, and
Senators Johnson, Chase, Howell and Pool i
voted in the negative.

Mr. Watt moved that so much of the cv- :
idence of this witness as is not pertinent to ;

the investigation be stricken from the file.
Mr.Neumann seconded the motion, but by .

tacit agreement itwas not put.
Inreply to Mr. Neumann :Idon't know

what amount of work has been done by the

Mr.Davis, next called, was a farmer and i
live sixteen miles above Colusa. There were )

Packard

had not been there the water would have run

on to Mr. Glenn, on the levee between him
'

and Mr. Hempstreet. The water ran a i
quarter of a mile west and turned south ;
ran across Mr. Hempstreet's half a mile;
then on another gentleman's half a mile, 1
and then on Mr. Glenn ;then another gen-

'
tlemaa's named Hunt, living at Woodland, i
and then Mr.Bogga'. The lower portion of j
that work would not protect any of those !
men. Itwould protect Jo Hamilton. K,r; '
Mr.Hideout when he saw him ;didn't think
he knew him. Had been in his banking '•

office. Met Mr. Binney in the Capitol at [
the time the contracts were let. Mr. !
Binney did not directly tell him the terms

'
for which he wouldbe paid for the construc-
tion of levees on the east side of the Sacra- :
uiento river. Had told witness he would like j
him to take a contract on his own place. |
Witness responded that he wouldlike to take '\u25a0
iteven ifhe didnot make any money. Mr. ,!
Binney stated that he would get him the
contract so that he could make some money.

Jos. McCounell was next called :He lived
four miles north of Colusa, on the east side ,
of the Sacramento river. By occupation a ,
farmer. Knew wl.e.i work was done on the I
Sacramento by Davis & Packard. Lands |
protected by Davis were principally those of I
General Hamilton. Some other lands were
protected above them and also some below. I
The water passed over some other lands
where the levee broke. All he knew about |.
Packard's work was what the former had
told him, about the water pa-sing over the
widowHempstreet's land and on to Glenn's,
as describe! by the last witness. Knew
when Packard's work was done, and was
«li»&kine cf it from his own knowl-
edge. He had no land there. His was j
oa the east side of the Sacramento river.
He did work there, but did not get a con-
tract, although he, in concert with others,
tried to get some ina meeting heldat Prince-
ton. He had been told that all the workwas
to be done by one contractor. He had done
pork on his own firm for which he had
never been paid. Once on a visitto Marys-
ville, by the advice of the Resident Engineer,
after waiting for a day or so, he saw Mr.
Hideout, who told him to fee Mr. Binney,
as he was the capitalist. He saw the latter
and was told that he could not let any
contracts until he saw the farmers, and in
fact could not let any contracts, as
there was no money, in consequence of a
mistake in the calculations of the engineers
on the Yuba and Bear rivers, and that it
would take §15,000 more than estimated for
this work. He authorized the witness to tell
his neighbors to do the work, and he would
help them to get their pay from the State.
He was not told that they would be paid the
same as he himself was getting, but he would i

do what wes right. Nothing but surveying |
v.is done by tbe State on the east side of the j
Sacramento river, but the majority of the
people (I'd what they could on their levees
tie-.u.-e.ves. Itwas late inthe year when they
knew they would have to do it. Did not
know why work was done on the west and not
on the east side of the river. A part of the
work done then served the purpose, but a
part of the State levee on the west side of the
river had given away, in cocscquence of poor
work. The State levee was larcer than
any of the others. If Jo Hamilton had
not been us smart as he was and
a good lawyer he didn't think the work
wouldhave been done there ;yet he wouldn't
say that Hamilton's place was the only one
protected ;part of the levee was on the Lin-
c.lugrant and Bartlett's place. Did not know
how much work was done. Was satisfied th it

the work could have been let at a lower price
on the whole, by letting every man do his
own work, instead of having one man super-
intend it all, which was more than any one
man could do. It took a pretty smart man
to take care of fivemiles. That 100 feet of
the new levee had washed away. When the
break occurred the water was no higher than
at other points. For the last five or six
years, the water had been constantly grow-
ing higher in consequence of the erection of
levees and the rise of the sediment.

Mr.Parks stated that he intended to prove
that tbe sediment had settled for a depth of
three feet for the 10,000 feet before the set-
ties occurred ; that the dam had been suc-
cessfully maintained, and that but little ex-
pense would be required to put it in good
working condition.

On motion of Mr. Watson, the committee
adjourned tillFriday evening at 7 o'clock.

