DRAINAGE.

Once more Sacramento ha. the question
of drainage forced upon her attention by
winter storms, which, surrounding the
lower part of the city with water, render
the Drainage Canal ineffective, and force

back the contents of tli3 sewers upon the
yards and houses of the people. Had the
recommendations of the RECORD Union in

IS7S been adopted, and the outer system
of levees been built,instead of the Brighton
to V street system, the present inconveni-
ence and damage would have been largely

if not altogether avoided, for it would
then have been possible to discharge the
drainage into a wide open area beyond the
citylimits, and protected against inunda-
tion. A question of economy ruled against
this plan, though it had the preference cf
all the engineers. , It was thought cheaper
to build a small levee confining a small
area, even though the result of this con-
traction was to throw all the drainage in
flood seasons back upon the people
-who inhabit the southern portion of
the city. In fact it was another of
these penny-wise and pound- foolish
compromises which some people aro
co fond of simply because they cannot
see an inch

-
beyond their noses, If£any-

thing is plain now itis that we shall never
have effective drainage until we can raise it
by pumping above any flood hight, or until
vte can get rid of it in some other way

which does not involve the carriage of it
beyond the lity limits. As to objections
against putting it in the river, it is clear
that our correspondent "

Citizen
"

has not
observed which way the Sacramento flows,
or he would not have evolved the singular
idea that such a process would affect the
quality of our drinking water. What we
need is a means of raising our sewerage
above flood bights, but even before that is
done it willbe necessary to construct a ra-
tional and gcneral]systemVf sewer connec-
tions with the houses. At present our
sowers do not really drain the city, and it
is time they did.

MR. WASSON'S VAGRANT BILL.

Mr. Wasson thinks we were a littlehard
on his vagrancy bill,and lie points out, in
a communication, that the main features ofI
itare taken from similar measures which
have been adopted withsatisfactory results
inseveral other States. We have no fault
to find with Mr. Wasscn's effort to make
the tramps work. On ths contrary, we
are of opinion that any law which brought
about a consummation so devoutly to be
wished would be beneficent. What we
apprehend, however,' i« that in his laud-
able desire to pat down tramps he may ex-

pose other kinds of people, who are not
hastes htimani generis, to annoyance and
trouble. Oar strictures upon his billwent
mainly to the vagueness of its definitions,
and their exceeding breadth. J Itseemed
tons that under such a law almost anyone
might be clapped in jail and be forced to

make election between the equally unde-
sirable .positions of First, Second and
Third Class Vagrants. IfMr. Wasson will
so far amend his billas to remove allfears
on this score, and to render it certain that

Commissioners willnot be liable to arrest

and imprisonment withhard labor at thirty
- cents a day, we shall be glad to indorse
the general principle of the law. Itseems
to us possible to make it apply to tramps

so plainlythat 'there shall be co mistake
about the matter, but we are unwillingto
approve a law which in its present form
might subject a trave'er, commercial or

otherwise, or a politician or canvasser, or

in fact quite a number of comparatively

harmless people, to all the terrors of tbe

chain-gang.

THE RIVERS AND THE RAIN.

•>The storm which broke last evening was

one of the" heaviest that has occurred for :
many years, and it was distributed over a •

wide area. It raised all the streams to j
floodhight, and it produced that conjunc- j
tion of circumstances which in theory has j
long been supposed to be the most danger- I
ous. It has commonly been held that if
ever the Sacramento,

-
American, Yuba,

Feather and Bear rivers should be fellat

the same time, it would be impossible for
the Sacramento to carry its flood waters,

and that it would inevitably break out of
its banks, and cause an inundation perhaps
more disastrous than that of 1862.!This
theory seemed to be strengthened by the
fact that in 1878 the highest water ever
known in the Sacramento at this city was
reached at a time when the American,
Feather, Yuba and Bear rivers were com-
paratively low, and when there were many
extensive breaks in the levees and banks
both above and below Sacramento. Itwas

argued consequently that if so high
a stage of water waa possible under
these circumstances, the

-
addition to

the volume of the Sacramento of the
flood waters of the American and the other
rivers named would:necessarily produce a

deluge against which no defense wouldbe
of any use. But in the late storm allthe
conditions supposed to implya great flood
were fulfilled together, and yet there has
been no flood, and none is threatened. The
Sacramento has actually fallen short by
several inches of the flood hight of IS7S,
and yet itis carrying the full volume of
all its tributaries, and this without having
broken its banks to anything like the ex-
tent that itdid in the previous year. Itis
evident that popular apprehension has been
at fault, and in what direction was shown

by Captain Eads when he was here last
summer. The truth is that, paradoxical as
itmay appear at first sight, the more water
there is ina river channel the easier itwill
be carried. The problem in fact is one of

velocities. When the Sacramento, in
IS7B, carrying little more than its own
flood waters, attained so great a hight, it

'

was because of, and not in despite of, the
numerous breaks which were made in its
banks. These breaks permitted so much
water to flow off as to diminish the
velocity of the current, and conse-

quently the discharge capacity of the
stream, and through this paralysis
of the current the water was enabled as it
were to pile up in the channel until it
reached an alarming height. But when,
as now, the fullvolume of the American,
the Feather, the Yuba and the Boar rivers,
are poured into the Sacramento, the result
is to increase the velocity of the current
proportionately, and to augment not only
the drainage capacity but the scouring
capacity of the river. Of course there must

be a limitto this process. If fresh floods
were poured down all the tributary
streams, a point Would be reached at which
the increase of velocity could not keep pace

with the addition to the volume, and then
the river would break its banks and spread
itself over the country. The determina-
tion of this point must depend principally
upon the degree of sediment carried in
solution bythe river, forthis sediment pro-
duces a friction which at a certain stage
would limitthe velocity of the current.

