What the Legislature Is Doing— Analysis

of Bills Introduced.
CRIMINALAPPEALS.

A. B. 290 (by Mr. Paulk)- Amends Section 1235
Penal Cove:Either party in a criminal action
(amounting to a felony) [prosecuted by indictment
or information ina Court of record] may appeal to
the Supreme Court on questions of law alone, as
prescribed in this chapter. The words in parenthe-
sis are in the law and omitted in this bill. Tbe
words inbrackets are the further amendments.
r'f PLEDGED PROPERTY.

A. B. 280 (by Mr. Hale)- Repeals Section 3006,
Civil Code, which provides that a pledgee cannot
sell the evidence of debt except obligations of gov-
ernments, States or corporations, but may collect
same when due.

COWS AND MILK.

S. B. 249 (by Mr. Gorman)— person to keep
cows for the production of milk for market, or for
sale or exchange, in a crowded or unhealthy con-
dition, or feed the same on food that produces im-
pure, diseased or unwholesome milk.

RAPE.
S. B. 251(by Mr. Lampson)— a new section

to the Penal Code and amends Section 220. Rape is
now punishable by imprisonment for not less than
five years. Assault to rape, one to fouiteen years.
The present billmakes rape on a female child under
15 punishable by death ;assault to rape, lifeimpris-
onment.

BONDS ON GOODS.
S. B. 246 (by Mr.' Gorman, by request)— Man-

ufacturers to brand their goods, showing whether
made by Caucasian or Mongolian labor. No goods
made in the state to be sold unless so marked. Vio-
lation punished as for misdemeanor, half the fine to
the informer.

SEA WATER WORKS.
A.B. 236 (by Mr. O'Connor)— enable cities and

counties of the first-class to maintain sea water
works to protect the sanitary condition. Allthe de-
tails of accomplishing this are set out in 21 sections.

CHASGINO NAMES.
A.B. 290 (by Mr.Whipple)— Section 1276

of the Code of CivilProcedure, so that applications
for change of names must be made to the Superior
Court instead of County Court. It adds to the sec-
tion that corporations ether than municipal may
apply tohave the name changed, etc

COSTS.
A.B. 297 (byMr.Matthews ofSan Benito)—

Sections 1147 and 144S Penal Code, making more
forcible the law requiring prosecutor to pay costs
where the Court finds the prosecution malicious or
without probable cause.

GAS.
A.B. 161 (by Mr. Gilmore)— Any person or com-

pany whose business itis to supply water or gas for
use shall furnish and atlixmeters to the pipes of
the consumers, whenever needed orrequired tor the
measurement thereof, at their own expense. Un-
lawful forany such person to compel the payment
of any money by any consumer for furnishing or
affixingthe meters. Violation misdemeanor.

PURCHASERS STATE LANDS.
A.B. 284 (by Mr. Holden)

—
Allapplications made

before the codes took effect for the purchase of
lands from the State of California under Section 4 of
the Act of IS7O shall be held good and valid where
the land applied for has been sold by the State, in
whole or in part, as evidenced bya certificate of ap-
proval, receipted by the County Treasurer, ora cer-
tificate of purchase to the applicants, and the title
of the Stute is to be vested in said applicants or
their assigns upon making payment in fulltherefor ;
provided, the purchasers are not in arrears for in-
terest or taxes on the land. Where the land so ap-
plied forhas not been sold, in whole or inpart, ap-
plications made under the said fourth section shall
not be deemed good for more than 320 acres to any
one applicant, who must make an affidavit within
three months from the passage of this Act that he
has not entered any of the school lands granted to
this State, which, with the lands he is now seeking
topurchase, exceeds 320 acres.

OPIUM SMOKING.

A.B.307 (by Mr. O'Connor)— new sections
to the Penal Code, prohibiting the keeping ofopium
smoking houses, o. to give or sell opium to any for
smoking ;makes itunlawful for anyone to smoke
opium in the place where obtained, or to prepare it
to be smoked, or anyone to allow any of these things
to be done onhis premis- 9, or those under his con-
trol.
