San Francisco, January 31st.— Richard

A.Proctor, the celebrated English astrono-
mer, now in the city en route from Australia
to England, lecture 1 to an appreciative audi-
ence at Mercantile Library Hall this evening
on

The Planets." In the course of the lect-

ure the distinguished gentleman referred at
length to the predictions that have gained
circulation relative to the alleged conse-
quences to follow the planetary conjunctions
of 1880 and 1881, which he characterized as
absolute nonsense— the work of either fools
or charlatans, and a repetition of the super-
stitions of the middle ages. Similar conjunc-
tions accurred in 1100, 1133 and 1722, and
would take place again without creating any
of the influences attributed to them. Mr.
Proctor paid a tribute to American institu-
tions, and expressed a hope that at no distant
day he would become a citizen of the Re-
public.

They were nearly
across when the buggy was upset and the men
thrown out in the water and both were
drowning, when Quivy jumped and succeeded
in dragging Shurrick, who was about dead,
to the shore. At the' tame time Johnny
Pear!, a young man aged about 24, a nephew
of John Pearl, dairyman, started in to save
SofaoU. The latter reached a logand held on
until he was afterward rescued, but Pearl
was seized witha cramp and drowned. His
billyhas not yet been recovered. Pearl was
an excellent swimmer, and although advised
not to go in, was confident, and as a conse-
quence lost his life.

A Mexican in La L'tz canyon and the inter-
preter of the Tiirloresreservation were found
dead. Forty Indian? have left the reserva-
tion. Itis generally believed that there are
not less than 200 Indians, in bands of from
ten to twenty,"on the warpath, aad that not
less than f:rtvpeople have been murdered by
them during thilost fifteen days. The mili-
tary appear to be doing absolutely nothing.
