Professor Proctor's Lecture.

Pro-
fessor E. A. Proctor, the eminent English
astronomer, is to lecture before the Sacra-
mento Literary Institute this evening on
astronomy. His lecture willba illustrated
with views shown through the medium of the
stereopticon. Professor Proctor is now en
rout., for London from an eight-months' lec-
ture and observation tour inAustralia and
New Zealand. He was inSan Francisco last
spring on his way.out, and efforts were made
to have him lecture here then, but failed, and
butone lecture probably can be secured now.
He ha3made three visits to the United States,
in1873, 1875 and _9-80, and inthat timede-
livered nearly 150 lectures. He is a speaker
of eloquent powers, is fluent, and possesses
the art of deeply interesting his auditors in
whatever he has to say. In an extended re-
view of lii-ilecture course, an Eastern journal
thus concisely sums up :"Professor Proctor
is not only one of the greatest of living as-
tronomers, but is fortunate in having the
poser of imparting knowledge inadegree not
.quailed by any living astronomer. His
style is as lucid as the light with which he
deals so largely."

THE GREAT FLOOD.

Continuation of the High Water—
mento Safe— Broken Levees.

There was an increased hight of the river
yesterday, as anticipated at the time of writ-
ing the last report. After marking 20 feet
during the previous afternoon and night, it

rose yesterday, until between 9 and 10 o'clock
a. _!. itreached on the gauge at the foot of X
street 26 feet 1inch, the same as the highest

point marked on the day previous. There
were various reports, and statements incircu-
lation during the day that ithad reached a

much higher point, but the above is the cor-
rect register made at the phce named. At

the gauge in the center of the river above the
bridge, which is not upon the same level
with that at X street, several inches higher

were shown, but the previous records of high

water are all based upon the one here given.
From about 10 a. m. yesterday the river soon
fellto 26 feet, where it remained during the
day and last evening without change, There
was stillgreater interest manifested yester-
day inthe condition of the river than onany
previous day, and not a little anxiety was
also displayed on the part of many who vis-
ited the city front and railroadbridge to wit-
cess the unusual scene. Nothing, however,
transpired in connection with ._f.,rs

the city defenses

To give cause for apprehension. Trustee
Davis states that between O and Vstreets a
careful inspection was made yesterday ani
men kept on the watch to guard against any
weak point.-i which might develop. Inthe
neighborhood ofP and < > streets sipage water
was found on the inside of the levee, which
was stopped by the use of bags filledwith
earth, and also some other littleplaces were
thus strengthened. Mr.Davis says the levee
along the city front and to the Vstreet levee
is in good condition. Some gopher holes
were found and stopped just beyond Vstreet,
in front of Drainage DistrictNo. 1.

On the south side of the city the water
is running freely from Burns1 slough through
the V street levee at Sixteenth street,
The water backing up from the south of the
city has not yet interfered at this point, .and
His thought willnot for some days to come.
Arrangements have been made, however,
with the Italian gardeners at that place,
which occupy the property of Mrs. Gregory,
to watch closely the situation, and as soon as
the back water reaches V street to fillthe
opening. They have 250 sacks filled with
earth lying at the levee ready to do this
work as soon as found necessary.

TBS sixthSTREET tunnel
Through Y-street levee, which was closed a
few days since to shut out the water from be-
low, as also the discharge opening at Eighth
street, was found yesterday to be leaking,
and the Trustees had ten teams hauling
dirt and filling in these openings so as
to make them entirely secure. Carle &
Croly were yesterday engaged in making a
heavy platform, for the location of the ma-
chinery, engine and pumps for pumping the
water over the levee in accordance withtheir
contract just entered into withthe Board of
Trustees. ;The engine has been taken
as far as Ninth and Vstreets, and willbe
placed in position to-day and pumping com-
menced. . This, it is expected, will draw off
all the accumulated water ;west of Ninth
street. The Trustees have notified the con-
tractors that they willbe expected to pump
over the levee continuously an amount of wa-
ter not less than that which wouldfilla pipe
of four feet indiameter. \u25a0"*

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THE NORTH LEVEE.

Anexamination of the north levee yester-
day, as far up as the beet sugar works,
showed itto be, with one exception, in good
condition. That exception is a point just be-
yond Mr.Hopping* place, where the water
has made a cut into the face of the levee for
a distance of thirty feet, leaving an abrupt
bluff. In case a strong north windshould
spring up and drive the water against this
bluff,itwouldbe liable tocreate a stillgreater
cave. The place should bs filledin with sand-
bags, and on the waters receding, should be
rebuilt and the slope restored.

From Burns' place (which is about two-
thirds the way from the American river rail-
road-bridge trestle to the beet sugar works),
up to the old sugar factory, no water was yes-
terday, at liP. M., found along the base of the
levee at all. In other words, the liver di.'.
not reach to the foundations of the levee.

