IGNORANCE.

A Senator rose inhis place yesterday to

make a speech in favor of repealing the
Drains Act, and in the coarse of it he
observed that in his opinion the present
inundation of the Sacramento valley de-
monstrated tiiO failure of the plans of the
engineers. Itis not an easy matter to deal
with ignorance 80 dense and hopeless as
this Senator exhibited. Itis unfortunately
only too plain that lie has whollymiscon-
ceived the character and objects of the
work.; which have been undertaken ;th.it
he knows literally nothing about
the subject ; yet that hois willing to vote
against the continuance of measures which
ha has not taken the pains to examine
in tho most superficial manner. We are
almost ashamed to recapitulate the ele
mentary facts whiclithis Senator has failed
to master, but since it is evidently neces-
sary itmust be done. Itis not, then, and
never has been, supposed by the engineers,
or intended, that the brush dams which
they built would hold back the water. They

were not meant to diminish the flow of
the rivers across which they were placed,
and consequently they couldnot have made
any difference whatever to the bight of the
water in the valley. How, therefore, the
present inundation can be regarded as indi-
cating the failure of the works, itis impossi-
ble toconceive. The dams were constructed
for no other purpose than to check the
velocity of the current, and cause it to de-
posit the heavier portion of the debris it
carried in solution. If they hive accom-
plished this they have entirely fulfilled
their function?, and nothing more can be
expected of them. That they have done
this has already been proved in the clearest
manner. It seems further necessary to
say that the plans of the engineers have
not yet been half tested. Those plans
comprehend simultaneous action upon the
upper aid lower sections of the

rivers to be treated. They embrace a
system of levees, of stopping superfluous
channels and straightening tortuous ones,
below this city, as wellas a system of dams
above. Itis absolutely impossible for any
man to determine whether these plat:3 will
provcunsuccessful untilthey have been fully
tested. Itis perfectly safe to assume that
they willnot fail, because the principles
adopted have often been applied elsewhere,
and always with success, iand because,
which is the main consideration, they rest

upon natural laws, the uniformityand per-
sistency of which are indubitable. Nor
would the present failure of the dams,
supposing that they had failed, be an
argument against the system of which
they formonly a small part. The problem
to be solved is not merely the holding
back of the debris. Itinvolves the restora-

tion of its full carrying capacity to the
Sacramento river;and bo high an author-
ity as Captain Eads has stated in his report
that if the measures now in progress are
carried out fully, the Sacramento will
carry whatever volume of water may be
put into it without breaking out of its
banks. That is the consummation to be
sought, and so far is it from being true

that the present flood is a proof of the
failure of the engineer's plans, that
if those plans had been

'
carried to

completion before the late storms, it is a

just assumption that the flood would not

have happened at all. It is to prevent

such inundations that these works are de-
manded, and thit they willproduce that
result we have the most trustworthy guar-

antees. We regret to be compelled to

take honorable gentlemen to task for their

slipshod statements ; but when men iv

whose hands great interest and great re-

6ponsibilities rest neglect the plain duty of

informing themselves upon the questions

which they undertake to discuss and adju-

dicate, they have no right to complain if

th.y are rebuked for their indolence and

presumption.

Here, then, we have a fresh proof of the
fact that no body of ordinarilyintelligent

It is very significant
j that every attempt to investigate the sub-
ject thu3 far has resulted in the same way.

other Land we see that the moment men
resolve to inquire into it thoroughly they
become converts to the views which the
engineers have advanced. The attempts
of the opponents of remedial action to

prejudice the case by casting suspicion
Iupon the honesty and competency of the

Drainage Commissioners, have onlybrought
iinto sharper relief the strict integrity with
which those gentlemen have discharged
their duties. The efforts .to ridicule the
methods proposed have only resulted in
demonstrating the scientific soundness of
the principles rc!ie.l upon, and in calling
a .<n son to the positive indorsement of the
scheme given by engineers of tuch assured
I putation as Ccneral Alexander, Culocel
Mendell and Captain E_'ls.

When, as in this ca^?, all the results of
candid inquiry, and allthe conclusions of
sjie^ce, point one way, there can remain
no doubt as to vthere the right lies. The

iy in calling to its aid the
experience and skillof celebrated engineers,
and having obtained their views, aud hav-
ing secured a plan of remedial action ap-

Iby them, it would be childish folly
ti) throw away all that has been thus
gained, upon no better excuse than the op-

CARD FROM MAYOR TURNER.

