The Senate having under consideration the repeal

of an Act entitled an Act to promote drainage, Mr.
Sears spoke in favor of the passage of the Act as
follows.

Mr.Sears— 1do not intend to say much upon this
subject, because the subject has taken a very wide
range from tho subject at issue. Senator Davis,
who has just taken his sea', has spent about a half
hour in defending the Commissioners under this
Act, when he tells us there U not a color of any
charge sgaintt them. Ihard think he is justified
in sending that length of time defending a ISoarcl
of OommUßioners when, as he a-*it-, there are
no charges against them. The inference might
be that there is a little fire under all this smoke
so far 'as that is concerned Ishall leave it to
the judgment of the Senate. Ihave very little to
say in regard to the Commissioners, but Ishall con-
fine myself to the work which has been per-
formed under that Commission, and the
bill under which they were created. The
bill is entitled an Act to promote drainage.
What drainage has that commission promoted?
What great system of drainage has it undertaken ?
The only successful system of drainage which ithas
carried out is tjdrain the treasury of this State of
about a half a million of dollars. In that respect the,
drainage system has been a success, and the State
Engineer tells us that it will only take about ten
million* more to complete this e'.terprise We are
aware tlur the estimates of engineers often fall
short, and if they arc permitted to continue under
this Act,Ihave no doubt that th»-re would be a
large deficiency from the estimate which they have
made. Last year Ifollowed the idvicc of the State
Engineer, as Isaid in myremarks, whigh have been
read by Senator Johnson. He was our doctor— l
was willingto take his medicine. After taking the
first dose, and examining the patient, Ibecame
satisfied that the medicine liad worked an injury,
and therefore Ithink itis time that the medicine
should be stopped and the doctor chsngtd. Irecog-
nize, with other Senators, the vast importance of
this damage and the magnitude with which it has
stretched itself over these valley?, »nd Iam willing
togive the parties such a remedy as Ibelieve will
bring relief to ttem. Under the operations of this
billIam satisfied that no benefit has been derived,
but that positive injuryhas been worked upon the
people that reside along these rivers. Iwas willing
then to try the experiment, because Itook t e
iground that it was a State measure and not one
local inits character, and then declared that it was
the duty of the State to try Ibis experiment before
callingupon the general Government, in the inter-
ests of commerce, to carry it to a successful con-
clusion. It has changed, in my judgment, froma
State question to a National one, because the ex-
periment tried by the ite, so far as it is
concerned, has proven a most miserable failure, ana
any business man will tell you that when he en-
gages in an enterprise that proves a failure the
sooner h3 places it to the account of protitand loss
the better it willbe for him. Therefore Isay in re-
gard to this so-called

"
debris law," that toe sooner

we place itand the money whichhas been expended
under ittoprofit and loss, the better it «illbe fur
the people of the State. Iwas gladof the oppor-
tunity to visit the dam, which was erected under
this Commission. There were so many conflicting
stories in regard to it, we did not know whether it
was forty feet high or four feet. We did not know
whether itwas standing there intact or whether it
hail been swept away. We did not know whether
ithad settled or not, and even duringthe last storm,
the greatest tlood which this valley has ever wit-
nessed, while there was twenty feet of water where
the dam formerly stood, the news came to us that it

was as solid as a rock. Itbecame the duty of the Leg-
islature to visit that work and examine it for them-
selves. It was the judgment of all those who
looked at it impartially, who looked at itfrom a
disinterested motive; it wag the common sense
judgment of all, that the scheme of brush dams
was a failure, was an injury to the parties to whom
itattempted togive relief. Ifound that the farmers
in the vicinity, and those who had watchei itduring
its construction, even those who were directly in-
terested and who Raw the work u)>on that structure,
testify to that fact. Itwas the laughing-stock of
those people. Ihave conversed also with some of
the owners of the largest hydraulic mines in the
State, who own the great hydraulic mine of Nevada
county. They told me, in their judgment, that they
deemed the system of brush dams a failure and an
injury. We aie dealing with a work which has
beeu carried on by this Commission. What evidence
have we that it is a success? Look out of these
windows; look upon this deluged valley, stretch-
ing like a sea from mountain to mountain. That,
sir, attests the failure of any work performed hy
this so-oaJisd- debris Commission. Look; Mr. Presi
dent, at the raised lines of inundation around this
city;look at the submerged homes :see the
fertile farms transformed into lukex, and
this beautiful valley into a sea. These are
tests that the work of this Commission has
afforded norelief. Ihave seen these valleys inyears
gone by swept by other Hoods. Ihave seeu these
cities swept hy fire, aud to-day we witness thrni
swept bybrush dams— and this last sweep is more
disastrous than all of the others. Ibelieve itis our
duty tosweep from the statute books a law which
has proved so grand a failure. Mr. President, tiiis
capital stands hereto-day an oasis in this desert sea.
She is walled with waters on all sides, like the path-
way of Moses across the Red Sea. Talk about these
brush dams being able to control the elements of
nature, as they exist to-day '. It is folly—folly in
the highest degree. We are not dealing with the
rivers of Italy. We are not dealing with the Po, or
with the Nile,as the Senator from Pluinas would
have us believe. Ifollowed that gentleman in his
nights of fancy. Ifollowed him through the various
geological periods of the world. Iwatched him as
he wound up tho mountain trails onhis mule, foam-
ing and panting, switching tho tuos'i'iiio. Isaw
him flyingthrough the air on his snow-shoes, and
Ithought to myself—" What has all that to
do with the brush dams on the Yuba
and the Bear?' The farther he wandered
from the seat of operations the more
eloquent he became. Now, sir, we must deal with
these things to-day ; we must dea' with these over-
burdened rivers as they are, filled with raining
debris, and not with di&t^ut countries. The Senator
from Yuba tell* us that the operations which have
been carried on the last year were those which were
recommended by the engineers. Ue censures other
Senators here for representing the interests and the
EcntiiiK'nts of their constituents, and yet in the
next breath he tc'ls us that he w.»; opposed to the
re|ieal of this measure because his people are op-
posed to it. Now 1 Bay that this tdeaof brush
dams was one which was conceived hy this Com-
mission after this la* was passed. Itwas not
recommended by the State Engineer. Ihave his
report of ayear ago, inwhich he says, in .ikin. of
the control of miningdebris— he su^'s :

