All the claster of
shallow demagogues about the rights of the
people is as barren, useless and irritating
as the popping of firecrackers on Independ-
ence day. In this country the people
have now. and will have, all the rights and
all the powers that belong to them. The

| question is, whether they can afford to ex-

ercise all the powers that they have, or to
deprive individuals of any rignts that they
now enjoy.

The argument of Governor Stanford is
exceedingly forcible and clear. No one
else has made it so plain thatrailroads have
power to give minimum rates only where

l they have power to charge maximum rates

upon business that is not thereby impeded
or checked. By depriving them of power
to charge high rates upon freight which
easily pays such rates, the State would de-
prive them of power to give low rates to
other classes of business which can exist
only if low rates are granted. Still more

and everywhere the interest of transporta-
tion companies to build up new business
which will yield a pe'manent revenue to
themselves. In the eacouragement of im-
migration, of agriculture, of development
of mines and of manufacturing, the rail-
roads have done and are doing vastly more
to build up the country and to insure its
prosperity than is generally understood.
In order to encourage this expansion of in-
dustries it is often necessary for railroads
to make discriminations, because they can-
not live if they give to all shippers and to
all kinds of freight as low rates as are often
given to establith new enterprises.

t is well worth while, aiso, to observe
what Governor Stanford says of the prac-
tical effect of changes in rates. The con-
sumers, as he urges, do gain comparatively
little in times when low rates are secured
by competition or by legal interposition.
Neither do the benefits go in large measure
to the prodacers.

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INSIGNIFICANCE OF PRIMEVAL CITIES,

I cannot conclude without examining
once more the question whether this pretty |
little town, with its brick walls, which can
hardly have housed 3,000 inhabitants,
could have been identical with the great
Homeric Ilios of immortal renown, which
withstood for ten long years the heroic
efforts of the united Greek army of 110,000
men, and which could only at last be cap-
tured by a stratagem. First, as regards
the size of all the prehistoric cities, I repeat
that they were but very small. In fact,
we can hardly too much contract our ideas
of the dimensions of those primeval cities.
So, according to the Attic traditions, Ath-
ens was built by the Pelasgians, and was
limited to the small rock of the Acropolis,
whose plateau is of oval form, 900
feet long and 400 feet broad at its
broadest part; but it was much
smaller still until Cimon enlarged it by
building the wali on its eastern declivity,
and leveling the slope within by meauns of
debris. The Ionians, having captured the
city, forced the Pelasgians to settle at the
southern foot of the Acropolis. According
to Thucydides, Athens was ouly enlarged
by the coalesence of the Attic demi there
effected by Theseus. In like manner
Athens, Thebes, Mycena:, and all the other
cities whose names are of the plural form,
were probably at first limited to their'
stronghold, called polis, and had their
names in the singular ; but the cities hav-
ing been enlarged, they received the plural
name, the citadel being then called Acrop-
olis, and the lower town polis, The most
striking proof of this is the name of the
valley * Polis” in Ithaca, which is not de- |
rived from a real city or acropolis—for my
excavations there have proved that this
single fertile valley in the island can never |
have been the site of a city—hut from a
patural rock, which has never been |
touched by the hand of man,!
This rock, however, having precisely |
the shape of a citadel, is for this |
reason now called castron, and was no |
deubt in ancient times called Polis, which |
name has been transferred to the valley.
The ancient Polis or Asty was the ordinary
habitation of the town-chief or king, with
his family and dependents, as well as of
the richer classes of the people ; it was the
site of the Agora and the temples, and the |
general place of refuge in time of danger. |
We have traces of this fact in the extended :
sense of the Italian castello, to embrace a
town, and in the Anglo-Saxon burh ; also, |
as Professor Virchow suggests to me, in
the Slavish gard—hortus (Burgwall).
““What, indeed,” says Mr. Gladstone,
‘‘have we to say when we find that, in the
period of the incunabula of Rome, the
Romans on the Palatine were probably
faced by the Sabines on the hill of the
Capitol 7’ It 1s, therefore, not the small- i
ness of the third, the burnt city, which
can prevent us from identifying it with the
Homeric Troy, because Homer isnot a his-
torian, but an epic poet.—[Dr. Schliemann
on Troy.
