The bill, which is one of general interest to the
-grower- of thia State, reads as follows :

Section 1. The Board of State Viticultural Com-
missioners, in addition to the duties and powers
provided for by the Act entitled "An Act lor the
promotion of the viticultural industries of the
State, approved April 15,1880," shall, in respect to

-___»\u25a0 of grapevines and vine pests, constitute a
Board of Health. Itshall, i. addition tolaboratory-
work, cause practical experiments to be made to
determine or demonstrate the utilityof known or
new remedies against such disea_es and pests.

Section 2. The Board shall elect of their own num-
ber, or appoint from without their own number, a
competent person to serve as Chief Executive Vit-
icultural Officer, who shall pet form also the duties
of Viticultural Health Officer, under the direction
of the said Board, and subject to removal from such
office at any time Vf tbe Board.

S_etioß 3. Tlie cultural Health Officer shall
have power, subject to the approval of the Board,
to prevent the read of vine diseases and vi._
pests, by declaring and enforcing rules and regula-
tions in the nature of quarantine, to govern the
manner of,restnin or prohibit the import-it into
the State, and the distribution and _i. j-osa! within
the State, of all suspected vines, vine cuttings,
Debris of vineyards, empty fruit-boxes or other ma-
terial on orby which the contagion of yin

-
diseases

and germs of vine pests may be introduced into the
State or transported from p.ace to place within the
State ;to declare and enforce regulations approved
by the Board for the dish, fee tion of vines, vine cut-
tings, vineyard debris, empty fruit-boxes and other
suspected material dangerous to vineyards, while in
transit ot about to be distributed or transported
into or with. the State ;to classify the vineyrrds
and viticultural regions of the State, according to
the degree of health or vine diseases prevail-
ing therein, and to change the same as cir-
eonstances may require to be. done, subjecting
each class to such varying rules and regulations
respecting the introduction or transportation of sus-
pected vines, Tine cuttings and other material liable
to spread contagion of disease among Tines, as may
in the opinion of the Board become necessary and
expedient for the preservation of vineyards Such
rules and regulations shall be circulated inprinted
form by the Board among the Tine-growers and
fnlit-dealers of the State, shall be published at least
thirtydays in tao daily newspapers of general cir-
culation in the state, not of the same cityor county,
and shall be posted ina conspicuous place at tbe
county seat of each county affected by their pro-
visions. •

Section 4. The Viticultural Health Officer may
appoint local resident inspectors in any and all of
the viticultural regions of tke State, who. c duties
shall be to report to him concerning the health of
grapevines, the progress of vine diseases and peats,
and all violations of the rules arid regulations of the
Board ;to certify to the proper disinfection of
vines. vine-cuttings, empty fruit boxes, and other
tnu—portable articles required by the Board to be
disinfected before transportation, or whilein transit,
or after del.v at any point of destination, the
methods of disinfection to be .determined and ap-
proved by- the Health Officer and the B-»rd;to

seize upon and destroy all suspect— lvines, vine cut-
tings, debris of vineyards, empty fruit boxes and
otber material liable tospread contagion, whi.hmay
be found in transit or delivered after transportation,
not certified tias required by the Board;provided,
that the same may be exempt fromsuch destruction
ifthe cost of disinfection by such Inspector shall be
provided for by the owner or agent io charge
thereof as may be prescribed far such eases \u25a0\u25a0: negli-
gence, carelewness or violation of quarantine rules,
and to keep a record of all proceedings _•_ such In-
spectors ;provided, that there _h__i be no c mpen-
sation for such services of inspection, excepting a
fee not to exceed iltor each certificate of disi-fec-
tion in case of compliance with quarantine regula-
tion-*, and not to exceed fo tor each certificate of
disinfection after seizure for non-com piisnee ;pro-
vided, however, such iupection may be ejag-c-yed
at tbe option of the owners ttproperty requiring dis-
infection to disinfect the same.

appointed for each couuty which is subject to such
quarantine regulations, and they shall each be sub-
ject toremoval at the willof the Viticultural Health
-fficer, if incompetent, or they fail to perform their
duties, or are unreasonably dietastef-.il to vine-grow-
er- m grape- dealers.

Section 5 Itshall be tbe duty of the Chief Exec-
utive Viticultural Officer to personally visit, exam-
ine and report upon the various viticultural region"
of the State ;toprepare documents forpublication,
as required by the Board, relating to any and all
branches of viticultural industry, including treatises
for the instruction of the public;to sui— rvise the
preparation of reports for publication, and especially
remirtupon the practicability and means of eradi-
cating diseases from vineyards, and to superintend
experiments withknown and new remedies.

Section 0. Allprinting heretofore ordered by the
Board shall be paid for out of the appropriations
heretofore made for its use; all printing required
hereafter shall be done by the Mate Printer. .

Section 7. The salary of the chief executive viti-
cultural officer shall be fix.d by the Board, not to
exceed . -50 per month, for services while engaged
as such officer, and his actual traveling expenses
shall be allowed, not 10 exceed \u25a0-.'»' *"per annum.

Section 8. There is hereby appropriated for the
uses of the Board of State Viticultural —>mmUsiou-
ers, as set forth in this Act,and in the Act provid
ing for its organization, out of any moneys in the
State Treasury not otherwise appropriated, the