THE CITY DRAINAGE.
j An Open Letter to the city Board of Trus-

tees by Dr. I.E. Dwinell. "yX
Gentlemen :Allowme to address you in

Ithis public manner, as the subject is one of
|public interest, and IJ wish to reach you
| through the public, and the public through
Iyou. Isee that the drainage question is up
jagain, and with the present system itis likely
jto come up often. ; There seem to be insur-
!mountable difficultieswith our present sewer-
jage, inside the city and outside. The fall in
| the mains is quite insufficient, varying from

f six to eight inches in a block of 400 feet, i.c.,
lat most, only one inch in600. The connect-
|ing pipes in the alley.;, which are smaller

—
Iabout eight inches in diameter

—
have

-
a

:greater fall, or about one inch in 350.
jNow it is found by experience that a sewer-
Iage pipe one or two feet in diameter needs,
jto prevent the accumulation of deposits, a
jvelocity of not less than three feet to a sec-
jond, anil to secure this an inclination of
;about one" inch in 275. As we have not this
;fallin the small alley pipes, and not half of
itin the mains, we shall always be troubled
with accumulations in spite of the frequent
flushing of the pipes. And this difficulty
would be greatly increased if our houses were
generally constructed as the sanitary inter-
ests of the city require, so that the fluid
waste and fecal matters of the families were
discharged into the sewers instead of vaults
on the grounds. But ifour sewers had suffi-
cient fall and carrying capacity to discharge
allthe contents properly committed to them,
THE DRAINAGE CANAL IS ONLY A PESTILEN-

TIAL RECEPTACLE
At the back door of the city, whollyunable
to carry offwhat is intrusted to it,even now.
In times of high water it is filled with the
river overflow, or back-water, the outlet
twenty miles below being cut off, and the
current in the canal reversing its direction
and revisiting the lower parts of the city. At
such times, with no outflow and the sewers at
a standstill

—
as two years ago

—
the citysteeps

in itsown corruption ami breed:" pestilence.
And at best, when the riveris down insum-
mer and the canal has an cutlet, th» liquid
deposit in it is left to work its own slow,
winding way,expanding and contracting and
having every possible exposure to the heat of
the sun, through channels and marshes and
ponds and lakes, and into channels again, for
twenty miles, loading the air of the wind-
ward side of the city, where we are to look
for our healthful and inspiring breezes, with
poison, and by the many expansions and con-
tractions shaking out all the seeds of disease
possible among the wayside people. If the
sewage of the city must have this outlet, by
allmeans let it be carried, not as ifit were
something we wish to have affect us as much
as possible and were proud of, but in pipes or
a closely-covered canal, till it reaches the
open river.

HIT13 THERE NOT A BETTER WAY \u25a0--.-.-;
Allowme to make a suggestion as a con-

tribution to the discussion of this subject.
Let a cistern be sunk below the cityand near
the river, water-tight, and large enough and
deep enough to allow the contents of the sew-
ers to enter it so far below the surface of the
ground as to afford ample fallfor the effective
relief of the pipes when adjusted to that
grade ;then let a pump be employed to dis-
charge tbe contents into the river. At first
a ground discharging main at right angles
with the mains which are parallel with the
river

—
a reconstruction and continuation of

the present one on the north side of the li
street levee, but sunk lower and with a
greater fill

—
might be made toreceive their

contents and carry them to the reservdir.
Then as fast as new mains are made or the
old ones repaired, let them and the alley
pipes have the benefit of the greater fall thus
made possible. This would not involve
any great immediate expense, and no
greater future expense than we shall
be obliged to incur with the present sys-
tem tokeep the city inhabitable, and single
pumps, of less capacity than the Hollypumps
at the Water Works, would answer the pur-
pose. The sewerage when discharged in the
river at high water over the levee, at low
water through a pipe running into

—
would

be comparatively harmless, as there is no
back flow here from the tide, and there are
few people livingbelow near the city on the
banks of the river ;and whatever injury it
wouldbe in the river to the city or to them,
itis inconceivably more harmful now to both
when turned into an open plain and
STAGNATING UNDER THE NOSTRILS Of THE

CITY

And those living below, in one continuous
flow or counter 11 —crossing now this way
and now that, for twenty miles. And cer-
tainly itwouldbe no worse for us to utilize
the river as the carrier and at the same time
the concealer and neutralizer of the contents
of our sewers, than it is for St. Louis, Cin-
cinnati, Louisville, Albany, Troy, and other
inland cities situated on rivers. In time,
when fertilizers are in demand, the material
might be converted into "native guano,"
as in London or poudrette, as in
Amsterdam and Ley den, at a profit.
In this way we c uld have in time a city with
excellent sewerage, capable of carrying off
all the liquid waste and fecal matter of the
homes.and adding greatly to the comfort and
health of the city, and at comparatively im-
perceptible expense. Pumps are used in
London for lifting the sewage, and if our
river-bed is allowed to be raised up much
higher by the annual deposits from the mines,
itmay not be long before the river-bed will
be rai-Ail above the level of the drainage
pocket, and pumps willbe obliged to bs used
to relieve it., or we shall have below the city
a dead sea of putrefaction and destruction.
Iwould therefore suggest that this subject be
submitted to a competent engineer, and if
after ageneial examination be thinks favor-
ably of the plan, that he be employed to
make a detailed report on the method of car-
ryingitout, for the consideration of the Trus-
tees and the public. Truly yours,

Judge Denson in the Superior Court. The
followingprisoners pleaded guilty to informa-
tions against them, waived time and received
sentence :George Franks, for petit larceny,
sentenced to 90 days in the County Jail.