There is a very important lesson inthis
experience, and it bears directly upon the
engineering woiks, the continuance of
which is now being debated by the Legis-
lature. Ithas been shown that the theory
of Captain Eads was sound ;that the way
to make the rivers carry their flood waters

is to increase their velocity and confine
their channels. Their velocity may be
increased in more than one way._ We
have just seen it done by increasing the
volume of water to be carried. It may
also be accomplished, however, by dimin-
ishing the amount of sediment to bo car-
ried, and this is what the brush dams are
intended to do. Velocity maj be increased,
inother words, by increase of momentum,

or by diminution ot" friction. Nature is
at present employing the first method, and
the State Engineer has adopted the
second, because it was the only one
within his reach. We are now made to
perceive that the way to make a river carry-
its flood waters is not to divide them.
That method checks the velocity of the
current and disables the stream from doing

a fullamount of discharge work. This is

what happened in IS7B. The Sacramento
was then scarcely confined to its banks,
and as a result the water rose higher than
it had ever done before, though itmust be
perfectly evident that the river was not

then carrying half as much water as it is
at this moment. The secret of safety

therefore is plain enough. It is to keep
the river in its channel, and so to deepen
that channel by promoting scouring that
there willbe as little friction as possible.
It all the debris could be kept out of
all the tributaries of the Sacramento
there can be no doubt that it would be
able to carry almost twice as much water
as now, and if even a part of the debris
is held back, it will,if well leveed, in a
short time make for itself so deep a chan-
nel that all danger of destructive floods
will be averted. This demonstrates the
srentific accuracy of the methods which
have been recommended by the State and
consulting engineers, and which have been
to a small extent applied. Of course it
would be hopeless to expect that the Sacra-
mento could be kept withinits banks, or
that it could co its duty, if no further
attempts were made to impound the

'
heavier debris inthe mountains.- - . . .

THE WHEAT QUESTION.
Some San Francisco commercial papers

have questioned the accuracy of the esti-
mate made by this journal in regard to the
quantity of wheat on hand in the State.
As these journals have no basis to support
them but the figures put forward by the
San Francisco Produce Exchange, and as

these figures arc not verified in any way,

we see no reason for altering our opinion.
The Produce Exchange professes to have
made oareful inquiry. Ifit has done so
it most be in a position. to . tell the
public where the 800,000 tons of wheat
which it claims to be in the State are
situated. Evidently if it can show
that such a quantity of grain is stored in
suoh and such warehouses, at such and
such points, it will have proved its c ,se.

But evidently no statement less precise
and less capable of being tested is of
any practical value. We are

'
not

-
will-

ing to accept the unverified and irresponsi-
ble a -S-Ttion of an organization which has
a notorious interest in depressing the price
of wheat, on a question ofjthis kind. We
do not pretend to be in the possession of
accurate information as to the quantity of
wheat in the State, but we know enough
to be convinced ... that the estimate
ot the J Produce Exchange is a gross
exaggeration. We can :' account for co
more than 350,000 toJ 400,000 tons in the
principal warehouses, and as itis to be pre-
sumed that allthe wheat of the last crop is
now in store, we cannot see where it is
possible tofind400,000 tons more. ..But if
there are immense quantities cf wheat in

istore which we have overlooked we shall be'glad to publish the fact as soon as it is
\u25a0 demonstrated, and we should think that if
j the Produce Exchange wishes to convince'
the farmers that it had no ulterior motive

,in putting forward its recent high estimate
:of the surplus crop, it would lose no time
|in giving the facts upon which that esti-
jmate was based. Itis unfortunately true
| that the State Agricultural Society has
failed to gather the statistics of wheat, and
that the Grangers have equally neglected
this important work. One result of this
neglect is that they have to depend upon
loose guesses and haphazard estimates,
and that even when, as at present,
statements are made which appear to fly
in the face of all probability, they have
not the data at hand for ascertaining
the truth. We hope that it willbe im-
possible for any journal to make such a
criticism as this a year hence, however. The
interests of the farmers are such that itis a
matter of vital importance for them to
know the extent of the surplus crop con-
tinually,and their present experience will
no doubt impel them to take measures for
supplying so serious a hiatus in their busi-
ness equipment.