Mr. Burn? stated that at his place the
highest water was experienced Tuesday, and
he added that the levee would then have
stood fullyseven feet more of water. Atthe
railroad trestle-work the water was found to
have fallen four feet from the highest mark
attained this season. The Water is running
through the trestle slowly, the current being
very weak, and little or no drift-wood ap-
pearing. Just where the north levee turns
from the line of the railroad and makes east
there is a road crossing over and leading to
Smith's gardens, near the base of the outer
slope of the levee. On this road is a
bridge <yer a slough running into the
American. At the high water of 1878
the indications were that the roadway near
and beyond the bridge wouldwash away, and
a gully be formed by enlargement of the
slough. Inthe spring of 1830 the water for
a long time was so high beyond the bridge as
to prevent passage. Now the waters have
left large deposits of sand where itwas feared
a gully would be worn out, and there has
been no cutting away at all, whilethe bridge
has not been swept away. So, too, above the
railroad trestlework sand bars are already
appearing above the water. These facts are
considered significant, and to indicate a build-
ing upby the river on this side against itself.

FROM THE TRESTLE
Down to Eider's place the levee would have
stood from seven toeight feet more of water,
in the opinion of Daniel Flint, who has had
much levee experience. At Eider's place
yesterday the river had fallen thirty inches,
and slow currents prevailed. From 'Rider's
down to the railroad shops the levee would
have stood, according to Mr,Flint's measure-
ment, from four to five feet more water than
has yet been upon it. This corresponds with
the measurements of the Record-Union's
representative, made at the time the water
was highest during the storm. Atthe pres-
ent time the levee between the points named
would stand .lix feet more of water on the
average. Daniel Flint, whose interests are
immediately connected with the levees of
District No. 1, below this city, yesterday ex-
amined the north levee, and pronounced itin
fine condition. He saw no yellow sipage
water,

'
but all the Pipage was black, de-

noting alkali soil below. He saw no
sipage to occasion alarm or indicate soften-
ingof the levees. He saw no gopher holes
or evidences of weakness ;on the contrary,
it is such a massive and substantial super-
structure as to excite his warm admiration.
Mr.Flint, speaking from a long experience
in levee protection, coincides with.the sug-
gestions already made in these columns that
the levee should be well patrolled, and the
men should be provided with means at hand
to close gopher holes as they develop. Some-
times these are suddenly made manifest, and
if time is lost in sending for tools, sand-
bags and workmen, the situation may be-
come hazardous. As an example, Mr.Flint
relates that yesterday on the levee of Dis-
trict No. 1. about midway between the old
Lovdallbreak and V street, where the levee
had been thoroughly searched for gopher
burrows and it was agreed there were none,
a large section of the levee suddenly gave
way and slid out on the inside, leaving a
dangerously thin wall of earth alone to resist
the pressure of the river. Had itgiven way
the section along and below V street must
have been

ALMOST INSTANTLY FLOODED. if
Indeed, the levee remaining was so thin that
the workmen feared to enter the place to re-
pair it. This cave was the result of a, gopher
burrow, where the rascally rodent had gone
into the levee from the inside about half-
way up, then burrowed downward and river-
ward three feet, and then on a parallel with
the river through the center of the levee a
longdistance. The sipage water accumula-
ted in this burrow and was held there by the
high outlet to it until the whole bank was
weakened as described. The damage was
repaired withgreat difficulty and the situa-
tion saved by men and ready-filled sand-bags
being close at hand. Trustee Davis was
asked yesterday concerning the patrolling of
the levees. He replied that he had arranged
for the patrol of the Front-street levee, and
supposed it was watched. The Record-
Union statement of yesterday showed that
no watchmen could be found on itfrom mid-
night to 2 a. m. yesterday. Mr.Davis has
accordingly now arranged for two watchmen
fromO street to V street, and proposes to
see that these men are found on duty here-
after. From O street north along Front he
relies upon the patrol of the police depart-
ment. On the north levee he says he has
placed a patrol from Seventh street to
Brighton, consisting of three men withhorses
and with lanterns. If occasion for alarm oc-
curs one of these is to proceed to the city and
give notice, and the others remain at the
point of danger. He says he has on hand a
plentiful supply of sand-bags, the greater por-
tion being stored inCrocker's railroad ware-
house. Mr. Davis expressed the opinion that
the whole north levee is secure, and that no
danger need be apprehended from that quar-
ter, but he should see that a strict watchover
itis maintained.

Two gentlemen were yesterday afternoon
inquiring for the Mayor to inform him that
the son of one of them had overheard two
fellowstalking about whata fine chance there
would be for stealing in case the city levees
should break. :

A force of men went there yesterday to place
canvas ever the ends of the levees at each side
of the breaks to prevent further cutting.