A Full Statement Concerning the Finan-
\u25a0 cial Condition of the City.

j laaccordance with a hint ia my card of
this morning; Iwish to make a statement to

the citizens of Sacramento inreference to the
debt. Idmany respects it is a simp ques-
tion, in other? rather complex in its nature.
Ifiad, by conversing with• various parties,
that there is a prevalent belief that itcan be
gotten ridof in some way without paying it
ia lull,either by absolute repudiation or by
compromise. The fust v, it baa been in a
channel of compromise for several years past.
Some $750,000 is already paid and obliterated
by the operation of what is known as the
'• Funded Debt Commission," but there is
stillleft$1,100,000 inbonds, and accrued in-
terest amounting to some $600, 0C0.. Then
in a very vague and indefinite notion in the
public mind as to howthis debt was originally
created. All have heard of the disasters
against which this community has had to
struggle in the enrly history of this city. It
became apparent very early in' its history
that without some system of levee defenses
itwouldbe at the mercy of the annul Iflood.
Consequently, prior to1854, some $600,0 iiad
already been txpendei upon levee*, wbic:; had
toba met by the issuance of bonds bearing ten
per cent, per annual interest. Water- works

idto be instructed to supply water to the
citizens, at au expense of something over
. _\u25a0 ,000, tor which bonds were also u-saed.
Ia addition to this from oue cause or other,
the taxes raised were utterly inadequate to
qi •: the exj>en3es of the city. :

This condition of things i.v.lel until the
year 185$. The expenses on levee-s streets,
etc., were met by an issuance of scrip, bear-
ing a rate of interest varying frjra three to
ten percent, ; •:\u25a0 month, until tha city become
apparently hopelessly bankrupt: Inthe year
1858 a billwas passed by the State Legisla-
ture incorporating the city and county of
Sacramento as one government. inthat bill
itwas provided that the ci yshould iot only
refund it* bjndtd debt, but also fund its
6 ting indebtedness. Itprovided for the
election ii Commissioners to examine the
claims against the city, withpower to fund all
that were found legitimate, and reject allthat
were fraudulent; the rate of interest being
fixedat six per cent, per annum. Tnia Com-
mission funded of the old debt and floating
indebtedness, as nearly as caD be ascertained,
SI,i»GO,OCO. It is claimed by citizens still
livii'g iv Sacramento that at least $100,000
was reported against by an expert employed
for the purpose as being absolutely fraudu-
lent. The President of the Board of Cocv
rnissionen waited for some time for some
citizen, or citizens, to enjoin him from issuing
bonds in those cases, but as no one appeared,
they weut over with the balance. Iclaim
thai, this matter of fraud has no possible
bearing upon our present relation to this
debt. Tii9 fact is, these bonds were issued
under the signature and seal of the properly
constituted authorities of thismunicipality
of that day. The faith and credit of tbe city
were pledged to the interest and ultimate re-
demption of these bonds. Atthe same time,
Iam fully convinced that the conditions
nader which the parties into whose hends
the bonds and scrip had naturally drifted
were fully aware of the precarious conditions
under which they accepted them.

The flood of 1802 swept away in one fell
swoop nearly the whole of the §000,000 which
had been put on the levees, besides effecting
a fearful depreciation of allprivate property
in the city. The bonds at that time depreci-

ated to a point varying from IS to 25 pel
cent, of their face ralue, and are mainly held
to-day by parties who secured thjniat that
price.

Inthe year 1863 the city and cotinty gov-

ernments separated. A new charter -a.
-
as

adopted for thn government of the city,
which in many respects ignored the provi-
sions of the statute of 1858, under which the
old debt was funded, and very natur-
ally the Trustees elected to carry
out the provisions of the charter of
1863 followed its instructions rather than
thoas of the incorporation Actpi ISSB, which
in relation to the funded debt provided that
the revenue derived from all within the City
limitsfor mv icipal purposes, na:nely, taxes,
licenses, barber dues, water rents and fines
collected in the Mayor's Court, or otherwise,
when pail into the treasury, should be sat

apart and appropriated as follows: "Fifty-
five per cent, to the interest and siairing
fond, which shall be applied to the payment
of the annual interest and the final
redemption of the bonds issued for
city indebtedness, in accordance with the
provisions of this Act; 15 per cent, to the
salary fund, which shall be applied to the
payment of the salaries uf tbe municipal offi-
cers, as provided in this Act; 8 per ant. to
the school fund, which shi.il be a] plied to the
support of schools within the city limits, and
the balance, 22 per cent., to a fund to be
used far Bttdh necessary municipal expei^es
a3 are not otherwise provided for iatnissic-
tion, and shall be called a contingent fund."
( Ibis is Section 35 of said Act.) Section 34
provides that the Board of Supervisors shall
not have.power to levy any tax greater than
100 cents on the $100 for municipal purpose?.

Inthe meantime improvements of one kind
and another were urgently demanded, such
as the establishment of a regular police force
and a more efficient system of common
school?, si re( improvements, and a system of
sewerage, a:l of which combined to reedtr it
apparently impossible for tho Trustees
to levy this 55 per cant. of
1 per cent. in accordance with
the terms of the Act of 1838 ; in fact,
so far as Ican learn, that contract with the
bondholders appears to have been for a time
almost lost sight of. And under this condi-
tion of things, itwas quite natural the inter-
est on the bonds should, as itdiJ, fallbehind
eight years.