"
This table

shows the results of the estimates made of the stor-
age of sand by the dam 3projected for location on
the Yuba river. Three sites are exhibited— one for
a dam located about a quarter of a mile below the
junction of the middle Yuba, to be called the Uridge
Fort dam;one to be erected at the junction of Deer
cr..ek, to be known as the Union I;r
dam ; .another at Tinibucktoo or SiE?rts-
ville, on the lower Yuba

"
Then he says that

these dams were estimated upon a total bight
of 210 feet each He says further :

"
Each of the c

pro|««eci structures spoken of .is a dam, is really a
series of dams in succession. The upptr series are
projected to he built fifty feet high at first, then
four forty feet dams on topnf that, which main s 210
feet high that each dam was to be." He was to erect
an artificial Tossndte in the Yuba canyons of this
State. What material did he propose to build them
with He says: "Atthis proposed Eite the can-
yon is about 300 feet wi c on the present level of
sand and gravel, and the slopes on the side are
about thirty-five degrees, withcliffs and rocks stand-
ing back above. Itis proposed to quarry the rock
from these cliffs, transport it down the hillside
and use itin their construction." Then he goes on
and give3you the dimensions of these dam*. The
only material he pro; ojes to build them out of i«
stone, taken fiomthe mountain cliffs. What wasthc
result ? From stone d.mn feet highhe comes down
to abrush dam of only four feet. Great heavens,
what a fall was there. Therefore Isay, in reply to
the Senator from Yuba, that the plans of the dam
proposed by the State Engineer one year ago were
not carried out, but were changed inamost remark-
able degr c>3 Inregard to this present dam, when
the Legislature first met and the news came to us
that the dam wag completed, the State Engineer
had his report inmanuscript, but not printed. After
the first pressure of water came on these dams he
had occasion to issue a second edition of his report—

afsortof eoiicil to his report
—

in which he tells
us that itis expected that these dams will settle ;
but he says these calculations are made upon the
theory that the dams willremain intact. He denies
that the dams had even settled until the water re-
ceded to that extent that any person could sec for
himself that they had settled. With other legisla-
tors. Imade a careful examination of the dam from
shore toshore. There were about a dozen of us that
crossed over it, and Ibelieve that there was not a
dissenting opinion but what the dam had sunker. to
that extent that itoffered no reeistai.ee whatever to
the waters of the river. We found on the north
side of the dam a place where it hid sunk for 300
feet in length, and, going across, there were nine
points where ithad settled, and one of these settles
w«s over 400 feet wide. We fotinj where it had
settled four feet below its base— ithad settled four
feet below where the original foundation was laid.
Why it would seem, Mr.President, as though this
dam, according to the report of the enjineer, was
constructed for the purpose of only standing in the
summer, wli«n there is no water, and settling down
in the winter -drawing its head in, like a mini
turtle, out of the wet. Iremember a problem that
was once (riven to a school-boy to figure, how long
it would take a frog to get out of a well 60 feet
deep by jumping up cix feet and falling back eight,
and when the hoy had figured over both sides of his
slate, he was asked how he was getting along, when
he said : "IfIha 1 half \u25a0 a side more of slate
Iwould figure that frog into tho infernal regions.",
Mr. President, ifthe same boy was to fiziire overthis dam where it was constructed four feet high
and settled down in the sand eight feet, he would'
figure tLe Bear river dam into China before he gotthe frog into the infernal regions. The Committeeon T>rnin»ge have presented a report

Youtake the report of the Engineer of tlie araocnt
of water during a floodseason, and you take the
amount nf dtbris which that water holds in solu-
tion, and estimate the sixty per cent, which ho says
willsettl;, and you will find from that calculation
that the Hear river will fillthat dam in thirtydays ;
and yet he tells us it willtake nearly three years.

There have been a great many points made inthis
discussion which grated harshly upon my ears. I
regret very mucU that they were nttered, anl I
Uiink they were uttered more in the heat of debate
than springing from the calm reason of the minds
of those who uttered them. We have astranra