The Proposed Pacific Coast Harbor of
Refuge. .-'.:';; "J

Washington, January 30_h.
—

The Senate,
a few days ago, on motion of Mr.Farley,
adopted a resolution calling on the Secretary
of the Treasury for a copy of the report made
by Professor Augustus G. Rodger., of the
United States Coast Survey, on the subject
of the proposed harbor of lefuge to be con-
structed on the Pacific coast, at the most
suitable location, somewhere between San
Francisco and the Straits of Fuca. The de-
sired copy willbe furnished to the Secretary
of the Treasury by the Coast Survey office,
and transmitted to the Senate early this
week. Meanwhile your coirespondent pre-
sents the following summary of its principal
points: The subject was investigated i.by
Badgers at the request of the Pacific Coast
Board of Army Engineers, and his elabor-
ate and valuable report is addressed to
Colonel C. S. Stewart. He considers at the
outset, as the most prominent general ques-
tions involved, first, the geographical forma-
tion of the Pacific Coast relative to natural
harbors ;second, the meteorology < f the sec-
tion of coast to which the inquiry is directed,
and third, the routes of commerce now exist-
ing and the future probability of changing.
Attention is called to the fact that between
the Straits of Fuca and San Francisco bay

—
a distance covering nearly eleven degrees of
latitude

—although there are numerous sum-
mer anchorages, there is not a single harbor
of safe access toa vessel indistress during the
southerly winds of winter. Itis next shown
that any harbor of refuge located with regard
to the interests of any port or fleet on this
coast should be placed to the north
of that port or fleet, for the reason
that the storm winds are always from the
south, while the return fair weather is
marked by northwest and northerly winds.
Inother words the storm-bound vessel should
be able to run to leeward for safety. Simi-
larly itis noted that the first local requisite
of a harbor of refuge should be the general
safety of approach from the seaward. After
completing his general argument, Professor
Rodgers furnished statistics of trade . and
routes of the Pacific coasting vessels, and
proceeds to make a detailed comparison of
the different localities proposed for the har-
bor of refuge. Finally, he recapitulates the
conclusions at which he has arrived, as fol-
lows :

As compared with Cape Gregory, Trinidad would
be more commodious, would be much nearer to the
bulk of the coasting commerce during the southerly
gales, equally easy of general approach, and much
more readily entered with southerly winds and de-
parted from with northwest winds. An equal ex-
penditure would inclose a more protected area at
Trinidad than at Gregory. As compared with Port
Orford, Trinidad is less commodious. The skeleton
harbor of Orford is on a lanrer scale. As toprox-
imityand easy approach for the bulk of the coast-
ing commerce, Trinidad is largely superior to Port
Orford. Trinidad turnno outlying dangers ;Orf..rd
lias dangerous reefs on the south. An equal expen-
diture as Trinidad would include a larger protected
area than Orford. As compared with Crescent City,
Trinidad is much more commodious, itis nearer, and
would be more accessible to the bulk of the coasting
commerce during southerly gales. itis more easy
of general approach, an.l could be entered with less
risk at all times. An equal expenditure at Trinidad
would inclose a more protected area than at Cres-
cent City. The general facilities for constructing a

age harbor refuge at Trinidad Ibelieve to be
greater than at any of the localities named. _ ILave
the honor, Colonel, through you, to submit to the
Board of Engineers my general conclusions in favor
of Trinidad Bay as being the wost suitable location
for a harbor rtiugc on the Pacific coast south of tie

A \oiis- nMcal and Chimerical Scheme.

The papers

for tome days have been filledwith dispatches
from New York petting forth the prospec'.s
and Intentions of the Continental Double-
TrickRailroad from New York to Omaha,
witha spur running to Chicago. A Tribune
reporter, who had already interviewed Solon
Humphrey, President of the Wabash line,
and had been assured by him that the scheme
was nonsensical and chimerical, to-day talked
withvarious other railroad men who had no
personal interest in the matter, and found
them unanimous in the same belief.
The road would coat a vast sum of
money, as its proposed route is through
the high mountains of New Jersey and
Pennsylvania, and the bondholders could
have no hope for a speedy return for their
investments. The opposing lines would at
once reduce rates below the piices fixed by
the proposed company, and being well estab-
lished and having a paying local business,
would quickly bring itto terms and compel
a pooling arrangement or sale of the road.
The projectors are not very prominent in
railroad nor financial matters, and the alleged
capital of §100,000,000 _3 pronounced to be
as mythical as the road itself.

HB-JffiiG Sounds feom the Sun.
—

Comptes Rendu! forNovember 2d informs
us that Professor Bell and JM. Janssen
have attempted to hear with the photo-
phone the sounds believed.to accompany
the rapid commotions taking place in the
solar photosphere. The experiments were
made at the observatory of Meudon, a
selenium cylinder being placed in different
parts of an image of the sun some two feet
in diameter. . No very conclusive results
were obtained, but M. Janssen has further
suggested that a sort of concentrated effect
might be obtained by passing a number of
successive photographs of a sun-spot across
a beam of light, the variations of the in-
tensity of the beam producing sounds when
they fallupon the sensitive "photophonic
pile" of selenium. Further experiments
in this direction are still in progress, in
the result of which the scientific world is
eagerly interested. If success should at-
tend their efforts, it would be one of the
most (wonderful achievements of. science
ever accomplished, and inthe lightof what
has already been done, it is perhaps nothing
more than may reasonably be expected.