Ameeting is to be held to-day at Oak Hall
to consider the situation, and decide whether
an effort shall be made to close the breaks.
A quite general opinion is expressed among
property owners of the district, that itwould
be impracticable to make an effort to close
them until the river is lower. The levee at

villi's ranch ;r_maias in good condition
but for about three hundred feet immediately
this side, the water was found to be pouring
through several gopher holes, and these were
stopped. Alarge force of men are patroling
the levee. The water along the drainage
canal raised about a foot yesterday, and
backed up much more towards the city.

MATTERS IN WASHINGTON
Became very much more serious yesterday.
At about 6 o'clock in the morning the Hoag-
land levee gave away about 500 feet east of
the Todhunter break, and soon an opening of
100 feet was made. Atfirst the watersimply
over-topped the leves, but soon itcommenced
to break through, and all efforts to stop it
were abandoned. Before night the opening
had extended to about -100 feet, and was cut-
ting at each side quite rapidly. Itwas also
feared that more of the levee would break
nearer Washington. Soon after the flooding
of Washington commenced Mr. Hoagland
removed his family and furniture from his
house just south of the break, and soon
Washington became like a sea and could
only be visited in boats. The water last
evening was from four to six feet deep and
still rising. Thus far no current is felt in the
town, which prevents carrying away build-
in;:*aud doing other similar damage.

The railroad track between Washington
and Davis is submerged a distance of three or
four miles, and no further trains can be run
that way at present. Allrailroads on that
side are in workingorder beyond Davis, ex-
cept at Napa. Itis thought that a boat may
be put into service between Washington and
Davis, but this has not yet been definitely
determined upon. The breaks below Wash-
ington remain about the same as at last re-
port. Some small leakages through the
levees commenced, but were repaired.

DOWN THE RIVER.
Dispatches from Courtland last evening

stated that the levee on Elk slough broke
yesterday afternoon, and that water was
running inupon Merritt Island rapidly. It
also stated that the levee on the east side of
the river five miles below there cannot hold ;
that men had been working on itall day, but
had given itup, and that the river continued
to rise rapidly. It also stated that Grand
Island was all right yet, but could not stand i
itmuch longer ifthe water continued to raise.
There was back-water up to the levees all
along the river on the east side, but itwas not
rising.

A letter was received from C.E. Miller,at '.
Walnut Grove, as follows : Itcommenced '
raining here about 0 o'clock P. M.Thursday,
January 27th, and continued, almost without
intermission, until Sunday noon, when it
partially cleared. We have had a few slight \u25a0

showeis since. Most of the ranches are en-
tirelysubmerged. The ranchers in the lower
portion of the county are about to adopt a
new order of things ;they intend hereafter
to raise their vegetables, as well as various ,
other agricultural products, on trees. Cot- ,
tonwood and willow willbe mostly used, for
the reason that the water does not retard
their growth— they live and thrive in the
water as wellas out of it. And to prevent
their levees being washed away, they intend
hereafter to build their levees on trestle-work :

so highup that the water willnot reach them."
'

THE NEWS FROM UP THE RIVER
Shows levees broken, the country to be
flooded, and great loss of stock and damage
to other property. The captain of the
steamer C. M.Small, who came down from
Marysville yesterday, says that the water
was falling at Marysville when he left there, ,
but dispatches received last night report ]

heavy rains above there again, and that the I

river was rising. The captain of the Small
says that the levee from Mike Bryte's to :
Fremont is nearly all gone, and that the long !
ridge of land above that point was covered ,
for the first time ever known. He reports (

that cattle and stock were to be seen stand-
ing ingroups wherever there were high plats ]
of ground, and that boats had been sent to
gather them up. The water covers all the

'
country in that direction, and the scene is a

'
desolate one. j

The train between here and San Francisco
willhereafter, for the present, go by way of

'
Stockton, Tracy and Antioch, and a new
time-table willgo into effect to-day, as fol-
lows:The East-bound express willleave San
Francisco at 8 a. m. daily, instead of 0:30
A. M., as heretofore. It willarrive here at
2:40 P. M.,instead of 1:45 P. m., as formerly,
and willleave at 3 P. M.

The weather yesterday at this point was
cloudy and warm, with slight rain at times,
which continued during the evening. At
1 o'clock this morning itwas raining here
very heavily, and abo in the mountains, with
prospects of still higher water. The river at
1o'clock remained steady at 26 feet.

Marysville, February 2d.

The rain
ceased a little after 8 o'clock P. 11., but
began again early this morning, and has

jbeen steadily falling all day, with a pros-
pect of continuance. Nearly. of an inch

The Yuba
and leather rivers felt the impulse of yester-
day's rain, both streams rising slowly all day,
